New Residents Reminded

County Clerk, Ruby Heald has
reminded new residents of Yo-
akum County that they must
vote in the county clerk's off-
ice by Tuesday, April 30, if th-
ey wish to participate in eith-
er the Democratic primary or
the Republican primary to be
held on May 4.

Any person who has lived in
the county less than six mont-
hs (who became a resident af-
ter November 3, 1967) must vo-
te in the clerk's office during
the period of April 15- April 30.
He must be a registered voter
either in this county or in the
county of his former residence

and must have lived in the st-
ate for a year, He will be re-
quired to present his registrat-
ion certificate or to make an
affidavit ofits loss when he ap-
plies for a ballot.

A voter with less than six mo-
nths' residence in the county
will be able to vote on all sta-
tewide offices and on the ref-
erendum propositions on the pr-
opositions on the primary bal-
lot, and will also be able to vo-
te on districtoffices for distri-
cts in which he has six months
residence preceding the elect-
ion, buthe will not be permit-
ted to vote in local races.

Law Enables New Residents
To Vote In State Elections

Voters in the May primary
who moved into the county on
or after November4, 1967,
must vote between April 15
and April 30 in the office of
the county clerk in the county
of their presentresidence, ac=
cording to information suppl=

ied by Ruby Heald, County CI-.

erk of Yoakum County.

A new law enacted last year
permits registered voters With
less than six months’ resid=
ence in the county to vote on
all statewide offices and is=
sues if they have lived in the
state longer than one year,
but they must vote in the co=
unty clerk’s office under pro=
cedures similar to absentee
voting. The new law puts into
effect a constitutional amend=
ment adopted in November,
1966, f

Formerly, aperson Wwho mo=
ved from one county to another
within the state was totally dis=
franchised for the first six
months after he moved, unless
one or more of the various
types of districts (congres=
sional, legislative, judicidl,
etc.) included both the county
of his former residence and
the county of his new resid=
ence. If he had lived in a dis=
trict for six months before
the election, he could vote on
statewide offices and issues
and on the offices for dis=
tricts in Which he had six
months’ residence, but he co=
uld not vote on local offices
and issues Within the county.

The new law preserves the
voting rights whichexisted un=

der the old law, but the pro= .

cedure for voting has beench=
anged. Heretofore, a person
entitled to vote on the basis

of six months’ residence in a
district voted on election day
at the regular polling place for
the voting precinct of his new
residence. Under the new law,
no one who has resided in the
county less than six months
may vote at a regular polling
place, and all voting by such
persons must be done through
the county clerk’s office. The
voter must appear in person
at the clerk’s office between
the twentieth day and the fo=
urth day preceding the elec=
tion unless he is unable to
appear because of sickness
or physical disability or une=
less he is absent from the
county during that period. Sick
or disabled voters and those
temporarily absent from the
county may obtain a ballot by
mail. Office will be open from
8:00 asme to 5:00 p.m. Mone
day through Fridays

Spring Tackle “Training”

Anglers can take a tip from
the pre-season warmups and
training now underway in the
baseball camps.

Seeing that equipment func-
tions perfectly is just as im-
portant to a fisherman as good
physical condition is to a
touted 20-game winner or the
team’s ‘‘big stick.”

Getting gear in shape after
a winter’s layoft is vital to the
success of early trips afloat,
say the authorities at Mercury
outboards. If you don’t, you’re
likely to discover all sorts of
problems . . . and all at the
wrong time.

While most of us were ad-
monished to prepare our gear
last fall, such good advice has
a strange habit of falling on
closed ears . . . particularly if
the geese were flying. So haul
out the tackle box NOW, while
you have the time.

Thoroughly clean reels, re-
lubricating according to the
maker’s specs . .. but use
greases sparingly. Check lines
for signs of weakness; snip off
10 feet of monofilament, if you

If you’re like most Americans,
you like it fried—fried crisp
and golden and served with a
wedge of lemon.

Now, how you fry your fish
is altogether another kettle of
fish. First of all, it depends on
the fish. If you’re frying oys-
ters, shrimp, crab or other
small fish, you may prefer to
fry it in shallow or deep fat,
while if you’re frying a fish
steak, fish fillets or whole fish,
it’s better to pan fry it in 13
to 1/4-inch of fat.

100 per cent corn oil, that

This all-American favorite al-
soranks as a mighty popular fo-
od all over the world. It's the
mainstay of many peoples' di-
ets,

Potatoes on the way to your
store live in luxury these days,
says the U, S, Department of
Agriculture, When it's too hot,
they get refrigeration, When
it's cold, they het central he-
ating. Temperature is import-
ant to maintaining high quali-
ty, and sometimes freights car
are precooledor preheated ev-
enbe fore the potatoes are lo-
aded in.

