As students and teachers approach the mid-point of their summer
break from school, administrators, central office personnel, and
maintenance employees continue to work steadily as they prepare
once again for the beginning of a new school year. Reports are fil-
ed, supplies purchased and distributed, carpets cleaned, buildings
painted, grass cut and trees trimmed. Summer is a very busy time at
school.

One of the items of business during the summer is to secure new
teachers to replace those who have resigned. Although Plains |.S.D.
receives many applications for employment, there are certain rules
and regulations to follow when employing teachers for our school.
The Texas Education Agency sets forth many requirements in
regard to placing a teacher in a particular teaching position. To
become qualified to teach in a Texas School, an applicant must
have a college degree with a minimum of 126 college credit hours, a
valid Texas Teacher Certificate, and at least twenty-four hours in
the field of specialization (teaching field). For example, a teacher
holding a bachelors degree with certification in English could not
teach math, science, history, government, vocational education,
physical education or speech, on the secondary level unless an
emergency permit is secured. An emergency permit can only be
issued by the Texas Education Agency.

When all T.E.A. requirements are met, the applicant is then screen-
ed by the principal of the school in which they will be employed,
and by the Superintendent. Initially a reference check is secured for
prospective employees, then an interview with the principal is
scheduled, followed by an interview with the superintendent. After
the interviews, administrative recommendations are presented to
the Board of Trustees for final approval. The Board of Trustees and
the administrative team strive to obtain the best possible teachers
for the our district.

So far this-summer the Board of Trustees has employed two
teachers for our school: Libby Williams, a graduate of Texas Tech
who will teach Home Economics classes, and Patricia Allman, a
graduate of Tarleton State University who will teach computer
literacy and will also coach. We welcome these two teachers to our
school and to our community.
