Two other 13-year-olds, Kyle Fox and 
Jason Lipscomb, who are involved in 
the new computer camp going on this 
week have similiar viewpoints about 
the program. 

Fox has participated in the "Shake 
Hands" program the past three years 
and plans to return next year. Fox said 
computers definitely are in his plans for 
the future, so he is enjoying computer 
camp. "It's easier to be with other kids 
like me because often kids at school 
hate me because I make good grades," 
Fox said. Fox said he was pushed down 
the stairs at school once after making a 
better grade than a classmate. 

Lipscomb said he sometimes is bored 
in school but that "the honors program 
is excellent and the teachers really 
care."

"David speaks a half-dozen 
languages, says his main interest is 
comparative philology, calculates 
mathematical equations, does 
chemistry experiments, studies the 
violin, and reads The New York Times 
and college textbooks. Recently he ask-
ed his parents to find him a physics 
tutor, because he doesn't understand 
the different parts of the 
electromagnetic-radiation spectrum. 
So his parents are looking for a 
physicist to explain these mysteries to 
their 4-year-old son." 

According to New York magazine, 
the source of that excerpt, there are an 
estimated 2.5 million gifted children in 
the nation. Though David is an extreme 
case, about 70 gifted children are on the 
Texas Tech campus this week to take 
part in the "Shake Hands with Your 
Future" program especially designed 
for gifted children. The self-supporting 
program, sponsored by the division of 
continuing education, is in its fourth 
year. So far, more than 900 students 
from Texas and other states have 
participated. 

Program coordinator Mary Anne 
Speck said the program is highly selec-
tive and that applicants must have an 
IQ of at least 120, score high on standar-
dized achievement tests, demonstrate 
exceptional skills or be identified as 
gifted by their school system. 

Although "Shake Hands with Your 

Financial aid is available to students 
who need assistance, but funds are 
limited. Because the program receives 
no state funding, all salaries, supplies 
and services are paid for through dona-
tions and tuition fees. 

Future" is a residential summer 
enrichment program, students par-
ticipate throughout the school year. For 
summer school, students may enroll in 
any of the three sessions offered and 
sign up for three courses or "quests." 
The courses cover a variety of topics, 
including engineering, science, com-
puters, law, leadership, art, music, 
drama, foreign languages, folklore, 
agriculture, achitecture, time and 
money management, archaeology and 
women's studies. 

The students, who are in grades five 
through 12 live in the dorm during the 
two-week session and attend classes all 
day. 

Speck has been with the program 
since its beginning. "Since the gifted 
children are used to having things come 
easily, they need courses which will 
challenge them and meet their needs," 
she said. "The students are not graded 
in the program, so there is no pressure, 
and the kids motivate themselves." 

The professors, youngsters and 
parents all said they are enthusiastic 
and donate much time to the program 
to make it a success. Cliff Keho, an 
associate professor of engineering who 
has taught the gifted students for three 
years, said, "It is a joy to work with 
such bright, young kids." 

"Not only the kids, but the faculty 
learn and benefit from teaching the 
gifted," said Marvin Platten, associate 
professor of education. Platten is active 
in the "Super Saturdays" program, an

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Reagan voices concern 
about possible oil crisis

New dean of 
students to 
begin in July

Larry Ludewig, dean of students at 
Lamar University in Beaumont, was 
selected in May as the new Texas Tech 
Dean of Students. Ludewig will begin 
his term during the first part of July. 

Ludewig will replace John Baier, who 
resigned to accept a position as vice 
president for student affairs at the 
University of Alabama. 

In a phone interview with The Univer-
sity Daily Thursday, Ludewig said he is 
looking forward to beginning his posi-
tion at Tech. 

"It is an excellent opportunity for 
me," he said. ''Tech has a reputation as 
a prestigious school, and it will be a 
pleasure to be a part of that. "I am look-
ing forward to working with other ad-
ministrators in shaping Texas Tech." 

"I was very impressed with the staff 
members I met during my visit to the 
campus," Ludewig said. "I am looking 
forward to talking with them and get-
ting their suggestions." 

Ludewig said he probably will make 
some changes, but he said it would be 
premature to make any changes until 
he is acquainted with the current opera-
tion of the dean of students office. 

