Techncal Sgt. Jean A: Byers,
who fought through 14' months of
Pacific warfare, received the Air
Medal with one Oak Lieaf Cluster.
The awards were wvresented by
Col. A. E. Key, Statiori Comman-
dant, at . his ﬁrst formal parade
and review. ;

Section M received the ribbon
for winning the last weekly review
and ‘also for placing. first in the
last weekly inspection of seciions.

The Air Medal was presented
for Sgt. Byers’ -part in the first

mass flight of B-17s from Hamil- |

ton Field Hawaii, in May 1941.
Sgt. Byers was a radio operator on
one of the Fortresses. The mission,
which was accomplished ' despite
adverse winds, was the pioneer
flight from the mainland on which
all future operations of land-based
aircraft were developed.

In
such cases, he may be still at large
in enemy territony.” If the soldier’s
folks attempt to write to him

vice, their letters ‘‘would only
serve to notify the enemy that the
soldier is tf.v?e in their territiory.”
