SALARY.

Texas voters will decide in the
November election on the propos-
ed constitutiopal Amendment for

the raising of the salaries of the
Governor to $12,000 a year, the
Attorney General to $10,000, and
the Land Commissiner, Comptrol-
ler, Treasurer and Secretary of
State to $6,000 each. Salaries of
these State Officials have remain.
ed the same regardless of con-
ditions of the times for the past
seventy years,

In 1876 Texas wrote its
Constitution a salary of four
thousand ($4,000) dollars for the
governor; four thousand ($4,000)
dollars for the Attorney Gener-
al, and twenty-five hundred ($2,-
500) dollars each for the Land
Commissioner, Comptroller, Trea-
surer and Secretary of State.
In those days this was an ade-
quate salary, but today those
holding these high offices are
not paid as well as they were in
'76 and no man can carry the
burden of the office and justly
care for the family during his
’ term. Being constitutional these

salaries have remained the same

in

throughout the years and if
amended would cost citizens of
Texas less than one-half cent

each to do justice to these lead-
ing officials of our great state
goveérnment.

Texas is the fastest growing
state in the Union, the largest
state and fifth in population and
wealth., The demands on State
officials are many and we ought
to pay our public servants a rea-
sonable living wage while they
transact the business of the state.

Among the important State
organizations who have endorsed
the amendment are Texas Fed-
eration of Women’s Clubs, Texas
Federation of Labor, Texas Farm
Grange, Texas State Teachers As-
sociation, County Judges and
Commissioners Association, Tex-
as City Marshals and Chief of
Polices Association, State Jun-
jor Chamber of Commerce, East
Texas Chamber of Commerce.,
West Texas Chamber of Com-
merce.

Gins here are running night
and day and have their cotton
houses full, as all farmers are
making every effort to gather
the fleecy staple before anticipat-
ed rains set in again.

A report gathered from the
gins of the city yvesterday after-
noon, showed that there had
been 4,461 bales of cotton gin-
ned here up to that time.

Meeting competitive prices of
nearby towns, local gins with
the exception of two, have re-
duced ginning from 35¢ to 25¢
per hundred pounds. Gins with
the reduced gining prices were
paying $30 per ton for cotton
seed yesterday, while the two
gins that had not reduced the
price of ginning were paying $36
per ton for seed.

All cotton in this territory
now being pulled, and this
coupled with the dampness of the

18

cotton, is slowing down ginning
to about half the number of
bales that could ordinarily be

turned out.

DAMAGE IN TEXAS

Although the flood waters of
the Colorado, Concho and Guad-
alupe rivers are still tumbling
down to the sea, an immediate
survey of the flood damage has
been launched by the Texas
Planning Board’'s water resources
committee. The survey is under
the direction of C. 8. Clark,
chairman of the State Board of
Water Engineers and planning
board member. )

A hurried survey of the flood-
ed regions by the planning board
discloses that property da
will run between $15,000,000 and
$20,000,000. Thousands of head
of livestock drowned as the rag-
ing waters of the three rivers
tumbled over their banks and
ran rampant over the lowlands,
Hundreds of dwellings were torn
from their foundations and hurl.
ed against the concrete bulwarks
of highway and railroad bridges
where they crumbled under the
terrific pounding of the swirling
waters.

On November 3, as a matter
of fact, nobody will be elected
President.

The actual election of Presi-
dent and Vice-President takes
place when the electors, chosen

on November 3, have met and
cast their ballots. The Constitu-
tion requires the electors to
meet in their several states and
declare their choice for President
and Vice-President, and the num-
ber of electoral votes which they
give to each candidate. They
must then sign, certify and trans-
mit their ballot, sealed, to the
President of the Senate, who
then, in the presence of the Sen-
ate and the House of Represen-
tatives opens these sealed en-
velopes and counts the elector-
al votes from all the states. The
President of the Senate, who is
the Vice-President holding ov-
er from the preceding adminis-
tration, then declares who has
been elected President and Vice-
President for the next four years.
In Case of Tie Vote

Another question ofien asked
is what would happen if the
vote should be a tie, or neither

candidate had a majority of the
electoral votes. In that case, the
House of Representatives would
have to elect the President,

One of the reasons why the
latest amendment to the Consti-
tution provides that the new
Congress to be elected Novem-
ber 3 shall take office on Jan-
uary 3, while the new President
does not go in until January 20,
in that case of a tie in the presi-
dential vote it will be the new
Congress and not the old one
which would elect the new Presi-
dent.

TEXAS MEMORIAL
MUSEUM UNDERWAY

»

Austin, Sept. 22.—The erection
of a permanent museum on the
campus of the University of Tex-
as came one step nearer last
week when construction on the
Texas Memorial Museum got un-
derway. The imposing edifice will
house many of the precious rel-
ics of Texas and will stand as a
tribute to the history-makers of
the Lone Star State.

Through a legislative appro-
priation of $225,000 and a con-
gressional allocation of $300,000
from the federal government the
Texas Memorial Museum fund
was established. The federal gov-
ernment also authorized the
minting and sale of 1,500,000
fifty-cent pieces to b2 sold at
a minimum of one dollar., The
profits of these sales, now being
conducted by students of the Uni-
versity of Texas, are going into
the building fund.

Construction of the Memorial
Museum is being done by J. E.
Morgan and Sons of El Paso.
Fox-Schmidt Company of Austin
is in charge of heating, ventilat-
ing and plumbing.

Initial steps in the erection of
Texas’ finest museum were tak-
en aboard his special train at
Austin that exploded the charge
breaking ground for beginning
of the work.

The Museum will stand north
of the stadium facing San Ja-
cinto Boulevard, being located
with a view to future expansion.

Their
blood does not clot. Only males
have this affliction, but they in-
herit it from their mothers’' fa-
thers.

Alfonso, Count of Covadonga,
son of the former King of Spain,
is in a New York hospital under-
going frequent blood transfusions
as the physicians try to stop the
bleeding from a slight operation
several weeks ago. His mother,
the ex-Queen, has come across
the Atlantic to be with her son.

One of the world’s greatest
medical men, Dr. Alexis Carrel,
had a son who suffered from
haemophilia. The father invented
a method of blood-transfusion
which saved his child’s life, and
which is now in universal use
all over the world. As a result
of Dr. Carrel’s research more
has been learned about the blood
in a few years than all that cen-
turies of study had taught the
men of science; and blood trans-
fusion from one person to an-
other is no longer a dangerous
but an everyday commonplace in
hospital work.
