How many
of us have taken the time to
review them for ourselves?

Seal-Coat Project for City Sreets
Proposed To Begin In Few Weeks

An extensive project of seal-
coating some of the asphalt
streets in Winters has been
planned, to begin within the
next few weeks, according to
Van Whittenberg, superintend-
ent of the Street Department.

A street paving contractor and
the Street Department have
just completed a survey of the
city's streets, and have recom-
mended that certain areas which
are in a bad state of repair
be seal-coated. The proposed
project would not include every
street in town, Whittenberg said,
but would include streets which
are in bad condition. Whitten-
berg said it is hoped that all
streets in poor condition could
be repaired, but it would de-
pend on the overall cost.

The survey of the streets was
made on authority of the City
Council which must act upon
the proposal. Cost of the entire
project would be approximately
$10,500, according to Whitten-
berg.

Use of Wrong Table

May Cause Tax
Overpayment

So far this year 1387 taxpayers
in North Texas have used the
wrong tax table or rate schedule
in computing their 1969 Federal
income tax.

Not only have refunds been
delayed but many
have overpaid their income tax
as a result, Ellis Campbell, Jr.,
District Director of Internal Re-
venue for North Texas, reported
today.

The problem occurs Campbell
said, when a married taxpayer
filing a joint return uses the
tax table for either married
couples filing separately or for
single persons. Frequently, sin-
gle taxpayers use the tables for
married taxpayers by mistake.

There are separate tax tables
for single persons, unmarried
heads of household, married
couples filing jointly and marr-
ied couples filing separate re-

| turns, Campbell urged North|

Texas taxpayers to use the
right one to avoid mistakes.
Computation from the wrong
tax table results in the wrong
tax due. Some taxpayers, as a
result of the error, receive a

| smaller, or larger refund and|

others receive a bill for addit-
ional tax,

Another major reason for
refund delay is the failure of
taxpayers to include their cor-
rect Social Security number,
Campbell added.

So far this year, 396 refunds
have been delayed in North
Texas because of incorrect or
missing Social Security numb-
ers, he reported.

Other refunds are being held
up for a variety of other errors
or failures to follow instructions
that are included with the re-
turns.

So far errors in arithmetic are
causing delay in sending re-
funds to 219 taxpayers in North
Texas.

Through last week, there were
1,096 tax returns filed without
signatures, including those of
husband or wife on joint returns.

| These have to be sent back to
|the taxpayers before refunds
| can be processed.

Campbell said 24,249 taxpay-
ers in North Texas have receiv-
ed refunds totaling $4,752,026.30
since January.

Something to Watch
In Weed Control

Research now underway by a
Texas A&M University gradu-
ate student shows that paraffin
|oil can help cut evaporation
| losses of trifluralin on wet soils.

Trifluralin is a popular weed
control chemical for farm
crops, cotton and soybeans in
particular.

D. N. Weaver, who is work-
ing toward his doctoral degree
in the A&M Soil and Crop

Sciences Department, used the|

paraffin oil as a carrier for the
| chemical.

In laboratory trials, triflura-
|lin was mixed with the oil and
with water. After 24 hours,
| there was a significantly high-
er loss of herbicide from wat-
| er-treated samples than from
| those treated with oil.

Weaver learned that the paraf-
| fin oil was most effective as an
evaporation preventive when the
soil was wet. In fact, field
studies indicated that the triflu-
ralin-oil mixture was lost slight-
ly faster from dry sandy loam
soil when compared to the tri-
fluralin-water combination. But
| when the same soil was wetted,
the herbicide was last faster
from the water treatment than
from the oil treatment.
