Surrounding him in official ca­
pacity, from the cabinet officer 
to men in the lower ranks are 
many former pushers of the pen, 
proud to glory in the fact that 
their successful courses in life 
were shaped by their successful 
efforts as newspaper reporters.

No other profession in the 
whole world furnishes for the 
highest offices of the land so 
many capable and thoroughly 
equipped men as does the pro­
fession of journalism. How. 
therefore, can the average re­
porter rise to such high positions 
o f honor and trust if he is 
lacking intelligence in any great 
degree ?

And in conclusion a word as 
to the character of the newspaper 
reporter. In one single day of 
his w'ork he sees more of human 
nature than do others in the 
course of an entire week. Ilis 
field is a wide one and his work 
never ends. • He must get the 
news not because the newspaper 
editor is anxious to publish it, 
but simply and solely because he 
must publish it iu order to meet 
the demands o f the public to 
whom the newspaper man is ever 
subservient.

To those who are not engaged 
in the newspaper profession 
nothing is known of the many 
volumes of news that never pass 
the editor’s desk and in many 
cases and never emerges from the 
sanctity of the reporter’s keep­
ing. It would be an astounding 
matter for the average person to 
learn to what extent charity is 
exerted by the newspaper re­
porter. Where one-half the ac­
tual scandals to actually creep 
into print the results would be 
appalling.

Prejudice and narrow-minded­
ness may lead to unqualified 
condemnation of newspaper men, 
proper and considerate investi­
gation must ever rebound to 
their credit.— El Paso Times.

One Way to Make a Town Grow 
It to Force Home Consumption 
of Products of Home Indus- 

try by Advertising.

People have been finding out in 
the past year or two that things 
are ’ made in Springfield,”  and 
that the things made in Spring- 
field are very good things and very 
Well made.

They are beginning to realize 
that it is a very good thing for 
Springfield to have things made 
in it and that the more o f such 
things that are ‘ made in Spring- 
field”  the better it is for Spring- 
field.

It is a very good thing to have 
people find out such things as this 
and a much better thing to have 
them take an interest in the mat­
ter. Still better it is to have them 
develop the desire^to bring about 
a substantial increase in the vari­
ety of things to be made in Spring 
field and in the consumption of 
such things.

The proper relation between the 
production, the demand and the 
Tatio o f consumption is an impor­
tant problem which may well en­
list the earnest consideration of 
■commercial club organizations 
and all persons really interested 
in building up thje town by the 
promotion of home industry.

One thing which should be 
borne distinctly in mind by these 
ardent advocates of town building 
by home industry promotion is 
that the demand for home pro­
ducts can be stimulated, natural­
ly and effectively.

A  further idea which may well 
be crystalized in their thought re­
positories is that promotion of the 
success of home industries by nat­
ural increase o f home demand for 
home products is one of the most 
effective and permanent methods 
t)f building up the town.

For Entire Community.
The success o f a multitude of 

home industries consequent to 
properly created demands for 
their products inevitably spells 
success for the entire community.

Ambition to achieve such com­
mercial success fills the hearts of 
many individuals who are ever 
groping about £or the touch-stone ] 
which turns common-place well-| 
doing-'into conspicuous achieve-1 
ment. They are looking for a slo­
gan to come to them which already 
is at hand. *

They are seeking the royal roadtfewith hearts full ®f fear that such 
a priceless boon does not exist 
when it lies right before them; 
in front of their eyes; is laid daily 
at their feet ; and is put into their 
hands day after day and evening 
after evening.

They hold it, and see it and dis­
cuss it and are swayed by it, when 
great developments focus their at­
tention upon it, and yet do not 
realize that it is the ever present 
opportunity. They have let its 
powers rest undeveloped for their

cause for years, ready at any mo­
ment to furnish them the opening 
they yearn for and do not take.

What is it?
Plain, every-day, inexpensive,

Ilow to make Springfield a ci­
gar manufacturing centre has ag­
itated the minds of many of the 
metropolis builders for several 
years without opening their eyes 
to the possibilities presented in 
newspaper advertising.

They can see how Springfield’s 
Commercial Club supremacy 
might be promoted by building up 
a large cigar manufacturing bus­

Factories in Springfield making 
equally good cigars, have not 
grown as the Peoria factory has 
grown. They have not learned 
what all successful business build­

Missouri is a great state 
and her sons everywhere should 
love her traditions and cherish her 
honor, and all Texans should at 
all times remember the fact that 
she gave to Texas Stephen Austin. 
But I am not a Missourian, but 
was born and reared at Lebanon, 
Tenn., where Sam Houston began 
the practice of law. I do not be­
lieve it was wrong for me to come 
to Texas to live, because my fath­
er ’s uncle helped to build here in 
San Antonio a monument to mili­
tant liberty which will survive un­
til the spirit o f peace wraps this 
somnolent world to sleep. lie  gave 
his life to Texas, and the state has 
carved his name— my name— in 
the granite o f that unique monu­
ment to the heroes of the Almo 
which stands on the CaoitolSquare 
in Austin. At San Jacinto anoth­
er uncle, and whose name I bear— 
Temple Harris-commanded Hous­
ton's artillery and Houston honor­
ed him by naming a son for him. 
Then again when Terry’s bugle 
sounded his call to arm.», and the 
greatest type o f the greatest soldi­
ery the world ever saw— The Ter­
ry Rangers— gathered. Paul An­
derson (my mother’s brother)— 
Old Paul, as the rangers affection­
ately call him, even now— came up 
from Goliad and went with them 
to help illuminate the trail of 
glory which they blazed from Tex­
as to Appomattox, and with them 
laid down his sword because it 
was ‘ so fated.’ Therefore, if to 
be a carpetbagger means one of 
Yankee extraction, it could in no 
sense apply to me, as my father, 
my grandfather and seven uncles 
were officer* in the Confederate 
army. I f it means a chronic office 
seeker, i$ could not apply to me, 
as I am a private citizen, neither 
holding, seeking nor desiring a 
public office. And it suggests it­
self to me that if it has this last 
significance, then the term might 
be appropriately applied to the 
distinguished candidate for gover­
nor.

