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Prof. Alexander Deussen, Pro­
fessor of Geology at the Universi­
ty of Texas arrived in the city! 
the latter part of last week and| 
after afew days of preliminary 
work here, and after perfecting 
his plans and securing all nec­
essary camping equipments, he 
and his party left Monday after­
noon for the mouth of Concho 
river, where the work of making 
the Geological survey of Run­
nels county will egin.

Prof. Deussen will be assisted 
in this work by Hugo Miller a 
HO graduate of the University of 
Texas in the department of min­
ing and engineering. He is the 
son of C. S. Miller, of this city. 
Another assistant in this impor­
tant work will be C. L. Boyer, 
another student of the State 
University.

The work of making the geo­
logical survey of the county will 
begin at the mouth of the Con­
cho river and the party will work 

‘ /this way along the Colorado 
river. A compelte and thourough 
survey will be made by Prof. 

<e*Deussen and his capable assis­
tants. They will spend six weeks 
in gathering the data and in in­
vestigating the soils and strata**.

When completed the survey 
will be of inestimable worth to 
the citizens of tb> county. It 
disclose the fact that there are 
valuable mineral deposits and oil 
indications within the boundaries 
of Runnels county. It may de-, 
velope that we are in the oil bear­
ing district and inthe artesian 
belt. Whether such things exist 
here or not it is well to have t ie  
opinion and investigation of a 
competent expert.

We have 
15,981,000 head of live stock, valued at 
S312.s57.000 by the Federal Govern 
ment Agricultural Department on Jan 
uary 1st, 190‘.i. We have four head o: 
live stock per capita. We lead ail othei 
states in production of cattle and 
mules; Illinois and Iowa lead us ir 
horses and we stand third in hogs 
To increase the value of cur live stock 
we must raise the grade, improve tin 
market condition and increase the mar­
ket price.

Texas, has 1,312,000 head of horses 
valued at $93.152,000. The average- 
price of an Illinois horse is $109 and 
the average price of a Texas horse is 
$71 as shown in the cut below.

“Comparative Value in Texas and 
Illinois.”

We have 1,S53.000 head of sheep val­
ued at $2.70 while the Illinois sheep 
are valued at $4.80 per head. Thi« dif­
ference is due to difference in grade 
and accessibility to the market. By- 
raising the grade of the live stock of 
Texas to the Illinois standard we can 
increase values $50.000,000 per annum, 
says the Texa* Commercial Secretaries’ 
Association.

The spirit of progress that makes 
the farmers want better public high 
ways, more factories, more railroads 
will stimulate them in improving the 
grade of live stock.

"'her worK today Mrs. Rechtin 
said:

“ The idea came to me in a 
peculiar way. I was taught by 
my mother that kissing breeds 
disease and 1 always disliked it.
1 was attending a social func­
tion at which the hostess kissed 
each woman guest as she ar­
rived. There were thirty or 
forty women ahead of me and I 
thought if  i  only had something 
to show that would prevent my 
being kissed.”

“ Then the idea came to me of 
the button. It bears but two 
words, ‘ Kiss not.’ It has worked 
wonders. Physicians all over 
the country are encouraging the 
work. I get hundreds oi let­
ters each day. One lady has 
started a branch in Chiuahua,

--neo. The society is growing 
fast in Denver, where there are 
thousands of sufferers from tu- 
ebrcolosis.

We are confining our efforts 
at present entirely to the work 
against the kissing at public 
functions and the promiscuous 
kissing of babies. Here is where 
the most harm is done.

“ It is impossible to get lovers 
and sweethearts to realize that 
they must j d kiss each other on 
the lins. I know of one instance 
in a suberb of this city where a 
young woman was a sufferer from 
tuberelosis. The young man 
who called on her was well and 
strong. He became infected du­
ring the ct^irtship,and our investi-n 
gation shows that the infection 
was caused by kissing.

There is one particular point 
in which the average farmer is 
contemptibly mean with his 
boy. He sets himself up as a 
standard. I f  he didn't want so 
and so why should his boy?

If he had to turn out of bed 
at 4 o ’clock a. m. and work un­
til dark why should his boy be 
spared? He did not have a de­
cent suit or fine boots or any 
spending money, why should his 
offspring go into such extrava­
gance ?

The farmer who reasons that 
way has a selfish motive under 
it. He knows as well as other 
people 'that the boys of today 
cannot be and are r.ot treated 
like the boys of fifty years ago.

lie will admit that his father 
wore a hickory shirt without col­
lar to meeting while he must 
have a white one well starched 
and adorned with collar and neck 
tie, but he won’t admit his son 
has any right to improve on him.

If a boy feels enthusiastic to 
learn to be a printer, harness 
maker, or wood engraver no fa­
ther with any sense will com­
mand the boy to learn the trade 
of a stone mason.

Why then should a farmer de­
cide that his son who has exibit- 
ed a taste for mechanics, spoil 
his whole life by ordering him 
to stick to the farm?

If a boy who wanted to learn 
the earnenter’s trade is made to 
learn to be a harness maker and 
thereby become a botch work­
man, why should not a farmer’s 
son who ought to be an architect, 
make a poor farmer?

He certainly will, figure as you 
may. Let the farmer seek to dis­
cover what his son’s taste runs 
to. I f to agriculture, he should 
be given a fair show . He should 
be given the best of agricultural 
papers and every chance to im­
prove the system his father has 
worked under.

Some o£. the land and the live 
stock should be his and he should 
be to a certain extent a partener. 
No man will dig and delve for 
you without pay as. an incen­
tive.

A boy who is expected to put 
in his best efforts on the farm 
because the law says his father 
is entitled to his services will cer­
tainly dissapiont you.

I f  bis taste runs trt a trade or 
profession the fatheor must ar­
gue the matter as a reasonable 
man would. He lias no right to 
encumber the earth with another 
botch farmer. He has no right 
to condemn his son to poverty 
when he might be rich by his 
own exertion. I f  he is wise he 
will even encourage the boy to 
follow out the bent of his incli­
nations.

Nine times out of ten where 
you hear of a farmer boy being 
set down as “ a hard ease”  you 
find his father to blame for it.

He has been too harsh and 
arbitrary. He has gone on the 
idea that his son was a drudge.
