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City garners 51 percent of voters

Voter turnout Tuesday fell inside 
Lubbock County Clerk Ann 
Davidson's predictions. 

Davidson predicted 50,000 to 
60,000 registered voters would cast 
ballots election day, she said. About 
57,000 people, or 51 percent of regis-
tered Lubbock voters, cast votes, she 
said. 

Davidson said she derived the pre-
diction from the 1990 Ann Richards- 

Clayton Williams governor's race. The 
race was filled with mudslinging, she 
said. 

"People were getting disgusted with 
it, so when it got down to the wire, 
about 53,000 voted for that election," 
she said. "This election had more in-
terest, as well as both (candidates) had 
positive concepts, and I thought it 
(voter turnout) would be better than 
that." 

Fifty-two percent of registered vot-
ers cast ballots statewide, Davidson 
said. 

Republican George W. Bush 
snatched the gubernatorial bid from 
Democratic incumbent Ann Richards 
Tuesday. 

College Republican president Rob-
ert Beach said the Republican Party 
encouraged party members to make it 
to the polls to elect Bush. 

"We only lost one countywide elec-
tion. That will tell you that we did a 
good job getting people out," Beach 
said. 

Garrett McKinnon, a senior jour-
nalism major from Littlefield, said he 

voted for Bush in Tuesday's elections 
to establish a moral code in Texas. 

"As an administrator Ann Richards 
was good, but as for a moral leader, I 
think George Bush can do that," 
McKinnon said. 

"I think that a conservative gover-
nor is going to do the moral things that 
I think Texas needs," he said. 

McKinnon said he was impressed 
with Bush's anti-abortion stance and 
was displeased with Richards for al-
lowing educators to teach sex educa-
tion in kindergarten classes. 

Yolanda Clark, a local Democrat, 
blamed Richards' loss on low Demo-
cratic turnout at the polls. 

"Our voters just didn't get out," 
Clark said. "I don't think people really 
understood the closeness of the race." 

Other Democrats said Bush's lead 
was not unexpected. 

"I think Richards would have done 
a good job," said Ashley Houston, a 
senior Spanish major from Philadel-
phia,"but everybody knows that Texas 
is a predominantly Republican state, 
and it obviously shows in Bush's win."

Iran bombs Kurdish 
base in second attack 

NICOSIA, Cyprus — Iran 
sent jet fighters to bomb an Ira-
nian Kurdish base in northern 
Iraq on Wednesday, the second 
attack reported this week on dis-
sidents operating from Iraq. 

At least one person was killed 
and three were wounded in the 
raid on the Iranian Kurdish base. 
It wasthe latest Iranian incursion 

into the no-Fly zone the West set 
up in northern Iraq to protect 
Kurdish dissidents from Iraqi 
leader Saddam Hussein. 

The air raid was the first this 
year on Iranian opposition bases 
in Iraq, but there have been oth-
ers against Iranian Kurds and 
other opponents since Tehran and 
Baghdad ended eight years of 
war with a 1988 truce. 

Wednesday's air strike was 
unlikely to draw Iraqi retaliation 

because both Baghdad and 
Tehran have been fighting their 
Kurdish minorities, which have 
sought autonomy for decades.

Father shoots, kills 
child playing prank 

WEST MONROE, La. (AP) 
— Matilda Kaye Crabtree was a 
generation too late to play that 
kind of prank on her parents. 

It used to be, people around 
these parts weren't so nervous 
about crime, and there weren't as 
many handguns. Doors could stay 
unlocked at night, and keys might 
get left in car ignition switches. 

Not anymore. 
"More than crime itself, it's 

the fear of crime," said West 
Monroe Police Maj. Pat Kelly. 
The town of 15,000 people had 
eight burglaries in the past month. 

Matilda and a friend hid in a 
closet early Sunday as her par-
ents returned home, bumping the 
walls and making noise as a joke. 

Her father, Robert Crabtree, 
grabbed his .357-caliber pistol. 

"He was nervous, scared, be-
lieving a burglar was in there," 
said Maj. Michael Worley of the 
Ouachita Parish Sheriff's office. 

Matilda jumped out and 
shouted "Boo." Crabtree pulled 
the trigger. 

The 14-year-old girl was bur-
ied Tuesday. 

It's not the first such tragedy 
of fright combining with mis-
taken identity in the region. 

The three Republican congressmen 
who secured seats in national legisla-
tive bodies during the general election 
Tuesday will be an asset for Reese Air 
Force Base retention efforts, Lubbock 
officials said. 

