The local reporter in company 
with S. P. Stone had the pleasure 
of seeing the R. F. Green 180 ton 
silo on his dairy farm on Elm 
creek, filled with ensilage Wed­
nesday morning, and the silo re­
minded us of the Jew’s motto of 
“ The Price is the ’ting”  and vTe 
now feel certain the modern silo 
is the thing for this country and 
will in a few years change the 
condition of our entire county.

Mr. Green has just installed his 
silo, that is the Playford cement 
stave silo bought of S. P. Stone 
and Ed Glober and has only to be 
seen to be fully appreciated.

The cost is very small compared 
to the great benefits to be derived 
from tlie modern silo.

Mr. Green is putting up green 
milo maize and sorghum and Roy 
Gilliam is running the engine and 
a force of hands feeding the chop­
per and the silo is being filled at 
at the rate of about 100 tons per 
day, and when-filled will be fed 
to Mr. Green’s dairy cows, which 
insures him green feed all during 
the winter months. The silo is 
built of cement staves 30 inches 
long and 10 inches wide and 2 1-2 
inches long and 10 inches wide 
and 2 1-2 inches thick, one edge 
concave and the other convex and 
the staves make a perfect joint all 
round. A special liquid prepara­
tion is used in making the staves 
and the same preparation is used 
as a wash on the inside of the 
completed silo and prevents t ’fo 
action of the acid on the cement 
and makes the silo almost indis- 
trnetible and the steel bands 
around the silo leaves it in shape 
to expand without any injury and 
when the silo is once tight it is ai- 
way air tight.

The silo is a great invention and 
our people near Ballinger should 
see this one at Mr. Green’s place 
to appreciate the importance of 
the same.

“ Why the Educational Amend'! 
ment Shoitld be Adopted.”

The general purpose of Senate j 
Joint Resolution No. 18, which j 
will be voted on on July 19, is to! 
change Article 3, Section 49 and] 
52, of the Constitution, in six par- ] 
ticulars: to raise the limit of de-! 
ficiencies which may be allowed j 
in emergencies from $200,000 to 
$500,000; to authorize the Legis- 
ture to issue bonds for the pur­
chase of necessary ground and 
the erection of buildings for the 
University of Texas, the income j 
from the University’s permanent j 
fund to be used to pay the inter­
est and create a sinking fund to 
retire the bonds at anatnrity; to 
authorize the Legislature to issue 
the bonds with, which to secure 
the bonds to erect necessary build 
ings for all the State’s education­
al and eleemosynary institutions, 
so that they may be properly 
equipped and the burden spread 
over a number of years instead 
o f being taken directly from the 
pockets of the people in the form 
of increased taxes; to authorize 
the legislature to issue bonds, se­
cured by the physical property of 
the penitentiary system and paid 
for out of its income, for the pur­
pose of securing funds with which 
to equip the fgrms and factories 
of our penitentiaries, in order to 
put on efficient basis and make 
them self-sustaining, so that we 
shall neither have to run them at 
a loss, as we are now doing, nor 
lease the convicts out To the high­
est bidders, with the cruel conse­
quences that formerly so shocked 
all good people; to authorize local­
ities to establish road, navigation, 
irrigation, drainage and levee dis­
tricts and to issue bonds for 
roads, bridges, and similar im­
provements by a majority vote of 
the tax payers, instead of a two- 
thirds vote, as is required at pres­
ent ; and to authorize the construe 
tion of “ sand clog”  and “ ciay- 
ed land”  roads nod now author­
ized under the constitution; last­
ly, to authorize the legislature to 
grant to districts the privilege of 
deciding for themselves whether 
they shall erect the warehouses

needed there to market their pro­
duce in a rational and advantage 
ous manner.

Now, one of tli6 most serious 
objections urged against the 
amendment by such writers as 
Dr. Baskin and Uncle Johnnie of 
Ballinger is that there is a “ bug 
under the chip” . This objection, 
if valued, would be very serious 
indeed but let ns see just how 
much there is in it.

The “ bug under the chip” , ac­
cording to those, who oppose the 
pending amendment is that it 
threatens the existence of the A. 
and M. College, either through 
the consolidation with the Univer­
sity or through the establishment 
of a rival agricultural department 
at the University in Austin. Let 
us see what basis there is for this 
objection.

Section 10 of Art. 7 of the pres­
ent Constitution, providing for 
the establishment, of the Univer ­
sity, reads as follows: “ The Leg­
islature shall as soon as practic­
able, establish, organize and pro­
vide for the maintenance, support 
and direction of a University of 
the first-class, to be located by a 
vote of the people, of the State, 
and sftyled “ The University of 
Texas”  for the promotion of lit­
erature and the arts and sciences, 
including an agricultural and 
mechanical department.

