‘How First Marine
Fell at Vera Cruz

(By United Press.)

NEW YORK, May 6.—How the
first American marine fell with a
sniper’s bullet through his should-
er.in the capture of Vera Cruz
was told by Clarence Hay, son of
the late secretary of state, who
was a refugee from Mexico  City
and came via Vera Cruz and
Tampico.

“I was standing at a window
in the house of E. L. Beck, presi-
dent of the Mexico City Banking
Company, when the marines and
sailors started their advances,’’
said Mr. Hay. ‘‘Suddenly one of
them staggered and fell.

According to an account of their
flight to American soil given Mr.
Jeanes, and messages sent  to
friends and relatives in Ballin-
ger, Mr. Kipp and his family
were (fompe”vd to leave = their
home in Guadalajara on shert
notice, and when they arrived at
San Diego all they had were the
clothes they had on. Mr. Kipp
has been in Mexico many years.
He is familiar with the people and
their ways, and did not fear any
trouble until the situation hecame
so serious and riot and mob law
seemed to reign supreme. He own-
ed one of the largest mercantile
business in Guadalajra, one of the
largest cities in Mexico, and his
property holdings- were valued at
a million dollars. He made a
hasty inventory of this and had
the consul to sign it, and with his
family he made his way to the
coast, and according to the exper-
ience related to Mr. Jeanes, they
were insultingly dealth with and
held up for unreasonable charges
along the route. Mr. Kipp’s life
was threatened, and at one place
he was charged $4000 for a small
matter. He left Guadalajara with
ample cash to carry them any
where under normal conditions,
but when they reached San Diego
they were without money, and the
United States furnished them
with the necessary funds to bring
them to Dallas. The Kipp family
were compelled to give up their
$150,000 home and all its furn-
1shings, and to also leave $35,000
in the bank at Guadalajara. Mr.
Kipp stated that they would rent
a house in Dallas, and get along
the best they could until they
could return to Mexico and re-
cover their property or get what
was left.

Mr. Kipp told Mr. Jeanes that
the Americans in Mexico condemn
Wilson for not putting an end to
the awful conditions that exist in
that country. Mr. Jeanes says
the same feeling prevails to a
great extent in El Paso.

BLANTON SPEAKS
AT COURT HOUSE

As has been announced Judge
Thomas L. Blanton spoke at the
court house Tuesday night to a
fair and appreciative audience.

His address was well received,
and he was many times cheered
lustily. There was nothing per-
sonal in his business relative to
his opponent, but he confined his
remarks to the congressman’s poli
tical record, thus, he pitched his
address on a high plane.

He gave a bit of his history
commencing with his boyhood at
La Grange, his beginning the law
practice at Cleburne, Texas, under
Judge Ramsey, his locating at
Albany, Texas 17 years ago, and
his running for district judge six
years ago, and his record and re-
formgs since being on the bench.
He said he had never asked for
public office till six years ago,
and that he accepted the duties of
the office of district judge at a
great sacrifice, financially, as his
private practice was more than
twice what the salary of district
Judge was; to-wit: $3000.00 per
annum.

He said he accepted the office
of district judge because after
twelve years of extensive practice
in the various courts of Texas,
and especially the district courts,
he came to the consulsion that
many monstrous errors existed
that needed correcting.

Among the errors that he point
ed out, was the delays by erimin-
al lawyers to get some advantage,
the summoning of large special
venires for capital cases, so that
the defense lawyers could get a
lot of ‘‘numb-sculls’’ on the jury
and thus acquit their client, he
said he had broke into that little
game since being distriet judge
of Abilene Judicial District, but
that he made many lawyers mad
at him, but he was out in the cause
of the ‘‘people’” and he was anxi-
ous to do them some good as a
public servant.

He told how he ran- his court
which showed that he had insti-
tuted many radical reforms, which
he believed worked great benefit
to the ‘‘people.”’

He criticized Judge Smith’s
record on various grounds, one
was that he had never done any-
thing for the people of Runnels
county, another was he wasted the
public money in having garden
seed sent out to the prominent
people in his district, another was
that he ignored the voice of the
people in many towns in his dis-
trict in making appointments to
postoffices, citing many instances
where the people were very much
dissatisfied.

He thought the race question
should be settled, but frankly ad-
mitted that he had not had time
