PARIS, Sept, 24.—The Ger­
mans made a series of desperate 
attacks last night in. attempting 
'to pierce the French center line, 
but they were repulsed each time.

The allied army on the left is 
still slowly turning tlie German 
right flank.

PARIS, Sept. 24.—“ La Force 
Nire Noire,”  the “ Black Army of 
France,”  as tlie Turcos now fight 
ing with the Allies are called, was 
organized by Colonel Maugin in 
1911. The Turcos are Arabian 
light infantry recruited in Alger­
ia. The force in 1907 consisted of 
only about 9,000 Senegalese. Col. 
Maugin raised the number to 
50,000 soldiers Recruited from 
Senegal in the Soudan, from 
French Giunea, Dahomey, Al­
geria, Tunis and Morocco.

The supply of men from this 
source is almost inexhaustible, 
and furthermore, tins source  ̂
supply in out of tlie enemy’s] 
reach. It is declared that so long 
as only one French port remained 
in French hands, these terrible 
black fighters could be poured 
in streams into France.

■The black soldiers of these dis­
tricts are born fighters. Death 
in battle is, to them, the highest 
distinction one can achieve. As 
a result they are relentless in the 
fury of their attacks and abso­
lutely fearless. They never sur­
render. Their wonderful phys- 
ipue and almost total impervious­
ness to pain, keeps them fighting 
on after they have received 
wounds under which fighters of 
white races succumb.

Col. Mangin once said of these 
soldiers:

“ His sense of discipline, his 
devotion to his white officers,

and the fierceness with which he 
hurls himself at tlie enemy are 
wonderful.”  Gen. Langlois, 
writing in the Tep's in 1909, when 
the raising of the present Alger­
ian force was being discussed, 
said: “ The sanguine and fatalis­
tic temper of tbe troops of these 
races, makes it a terrible asset in 
a shock.”  In an article in Gaulois 
Gen. Bonnal said: “ On the wide 
battlefields of any future war, 
the Arabs, trained by Caucasians 
and armed with tlie terrible wea­
pons of war of the white races, 
will prove unrivalled when the 
final blow will have to he de­
voted to the enemy.”

With the black troops organized 
and equipped in her African pos­
sessions the Republic holds and 
rules a territory as extensive as 
Europe inhabited by 20,000,000 
people.

The use of Arabs in European 
warfare by the Republic during 
the present conflict is not the 
: irst time this has been done. 
Napoleon employed black troops 
and they were used also in the 
storming of Malaklioff. Algeria 
was also drawn on for fighting 
men during the.. Franco-German 
war of 1870.

The early troops raised in A f­
rica by France were recruited 
mainly from the Kaybles and 
Arabs. The majority of those 
which came from the Kabyles 
were a tribe called the Qaouoves 
who gave their name to the 
Zouaves. The three regiments of 
Algerian tirailleurs who fought 
in the Franco-German war lost 
97 officers and 2,589 men.

Fotcha Captured is Claim.
NISH, Sept. 23.—After confirm 

ing the capture of Sarajevo by 
Servians, the local war office an­
nounced that a combined army 
of Servians and Montenegrins had 
captured the fortress of Fotcha.

The statement also declared 
that three entrenched Servian 
camps southeast of Fotcha routed 
an Austrian army which suffered 
a heavy loss.

KAISER HAS 
FOUR SONS 

INJURED
ROME, Sept. 23.—Four o f 

Kaiser Wilhelm’s sons are in hos­
pitals receiving treatment for tlie 
wounds which they received while 
n action on the battlefield, stat­

ed a Berlin dispatch to this city. 
It was denied that any were kill- ] 
ed.

Kaiser Wilhelm reprimanded 
Crown Prince for exposing him­
self unnecessarily*, during the 
thick of a recent fight in whieli 
he received a slight wound.

BERLIN, Sep't. 23.—Tlie Ger­
man War Office today an­
nounced the successful exploit of 
the German submarines in the 
North Sea which sank three Brit­
ish cruisers. No mention was 
made of the German losses. It is 
believed here that the announce­
ment indicates that the sub­
marines escaped all damage.

