The First Runnels County Agri 
cultural and Live Stock Exhibi 
tion opened Tuesday.

Prompt inly at 9 o ’clock Tuesday 
morning the doors of the exhibi­
tion hall where the agricultural 
exhibits are shown were thrown 
open to the public and throughout 
the day a steady stream of inter­
ested residents from the city of 
Ballinger and from all sections of 
the county flowed into the hall. 
The live stock department, which 
is being conducted at a wagon 
yard on Eighth street and Strong 
Avenue, w a s  another feature 
which kept the interested persons 
jumping from one display to the 
ether

In after years when committees 
and business men get together to 
plan for a fall fair, a feature which 
will be foremost in their minds at 
the time will be the old-fashioned 
ball, where calico predominates 
in all its gay colors and simpli­
city. Reminiscences of the Last 
night of the first Runnels County 
Agricultural and Live Stool: Ex­
hibition will be recalled with plea­
sure and it will be the concensus 
of opinion that all fairs hereafter 
should have that feature for the 
visitors to the exposition.

Today the leading topic, stand­
ing even above the world series 
games which begin Friday, among 
hundreds of residents of Ballinger 
and nearby cities is that old-fash­
ioned calico ball which was held 
Wednesday night at the exposi­
tion hall, after the exhibits had 
been removed and everything 
made ready for the closing exer 
cises. The scores of business men 
of Ballinger who participated in 
the event are selling wares and 
goods today with jabs every now 
and then between sales of the 
gala time had Wednesday night;

' bookkeepers are figuring awhile 
and mediating upon the swings in 
the square dances; some of the 
younger people are getting the 
latest ,hesitation dances mixed 
with the barnyard dances and a 
new-fangled dip produced. All 
in all, Wednesday night will go 
down in history as being one of 
the greatest nights ever spent in 
Ballinger.

Promptly at 8 :30 o ’clock the old 
fiddlers of the county began com­
peting for prizes. The high award 
was given to B. B. Westbrood, who 
lives near Ballinger. A number 
of entres was had in the contest 
and considerably rivalry was no­
ticed by the several players for 
the championship.

'Following closely on the fid­
dlers’ contest was the old-fashion 
ed calico ball, where scores parti­
cipated. Until nearly midnight, 
the dancers held the floor.

Bonnet 300 Years Old.
One of the most interesting and 

declared by many visitors to the 
exposition hall this morning as 
being the best department of all 
is the ladies’ textile department 
This department is handled by 
three Ballinger ladies, one from 
Winters and one from Rowena. 
The exhibits which are shown 
here are declared by many visi­
tors to be worth the admission 
price alone paid to the fair.

A feature of this department is 
a bonnet which is over 300 years 
old, owned by Mrs. M. J. Smith 
of this city. The bonnett, rag­
ged and worn, was made in 
France in the seventeenth century 
by the ancestors of Mrs. Smith. 
From person to person the relic 
hag been handed down until the 
present generation. The piece of 
headgear has attracted no little 
amount of attention from the 
crowds which viewed it through­
out the day.

300 Pieces in Textile Dept.
The ladies handling this de­

partment are busy keeping the 
300 pieces which are shown in 
this exhibit, straight. Approxi­
mately one hundred ladies in 
Ballinger, Winters and Rowena 
and the immediate territory of 
each of these towns sent exliibits • 
for the textile depart men.

The drawing work exhibits j 
have caused untold comment from j 
the visitors. Several pieces of this ! 
kind of work are shown with tags ! 
telling the story that they are ! 
made by old women, past the! 
three-score-ten mark. One of the 
handnsome pieces of drawing 
work, a lunch cloth, was made by 
Mrs. D. P. Moser, who is 72 years 
of age. The work resembles Mex­
ican work to a great extent and! 
to some it is taken for, such at 
first glance. . Another piece of

work made by Mrs. Stubbs of this 
city, in the year 1860, when she 
was 16 years of age, is a pretty 
piece of representation of careful 
labor with the needle. A  little 
piece of crocheted work by Little 
Frances Ilolman of Ballinger has 
caused the admiration of scores 
throughout the first day’s show­
ing. There are numerous other 
exhibits of residents of this coun­
ty that are wonderful and extra­
ordinary.

