Among a number of prisoner.s 
that escaped jail at fclan Angelo 
last week was a negro who had 
been sentenced to 'vo pen, and 
was being held awaiting the ar­
rival of the transfer agent.

This negro was caught by City 
Marshal Jack McKay Friday, 
and has been returned to the offi­
cers at San Angelo. City Attor­
ney Cox, of San Angelo, who 
knew the negro, came down Satur­
day morning and identified the 
negro, and carried him hack to 
San Angelo, saving the officers 
there a trip.

Mr. McKay had received notice 
to watch out for the negro and 
had a description of the escaped 
prisoner, and notwithstanding 
that the negro had disguised him­
self since breaking out of jail, by 
shaving off his mustache, clipping 
his hair and dying himself as 
black as it is pos.sible to make a 
negro.

The negro i.s of a mulatto color 
but he had blacked himself, and 
it rerpjii'od an officer who knew 
him well to identify the negro, 
and this brought the San Angelo 
city attorney to Ballinger.

Marshal AIcKay got on the ne­
gro’s strail and located him at 
the Dr. Fowler farm si.x miles 
south of Ballinger. He had just 
arrived at the Fowler farm when 
Mr. McKay appeared on the scene 
and placed the negro under ar­
rest.

City Attorney Cox stated that 
the escape of the prisoners from 
the jail at San Angelo was a my.s- 
tery, in that the opening that 
gave them their freedom was only 
11x13 inches, and seemed impos­
sible for a man to crawl through.

In some way the prisoners se­
cured something to saw with and 
cut an opening in the cell where 
they were confined and escaped 
through this .small hole. The ne­
gro weighs 170 pounds. Ilis body 
contained seratehes .supposed to 
have been made in working him­
self through the ragged opening 
in the cell bans.

With $9,500' bonds retired, it Avill 
in fact, not take as much money 
to create the sinking fund from 
now on as it has on years past, 
and the new bonds can be issued 
Avitliout extra cost to the tax pay-

ery year.
Some of the school patrons do 

not seem to understand ivliy the 
Achool board can not use this men 
ey they have been paying off 
bonds with for continuing the 
seJieoi, or making the improve- 
nieiite, instead of retiring the 
bonds.

The laiv does not give the board 
authority to transfer the money 
from the sinking fund to any oth- 
.er.fuiid. In fact it is a violation 
of the laiv to do so. The money is 
■provided for the specific purpose 
of paying off the bonds, and must 
be used for that purpose. As the 
fund for this purpose is being 
created from year to year, the 
money is not idle, as the board 
appoints a custodian for the fund 
and receives under sealed bfds the 
highest rate of interest for it, and 
this in a measure angiiraents the 
fund from year to year.

NEW PROCESS FOR 
GLEANING GRITON

Fort AYqrth, Tex., March 16.— 
By a Jiovel application of air ciu“- 
rents a cotton cleaning machine, 
Avhieh it is claimed, Avill raise the 
commercial value of a bale of cot­
ton from $2.50 to $15 has been in­
vented by E. E. Dickerson of this 
city.

The machine is easy and simple 
of operation, producing the larg­
est ^aple in the short staple dis­
trict. The cotton is fed into the 
mouth of an exhaust fan Avhieh af 
ter separating the coarse par­
ticles of dirt and dust, by means 
of an inner pprforated' tube, car­
ries the cotton into the cleaner, 
where it is subjected to a series 
of circular currents of air Avhieh 
stretch the lock to twice its 
length and breadth and producing 
a perfeetlj^ straight, fluffy, un­
curved staple.

Many of the best knoAvn cotton 
ginners Avho haA'e vicAved the ma­
chine pronounce it to be-thoi’ough- 
l.v practicable and a vast and 
much, needed iraprovenvent over 
the old style of cottou cleaning. 
Samples of cotton subjected to this 
IH’ocess exinibited at the Waco 
Cotton Palace last year Avere de­
clared by the judges to have been 
especially carded but subsequent 
investigation proved it to be the 
actual Avork done by this machine.

