This law regulates the market­
ing of livestock in the public in­
terest at yards operating in in­
terstate commerce.

“Changes in railroading and 
trucking make it possible for al­
most every auction barn to sell 
to buyers who ship to other 
states,” Ball points out “When 
out-of-state sales are made at 
any market of more than 20,000 
square feet, its operations are 
subject to the Act."
