Gold Tadpoles Found
in State Fish Hatahery

Columbus, Ohio.—T. U. l.anglois, 
rhief of the bureau of flsh propagation 
of the division of conservation, report­
ed to State Conservation Commissioner 
William Reinhart that golden tadpole* 
had been found In the state flsh hatch­
ery at Xenia, Ohio.

1 Declaring that he had never heard 
' of a golden tadpole before, Langlols 

expressed the opinion they were the 
' voting o f the leopard frees He ob 

served that such tadpoles were ordi­
narily black, but ttiut the golden color 
may have resulted from pigmentary 
changes.
• Still another theory wus advanced 

by state museum authorities, who 
pointed out It “might be albinism, 
although albino phases have never 
been discovered In adult frogs and al­
bino tadpoles would naturally bo 
white.”