Too, potatoes get plenty of
air-circulated over, under and
around them. aMany shipper's
also provide some kind of pa-
dding underneath the potatoes

to keep them from getting br-
uised.

Potatoes also are kept in so-
othing darkness until they re-
ach the store, There's spectal
reasons. Light, even artificial
light, can affect potatoes to
extent of turning the skin gre-
en.

One big reason, no doubt, is that
personal information is kept confi-
dential—as a kind of compensation
to the citizen for accepting a little
prying into his private life. Federal
law specifically provides that census
information about any individual
may not be disclosed “to his detri-
ment.”

What does this mean? In one
case, an insurance company refused
to pay a man's claim because it
suspected he had lied about his age
on the application form.

“To double check,” the company
told him, “we would like to see what
age you gave to the census taker.”

However, in a court hearing, the
insurance company was denied ac-

The
court pointed out that the desired
information might indeed be to the
man’s detriment — and therefore
could not be released without his
consent.

That doesn’t mean general statis-
tics cannot be used, merely because
they are unpalatable to some in-
dividuals. Thus:

A city wanted to use census fig-
ures to classify a certain block as
a “blighted area.” Property owners
objected that this was using census
information “to our detriment.”

But the court overruled their ob-
jection, because this was not per-
sonal information but simply the
statistical profile of a neighborhood.

Probably the most important
development of recent years in
pointing-dog training aids is the
“call-back” trap for quail, says
Henry P. Davis, Sporting Dog
Editor of Sports Afield maga-
zine. Modern methods have sim-
plified the rearing and keeping
of bobwhite quail, and this com-
paratively new trap will enable
either the amateur or the pro-
fessional to use the same birds
over and over in a limited train-
ing area. The trap is simple in
construction. A sturdy wooden
frame is covered (top, bottom
and sides) with hardware cloth
of a close-woven predatorproof
wire. Entrance tunnels on both
sides, flush with the sides but
extending inward, lead into the
trap. They are placed low enough
to the ground to permit the
birds to enter easily, but high
enough on the inside to pre-
vent them from using it to es-
cape. A wooden closure board is
fastened above the tunnel so
that the entrance may be closed
to prevent the entry of cats and
other predators. One end of the
trap is covered to protect against
the elements. An access gate is
fixed at the other end.

The trap is usually placed in
a fairly open area, conveniently
close to the kennel so that the
trainer can easily look after it,
providing feed and water at reg-
ular intervals. Some dozen or
15 quail are placed in the pen.
The number depends on the size
of the pen—they must not be
too crowded. The trap can be
positioned permanently or eas-
ily moved from place to place,
as the trainer desires,

The quail can be removed
from the pen, capture being
made through the use of a small
net,’and the birds “planted” or §¥
released singly. Or the trainer
may desire to drive a number
of the birds from the pen at a
time, allowing them to fly in
any direction they desire. Then
he can work his dog or dogs on
them in a manner closely du-
plicating natural hunting con-
ditions. Unless the trainer de-
sires to shoot one or two birds
over the dogs, no effort is made |
to recapture them.

are helping make this possible are
lightning fast UNIVAC 1108 com-
puters which process data in bil-
lionths of a second. These comput-
ers forecast ahead on the basis of
ingenious, highly complex mathe-
matical formulas about the interac-
tions of the mighty forces involved
in the weather. Without such com-
puters, thousands of mathemati-

. cians would have to work out the

solutions in many years of work.

Today, experiments are continu-
ing on two UNIVAC 1108’s which
execute about 100,000,000,000 in-
structions in producing a 24-hour
forecast in some 14 hours of high
speed computing. A total of 288
five minute forecasts are required
for each variable at each measuring
point. A®out one million words of
data are stored for each five minute
forecast.

The - research has already paid
some impressive dividends. In one
case, a series of three storms formed
and developed successively at about
four day intervals off the coast of
Texas and moved into the eastern
third of the United States during a
twelve day period. The computers
forecast the birth and development
of each of these storms with almost
uncanny accuracy.

In the future, you will see even
more startling advances. An ad-
vanced mathematical model, in-
cluding extremely complex inter-
actions of the air and sea, is now
well along in development. A later
version of this model is expected to
produce two week forecasts which
will be as accurate as present two
day forecasts. You may even find
yourself asking “what’s the com-
puter say today?” rather than
“what's the weatherman say?”