LONDON — As the leaders of seven 
major industrial democracies converged 
for their annual economic summit, 
President Reagan urged U.S. allies 
Thursday to plan for joint action in the 
event the Persian Gulf conflict ignites a 
new oil crisis. 

Seeking to avoid what an aide describ-
ed as "psychological panic" over a 
disruption of oil supplies, the president 
told reporters before he met with Italian 
Prime Minister Bettina Craxi: 

"We recognize that we can act better 
together if faced with such a crisis. I 
think we would all probably mutually 
share. Other nations have reserves 
also." 

Apparently anticipating pressure from 
his summit colleagues to reduce U.S. in-
terest rates and budget deficits, Reagan 
predicted that interest rates eventually 
would fall, and disputed a suggestion to 
the contrary by his chief White House 
economist. 

U.S. officials said Reagan also will 
seek a commitment from the other 
leaders for joint action to stem interna-
tional terrorism. 

With British Prime Minister Margaret 
Thatcher as host, the 10th annual 
economic summit got under way with a 
reception for the leaders of the United 
States, Canada, Japan, West Germany, 
Italy and France at St. James's Palace. 

The reception in the parkside palace, 
built in the 16th century by King Henry 
VIII, was followed by a working dinner 

for the seven leaders at 10 Downing St., 
the prime minister's official residence. 

The dinner was expected to focus on 
political topics, such as the widening war 
between Iran and Iraq and U.S. relations 
with the Soviet Union, which are com-
peting for attention at the summit with 
such economic issues as high interest 
rates, budget deficits, the overvalued 
dollar and the debt burden of developing 
countries. 

Reports persisted that Iran was 
preparing to launch a major ground 
assault in Iraq. Assistant Secretary of 
State Richard Burt, who accompanied 
Reagan to London, told CBS News: 
'We've seen signs of a major assault for 
some time. But the real question is 
whether or not this assault is going to 
erupt during the summit." 

One U.S. official, who spoke only on 
condition that he not be identified, said 
the United States is not seeking a specific 
oil contingency plan but rather wants 
new efforts by the International Energy 
Agency to persuade each nation to use its 
own oil stocks without hoarding, in the 
event of a major disruption. 

Treasury Secretary Donald Regan, 
briefing reporters, quoted Reagan as 
telling Japanese Prime Minister 
Yasuhiro Nakasone that there should be 
"more cooperation and more discussion 
among the nations as to how to handle an 
oil shortage. 

Nakasone told the president he intend-
ed to propose at the summit that 
preparations for a fresh round of talks on 
liberalizing world trade begin next year. 
with actual negotiations starting in 1986. 

Texas Tech AAF 
Advertising team wins national competition with computer promotion

The advertising program in the Texas 
Tech department of mass communica-
tions took a big step in gaining national 
recognition this month when its competi-
tion team won the American Advertising 
Federation's i AAF) 1984 National Com-
petition in Denver. 

The AAF's annual competition is 
generally regarded as the most 
prestigious in advertising education, 
said James Marra, assistant professor of 
advertising and adviser to the competi-
tion team.

ty is extraordinary — this thing is 
worldwide," Marra said. 

The Tech team won the first place 
award by developing a comprehensive 
advertising plan for the Tandy Corp. and 
its Tandy/Radio Shack TRS-80 line of 
business computers, Marra said. The 
team compiled a 50-page plans book, a 
12-page creative supplement and a 
20-minute audio-video presentation that 
outlined media, promotion and creative 
strategies for the campaign. 

After the Tech team presented its cam-
paign and was announced as the national 
champion, it presented the campaign 
again to a group of about 500 AAF profes-
sionals attending the annual convention, 
Marra said.

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Russians do U.S. 'favor' by staying home

U.S.-Soviet relations, a little distance 
and silence between these two 
muscle-bound giants may not be a 
bad idea. Instead of regretting their 
boycott, as the Reagan administra-
tion has been doing, or appealing to 
the Soviet ambassador here to recon-
sider, as the Rev. Jesse Jackson has 
been doing, we probably should be 
grateful for their absence. 