“ The trouble with Mr. Colquitt 
is I have smoked him out on a la­
bor record that puts him in the 
class with Parry. And I have 
shown him to have a liquor record 
of various and shifting hues; and 
I have shown by the record of his 
own report that he favored the 
licensing o f the most infamous and 
iniquiotus form of gambling.

“ In his report to the governor 
as a revenue agent, filed December 
14, 1898, he recommended that 
bucket shops be licensed and tax­
ed under the laws of this state.

commissioner, and they seem to be 
'hurting him or else he would not 
turn his attention from the issues 
in this campaign and apply oppro­
brious epithets to me, as I am in 
no sense an issue in this campaign.

TO THE LEADER.
Gentlemen:
W ill you kindly allow me space 

in your valuable paper for a few 
words to prohibitionists?

Without appearing officious, or 
a desire to dictate to anyone what 
he shall think, say or d o ; and with 
no intention to offend, even the 
least of all the soverign voters of 
Ballinger, I desire to state frankly 
I am a prohibitionist from an inch 
square to the universe.

} nothing in the Constitution, real 
or imaginary, that would in auy 
manner curtail the rights, within 
proper metes and bounds, of the 
Legislature in this matter. In this 

¡connection I refer to the action of 
i the majority of the Taylor county 
j  bar, headed by the District Judge 
j of that district, Thos. L. Blanton.
1 Also, I refer you to the opinions 
1 of Supreme Judges White, Hurt 
1 and Henderson, all of them antis, 
in which each jurist declared that 
iff their opinion and belief that the 
local option acts did not in the 
feast curtail the rights of the Leg­
islature to write Statewide prohi­
bition. All we as prohibitionists 

i ask or desire, at this time, is re- 
' dress. j>rotection from the liquor 
trafic#in Texas. If we can ’t get it 
in the Constitution, then for God’s 
sake, in the interest of helpless 
women and children— who. under 
the law. cannot vote to rid Texas 

i o f this hydra headed monster, let 
i us have at least a chance at statu­
tory prohibition.

Talk about local self govern- 
! ment, the gentleman from Kauf- 
I man county seems to have forgot­
ten (perhaps it never occured to 
him) that the saloons o f this city 
are State Institutions. Their life 
comes from the Federal Govern­
ment. through State, County and 
Municipal permits. As well talk 
about regulating the practice of 
pharmacy or medicine, or law, or 
any thing else locally— as Mr. Col­
quitt says concerning the saloons 
D on’t lose sight of this fact, hu­
manity. The saloon is a State In­
stitution, and by the State should, 
yea, shall be dealt with. Talk 
about local option. Where do 
these saloon people get their op­
tion anyway? It comes— remem­
ber this— from the State, County 
and City, (provided the saloon is 
located in a city). Then, if the 
people of the State shall say they 
don’t want and will not have a

saloon in the State, the voice of th 
people in so far as their right to 
make or unmake alive or destroy a 
State institution should become a 
law.

If our local-option-local-self-gov 
eminent friends can show us why 
we have no right to deal with 
State institutions— the saloon as 
such— then I have nothing further 
to say against them. But remem­
ber that just so long as the State—  
the whole State—  represented by 
the people— the whole people of 
the State— receives revenue from, 
and thereby licenses and sets to 
work the saloons o f this State, 
County or city if you please, loyal 
prohibitionists demand the right 
to be heard, and their will should 
be respected, and the voice of the 
majority of the people of the State 
on this question should be law.

With regard to the candidates 
for gubernatorial honors, I have 
great respect for them personally. 
Indeed it would be a source of 
gratification to me to see each of 
them raised to any position which 
they might ask for and which 
they are qualified to fill accepta­
bly. But with the lights before 
me, a vote by a prohibitionist for 
Judge Poindexter, fhough emi­
nently qualified for chief execu­
tive of this State, is a vote lost to 
the cause of prohibition.

I f ability counts for 
anything, if Christian manhood is 
at par, if statesmanship is to be 
reckoned with in this battle of 
ballots for the people of the State 
in favor of prohibition, then for 
the sake of your little ones at 
home, your mothers, wives, daugh­
ters, and all dependents, make up 
your minds to vote and work for 
the candidate who promises more 
than they all, if elected, backed 
by the people and the right kind 
of a legislature— Hon. Cone John­
son. He is a gentleman. He is a 
Christian. He is a profound jurist. 
He is fearless, lovable and kind 
hearted.