Kay Bailey Hutchison won her 
senatorial re-election bid, and newly 
elected Mac Thomberry and incum-
bent Larry Combest took two U.S. 
representative slots in districts 13 and 
19, respectively. 

Though members involved with the 
Base Realignment and Closure Com-
mission have said the closure process 
will not be influenced by political agen-
das or affiliations, Lubbock City Coun-
cilman Randy Neugebauer said poli- 

tics became an issue. 
"It's hard to take politics out of 

anything that has to do with Washing-
ton (D.C.)," Neugebauer said. "If it 
gets down, and it's really, really close 
and they're looking at two or three 
bases, you look at what kind of rela-
tionship that community, district, state 
has in Washington." 

Mayor David Langston said Con-
gress' transformation to predominantly 
Republican membership will bolster 
support for Republican representa-
tives. 

"In my view it can't do anything 
but help us," Langston said. "The ulti-
mate decision is going to be made by 
Congress." 

When Congress reconvenes in 
January, the House will have 229 Re-
publican members and 205 Demo- 

tabs on the BRAC process, Cass said. 
Both Langston and Cass said they 

are not sure politics will affect the 
closure commission. 

"I would not think the Pentagon 
machine is seriously going to change 
the way they're going to approach the 
BRAC process," Cass said. 

The city hired Chris Lehman as a 
base closure consultant to help keep 
Reese Air Force Base off the closure 
list. 

Cass said Lehman has not com-
mented on how Republican represen-
tation will affect the city's retention 
efforts. 

Reese is competing against Co-
lumbus Air Force Base in MiSsissippi, 
Laughlin Air Force Base in Del Rio 
and Vance Air Force Base in Enid, 
Okla., Lehman previously said.

A&M official on trial

BRYAN (AP) — A Texas 
A&M official testified Wednes-
day that he reimbursed a book-
store for some of his wife's ex-
penses over four years even 
though there was no hint that her 
travel with him violated any uni-
versity policies. 

Robert Smith, formerly vice 
president for finance and admin-
istration, is accused of solicita-
tion of a gift to a public servant 
from someone under his control. 

As a result of an investigation 
intotheuniversity'sdealings with 
Barnes & Noble Bookstores, Inc., 
Smith was demoted to director 
of special operations. 

After almost four hours of tes-
timony by Smith, the defense 
rested. Jury deliberations are ex-
pected Thursday after final argu-
ments. If convicted of the Class 
A misdemeanor, Smith could be 
sentenced to up to a year in jail 
and fined up to $3,000. 

United Blood Services of Lubbock 
has reopened its doors to accept blood 
from the community under a new 
management team. 

"Our donor services team has been 
through an intensive education and 
training program," said Morris Dixon. 
UBS regional vice president. "As we 
resume collections at the blood center, 
we'll start slow, with careful review 
every step of the way." 

The Food and Drug Administra-
tion suspended the center's license 
June 6. Improper safeguards concern-
ing donor suitability and a lack of 
documentation of adverse donor reac-
tions were cited as reasons for suspen-
sion, according to information released 
by the FDA. 

Cheryl Keefer, UBS community 
relations director, said the center is 
undergoing a rebuilding process and 
has been training extensively. 

"Some former employees were re-
tained, and we have hired new person-
nel," she said. "We have been training 
them for the last two months." 

UBS officially opened its doors 
Monday, but has limited publicity. 

"We want to make sure things are 
in control," Keefer said. 

UBS Executive Director Dennis 
Cleveland said donors need to contact 
the center before coming in to donate. 

"We'll be working on a limited 
schedule the first few weeks, so we are 
asking donors to make appointments 
or wait for us to call them," Cleveland 
said. 

Prior to relicensing, the center was 
able to collect autologous blood dona-
tions, which involves a person pre-
depositing their own blood for future 
surgery, he said. 

Center officials hope to resume 
normal blood drives soon, Cleveland 

said. 
"If everything is on-track, in terms 

of quality and compliance, we hope to 
resume our blood drives after Jan. 1," 
he said. 

Lubbock UBS is the largest sup-
plier of blood in the South Plains area 
and has worked with Texas Tech or-
ganizations in planning blood drives, 
he said. 

Chitwood/Weymouth Hall Com-
plex Director Mike Krenz said 
Chitwood/Weymouth has participated 
in blood drives each year and hopes to 
conduct others soon. 

"We plan on resuming our blood 
drives," he said. "Our pattern is to do 
some every semester." 