Section 13 of the same article, 
which makes the Agriculaural and 
Mechanical College a branch of 
the University reads as follows: 
“ The Agricultural and Mechan­
ical College of Texas, established 
by an act of the legislature pass­
ed April, 1871 located in the 
county of Brazos, is hereby made 
and constituted a, branch of the 
University of Texas, for instruc­
tion in agriculture, the mechanic 
arts and the natural sciences con­
nected therewith. And the legis­
lature should at its next session, 
make an appropriation, not to ex­
ceed $40,000 for the construction 
and completion of the building 
and improvements and for provid­
ing the furniture necessary to put 
said College in immediate and 
successful operation.” .

Both of these sections remain 
absolutely unchanged, and there­
fore, the relation between the two 
schools will remain exactly as it 
is,, whether the amendment be 
adopted or rejected. The propos­
ed amendment change an entirely 
different part of the Constitution 
The language of the amendment 
in so far as it relates to the Uni­
versity and the A. and M.College 
is as follows: “ The legislature, 
however, shall have power to 
authorize the issuance of bonds, 
to be approved by the Governor, 
for the purpose of purchasing ad­
ditional ground and erect neces­
sary buildings for the University 
of Texas, including a medical de­
partment, an agricultural and 
mechanical college and all depart­
ments and activities of a complete 
university of the first-class. The 
revenue received from the perman 
eut fund shall be available for 
the creation of a sinking fund for 
their redemption at maturity.”

From the above it is plain that 
no new relation between the Uni­
versity and the A. & M. College 
is established, nor is any change 
made possible which is not al­
ready possible under the present 
Constitution. Is Judge Guion 
right in his “ pronouncements”  
in behalf of the A. and M. Col­
lege .and for the presidency of 
such an institution?

ness for the A. and M. College in 
this great agricultural State, and 
so long as it renders efficient ser­
vice and does not attempt to in­
terfere with the proper develop­
ment of the other educational in­
stitutions of the State it has noth 
ing to fear at the hands of the 
people's representatives. It would 
indicate .an extremely poor opin­
ion of the work of the A and M. 
College to suppose for one 
moment that the College which 
has been making a speciality of 
agriculture for the past 37 years, 
and dis> the only special agricultur­
al school in the State will be put 
out of business if the University 
develops its agricultural instruc­
tion as one of the ten different de­
partments which it maintains. 
Surely, no friend of the college 
would wish any one to hold such 
an opinion of its efficiency. If its 
work were so poor as to justify 
such fear this would offer all the 
more reasons for the University 
giving added attention to this, the 
States’ most important industry. 
Not only will no injury come to 
the A. and M. College, but liecouse 
of the increasing demand for prac 
tical training in agriculture and 
the mechanic arts, both the Col­
lege and the University will he 
crowded for an indefinite period 
to come, and additional colleges 
will have to be established in 
other parts of the State. The prob­
lem is not how to get students for 
the two institutions, but how to 
find room and teaching facilities 
to care for the students that are 
pouring in upon them. For six or 
eight years the A. and M. College 
has housed hundreds of students 

j in tents while the University has 
been compelled to put up a half 
dozen wooden shacks to provide/ 
classrooms for its increasing at­
tendance. I was in attendance at 
this institution during the last 
session and I know from a practi­
cal view point that “ there is got 
to be something doing.”  "What 
are you going to do ?

Furthermore the bridle is not 
taken off the legislature—unlimit 
ed bonds are not authorized as 
has been stated before by some 
persons who has not even read the 
amendments now proposed. The 
justice and superior business 
policy of distributing the payment 
for the States’ permanent build­
ings over many years by bonds, 
jiist a® towns and cities now do 
for iall schools and other public 
buildings, is not questioned even 
by the enemies of this amendment 
but they make a great noise claim 
ing that the legislature is auth­
orized to issue unlimited bonds 
with unlimited interest. This is en 
tirely untrue. The bonds for the 
University are secured by the in­
come from the permanent fund 
of the University, and are neces­
sarily limited by the amount of 
chat income. The Constitution 
still forbids paying any money de 
rived from taxation for Univer­
sity buildings. The bonds for oth 
er instittuions are limited to the 
amount required for necessary 
buildings. The bonds for the pen­
itentiary are secured by a lien 
upon its physical property. No 
maintenance or deficit or other 
things can be paid out of these 
bonds. The trouble has always 
been to get the legislature to give 
enough for even necessary build­
ings, not to keep it from giving 
too much. It sounds strange in­
deed to hear the A. and M. College 
advocates, who have always just­
ly complained that the legislature 
would never grant even the nec­
essary buildings sorely needed, 
now ask us to oppose this amend­
ment for fear the legislature will 
abuse its power and give the 
schools more buildings than they 
need.