An unofficial British report 
claims that two German sub­
marines were sunk in the engage­
ment.

The attempted siege of Konigs-- 
burg by Russians has been aban­
doned, according to an official de­
claration.

There is little change in the 
battle in Northern France. Fight­
ing continues, says the War Of­
fice, with the Germans gaining 
advantage slowly.

It was announced here today 
that tlie Generals Yon Trotha, 
Von Arbou and Von Wroohem 
were killed while in action on the 
battlefield, and that Generals Von 
Willisen and Von Kueb ne were 
wounded.

Trenches Are 
Filled W ith  
German Dead
a y United Press:

LONDON, Sept. 23.—For nine 
miles along the northern frontier 
of France, the trenches are filled 
with the dead and wounded sol­
diers of the Gernjan army. This 
discovery was made today by 
British officers after the latter 
had successfully turned the Ger­
man right Ving back.

The Germans are being driven 
back by the French and English 
troops from Saint Quentin. 
Twice the Germans at this place 
charged 'the French hut each 
time they met with disaster. The 
cause of the failure of the Ger­
man assault is accounted for by

the too deadly fire of the allied 
army.

The aviators of the British 
troops have done much good to 
the forces in France. The have 
ascended into the air, finding the 
range for their English comrades 
and flashing back the signals. 
The British artillery, awaiting 
the notes of the range, learned it, 
then opened a deadly fire upon 
the Germans. The deadly shells 
burst over the trenches occupied 
by the Germans, killing hundreds 
and hundreds. Reports received 
here declare 'that the, trenches are 
jammed with dead Germans who 
waited in the fortified place for 
the word to charge.

ROAD OVERSEERS 
NEGLECT DOTY

The grand jury of Concho Coun­
ty, in its report to the court calls 
the attention of 'the court to the 
condition of the p'ublic roads in ! 
that county, and lay much of the 
blame at the doors of the road 
overseers. The grand jury inti­
mates that the overseers should be 
indicted for neglect of duty, but 
they hesitate i n returning the 
bills. In reporting on this ques­
tion the grand jury says in its re­
port :

“ We find the roads in the coun­
ty generally to be in bad condi­
tion. Many of the overseers do 
not work them enough if any at 
all. There has been a great deal 
of rain causing washouts which 
partly accounts for 'the bad condi­
tion of the roads.

“ We find that the county com­
missioners acting as supervisors 
can. each draw $30.00 per month 
for looking after the roads, mak­
ing over $1000.00 per year, and 
while all this «mount has not been 
used thus far, it could be so used 
and considering the fact that the 
roads do not seem to be worked. 
We consider this money used wast 
ed to..a considerable extent.

“ This grand jury hesitates to 
Return indictments against the 
road overseers who have failed to 
work the roads especially at this 
time of the year, and we would 

be to recommend if it can he 
done that the county hire an over­
seer to take charge of coujuty 
work, use all the hands available, 
and use the money otherwise paid 
to the county commissioners. We 
think this would give more satis­
faction and some permanent good 
might be done on the roads. We 
think the commissioners court 
should consider this road question 
carefully, and if possible provide 
some way to better conditions.”

TENANTS MUST RAISE STANLEY PUSHING 
UWN MEAT ANU BREAD! IRRIGATION WORK

As a solution of the meat and 
bread problem the merchants and 
land owners have adopted .a plan 
in Limestone county that should 
be adopted in other counties.

There are lots of tenants in 
Limestone county, and in order to 
hedge against hard times brought 
about by raising all cotton at a 
low price and buying all bread and 
meat at a high price, each tenant 
will be required to plant five 
acres in wheat ad raise at least 
three hogs. The landlords have 
agreed to allow each tenant to 
plant at least five acres in wheat, 
and the merchants have agreed 
not to extend credit unless the 
tenant has at least three hogs on 
his place and five acres of wheat.