Culinary Department.
Held in connection with the 

textile department is the culinary 
department in which many fine 
exhibits are made. Most of the 
disp'lavs in this line came from 
Rowena where they were shown 
during that little city’s fair the 
first part of September.

Live Stock Exhibit.
While the big s kating rink 

with its many exhibits has been 
the chief attraction, the live stock 
exhibit which is being held in the 
feed yard east of the postoffice of­
fers much to the admirers of pret­
ty horses, and other live stock.

For quantity the live stock ex­
hibit is limited, but in quality it 
makes a showing that is a credit 
to the advocates of better grades 
of livestock. There are between} 
fifty and seventy-five head of i 
stock in all classes on exhibition * 
and each entry is a credit to the | 
owner.

On account of this being the 
busiest season of the year, due to 
the rush in getting the cotton j 
crop gathered, the .boys’ pig and:

There are 132 chickens, 15 
turkeys and 15 ducks shown in 
a handsome tier of coops in the} 
center of the large exhibition j 
hall.

NEW YORK, Oct. 8.—With the 

amazing record breaking rush of 
the Boston Braves to the top of 
the National league after being a 
poor last the first of July taking 
up all 'the spotlights in this world 
of sp'ort some other mighty inter­
esting features in connection with 
the annual basball marathons have 
been overlooked.

One of these features— and one 
that deserves far more than ordi­
nary mention, is the work of 
Grover Cleveland Alexander, that 
pitching phenom who wiggles for 
the greatest hard luck club in 
the world—the Phillies.

Doom deter­
mined to keep his warriors out of 
the cellar, called on Alexander 
often and the big twirler respond 
ed with a victory almost every 
time.

Which causes us to pause and 
think what might have happened 
Just suppose for instance, that 
Tom Seaton hadn’t jumped to the 
Brooklyn Federals. Seaton with 
his class, would have added at 
least*twelve more wins to the 
Philadelphia club’s standings 
And those same victories, mark­
ing off a like number of defeats, 
would have put the Phillies out in 
front of the Braves, where they 
could not have been headed.

Another^ thing that figured 
strong in the slump of the Phillies 
this year was the absence of 
Shortstop' Mickey Doolan. He 
too, fell for the big salary induce­
ments held out by the Feds. Bal­
timore got him.

Doom was in sore straits to 
plug the gap left by Doolan’s de­
parture. For the first three 
months of the season he kept try­
ing out different ones there and

in the meantime the ones getting 
the trials kicked many a game 
awav for him. These same games 
would have been won in all likeli­
hood if Doolan had been in the 
linnp.

BALLINGER GIN AND 
COTTON YARD RECEIPTS

The cotton crop is being rapid­
ly moved from the fields to the 
cotton yards and other storage 
places, and the gins are running 
on' full time with day and night 
shifts.

During the last week the re­
ceipts at the local yards have 
been running from 250 to 300 
bales daily, showing a gradual in­
crease from day to day. The work 
of picking is pretty well organ­
ized throughout the county, and 
much more cotton is picked daily 
than the gins in the county can 
handle. The next thirty days will 
be the busy days in the cotton 
fields and around the gins and cot 
ton yards.

The gin receipts and the yard 
receipts, when compared, show 
that much of the cotton is being 
carried to the homes of the farm­
ers, where it will be held pending 
the outcome of the unsettled mar­
ket conditions. It is claimed 
that not more than one-half of 
the cotton stored in the local 
yards has been sold.

That the crop is going to prove 
the largest ever produced in this 
county, is the prediction of many, 
while there are others who say 
that the crop will not pan out as 
well as the 1908 crop. No one 
will venture an estimate on the 
receipts for the present cotton 
season, but the demand for pick­
er^ and the thousands of acres of 
cotton fields white with the fleecy 
staple indicate big figures for the 
end of the season.

Up to ten o ’clock Thursday! 
morning the local gins and the] 
yards furnished the following 
figures for the season beginning, 
Sept. 1st:

It will he noticed that the yards 

have received only about six hun­
dred more bales of cotton than the 
local gins have ginned, while 
much cotton in the yards is from 
gins over the county, showing 
that much of the cotton ginned in 
Ballinger 1 as been carried hack to 
the country.

Compress Receipts.
Up to date the compress has 

only compressed about 5000 bales, 
with 7500 now in the yards wait­
ing orders to move. On account 
of the short demand for cotton it 
is expected that much cotton will 
be concentrated here before the 
end of the year, where it will he 
held waiting shipping ordrs.