Horses to Modern Vehicles 

Over Antiquated Roads
(By Ed Spill)

The impression scents to have 
gone out from some quarters un­
known that a certain part of the 
money which would be received, 
from the sale of $60,000 worth of 
bonds ip the Ballinger road dis­
trict, woidd be used in the eon- 
struetion or improvement of some 
of the streets of the City of Bal­
linger. It is reiterated tlia.t this is 
not the intention of those behind 
the movement. It could not be 
done if the advocators of the bond
issue de.sired it, for the reason^ property owner.

that the petitions presented to the 
Commissioners’ Court of Runnels 
County emphatically and in plain 
terms stated that no part of the 
money is to be used in improving 
the streets of Ballinger. The 
Commissioners’ Goui’t called the 
election with that provision as an 
integral part of the documents 
which brought forth the issue.

Instead, the petitions state 
specifically that the money to be 
reeived from the sale of bonds, 
in the event the election is carried 
April 10, shall be used in improv­
ing the roads of the district num­
ber one of Runnels County. The 
road precinct embraces all the 
soiithcni part of the county, that 
section up the river to a distance 
of about four miles, nearly to 
Benoit and within a short distance 
of Old Runnels. The district is 
one of the ricluisi, as far as soil is 
concerned, in the state. It is 
known from one uorner of the 
United States to tlie other for its 
remarkable productivity. It fails 
in only one thing, according to 
those who have made a careful 
.study of tlie situation, and that 
failure is the lack of goods roads.

During the lust twenty-five 
years the people of this section 
which,will have the privilege of 
deciding whether there will be an 
improvement of the roads, the 
elimination of the mudholc and 
the fostering, as a result, of mor­
ality, education and general prog­
ress, have made improvements in 
everything else except in roads. 
The ox cart of 1890 has been re­
placed with stout, substantially 
built wagons of the twentieth eeu 
tury. The plow of a quarter of a 
century ago has been superceded 
by a better model, one which cans 
es the work to be not of a regret­
ful nature. Work animals of long 
ago have been replaced by better 
breeds. Homes have been improv 
cd from the shabby house which 
gave the imiiression of indiffer­
ence on the part of the owner to 
a comfortable dwelling of which 
file owner is proud. Business 
methods as a whole, on thfc farm 
and in the city have improved 
within twenty-five years time.

i'usiness men of the city have 
earned to stop leaks; farmers 
have many eases. It has been 

learned in Runnels County to no 
longer depend upon cotton as a 
one-crop. Farmers have learned 
to feed themselves and let the cot 
ton crop take care of itself, in­
stead of the white product taking 
care of the producer. In every­
thing, Avith the exception of road 
improvement, there has been prog 
ress.

Farmers continue to pull their 
latest vehicles by means of improv 
ed horses, through unimproved 
roads to market. Indifferent as 

rio whether the roads are put in a. 
condition befitting their other 
agencies of making a livelihood or 
transportation, the farmers con- 
vnne to lose money by traversing 
bad roads.

No particular section of the 
Ballinger road district will be im­
proved in preference to other 
roads. It is the intention of the 
commissioner of the district to use 
the $60,000 on eveiy road of the 
road precinct, where it is needed. 
Some one has started the talk that 
a few miles of the roads leading 
into Ballinger will he macadam­
ized, the entire amount of money 
to be I’eceived from the bonds sales 
to be n-sed for this purpose. This 
is an eiTor. No roads will be real 
ly macadamized in the right sense 
of the meaning of that word. They 
will all be improved, without an 
exception. There are some stretch 
es of highway which need much 
improvement. Mudholes, almost 
impassable, in many parts of the 
road district will be eliminated 
and travelers allowed to travel to 
the market under the most un­
favorable weather conditions. 
There are other stretches of the 
precinct’s roads which need little 
improvement. The distance iu 
tvhieh a little grading and surface 
work will be needed, may be sev­
eral miles. The commissioner 
with the assistance of the farmers

RABY FALLS FROM 
BED AND GHBKES 

ITSELF TO DEATH
(Brownwood Bulletin)

The tragic, death of the sii- 
months-old son of Mr. and Mrs, 
Howard Owens at their home, 
three miles ea.st of Brownwood oc­
curred at about 4 o ’clock Satur­
day afternoon.

However, the statement 
one often hears that lien hatched 
chicks are stronger than incuba­
tor liatched chicks is not invari­
ably true. These experiments 
have proven that incubator chicks 
are about as strong as hen hatc­
hed chicks.

Just what method of incuba­
tion to use depends largely upon

that if I had to hatch by natural 
means I would go out of the 
poultry business tomorrow.