There's too much inflammable 

rhetoric in the air these days to risk 
one more confrontation, this time in 
Los Angeles on world television, at 
what for some reason is called "the 
Games." These are no games, but a 
propaganda war. 

Consider the Russians' reaction to 
President Reagan's recent El 
Salvador speech. They described it as 
"a shameless lie from beginning to 
end," unsupported by "a single fact" 

... designed to justify a U.S. policy of 
"military interference and aggres-
sion" ... "another exercise in 
demagoguery and slander." 

Well, as the president says with an 
amiable duck of his head, but often 
forgets, words are weapons. If you 
call the Soviet Union an "evil em-
pire" that will cheat or steal to 
achieve its objectives, and if Moscow 
calls the president of the United 

Union, but the Russians had to con-
sider the possibility that they might 
win the Olympics, and lose some of 
their best men and women who won 
the gold medals. 

There remains the question of what 
should be done about the Olympics. 
The suggestion here is that they 
should not be put up for auction 
among the major nations as a pro-
paganda fraud, as they are now, but 
that they should go back to Greece 
every four years, where they started, 
preferably on some lovely Greek 
Island, chosen by the television ty-
coons for its dreamy skies and 
waters. 

WASHINGTON — The argument 
between Washington and Moscow 
over the Olympics is coming out just 
right. The Russians did without the 
U.S. athletes last time, and we'll 
struggle along without their athletes 
in Los Angeles this summer. 

In the present poisonous state of 

States a "liar" and "aggressor" this 
is no invitation to a game, and you 
shouldn't be surprised if there are 
demonstrations against the Russians 
in Los Angeles. 

Of course there would have been 
demonstrations. You can't have a ral-
ly for motherhood in the United States 
even on Mother's Day without some 
outfit protesting that it's a bum idea. 
But the Soviet Union's excuse for pull-
ing out in Los Angeles — that their 
athletes were in physical danger —
obviously is ridiculous. 

There was a Soviet "security pro-
blem" sure enough, but it wasn't that 
their athletes couldn't be protected. 
Reagan even had the U.S. Army on 
hold to see to that, but the Russians 
themselves couldn't be sure that 
some of their best athletes would go 
home after seeing the California sun-
shine and the opportunities for their 
talents in the United States. 

To paraphrase the old First World 
War song, "How Are You Gonna Keep 
'em Down on the Farm After They've 
seen L.A.?" The outlook was that the 
Soviet Union and East Germany pro-
bably could have come out on top in 
the Los Angeles Olympics and 
demonstrated on worldwide televi-
sion that their professional athletes —
a subsidized branch of the Communist 
propaganda machine — could jump 
higher and run faster than the 
amateur athletes of the world. But 
suppose, after it was all over, some of 
them ran away? 

It probably would be wrong to 
assume that this was why Moscow 
said "nyet" to Los Angeles. They 
were mad that we boycotted the 1980 
games in Moscow and got even by 
boycotting the 1984 Olympics in Los 
Angeles. But they are terrified of 
freedom and have to wonder what 
their stars might do when they see it. 

Anyway, the Soviet Olympic Com-
mittee had a problem this year that 
the U.S. Olympic Committee didn't 
have four years ago. Nobody here had 
to worry about American athletes 
running away from home and making 
a new life for themselves in the Soviet 

Sports has something to say to 
politics. It is the last field of battle 
under accepted rules. You can't bite 
in the clinches or run out of the lanes. 
There are referees with whistles who 
have authority to punish infractions. 

But there's no big hurry. This is a 
time for waiting and for a little 
judicious leaving alone. Maybe we 
could do without the Olympics for a 
while. They got into trouble in the 
fourth century A.D. and weren't 
revived again until the end of the 19th 
century, in 1896, and the nations have 
been fussing with one another ever 
since. 

It's laughable to hear Reagan blam-
ing the Russians for refusing to come 
to Los Angeles and "politicizing" the 
Olympics. They were politicized from 
the start. Hitler used them in 1936 to 
dramatize his conquest of the world. 
Jimmy Carter used them to protest 
the Soviet invasion of Afghanistan. 
And the Russians are boycotting Los 
Angeles to protect themselves and 
prove that they don't like Reagan. 