Keefer said more than 20 donors 
had blood processed Tuesday after-
noon. Twenty-one donors visited the 
center Monday. The new UBS man-
agement team hopes for a steady tran-
sition, Keefer said. 

"We want things to move 
smoothly," she said. "We want to have 
time for our donors." 

The center wil! be open 9 a.m. to 
noon and 1 p.m. to 4 p.m. Monday 

through Friday. 

will have until midnight Aug. 31 to 
make organizational revisions to the 
school and to choose a new dean.

Vice President and Provost Don 
Haragan was on vacation and not avail-
able for 'comment regarding 
Hendrick's resignation. 

Vice Provost for Academic Affairs 
Len Ainsworth was part of the search 
committee in 1984 that led to 

Texas Tech's Graduate School may 
be undergoing structural changes 
within the next year because of the 
resignation of Dean Clyde Hendrick. 

Hendrick announced his resigna-
tion six weeks ago during a Graduate 
Council meeting for faculty members. 
He said he wants to step down from his 
administrative position as dean and 
into Tech classrooms to continue re-
searching and teaching psychology. 

As dean of the Graduate School, 
Hendrick said he has served as chair-
man of the Graduate Council on poli-
cies, has been a member of the Provost 
Council and has served on disserta-
tion committees. He also oversees 
admissions and other Graduate School 

Hendrick's appointment. Ainsworth 
said Haragan will establish a council 
to review the organization of the 
Graduate School. 

"The Graduate School may be com-
bined with a research school, it could 
just remain a graduate school like it is 
or it could be dissipated throughout 
the other colleges," Ainsworth said.

"Sexual harassment includes, but is not limited to, 

unwelcome behavior such as sexual advances, requests for sexual favors and 

verbal or physical conduct of a sexual nature." Many times, our perceptions 

define whether a statement or comment could be construed as sexual harass-

ment. You don't have to reveal anything you don't feel comfortable sharing. 

Consider this ... you might have said, "I'm not comfortable discussing this." 

If an inquiry seems inappropriate or makes you feel uncomfortable, then you 

should say so. A student who has concerns, questions or complaints about 

sexual harassment should visit with the Dean of Students Office. An employee 

can take their concerns to the Affirmative Action Office on campus. All people 

have a right to an education and work environment that is free of bias, 

intimidation or hostility. 

Q: Why don't y' all ever do anything on the health benefits of vegetarian-

ism? 

A: Glad you asked . . . the Fitness/Wellness Center at the Student 

Recreation Center frequently plans health-related events regarding food 

preparation and healthy eating. Today, the center will be sponsoring a program 

titled, "Getting to the Meat of the Matter," which will focus on selecting lower 

fat meats and using low fat cooking methods. While this program is certainly 

not appropriate for those on a vegetarian diet, many of the programs at the 

Fitness/Wellness Center are. Recent examples include a program in Septem-

ber on healthy snacking, the supermarket tour conducted in October and the 

Lotsa Pasta program that is offered each semester. Events scheduled for the 

spring semester include: Healthy Snacking on Feb. 17, Vegetarian Eating on 

Feb. 21, Lotsa Pasta on March 2 and Nutritious Brown-Bagging in April. Pick 

up a Fitness/Wellness Center brochure and watch for these and other events. 

Vegetarianism is a complex concept which people choose for many 

reasons, some being economic, religious, ethnic or health. There are three 

different types of vegetarian diets. A lacto-ovo-vegetarian diet includes plant 

foods, eggs and dairy products, but excludes meat, poultry and fish. A strict 

vegetarian diet includes only foods from plant sources and excludes all foods 

of animal origin. Protein in a lacto-ovo-vegetarian diet is supplied mainly from 

dairy troducts, eggs and legumes. In 	 etarian diet, legumes, grains, 

,:soymilikkind meat substitutes s P 0 	os 	otcin. 

Although there are certain health benefits to vegetarianism, it's not auto-

matically a "healthy choice. Lacto-ovo and facto-vegetarians often consume 

high levels of dairy products that contain-much fat and cholesterol unless low-

fat dairy products are a consistent choice in food selection. Strict vegetarians 

often fail to consume adequate proteins, unless their food selections are 

carefully planned. So . . . the first step in becoming a vegetarian is to work with 

a dietician to design a meal plan suited to your I i festyle, as well as to familiarize 

you with food combinations that provide essential nutrients. There's also 

many books on the market about this subject. 

Q: What happens if you don't get enough fat in your diet? 

A: You end up looking like Christy Brinkley? Nah - just kidding. 