Arts, the Normals are only half 
equipped and hundreds of boys 
have been forced to live in tents 
at the A and M. College and all 
of the buildings and equipment 
combined for t-lie teaching of the 
four great divisions of agricul­
ture in this College are valued at 
less than $75000. That bonds have 
been foolishly or dishonestly is­
sued at times is well known hut 
there has never been a case of is­
suing too many bonds for educa­
tional and eleemosynary institu­
tions since the beginning of his­
tory, nor can any one in calm 
mihd have the slightest belief in 
the possibility of the Texas legis­
lature becoming extravagant in 
the equipment of the State’s edu­
cational and eleemosynary insti­
tutions.,

Also remember that the people 
of the State have not now, and 
never have had, the power under 
the present Constitution to vote 
for or against the issuance of 
State bonds. State bonds may now 
be issued by the legislature to re­
pel invasions, suppress insurrec­
tions, to carry on war, to pay ex­
isting debts and for casual defici­
encies in the revenue. This power 
is found in the initiative and ref­
erendum. The people have had 
the power to vote on the issuance 
of local bonds for roads, school 
buildings and similar purposes, 
and the power is retained and ex­
tended under the proposed amend 
ment.

From this it will be easily seen- 
t'hat the most “ serious objection”  
to the amendment is wholly with 
out foundation, for the power of 
the peple under the amendment 
to vote on bond issues will be ex­
actly the same as under the ex­
isting condition.

Vote for a Greater Texas and 
you will feel proud that you can 
live in such a State.

about $250,000, or $300,000, being 
rendered for taxes in this county 
and in order to make up for the 
loss in personal property values 
the county is losing annually.

4,087 convicts. This is twenty- 
four more than was in prison on 
June 1st. During the month 111 
were added to the roll, Victoria 
county leading with fourteen new 
convicts and Dallas county com­
ing next with nine. Thirty-five 
were discharged during June, 
thirty were pardoned, twenty-one 
escaped and six died. Several who 
were granted temporary leave of 
absence to visit their homes dur­
ing times of sickness returned to 
the State’s care,

Temple, July 11.—The five- 
months-old baby of Mrs. J. F. 
Crawford of 2218 San Jacinto St. 
Dallas, died on train No. 78 of the 
Santa Fe, San Angelo branch, 
Wednesday afternoon about 4 
o ’clock. Mrs. Crawford had been 
at San Angelo visiting her father, 
and received a telegram from Dal­
las stating that her husband was 
dying. She took the train for 
Dallas, and when near Rowena 
the little baby died.

Conductor W. I. McMahon tele­
graphed the full particulars to 
Superintendent K. S. Hull of the 
Temple division of the Santa Fe 
explaining the case in detail. Mr. 
Hull promptly wired back and di­
rected Mr. McMahon to hold the 
train at Ballinger, have an under­
taker prepare the little corpse for 
shipment to Dallas and bring the 
mother and her babe into Temple. 
xLccordingly, money was made up 
among the passengers to defray 
the expenses of preparing the 
body for shipment, Conductor Mc­
Mahon holding the train fifty- 
five minutes for that purpose.

'Conductor McMahon stated that 
the mother was young, scarcely 
more than 17 or 18 years of age, 
and her grief was very pitiful to 

j see. Her husband was said to be 
dying at Dallas, and when she left 
San Angelo the little baby was ill. 
The mother went on to Dallas with 
her dead child.

Mr. Hull’s action in ordering the 
train to be held in order to pre­
pare the body for shipment was 
but one of the many acts that 
have made him respected and lov­
ed by all who come in contact with 
him. To order a train to be held 
and thereby throw the whole rail­
road schedules out of the usual 
channels is a thing that is not done 
every day. Nothing but the big 
Ifearfedness of a big man can ac­
count for it.

As a mark of appreciation for 
Mr. Hull’s kindness and the court­
esy which was shown by Conduc­
tor McMahon—which is habitual 
with him—the passengers on train 
78 made the following statement 
and sent it to Mr. Hull:

‘ ‘ Mr. K. S. Hull, Superintendent 
Temple, Texas:

“ Wie â| disinterested passen­
gers desire to express to you our 
appreciation of courtesy shown by 
yourself and your good conduc­
tor, Mr. McMahon, to Mrs. Craw­
ford, a strange young lady in dis­
tress. Such marks of courtesies 
are always appreciated by the 
traveling public, and is doubtless 
a reason why your company is 
held in so high esteem.