The wheat will be milled at 
home just as corn bread is made 
back at the old grist mills where 
you were born and raised, and 
these hogs will not be slaughter­
ed and put on the market green,1

TOWN'S BIRTHDAY 
IS CELEBRATED

in

MONROE, Wis., Sept. 23.—New 
Glarus, a town that was virtually 
’transplanted from the foothills of 
the Alps, and the first Swiss vil­
lage to be located in Wisconsin, to 
day is preparing to celebrate its 
seventieth anniversary. Decen- 
dants of the little band of pio­
neers that fought poverty and 
privation to make a home in the 
new world, some of whom are 
among the state’s most successful 
citizens, are arranging for the ob­
servance. New Glarus owes its be 
ing to a public meeting held in 
1844 in the villages of Schwan- 
den in the Canton of Glarus, 
Switzerland. It had been a year 
of crop failures and industrial 
stagnation and the villagers saw 
more lean years ahead. They de­
cided to send two scouts ahead to 
investigate the stories of prosper­
ity in America and raised a fund 
of $4,600 to pay the expenses of 
the scouts and enable them to 
purchase lands. On March 16, 
1845, the two pioneers embarked 
in a sailing packet from Havre 
for New York. On May 6, they 
reached their destination but af- 
'ter making their way by rail, 
steamer and stage to Chicago, they 
found that all the desirable tim­
ber land in Ohio, Illinois and In- 
dina had been sold and only 
prairie land remained for settle- 
mend. Like other European emi­
grants, they did not recognize the 
advantage of the fertile prairie 
lands, but continued on their 
search for a country like that of 
their fatherland. Up and down 
Illinois, Missouri, Iowa, and Wis­
consin they wandered until on 
June 24, they arrived, weary and 
discouraged in the northern hills 
of Green county, Wisconsin. Here 
they found just such lands as 
they had hoped for, and on July 
17 they bought 1,200 acres with 
80 additional acres of timber, and 
commenced building the rude 
huts that were to house the inhab­
itants of New Glarus. The origin­
al plan called for the departure 
of the colonists from Switzerland 
in 1846, but the fever for emigra­
tion became uncontrollable and on 
April 16, 1845 a band of 193 per­
sons of all ages clambered aboard 
an open boat and moved down the 
Rhine, 'transhipping at Bash-» and 
again at New Dieppe for America. 
In the forty-nine days required 
for passage, two of the party 
died, but on June 30, the others 
arrived at Baltimore. From Bal­
timore to St. Louis the trip wTas 
made by "pay of the Pennsylvania 
canal and north to Wisconsin on 
the Mississippi. The entire party 
arrived at New Glarus on August 
15, 1845. and began erecting  ̂their 
homes. Their settlement became 
the center of a prosperous dairy 
industry and to this day visitors to 
New Glarus may still see many of 
the quaint old Swiss custom and 
there are here the dialect of the 
pioneers wlio made the journey to 
Wisconsin almost three-quarters 
of a century ago.

They manag­
ed the problem very well indeed. 
Going to a nearby restaurant, 
they purchased a gallon bucket of 
chilli, two loaves of bread and a 
box of crackers. The obliging 
restaurant man then loaned 
them a dozen spoons, and the pro­
cess of filling the aching, hungry 
voids within each cotton picker 
was begun with energy. A close 
formation was used about the 
chilli bucket, and solid satisfac­
tion was engaged upon each coun­
tenance as spoonful after spoon­
ful of the odoriferous, peppery 
mixture was shoveled into their 
mouths and tamped down with 
liberal bites of bread, taken 
from a loaf of bread, taken from 
a loaf passed from one to another. 
If the bunch picks cotton with 
the same determination that they 
displayed in satisfying their hun­
ger, the fields about Aides will 
soon he ready for the turning 
plow, and incidentally all the 
chilli in West Texas will have 
been cornered by the bunch.

ARE FREED
EL PASO, Sept. 22.—The four- 

thousand Mexican military pris­
oners at Fort Wingate are this, 
week preparing to be moved from 
their present home- to their old 
country—Mexico.

The Mexicans were brought 
here by the United States govern­
ment last winter from Eagle Pass, 
Texas, where 'they were taken 
over by American soldiers, folowl- 
ing their entrance into the United 
States, after a severe defeat 
across from Eagle Pass.