Sharp Advance in Seed.
Cotton seed are bringing a bet­

ter price today than any time 
during the present season. $1 
and $14 has been the prevailing 
price until Thursday when the 
price jumped to $15 and $16, the 
gins taking them without further 
trouble and work to the farmers 
at $15 and the street buyers pay­
ing $16.

Cotton Market Continues to De­
cline.

It seems that there is no bottom 
to the cotton market, and a grad­
ual decline for the last week has 
brought the market to a price that 
is discouraging to the cotton in­
dustry, and one which the buyers 
blush when bidding on the farm­
ers cotton. 6.75 was the buyers 
limit for Thursday morning’s bid­
ding, for cash sales. Better of­
fers were made in some instances 
in settling accounts.

Holding cotton for better prices 

is all rfight, provided the farmer 
is not under promise, by note or 
otherwise, to meet his obligations 
out of his cotton crop at a cer­
tain time.

We know that it goes against 
the grain for the farmer to sell 
his cotton when the price is low, 
and especially is this true at this 
particular time when there is so 
much speculation being carried on 
by the holding move brought 
about by the buy-a-bale plan.

But there is »two sides to this 
holding cotton question. Wliat 
is the merchant who has sold 
goods to the farmer on a credit 
going to do? These hills are com­
ing due every day now, and the 
wholesale houses are proding the 
merchants in a way that is mak­
ing things very uncomfortable for 
them.

The farmer who has no obliga­
tions hanging over him, for which 
he is under promise to take care 
of out of his cotton crop, has a 
perfect right to hold his cotton. It 
is his property, and no one has 
any strings on it.

It is different with the farmer 
who has his creditors depending 
on him to save them from bank­
ruptcy by paying the obligation 
made on the strength of his cotton 
crop. The debts do not provide 
for an extention based on the low 
price of cotton, and. following 
four years of drouth, during 
which time the merchants, have 
been struggling to help the farm­
er get by, and have prevailed on 
the wholesale houses to co-oper­
ate, extension with many mer­
chants is impossible.

There never was a time when 
the farmer was receiving as 
much for all other farm products 
as he is a:t present. Taking the 
country as a whole the farmers 
are in better shape than the mer­
chants who have been extending 
the credit. At present cotton is 
bringing an average of $40 per 
bale, and with the big crop, there 
is no reason for 'the farmers who 
are in debt to jeopardize the

lastfavored them during the 
few years of short crops.

No farmer who desires to do the 
right thing, can afford to &r»ecu- 
•late by holding cotton that just­
ly belongs to the man who sup­
plied the necessaries of life while 
lie was making the cotton. The 
merchant has obligations that he 
must meet or close his doors.

An account of the failure of the 
Mexican hands imported here 
from El Paso making good as 
cotton pickers, as appeared in a 
Ft. Worth paper, has attracted 
tli e attention of employment 
agencies, and the Young Men’s 
Business League is in receipt of 
a letter from an employment 
agent asking that they be per­
mitted to come here and take the 
Mexicans off the farmer’s hands.

Sixty Mexicans were recently 
brought here from El Paso to be 
used in the cotton fields. It cost 
the parties bringing these Mexi­
cans here about fifteen dolars per 
head. They proved worthless as 
cotton pickers, many of them not 
being able to pick enough cot­
ton to pay their hoard.

The employment agents want 
them for railroad work, and state 
that they will furnish transports 
tion.

When the matter was p’resent- 
ed to some of the farmers who 
paid for some of the Mexicans, it 
developed that the Mexicans, or 
at least a good part of them, had 
left the country, leaving the far­
mers short a few dollars, hut not 
much the worse off for cotton 
pickers.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 2.—T h e 
monthly statement of the Census 
Bureau of the Ginning report was 
issued this morning at 9 o ’clock. 
The statement declared that 3,- 
381,863 bales had been ginned 

from the 1914 crop to September 
25th. Last year up to the same 
date, 3,246,655 bales had been 
ginned. This gives an increase 
of 135,208 bales over 1913.

The cotton crop up to Septem­
ber 25, was 73.5 per cent normal, 
compared with 78 per cent a 
month ago and 68.5 the average 
for the past ten years.

Texas cotton crops are 70 per 
cent normal, Lousiana 67 per 
cent.