Remember that not all hens 
make good sitters. A good many 
are so ugly, nervous and clumsy, 
that they break many eggs and 
kill quite a few chicks by step­
ping on them. Some hens leave 
the nests for various reasons. 
Some stay off the nest too long 
and some do not stay off the nest 
long enough each day. The theory 
that “ whatever hens do is bene­
ficial for the eggs”  works all 
right in theory, but very unsatis­
factory in practise.

PARIS, Feb. 27 : (BY MAIL TO 
NEW YORK)— The Academy of 
Moral and Political Sciences h-as 
jut asked the French government 
to take up at once its most seri­
ous problem that will result fi-om 
the war—that of the population of 
Europe. .

The Academy has pointed > ut 
that when the war ends a > ui- 
mum of 2,000,000 men at the very 
least will have been killed. Tne 
crisis which Europe will then face 
for its repopulation will be with­
out a parallel in the world’s his­
tory. ~

The Academy has already pledg 
ed the government its most pro­
found and exhaustive study of 
the situation. While it is the in­
tention of the member^ eventually 
to take up the problem in its ap­
plication to all countries stricken 
by the war, they for the moment 
will confine their efforts to the 
problme as it is presented in 
France.

That France will be the coun­
try that wil face the most serious 
phase of the situation is already 
recognized. For years even be­
fore the war France’s birth rate 
had decreased to a point where it 
was exceeded by the deaths. Now 
with hundreds of thousands of her 
men most capable of reproducing 
their kind being killed, the situa­
tion is recognized to l^ave been 
aggravated to a degree where only 
the most radical, unanimous and 
exhaustive measures on the part 
not only of the French govern­
ment but of the entire French peo­
ple are going to be necessary to 
order to insure the continuity of 
the French race.

As yet the Academy has sug­
gested no measure to the govern­
ment except the immediate revis­
ion of all legislation on the sub­
ject. The academy, however, from 
The superficial glance which it 
has already given to the subject 
declares that the minimum motto 
which France ea adopt and hope 
To prevent the gradual oblitéra 
tion from the face of the earth of 
the French people is “  Three chil­
dren for every family.”  The

WASIIINTON, March 12.—Dur 
ing the last two years the atten­
tion of the Department of Agricul­
ture has been directed to the fact 
that active campaigns have result­
ed in the introduction into por­
tions of Oklahoma, Texas and 
Arkansas of a variety of cotton 
called “  Ilalf-and-IIalf. ”  It is re- 
ported/that the seed has been sold 
for as much as $5.00 per bushel, 
under the representation that it 
is an exceedingly prolific variety, 
yielding fifty per cent oi lint, or a 
five-hundx'ed-pound bale from one 
thousand pounds of seed cotton. 
Many inquiries have been received 
fiom planters througho ff this see 
tion asking for advice concerning 
this cotton.

The Department’s representa­
tives have examined sample of 
“ Half md-Half”  cotton f r o m  
these states and have grown it in 
experimental plantings, and have 
found it far inferior to cotton ord­
inarily produced in this section.

The Department’s field tests on 
numerou.s varieties have shown 
that “  JIalf-and-Half’ ’ does not 
maintain a high rank in total lint 
yield per acre. The large propor­
tion of lint to seed apparently re­
sults from the fact that the seeds 
are very small and light. The dan­
ger of judging cotton by lint per­
centages has been explained in 
Bureau of Plant Industry Circu­
lar No. 11, and the caution has 
been repeated in U. S. Department 
of Agriculture Bulletin No. 60.

The lint of the “ Half and Half ”  
variety is of poor character, irre­
gular. wasty and very .shori, a 
large portion of the samples ex­
amined being less than seven- 
eighths of an inch is untenderahle 
on future cou tracts made under 
tile provisions of the United States 
Cotton Futures Act, and there­
fore buyers will penalize it when­
ever discovered.

Tlie Departiuent is informed 
that many per.soms who grew.tliis 
vai’iety have succeeded iu selling 
it at prevailing prices, but this 
can not loug continue. When ept- 
ton of le.ss than seven-eighths of 
an inch in length sells for full 
market jiriee, it is because its true 
ehai’acter was not detected. Wlien 
ever cotton firms find a large 
part of the cotton in any commui- 
ty falling to seven-eights of an 
inch or less in length, buyers will 
be withdrawn from the district or 
they will scale down the prices on 
all grades to meet the lower prices 
which must be expected for such 
short staple.

Many interior buyers, as well as 
practically all the larger cotton 
firm.s, hove decliued to liaudle 
this cotton at any price. They 
state that its lint is far inferior to 
tliat commonly grown in their 
territory and is not acecptahle to 
their regular customers.