So what's new? Maybe the sad light 
of Jesse Jackson knocking on the 
Soviet Embassy door here on 16th 
Street and appealing to the Russians 
to come to Los Angeles. Who needs 
them? Our miss is our mercy. They 
have done us a favor by staying away, 
for the element of accident was too

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Six Haitians drown, 61 rescued

MIAMI — Six Haitians 
drowned and 61 were 
rescued when a sailboat cap-
sized Wednesday night as 
the Coast Guard, suspecting 
the passengers were trying 
to enter the United States il-
legally, attempted to board 
the vessel, officials said. 

A search was launched for 
other Haitians who may 
have been aboard the 30-foot 
wooden boat when it over-
turned about 20 miles off the 
coast of Haiti, said Joe Gib-
son, a spokesman for the 
Coast Guard station here. 

Survivors estimated that 
80 to 90 people had been on 
the vessel, said Coast Guard 

minimum of 67 people." 
All survivors had been 

safely transferred to the 
Hamilton, he said. There 
were no injuries to Coast 
Guard personnel. 

Two other Coast Guard 
cutters, the Dallas and the 
Decisive, headed to the 
scene Wednesday night, Gib-
son said. 

A Coast Guard helicopter 
and a pair of Falcon jets, one 
from the Miami air station 
and the other from Borin-
quen Coast Guard Air Sta-
tion on the northern coast of 
Puerto Rico, also took off for 
the site. 

"They will continue sear-
ching and see if they can find 
any more people," Gibson 
said.

Gibson was advised of the 
accident, which occurred 
about 500 miles southeast of 
Miami, around 9 p.m. EDT. 

"The Coast Guard cutter 
Hamilton was conducting a 
boarding of the vessel when 
the smaller vessel capsiz-
ed," said Gibson. The of-
ficial had no information 
about the identities of the 
victims nor the number of 
individuals still being 
sought. 

The Haitians on the 
sailboat included women 
and children, Gibson said.

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6,500 registered nurses strike for job security

MINNEAPOLIS (AP) —
Almost 6,500 registered nurses 
staging the largest nurses' 
strike in the nation's history 
are battling for job security —
an issue "that will ripple 
across the country" if it is not 
resolved, says the national 
nurses' union leader. 

About 6,000 nqrses struck 15 
hospitals in the Minneapolis-
St. Paul area June 1; three 
days later, another area 
hospital negotiating separate- 

ly with the Minnesota Nurses 
Association was struck by its 
300 contract nurses. 

The two sides came close to 
a strike two years ago when 
the issue was money, a minor 
issue this year. No talks have 
been held since the strike 
began. On Thursday, a federal 
mediator scheduled a meeting 
with the two sides for 
Tuesday. 

The struck hospitals have 
limited admissions and are 
operating at what spokesmen 
said was one-fourth to one-
third of normal capacity. 

Emergency room services 
have not been reduced and no 
critical care has been 
withheld, hospital officials 
said, but much elective 
surgery has been postponed. 

"The issues involved in Min-
nesota are issues that concern 
nurses across the country," 
said Eunice Cole, president of 
the American Nurses Associa-
tion, the nation's largest union 
for registered nurses. About 
165,000 of 1.3 million working 
registered nurses belong to 
the ANA. 

Striking nurses say job 

security is the major reason 
they are walking the picket 
line. The union wants increas-
ed protection against layoffs 
and cuts in workweeks, and it 
wants required re-training of 
up to three months for laid-off 
nurses. 

The hospitals now offer two 
weeks of re-training when a 
nurse's job is phased out, and 
have offered to increase that 
to three weeks. More re-
training would be too expen-
sive, said Mike Phillips, a 
spokesman for Health 
Employers Inc., which 

negotiates for the hospitals. 
"Hospitals need the flex-

ibility to use the best nurses 
available where they need 
them," said Scott Anderson, 
president and administrator 
of North Memorial Medical 
Center, where nurses struck 
June 1. 

But Donna Loughry, a 
striker who has been a 
registered nurse for 22 years 
and has worked at North 
Memorial for 31/2  years, said 
the policy of moving nurses to 
fill staffing shortages can lead 
to poor patient care.