Nowadays, almost everyone has heard about the "evi Is" of fat in the diet. The 

typical American consumes a diet that may consist of up to 40 percent of 

calories coming from fat — a level that is considered too high. Respected 

medical organizations indicate that a diet with 30 percent or less calories 

coming from fat is best and, yes, you can reduce your fat intake too much. 

It's important to remember that fat is an essential nutrient. Two fats that are 

essential are linoleic acid and linolenic acid. Our total need for these acids is 

small, however, and can be met by a minimum of 7 to 10 grams of fat per day. 

Deficiencies are rare and generally only occur in cases of medical conditions 

that severely affect fat intake or fat absorption. Some medically administered 

diets using liquid formulas with little or no fat have resulted in deficiencies. 

Linoleic acid deficiency can cause scaly skin lesions, while symptoms of 

linolenic acid deficiency include blurred vision and maleness or pain in the 

legs. 

Fat also is an important source of vitamins — A, D, E and K.

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Buckley discusses Clinton, state elections

Speaking to a standing-room only 
crowd, national conservative politi-
cal figure William F. Buckley Jr. 
said the newly elected, Republican-
dominated Congress will have to 
act on important issues such as 
crime, illegal immigration and wel-
fare if it wants to survive. 

More than 200 people attended 
Buckley's commentary, "Reflec-
tions on Current Contentions," at 9 
a.m. Wednesday in the business ad-
ministration building. 

Buckley fielded about a dozen 
political questions from students for 
an hour. 

Buckley, who is considered a 
right-wing Republican, said besides 
Texas businessman Ross Perot, only 
God could have helped President 
Clinton keep a viable presidency. 

Buckley said there are three ma-
jor reasons why Clinton appears to 
be a failing president with the Ameri-
can people. 

"Orie, he was-voted in as a mod-
crate Democrat," he said. 

Then Clinton moved to the left 
after he took office by promoting 
national health care, Buckley said. 

"Secondly, I think the character 
issue is beginning to hurt him," he 
said.

He cited the "but I didn't inhale 
(marijuana)" issue, the Gennifer Flow-
ers scandal and the $100,000 profit 
made in speculative trading as issues 
that have affected the Clinton admin-
istration. 

"Little by little, I think, over the 
past couple of years, people have felt 
that he wasn't all that much on level as 
a character," he said. 

The third reason he said he believes 
Clinton is doing poorly as president is 
because he is ubiquitous. 

"It is impossible to turn on a televi-
sion and not see him," Buckley said. 
"And he is always moralizing." 

He said the new Republican Con-
gress will most likely misstep by do-
ing nothing. 

"If it mobilizes and endorses and 
passes critical measures that are going 
to be appealing, relating to important 
issues — crime, illiteracy, immigra-
tion, welfare — and they don't get to 
it because of vetoes, then they can 
survive," he said. 

However, if the new Congress sim-
ply does not get around to acting on 
those measures, it will anger many 
people two years from now, Buckley 
said. 

Buckley also is the founder and 
editor of the conservative journal Na-
tional Review. 

In 1966 he began hosting his weekly 
television show "Firing Line."

Numerous political leaders have 
appeared on the program, including 
presidents Richard Nixon, Gerald 
Ford, Jimmy Caner, Ronald Reagan 
and George Bush.

"It's just that Texas no 

longer funds higher education. There's 

not a court mandate for funding higher 

education, and administration is just 

not fun anymore." 

Hendrick will be dropped from his 

12-frionth administrative contract by 

the 1996 fall semester and will be 

placed in a nine-month teaching fac-

ulty contract, he said. 

Hendrick will be earning three-

fourths of his current salary, but said 

he doesn't mind taking the pay cut. 

"It will be a sacrifice. But if I teach 

summer school, I can make one-sixth 

of my regular salary (as a professor)," 

he said. 

Marijane Davis, assistant dean of 

the Graduate School, said, "I'll be 

sorry to see him step down. 

" He is a very fine dean. He is very 

concerned with the entire environ-

ment (of the Graduate School) and the 

student's education. 

"He raised the teaching assistants' 

stipends and is a full-time recruiter for 

the Graduate School," Davis said. 

Davis said she believes Hendrick 

should be recognized most for the

Thomas, who led the nation in inter-

ceptions last year with nine, leads the 

for 642 yards and five touchdowns. 

Mocek averages 72 yards a game 

on the ground with three touchdowns.

"Last time we were at UTA we aced 
them 18 times of 45 points," Carter 
said.

• Overall, the Raiders shined offen-
sively, hitting a .193 percentage. Tech 
also converted on 79 of 223 total at-
tacks.