Signed: “  J. LI. Few, J. A. 
Thomas, E. V. Johnson, J. IT. 
Crow, J. Blackwell, Chester Mar- 
ston, W. B. Abney.”

They 
opened their purses, purchased 
the coffin, got the distracted moth 
er a berth in the sleeper, secured 
a floral wreath for the little cas­
ket, sent various telegrams, and 
finally told Conductor McMahon 
if any more money was needed to 
call on them. They did everything 
in their power for the unfortunate 
young woman.

Superintendent Hull gave free 
transportation for the corpse into 
Dallas, and rendered assistance in 
every way he could. Conductor 
McMahon deserves much praise 
for his interest in the matter, and 
in fact everyone on the train was 
eager and willing to help.

EXPORTS OF WOOD AND 
MANUFACTURES THERE­

OF FROM THE U. S.

AYasliington, D. C. July 16, 1913.
More than 100 million dollars 

worth of the products of the for­
ests of the United States was sent 
out of the country in the fiscal 
year just ended, against less 
than half that sum in 1903, a de­
cade ago, according to official 
figures of the Bureau of Foreign 
and Domestic Commerce. The 
total value of w*ood and manu­
factures thereof exported during 
the fiscal year 1913 amounted to 
approximately 120 million dollars 
and the bulk of this was in a 
crude or semi-manufactured con­
dition. Hewn and sawed timber 
approximated 11 million dollars 
for the year; boards, deals and 
planks, over 60 million and sh,ooks 
and staves, over 12 million; while 
the higher grades of manufactures 
such as doors, sash, blinds, trim­
mings, woodenwafe and furniture 
formed little more than 10 per 
cent of the total exports of wood 
and manufactures thereof. These 
figures of forest products export­
ed do not include “ naval stores 
(tar, turpentine and rosin),”  of 
which the exports amount to over 
25 million dollars annually.

Pine and oak are the principal 
classes of timber being sent out 
of the country. Of the approxi­
mately 120 million dollars’ worth 
of wood and manufactures there­
of, exported in the year ended, 37 
million dollars’ worth was pine 
timber and lumber, and approxi­
mately 15 million dollars’ worth 
oak. Of that going out in the 
more completely manufactured 
form, furhiture amounted to ap­
proximately 7 million dollars.

The whole world seems to be 
demanding the products of the 
American forests. The oak lum­
ber exported in 1912, for which 
full details are available, was 
distributed to a dozen countries in 
Europe ,about 20 counties in 
North and South America, and in 
smaller quantities to Asia, 
Oceania, and Africa. The other 
classes of lumber exported to 
more than 75 countries and col­
onies, including a score of coun­
tries in Europe, more than a 
score of countries in North Amer­
ica; practically every country in 
South America; a dozen countries 
in Asia; a dozen islands in Ocea­
nia ; anl various countries and col­
onies on the eastern, western and 
northern coasts of Africa.

BETTER MARKET METHODS
Hon. Gus Shaw of Texarkana Believes 

Change in Constitution W ill Give 
Fam er More Money for Cotton.

Austin, Texas.— “If this law had 
been on the statute books the South 
would never have felt or heard of the 
panic of 1907,” declared Honorable 
Gus Shaw of Texarkana in discussing 
the warehouse provision of the pro 
posed amendment to sections 49 and 
52 of article 3 of the state constitu­
tion. “For we had cotton in the fields, 
on the turn-rows and at our gins; but 
we could not find the men with money 
to buy, nor bankers with money to 
lend us to relieve the situation.

“ The farmers have overlooked a very 
salient feature in this amendment. It 
ought to be the intention of the law 
makers to make these warehouses the 
banking headquarters for cheap money 
for the farmers who wish to avail 
themselves of it. If we could get such 
a law the time is ripe and hopeful 
for the government to take our cotton 
for security and issue jnoney directly 
to the farmers.

"A s I understand it the amendment 
Is only for the purpose of paying the 
honest debts necessary for the govern­
ment of the state. If not paid by bond 
Issue, the state must pay this debt by 
direct taxation, because no Texan will 
think of repudiating our debt. It seems 
unwise that we should resort to special 
taxes which we must pay during the 
next fiscal year when this amendment 
will enable the people to distribute 
the burden among those who would 
share its benfits.

“I can see nothing that will mili­
tate against the interest of the Agri­
cultural and Mechanical College. I am 
an alumnus of this college and I think 
more of it than I do of any institution 
of learning in this state, and I would 
not advocate^anything that I believed 
would be detrimental to the present o r 
future prosperity of this great insU> 
ution.”