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BULLET ONLY HASTENED
THE EUROPEAN WAR

BY WILLIAM G. SHEPHERD.
(United Press Staff Correspondent.)

LONDON, Aug. 24.— (By mail to New York).—Wha't started 
this war in Europe? Everybody knows that millions of men are 
lined up to kill each other; that the civilization which Europe has 
been slowly building up’ since the dark ages has been thrown to the 
winds and thai the situation is too big to either write or talk about 
intelligently. It will take a hundred years for history books to give 
the news. As Gen. Fred Funston told me, just as I was hurrying 
away from Vera Cruz; for London: “ There’s only one bigger news­
paper story that could happen on this earth and that would be an­
other planet approaching ours with an inevitable collision two weeks 
distance. “ What started this biggest event the world has ever 
known ?

The answer is: One little lead bullet from a revolver in the 
hands of a Servian high school boy. And this bullet probably wtould 
never have been fired if an ordinary chauffeur had not lost his way 
in a little town in Bosnia. One little twist of a chauffeur’s wrist, 
he turned an automobile into a side street, when he should have re­
mained on the main road; one little twitch of the right index finger on 
the trigger of a revolver in the hands of a high school boy-—they start­
ed this war in Europe.

It ’s hard to find enough to say about this one lead bullet. It 
went into the head of an archduke, as he rode in his automobile, ht 
ped into millions of homes and brought sorrow and death. Oceans of 

tears of women and little children it created. It flew into the bourses
and money markets of the world and cut'their nerves. To understand .
the situation in Europe before this bullet was fired imagine, if you can lads its citizens to speak agams

daring and wise statesmanship of Sir Edward Grey, of England, that 
prevented the sparks of the Balkan War from flying into the Euro­
pean magazine. The statesmen of Europe ran about from capital to 
capital, sleepless, exhausted physically, their nerves torn, trying to 
to keep flying objects or sparks from hitting the mine that lay under 
Europe.

I think the tiredest, saddest,faced man I ever saw was Sasanoff 
the premier of Russia, when, in an interview at Calais, France, on one 
of the dark days of the Balkan War, he said to me, “ I believe we have 
saved the peace of Europe.”  But the thing he and other statesmen 
of Europe prevented then, has happened now. Prinzip’s bullet, itself 
hit the European powder magazine and set it off.

That bullet sped for exactly 28 days. Many days passed > before 
the statesmen and rulers of Europe realized that danger was ah,ead. 
England and its rulers were worried about the Home Rule question 
and the prospects of civil war. Germany was stewing over.socialists, 
France had its hands full of a growing army scandal. ¡Russia capital, 
St. Petersburg, was the scene of riots growing out o f : a strike Sn 
which one hundred and ten thousand in St. Petersburg alone, were 
idle and angry. European statesmen had their hands full enough.

Three days after the shooting Austria demanded that Servia in- 
estigate, on her own soil, the shooting of the Archduke. Servia re­
lied: “ Prinzip was a Servian, it is true, but he left Serva and wejnt 

to Bosnia, where he committed the deed. What has Servia to do with 
the affair?”  Then Austria began an investigation of her own. What 

ag this investigation was, how it was carried on, what punishment was 
meted out to Prinzip is a secret of the Austrian court. It isn’t know 
ublicly whether Prinzip is'dead or alive to know the terrible conse- 
uenees of his deed. King Peter of Servia, was independent in the 
xtreme. “ Servia is an independent country. It is also a Slav 
ountry, ”  he said in effect. “  Austria-IIujngary has no rule over us. 
’he United States might as well dictate to England as Austria-LIun- 
ary to Servia.”  But Austria-Hungary was firm. Translated into 
ommon talk, Austria Hungary said: “ Servia is Slav and anti-Teu- 
onic. For that reason it is against Austria-Hungary. Servia per-

that every item of civilization—everything that is good—homes, 
cience, art, music, surgery, education, culture, peace—had all been 

t one up into one huge package and hung, by a slender thread over a 
deep precipice. For years this package has swung this way. The winds 
of war have often threatened it, but the statesmen of Europe have 
steadied it and have strengthened the hold and the storm has passed, 
time after time. And then along speeds this one lead bullet, fired by 
a high school boy named Gabriel Prinzip. It cuts the rope. The crash 
will be heard throughout centuries.