Competent spinners have stated 
that this variety as ordinarily 
grown produces so short a fiber as 
to render it wholly unsuitable for 
the elass of work which now con­
sumes the great bulk of the cotton 
of the western hcl\

Before this agitation became 
general, a high-grade sample of 
this cotton was submitted by the 
Department to two prominent 
members of the New Orleans Cot­
ton Exchange, who, on the first 
attempt to pull the staple, stated 
that the fiber was so slioi’t that it 
would he rejected as “ perished 
staple”  by their classification 
committee and would not be ten- 
derable on New Orleans cotton 
contracts. Two members of the 
New York Cotton Exchange, to 
Avhom samples were submitted, 
made practically the same re­
marks. '

Various cotton exchanges iu the 
Southwestern States have taken 
official action to prevent the de­
livery of this cotton on contracts 
made between their members.

As grown in Texas, it is lacking 
ill storm-proof quality, as the cot­
ton drops from the bolls very eas­
ily and the individual seeds often 
fall apart.

Repeated complaints are receiv­
ed from English spinners of the 
number of “ mixy”  bales of Amer­
ican cotton. This condition aris­
es largely through the introduc­
tion of short staple into long 
staple cotton territory, or of long 
staple into communities growing 
short staple cotton. Any serious 
mixing of varieties which have fib­
ers of different lengths results in 
seriitus losses in waste whenever 
the cotton is spun upon machinery 
adjusted for the longer varieties. 
Spinners will he quick to discover 
any serious admixture of sh.orter 
and inferior cotton, and the grow

Geo. T’ . McLelland, Runnels 
County farm demonstrator of the 
department of agriculture, lias 
issued a proclamation asking that 
all poultry raisers of the county 
put on the market only the very 
best of eggs this year. He points 
out that one of the best ways to 
produce the best is by causing all 
eggs to be infertile, thus doing 
away -with all po.ssibilities of the 
consumer securing bad esgs. Mr. 
McLelland declares that Runnels 
County ean gain a name all over 
the Ihiited States by her infertile 
egg production, that people of the 
North will demand the Runnels 
poultry product in preference to 
all others, th;it the stamp “ infer­
tile—Runnels County”  on the 
egg ■will he sufficient proof that 
the egg is the very best. At the 
same time he points out that the 
price of eggs p'er dozen ■will in­
crease and the producer will be 
the better for liis liaving ado])ted 
the infertile egg plan.

In view of these facts the De­
partment warns the farmers of

It will he a matter 
of paiffieular regret to see the re- 
fauch a policy must result in very 
been carried on by the Depart­
ment in these States in behalf of 
pure, hig-holl varieties (Triumph 
and Lone Star) jeopardized by 
the p/l’omiseuous introduction of 
cotton of greatly inferior staple. 
Sue]i a opliey must result in very 
serious losses to all thhe growers 
iu the communities where the poor 
er types become common.

As the seed is the primary fac­
tor iu determining length of staple 
and there arc early maturing pro­
lific varities witli staple of at 
lea.st an incli in length, every cot­
ton farmer sJiould secure and 
plant such seed.

She will carry 65 offieei'S, a 
cievv of 863, and a marine detach­
ment of 74.

Thirteen million dollars was the 
cost to Uncle Sam of this latest ad 
dition to the navy she i.s far and 
away better than anytliing the 
navy has ever asked before. From 
top to bottom he equinment is 
strictly modern. Oil burning 
Curtiss turbines instead of coal 
engines will propel her, and she is 
fitted to carry 694,839 gallons of 
fuel.

Other figures showing what a 
giant she is follow : length over 
all 680 feet, breadth, 97 1-2 feet; 
speed, 21 knots. The keel was laid 
down in February, 1913.

The Pennsylvania, in some res­
pects wilpbe the most powerful 
vessel afloat. While not as speedy 
as the greatest British warship, 
the “ Queen .^Elkabeth,”  which 
hurled its projectiles with deadly 
effect in the Dardanelles bombard 
ment,  ̂ the Pennsylvania’s weight 
of broadside is 3,000 pounds 
hq^vier than the British rival, and 
her protective armor is three in 
elles thicker.

Court convened Monday at noon 
and the cases on the civil docket 
will be disposed of this week.