Texas Tech campus police 
scanned the parking lots 
Wednesday and found more 
than 500 illegally parked 
cars, according to Robert 
Sulligan, director of traffic 
and parking.

Sulligan said about 4,000

"Now that we are a big 

museum, we are experiencing 
some big museum problems," 
Parker said. 

Some of those problems 
have included minor van-
dalism, wear and tear on 
carpets and walls, and prob-
ing, curious fingers that want 
to touch and feel the artwork. 

To protect the art from the 
public's probing hands, of-
ficials have recently began 
taking action that they didn't 
think would be necessary. 

In the past two weeks, small 
white barriers were erected in 
front of almost all the pain-
tings in the museum's main 
gallery. 

But it's the museum's very 
success that has brought with 
it a potentially high price: 
unexpected wear on some of 
the works of art and even the 
new building itself. 

"The wear and tear of the 
public on the facility is at a 
level that we never experienc-
ed before," said museum 
director Harry S. Parker III. 
"This has included not only 
wear and tear, but wear and 
tear on the collection." 

To Parker's and other 
museum officials surprise, 
visitors have apparently been 
touching and disturbing the 
artwork at a much greater 
rate than when the works were 
housed at the old facilities in 

DALLAS - Officials at the 
new Dallas Museum of Art 
don't mind the record crowds. 
but they would like the flocks 
of patrons to keep their hands 
off the art. 

So the museum has added a 
special collection of plexiglass 
windows, elegant sanchions 
and modernistic railings - all 
of which are designed to pre-
vent museum-goers from 
touching and fondling the art. 

The three-month-old 
museum, located in a contem-
porary building in downtown 
Dallas, opened to huge crowds 
and rave reviews from art and 
architecture critics and has 
spurred development in the 
new 60-acre Arts District plan-
ned for downtown.

Cowboys sign three draft picks Olympic organizer seeks boycott reversal 
By The Associated Press 

LOS ANGELES — Olym-
pics organizer Peter V. 
Ueberroth, in his first visit 
to a country boycotting the 
1984 Games, headed for 
Cuba on Thursday to meet 
with Fidel Castro and assure 
him that Cuban athletes 
would be safe in Los 
Angeles. 

Ueberroth, president of 
the Los Angeles Olympic 
Organizing Committee, left  

Los Angeles for Mexico City 
aboard a private jet provide 
by Mario Vasquez-Rana, 
president of the Association 
of National Olympic 
Committees. 

Vasquez-Rana, a member 
of the International Olympic 
Committee, has been among 
the most active Olympic 
leaders in trying to have the 
boycott decision reversed. 
He was the intermediary 
who arranged the meeting 
between Castro and 
Ueberroth. 

On his way to Havana, 
Ueberroth stopped in Mex-
ico City and lunched with 
Mexican President Miguel 
De La Madrid, according to 
Steve Montiel, deputy press 
secretary for the LAOOC. 

The invitation from Cuba 
surprised the LAOOC, which 
has expressed little hope for 
a change of mind by the 14 
boycotting Soviet bloc 
countries. 

But LAOOC officials said 
Ueberroth has nothing to 
lose by meeting with Castro. 

Ueberroth said he viewed 
the invitation as "positive," 
adding, "We'll not pass up 
any chance to meet with a 
leader from a country not 
attending." 

He said he will assure 
Castro that his athletes will 
be safe and welcome in Los 
Angeles. 

"I'd love to see his 
athletes here," Ueberroth 
said in a television interview 
Wednesday. "I don't think 
the invitation means he's 
changed his mind, but I can  

talk to him about it a little 
bit ... assure him." 

Cuba's boxing team 
dominated the 1980 Moscow 
Olympics, winning six of 11 
divisions, and its baseball 
team was the overwhelming 
favorite in the Los Angeles 
Olympics. 

Ueberroth announced the 
trip to Cuba after a rare, 
secret session of the ex-
ecutive committee of the 
LAOOC board of directors. 

But he said he would not 
"beg ... anybody to come.- 

from Betehune-Cookman, 
10th-round pick Brian 
Salonen, a tight end from Mon-
tana; and 11th-round selection 
Dowe Aughtman, a defensive 
tackle from Auburn. 

The Cowboys already have