BLAZE AT RESTAURANT.

tire inside and partition was 
greatly damaged by a fire that 
was caused by the gasoline coffee 
urn being ignited.

The inside and the overhead 
walls were considerably damaged 
as was also the partition between 
the restaurant and thp coking de­
partment.

BUSINESS LEAGUE 
FLANS MUGH WORK

Busy Body of Ballinger Boosters 
Gets Behind Matters of Great 

Importance to This Town 
and County.

The Business League directors 
me Vt' again Friday morning and 
were in session for two hours, 
when matters that are of great 
importance of every citizen in this 
county were discussed and plans 
put on foot to bring to perfection 
some of the ends desired.

The first question disposed of 
in this meeting was that effecting 
the building of a logged motor 
route, which is under way and 
which will be known as the Tex­
as Route to Frisco. A  move is on 
foot, and will no doubt be com­
plete to build a public highway 
Texarkana to El Paso, and from 
these places it will be extended on 
through other states and on the 
East will connect with a high way 
that will start at New York and on' 
the West the destination will be 
San Francisco. Ballinger is on 
the proposed route, and the peo­
ple are called on to see that the 
road across their respective coun­
ties, or through their section is 
put in shape for travel.

A general meeting of those who 
are interested in the completion of 
this road has been called to meet 
at San Angelo the last of this 
month. Ballinger will be well rep­
resented at this meeting, and noth 
ing will be left undone to bring 
the'route by Ballinger. It is, hard 
ly necessary to say that this 
means a great deal to Ballinger. 
When the great Exposition opens 
lat Frisco in 1915 thousands of 
people will make the trip going 
to the exposition in autos, coming 
all the way from the Atlantic 
coast. If Ballinger is on the main 
route thousands of autos will pass 

this Wtiy, and travel through 
Ballinger Iby autos will be greater 
than by rail. This is a bet that 
our county is not going to over­
look, and the Business League re-1 
cognized the proposition in its; 
meeting Friday morning and noti­
fied the central committee that 
Runnels county would do her 
part..

This brought on more talk for 
good roads for our county and ev­
ery one present favored the issu­
ing of bonds for the building of 
permanent roads, and this ques­
tion will probably be taken up at 
a later date and pushed to com­
pletion. It is to our discredit that 
we have such rough roads for the 
farmers to haul their crops over 
the coming fall, and the man who 
is compelled to haul his cotton 
twenty-five or thirty miles, or 
even a shorter distance over the 
class of roads that this county 
has, will no doubt, fall in line and 
advocate a bond issues and the 
building of roads that will stand 
for ages to come.

SOUDAN GRASS SUC­
CESSFUL CROP.

Several farmers in Runnels 
county took (advantage of the 
Government’s offer to furnish 
seed for experimental crops, and 
those who planted the seed are 
well pleased with the results. We 
made mention last week of the sue 
cessful yield made by Fetereta, 
which seem® to he a first cousin 
to milo aize and promises to be­
come a popular crop in this coun­
try.

The writer inspected a field of 
Soudan grass on the farm of W. 
T. Ronth yesterday. This grass 
resembles Johnson grass, except it 
has a small root, and the roots do 
not survive through the winter, 
but die as the crop matures. This 
crop is grown successfully in simi- 
arid countries, and seems to he 
the very thing for this country. It 
is said to make a better hay than 

; Johnson grass and with an aver-

iage rain fall will produce three 
crops per year. Mr. Ronth did 
not cut his crop, but let the entire 
field go to iseed in order that he 
might be able to plant a larger 
acreage next year. Dr. Fowler 
cut about three-fourth of an acre 
and realized about 1500 pounds of 
valuable hay.

Dry land alfalfa is another new 
crop that is being experimented 
with and promises to make good 
Mr. Ronth has a small acreage 
planted, and the crop is on dry 
land, hut seems to be standing the 
drouth,and grows rapidly. While

the first cutting did not amoutn 
to anything in the way of hay the 
mower has been run over it, and 
the plant is rapidly taking root.

We saw some of the finest sor­
ghum on the Routh place that it 
has ever been our pleasure to see. 
Thi  ̂ is Mr. Routh’s first exper­
ience with irrigation and he is 
well pleased with the results. He 
has a field of sorghum and maize 
that would take the prize for 
good crops.

ANSW ER FILED  IN 
PROHIBITION CONTEST

O. P. Shepherd as Contestee and 
Judge M, C. Sniith as Attor­
ney for Prohibitionist File 

Answer in Contest.