Where Prinzip is now is a secret. Most probably he is dead. From 
the day he was seized by the crowds in the streets of the little town of 
Serajevo and dragged off to jail, he has been out of sight. Austrian 
censorship kept back the news; his punishment is a mystery' to the 
courts of Europe. It all happened on Sunday morning, June 28th. 
King George, of England, was living in Buckingham Palace, in Lon­
don, enjoying the social season. In far away St. Petersburg the Czar 
•of Russia was entertaining Poincare, the President of France. The 
Emperor of Austria had gone to his summer home for his vacation. 
Emperor William of Germany, was playing on his yacht at Kiel. It 
was playtime for the lords of Europe and they were making the most 
of it. But, lords as they were, of various sections of mankind, their

“ We have free speech and free newspapers in Servia,”  was old 
King Peter’s reply,”  put into everyday language. It is another mys- 
ery of the courts of Europe why Austria-Hungary hushed the matter 
s she did.

For some reason, however, Aus- 
ria-Hungary decided that now was the time for good and for all, to 
ut the quietus on the orthodox Serbs who are constantly at outs with 
he Catholics, Teutons and Hungarians and to settle the religious 
uestion once and for all.

European statesmen went on about their business, and worried about 
Austrian-Servian situation. But the Servian Embassy in Vienna was

'They have left their four little children at home in Vienna and have 
come to Serajevo, a little town in Bosnia, to pay a regal visit. Eur­
ope and all humanity might well keep their eyes glued to the automo­
bile which is to pass through the badly paved streets of Serajevo at 10 
o ’clock in the morning. First there is a bomb explosion. A typograph­
er has thrown it. It doesn’t hit the automobile; instead it hits the 
elbow of the archduke. It'goes off a second later in the street, some 
yards behind the royal car. The chauffeur, whose wrong twist o f the 
wrist half ¡an hour later is going to help plunge into the greatest war 
mankind has ever known, has put on speed and saved the royal pair.
Destiny has decided that it is not at 10 :10 in the morning that the 
archduke shall die, but at 10:40 and that not a typographer’s bomb 
but a high school boy’s hand-shall cut the rope from which hangs over 
the precipice, of war the world’s civilization and peace.

The navy of Australia has cap­
tured the Island of Nauro. The 
last German wireless station on 
the Pacific was thus destroyed by 
the Austrians capture of the is­
land.

‘ ‘ Officers are too busy to compile 
the casualty lists,” was the man­
ner in wUch the official announce 
ment read today.

PETROGRAD, Sept. 21.—Jaro- 
slav was burned to the ground by 
the Austrians when they evacuat­
ed the city for the advance of the 
Russians into Galicia.

TESTING SOFT DRINKS
Considerable data concerning 

near-beer and other alleged soft 
drinks now sold in local option 
territory had been turned over to 
the attorney general’s department 
by Comptroller for action if 
general’s department by Comp­
troller for action if ground be 
found. Samples were obtained by 
the comptroller’s agents in dry 
territory and turned over to the 
pure food department for analysis 
with the result that in some in­
stances from 4 to 7 per cent of al- 
chol has been found in some of 
the beverages. There is a law 
which imposes an annual tax of 
$4,000 on dealers in such drinks in 
dry territory and proceedings may 
be instituted against those from 
whom the samples were purchas­
ed. Pressure of other work in the 
attorney general’s department has 
deferred such a step'.

One car was 
set out at Santa Anna and one 
ear at Coleman.

The crowd brought in Tuesday 
consisted of whites, negroes and 
Mexicans, and there were men, wo 
men and children in the three dif­
ferent races.