This is a ease in which Cameron k 
Co,, levied on a stock of goods be­
longing to Morris, and Morris is 
suiny to recover damages. The 
plaintiff is represented by Judge 
R. B. Truly, and the defendant is 
represented by Judge ¡Snodgrass 
of Coleman.

Grand Jury Report.
To The Hon. John W. Goodwin, 

Judge of Said Court:
We, your grand jury for said 

term beg to submit the following 
as our repoi’t. We have been in 
session eight days and have inves­
tigated ail violations brought to 
our knowledge that we .considered 
worthy of investigation.

Some matters have been called 
to our attention that we have giv­
en buj; little investigation after 
being satisfied that sufficient evi­
dence could not be obtained in 
justifying us in finding a bill.

There have been found by us 
twenty-five true bills for misde­
meanors and five for felonies.

We have given no more time to 
the investigation of misdemeanors 
than we thought was absolutely 
necessary. These misdemeanors 
investigated by us in some instan­
ces haying been formerl.y investi­
gated liy local precinct officers 
who were unable to get the requir­
ed evidence for complaint.

AVe are glad to say that we find 
th.e local option law being well 
enforced in,oiir county and com­
pliment our local offieei'S for their

vigilance in this particular.
In some localities we find crime 

is on the increase in onr county, 
but generally speaking we find 
the law is faiMy well observed ex- 
impt in pettv matters

VA'e find that some of the pre­
cinct officers have failed to report 
to this body, but think this is due 
more to their thinking it unneces­
sary to report and thinking their 
/(uarterly report, which they have 
made to the Commissioners’ Court 
is all that is nece.ssaryu

AA"e have visited the jail and we 
find therein eight prisoners, we 
find the jail in good sanitary con­
dition, but some repairs are néed- 
ed in replacing window lights and 
recommend a better system of 
heating therein. <

AVe find the court house and 
grounds in good condition for 
which we wish to commend our 
janitor for his faithful service.

On account of some new matter 
j being called to our attention, on 
! last Saturday we were forced to 
extend our session two days long­
er than we would have, for invest­
igation of those matters, which we 
consider eoiild not be passed over.

AVe wish to thank your honor, 
the District and County Attorney, 
and other officers for their court­
esy and assistance rendered us dur 
ing our session.

“ AArithout a doubt, Runnels 
County today stands at the head 
of the list of Texas counties. No 
other part of the state is blessed 
with so many good things as 
this county at this particular 
time of the year,”  said Mr. Mc- 
Lelland. '

“ The seasoning in the ground 
today is equally as good as that 
of the corresponding month of 
last year when bumper crops were 
raised all around,”  continued the 
demonst)Tator. “ Farm ers in  
every nook and corner of the 
county are very optimistic over 
the 1915 prospects and I have 
joined in the chorus. Barring 
unforeseen calamities. Runnels 
County is destined to make an­
other wonderful grain yield, 
which will mean much to the cit­
izens of the county.

“ The poultry industry will 
mean a great deal. It has been 
estimated that the 1915 poultry 
crop wiU be valued at a round 
half million dollars. If the plans 
which the Young Men’s Business 
League and myself are working 
on, are consumated, the valuation 
of the crop will be increased be­
fore the year' is completed. Our 
plan is to interest every farmer 
who is raising poultry and that 
includes nearly every one of the 
county, to produce nothing but 
infertile eggs for the market. I

am interested in the plan be­
cause it will mean additional 
money for the farmers of Run­
nels. Seeretry Ed Spill of the 
A^oung Men’s Business League is 

'.interested in the infertile egg 
campaign for a dual purpose— 
namely, it will increase the value 
of the eggs 10 cents per dozen 
and by stamping “ Infertile— 
Runnels County,”  will give this 
county unlimited advertising. 
-The name of Runnels County, 
famed foi’ its infertile egg pro­
duction, would be heralded from 
one corner of the United States 
to the other. Runnels County 
eggs would be sought by produce 
men in every city, town and ham­
let of the country. The stamp as 
is proposed, would . make the 
Runnels County earg a product in 
demand. Standing orders would 
he made by northern buyers for 
<tbe famous infertile egg of Run­
nels.”

It was explained by Mr. Me. 
Lelland that every effort is be­
ing utilized by both himself and 
the Young Men’s Business Lea­
gue to arouse the greatest pos­
sible interest in the method of 
egg production. Many farmers 
have salready started the good 
work in many parts of the county 
and are reaping the benefits.