No. 1551.
W. T. Ward and O. B. Corbett, 

contestants vs. C. P. Shepherd, 
County Attorney, contestee.

In District Court, Runnels Coun­
ty, Texas, October Term, 1913. 
Now comes the contestee, in the 

above entitled cause, and excepts 
to the petition of contestants, fil­
ed in said cause, and says that the 
same is vague, indefinite and un­
certain, and wholly insufficient in 
law and alleges no fact or facts 
that constitute in law, a cause or 
action; that the matters complain­
ed of in said petition are em­
bodied in the fourth paragraph 
thereof which, in substance, are 
as follows: (1) “ That at Win­
ters the election was not called 
and notice given as required by 
law.”  Contestee avers that this 
is but a conclusion of law, there 
being no allegation stating in 
what particular said election was 
not called, or notice given, as re­
quired by law. (2) “ That the 100 
feet limit was not designated by 
distance markers and instruction 
cards.” . Contestee avers that un­
der the decisions of our Supreme 
Court such a requirement is not 
mandatory, but only directory, 
and that, in the absence of some 
specific act or acts of fraudulent 
conduct in holding the election, 
the non-observance of said 100 
feet limit would not vitiaate the 
election, and, therefore, contestee 
avers that even through said 100 
feet limit had not been designated 
by distance markers, which is not 
admitted, but expressly denied, 
that contestants are not entitled 
to contest said election by 
reason thereof," because said 
petition wholly fails to set out 
any specific act, or acts, of fraud 
and corruption on the part of the 
judges and clerks holding said 
election, and wholly fails to set 
forth the name or names of any 
person or persons who in any man 
ner violated any provision of the 
election law on said election day, 
or at any time prior or subsequent 
thereto, and wholly fails to give 
the name or names of any voter 
or voters at said election who 
were in any manner influenced 
in the exercise of their franchise 
by reason of the alleged non- ob­
servance of the said directory pro 
vision of the election law, which 
non-observance is not admitted, 
but expressly denied. (3) “ That 
no special constable was appoint­
ed to maintain the purity of the 
ballot box, at Winters on said 
election day.” . Contestee avers, 
as hereinbefore, that this is not a 
mandatory requirement, but only 
directory ,and as hereinbefore 
shown said petition wholly fails 
to set out any specific act, or acts 
showing, or tending to show, any 
unlawful voting by reason of the 
non-observance of such dirctory 
provision, even if it be .a fact that 
no such special constable was ap- 
pointed as alleged by contestants. 
(4) . “ That eight or ten persons, 
other than the officers holding 
sa 'id  election, continuously 
remained at and near the ballot 
box at said town of Winters, and 
within the said 100 feet limit, dur­
ing said election day, then and 
there loitering and electioneering 
for prohibition.”  Contestee avers 
that this allegation is wholly de­
fective in this, that it wholly 
fails to give the names of said 
eight or ten persons and wholly 
fails to give the name of names of 
eny voter or voters who were in­
fluenced to vote contrary to their 
wishes by said eight or ten men, 
whose names are not given. (5) 
“ That many of the voters at said 
Winters box and booth were im­
portuned and persuaded by cer­
tain persons,. within said 100 feet 
feet limit, to unfold and display 
their votes after the same had 
been made out and that many of 
said votiWo then and ther3 chang­
ed their votes contrary to their 
their previously e x p r e s s e d  
wishes.”  Contestee avers that 
this allegation is wholly defeeitve 
in this, tiiat it wholly fails to 
give the names of said persons 
who were so importuning and per­
suading said voters, and wholly 
fails to give the name or names of 
any voter or voters who so un­
folded and displayed their votes 
after the same had been made out 
and who, then and there, as it is 
alleged in contesants’ petition,

changed their fvote contrary to 
their previously formed and ex­
pressed intention. (6,- “ That 
many voters of said Winters box
then and there voted without hav­
ing theretofore paid their poll 
tax.”  Contestee avers that this 
allegation is wholly defective in 
this, that it wholly fails to give 
the name or names, or number of 
such person or persons voting 
without having first paid their 
poll tax, and it is further defec­
tive in this, that it is not shown in 
said petition of the contestants 
whether those persons voting with­
out having first paid their'poll tax 
were pros or iantis, and if they 
were antis contesants have no 
grounds of complaint, as, notwith­
standing that fact the pros re­
ceived a majority of 127 votes. (7) 
“ That the officers holding said 
election at said Winters box know 
iiigly miscalled many votes in 
counting the same.”  Contestee 
avers that this allegation is whol­
ly defective in this, that it wholly 
fails to give the name, or names, 
of the particular officer, or offi­
cers, who were guilty of such 
fraud and corruption, as set forth 
by contestants in their said peti­
tion, and that it is further defec­
tive in that it fails to give the num 
her of said votes so miscalled, if 
any, and wholly fails to allege any 
facts, or facts showing or tending 
to show that the result of said elec 
tion would have been materially 
different but for acts complained 
of in contestants’ said petition. 
Wherefore, contestee avers that 
said petition'upon its face sets 
forth no fact or facts that entitle 
them to contest said election, and 
of this contestee prays judgment 
of the court.