In addition to those that are be­
ing brought here in carload lots, 
quite a few are coming in on each 
train, but are readily placed as | 
soon as they arrive, farmers being 
on the ground to take charge of 
them and carry them direct to the 
cotton fields. Some are coming in 
through the country also, several 
wagons being on the streets Tues­
day until proper arrangements 
could be made to take care of thq 
families that were traveling in the 
wagons.

All this and the demand is not 
one-half relieved. Cotton is open­
ing fast and tnere ar-s many fields 
that are without a picker. Many 
farmers were at the tram Tuesday 
eager to get pickers, but they 
went away disappointed.

Some concerted action should 
be taken by those who need pick­

's and men sent East to get them. 
In spite of all that has been said, 
about the crop not turning out 
like it was at first expected, and 
in spite of the danger of a low 
price, the pickers will find work 
plentiful here until Christmas, 
and unless pickers are supplied 
the farmers will suffer a heavy 
loss.

The present cron is made and ev 
er yeffort should be made to save 
it. It is better to save the pres­
ent crop than to lose it and plant 
another.

Washington, D. C., Sept. 22.—- 
Hereafter, cattle from quarantin­
ed districts in Mexico which are 
intended for immediate slaughter 
in the United States can be ship­
ped direct to slaughtering centers 
in this country withuot the sixty-* 
day detentiqn on the border to 
which they lave hitherto been sub 
jected.

An amendment to the regula­
tions governing the shipment, of 
cattle from tick-infested regions, 
providing for this, has been sign­
ed by the Secretaries of Agricul­
ture and the Treasury ,and goes in. 
to effect immediately. Thi s  
amendment is known as amend­
ment No. 1, to Bureau of ^Animal 
Industry Order No. 209.

Under the former regulations, 
cattle shipped from tick-infected 
areas in Mexico were kept within 
the quarantined area of Texas for 
sixty days as a precautionary 
measure ag&rnst the spread of the 
pest in the rest of the United 
States.

The new amendment applies 
only to such cattle as are destined 
for immediate slaughter. Under 
certain restrictions these can now 
be transported directly to slaugh­
tering centers without the former, 
delay.

The deepest hole ever bored in 
Texas soil is at Spur in Dickins 
county, and extends into the 
ground for a distance of 4,489 feet, 
nearly one mile.

The hole was bored by S. M. 
S wenson & Son in search of a wa­
ter supply for the city of Spur and 
as a general exploration of the 
formations for the vicinity. It 
required five years and seven 
months to drill the hole and the 
experiment cost $50,000.

After encountering practically 
every formation known to geology 
the project was abandoned last 
November, after losing a- part of 
the drill in the hole.

The project has attracted atten­
tion all over the nation and many 
experts of the United States gov­
ernment have investigated it. The 
University of'Texas has prepared 
a bulletin dealing with the explor­
ation in detail and it makes an ex 
cellent reference book as it con­
tains first hand information on the 
stratigraphy of a section covering 
one-fifth of the area of Texas.

STEALING COTTON PICKERS 
IS DIRTY DISHONESTY.

There is no law against steal­
ing cotton pickers, hut there 
should he, and such a law is need­
ed in Runnels county at this par­
ticular time. When a man gets on 
the train and goes east and brings 
co'tton pickers here at his own ex­
penses, it is nothing less than dis­
honesty for some one else to step 
in and offer them a little better 
pripe and steal them away from 
the man who brought them here. 
Such things are being practiced.

Other farmers are experiencing

trouble by having cotton pickers 
'stolen from them by offer of high 
er wages, after they have advanc­
ed money to bring the pickers 
here. There is a great demand for 
pickers, but the farmers . can not 
afford to pay more than the cot­
ton is worth to get pickers They 
are willing to pay reasonable 
wages, and with good cotton the 
pickers are making more money 
than they can make at any other 
kind of labor.

Farmers should deal honestly 
with each other and co-opera'te in 
the task of getting their cotton 
picked, and no one would be made 
to suffer a loss.

And if they arrive here 
the tactics that have been'pursued 
by some in raising the rate for 
picking and by wire pulling the 
man advancing the money loses 
his hands before they have work­
ed enough to reimburse him for 
railroad fare.