If contestee is required, to ans­
wer further herein, he denies all 
and' singular the allegations of 
fraud and corrpution on the part 
of the officers holding said elec­
tion as contained in contestants 
said petition and says that the 
same are untrue and that contest­
ants at the time of filing said pet­
ition in this Court had no reason­
able ground for believing that said 
allegations were true. Contestee 
avers the facts to be that more 
than two years ago, in the year 
1911, contesants were engaged in 
the saloon business in the town of 
of Ballinger, and said county and 
State, as were also other persons, 
and that during said year a valid 
local option election was called 
and held, according to law, thru- 
out Runnels County, resulting in 
favor of prohibition and the ex­
pulsion of said saloons from said 
county. That two years later, to- 
wit, on the 28th day of May, 1913, 
the election complained of by con­
testants was lawfully held, upon 
petition of contestants and others, 
resulting again in favor of prohi­
bition by a majority of ninety-five 
votes and that the order declaring 
the result of said election has been 
duly entered by the proper court 
and published as required by law. 
Contestee avers that the following 
foiling places complained of by 
con1 eslants are Winters, Ballinger 
Miles and Marie. Contestee avers 
that the persons who were judges 
and clerks holding the election at 
said polling places were and are 
as foliows: At Winters, J. Hood, 
W. D. Meadows, Ben Spill, R. B. 
Griffith, J. W. Copeland and Bert
E. Lowe. At Ballinger Box No. 1, 
C. R. Crews, C. L. Morgan, J. F. 
Lusk, J. N. Adams, C. R. Stephens, 
E. P. Krebbs, E. F. Jackson and 
W W. Chastain. At Ballinger box 
No. 24, W. A. Talley, J. A. Oster- 
tag, Ed Day, B. S. Taylor, Noel 
Penn, E. D. Futch, W. II. Schleyer 
and Dan Moser. At Miles box. W. 
P. Buttery, T. E. Davis, W. O. 
Moore, W. W. Cummins, J. P. Wat 
kins, J. W. Ilenkle, E. S. Williams, 
and S. F. Farmer. At Marie box,

judges and clerks at each of said 
voting places were about equally 
divided between the pros and 
and antis.

That said election 
at each of said voting places com­
plained of was fairly and honesty 
ly held and that the result there­
of was and is a fair and honest ex 
pression of the views of each vot­
er, voting at isaid election, at said

voting places, upon the issue 
thereby being determined. Con- 
teste-e specially denies the alle­
gation in said petition that no­
tice was not properly given of 
said election, but on the con­
trary he avers that legal notice 
was duly posted and given as the 
law requires, one of said notices 
being posted on the Winters 
State Bank at which voting 
place contestants allege in their 
petition that no notice was given; 
that the allegations with refer­
ence to the unfolding of votes 
and the changing of votes, at said 
Winters box, after the same had 
been previously made out, and 
other like allegations o f fr îud 
and corruption contained in con­
testants’ petition, are absolutely 
false, and that contestants had 
no reasonable grounds for be­
lieving them to be true at the 
time of the filing of their said 
petition in this court. Contestee 
avers that at the two Ballinger 
boxes, where fraud and corrup­
tion is also charged by contest­
ants in their petition, the antis 
received a • majority at each of 
said boxes, ieggregating a major­
ity of about one hundred and nine 
votes, the sard antis at said two 
Ballinger boxes comprising • a 
large per cent of our most sub­
stantial and worthy citizens, in­
cluding bankers, merchants, real 
estate men land farmers, who, 
however, are not in sympathy 
with this suit, but on the con­
trary, as contestee verily believes, 
disclaim any participation in this 
suit and repudiate and condemn 
it; that if the acts of fraud and 
corruption, as set forth in con­
testant’s petition, which are 
charged against the Winters box, 
and are also applied to the two 
Ballinger boxes, "were true, then 
as the good, honorable and up­
right citizenship residing within 
the said two Ballinger precincts, 
are anti in majority, certainly 
the contestants ought to be able 
to point out some specific act or 
acts of unlawful conduct on the 
part of said officers holding said 
election, and to give the name or 
names of the person or persons 
who committed and perpetrated 
such unlawful and fraudulent 
acts as alleged in said petition. 
(However, contestee avers the' 
facts to be that said election at 
each of said boxes was fairly and 
honestly held and that no act or 
acts of fraud or misconduct ever 
occurred at either of said voting 
places that would vitiate the elec 
tion, otherwise contestants would 
have specifically alleged the same 
giving the name or names of the 
person or persons who commit­
ted the same.

Contestee avers that said con­
testants filed this suit wdthout the 
existence of any fact, or facts, 
that would authorize or justify a 
contest of said election, and with­
out any reasonable grounds for 
believing that such fact or facts 
existed.\ That contentants with 
intent to harrass and annoy eon- 
.testee herein instigated and filed 
this suit without any reasonable 
expectation of having said election 
set aside or annulled. That the 
instigation and the filing of such 
suit, under the circumstances and

facts, as herein before sets out, is 
forbidden by that certain provis­
ion of our Penal Code which mak­
es it unlawful, and fixes an appro­
priate penalty for “ Any person 
who shall willfully bring or pros­
ecute any false suit or suits at 
law or Equility, of his own, with 
the intent to distress or harass the 
defendant therein.”  And in this 
connection contestee further av­
ers that said suit was so instigat­
ed and filed by contestants with­
out cause, or probable cause, and 
without any reasonable expecta­
tion that the same could be main­
tained, but on the contrary was 
>so filed and. instituted against 
contestee, as County Attorney of 
said county, in a reckless, heed­
less and. indifferent manner, re­
gardless of the fact whether said 
allegations in said petition were 
true or false and that by reason 
of the premises contestee avers 
and charges that said contestants 
have invoked and used the pro­
cess of the court in a manner not 
authorized by law and that by rea 
soil thereof they stand in con­
tempt of this Honorable Court 
and contestee prays that said con­
testants be required to appear 
and show cause, if any they have, 
why they should not be held as 
for contempt of said Court, as the 
will ever pray etc.

I 
have neighbors who would not 
read a farm journal if you give it 
to them . There are people in this 
county who if you ask them to 
sign a petition to the legislature 
to favor a certain bill they would j 
give you a horrible look and pos-j 
sibly think yon are working in 
the interest of some trust or com- j 
bine I know because I have got 
some o fthese frowns. The rural . 
and urban districts need to merge 
their interests and efforts. They1 
are identical. If farmers are in- 
visited to attau# a meeting of bus­
iness men some old crozy fellow 
will say, well they are fixing to 
dupe him. If farmers have a 
mass meeting and invite their 
town friends, its a political piece 
of machinery nonsense.

Dallas, spent several days in Bal- 
bnger first of this week, coming 
here from their big ranch and 
farm at Leaday. Mr. and Mrs. 
Padgett spent three or four years 
on their Leaday ranch, but for 
past year have been at their home 
in Dallas and have only been 
spending a few days every month 
or two on the ranch. They drove 
through the country last week, 
coming from Dallas in their big 
Hudson car, and after spending a 
few days at the ranch came up to 
Ballinger.

Mr. Padgett joined the Ballin­
ger boosters and carried a load of 
the boosters out to the picnic at 
Wingate Wednesday. He express 
ed himself as being well pleased 
with Ballinger and the country 
over which the boosters traveled 
on last Wednesday, and the only 
complaint he had to make was at 
the condition of our roads. He 
stated that it was very unfortun­
ate that the people of this section 
of the state did not realize the 
great benefit to be derived from 
good roads, and the time and 
wear on both man and team as 
well as the vehicldes it would save 
if the country had good roads. He 
said it was only twenty-three 
miles from Leaday to Ballinger 
while it was thirty to Coleman, 
and that if the roads were look­
ed after between here and that 
section of the country there would 
be more travel, and that Ballin­
ger would get the benefit of trade 
that they can not get now on ac­
count of the condition of " the 
roads. Mr. Padgett is used to trav­
eling over good roads and he is- a 
booster for good roads.

Mr. Padgett is building a num­
ber of silos on his farm, where he 
has 2500 acres in cultivation, and 
is installing some modern mach­
inery. He has just shipped out 
from Dallas a solid carload of 
machinery, including an eighty 
horse power traction engine, and 
ensilage cutters. He will use the 
engine for ginning, cutting feed 
â id for pumping water for ir­
rigation. He is a live wire and a 
mighty good man to have in a 
community, and Ballinger people 
would he glad to have him make 
this headquarters when he is out 
looking after his ranch.
