The new constitution of Cali­
fornia, which was voted upon last 
Wednesday, is said to be more 
(ban twice as long as .the Constitu­
tion ot the United States, and has 
some curious features. It forbide 
forever the right of citizenship to 
“any native of China,” and in tbe 
same article provides that any per­
son who shall be convic'ed of the 
embezzlement - of public moneys 
shall be debarred from citizenship. 
Free passes on railroads to any 
person holding an office of trust or 
profit in the State are forbidden, 
with the penalty of forfeiture of 
office attached to disobedience. 
The Chinese article is the last, and, 
though not long, it covers the 
ground very thoroughly. If the 
now constitution is ratified by the 
people, there will be no necessity 
for the general government to in­
terpose further for the protection oi 
California from the Chinese, os the 
provisions of the State constitution 
will force them to “go” in the 
most effectual manner.

T H E  B U LW A R K  OP L IB E R T Y .
The late Mr. Fessenden waa one 

of the ablest and strongest men of 
tbe Republican party in its earlier 
and better da} s. In the great de- 
bato in tbe Sonate upon John 
Sherman's amendment to the army 
bill ot 1856, providing that no part 
of the army should be used to en­
force the enactments of tho Border 
Ruffian Legislature in Kansas until 
Congress had passed upon their 
validity, Mr. Fessenden declared 
with his wonted force the pnnoiple 
which should govern the question. 
‘ Does not the gentleman from 
Virginia know will,” said he, "that 
in the English parliament from the 
earliest timet, not only bays ap­
propriation and revenue bills gone 
together, but in cates without num­
ber it has been the habit of that 
parliament to check the power ot 
the Crown by annexing conditions 
to their appropriation of money? 
Docs he not know that the only 
mode in which our ancestors oi 
Massachusetts checkt-d the power 
of their royal iroyernors waa by 
granting money only on conditions? 
The power ot supply and the 
power oi annexing conditions to 
supply have always gono together 
in parliamentary hLtory; and their 
joint exorcise has never been de­
nounced as a cause of revolution, 
or culling for revolution, or tend­
ing to produce revolution in any 
-hapo or form whatever. It is a 
pbwer essential to the preservation of 
our liberties.”

This is as true in 1879 as it was 
in 1856. The principle which Mr 
Fessenden so powerfully expressed 
is the principle to which Congress 
ought to adhere wiibout flinching. 
The power of the people's repre­
sentatives to annex conditions 10 
appropriations is an indispensable 
bulwark of liberty.

Douglass lectured at Staunton, Va„ 
last week, and advised bis colored 
hearers not to trust too implicitly 
in prayer, but to go to work ener­
getically and try  and better their 
condition. He said that he had 
prayed for three long years that 
freedom might come to him, but it 
never came to him until prayers 
got down into bis legs an can ltd 
him away; but he opposed the exo­
dus, and said on that branch of the 
subject: ‘Slay where you are, and 
so conduct yourselves that men 
will be bound torespect you—work 
with head and hands—seek to ac­
quire knoledge as well as property, 
and in time you may have tie  
honor of going to Congress; for, if 
the Negro can stand Congress, 
Congress ought to bo able to stund 
the Negro.’ ”

The bondholders are alarmed
over the^rowth of the greenback 
doetrino. They have done all in 
their power to destroy the money 
tor which the sol liars fought, and 
are determined to suppress its cir­
culation it possible. The National 
Banks want to control the entire 
paper currency of the country. 
They have tho right under the laws 
to carry on business on their bonds 
free of charge as far as the govoru- 
inent is concerned, and they con­
trol Congress to a very large ex­
tent. This gives them a power 
ovor tho people that is both 
dangerous und disastrous. The 
government should assume the 
emiro authority over the finances of 
the nation and supply the money 
to the people without the inter­
vention of privileged National 
Banks. Tho greenbacks paid the 
soldiers, paid bounties, paid pen- 
s iu n s ,  and now will pay pensions 
and all other debts. Why should 
this money be destroyed or sup­
pressed? Let the discussion go on.

T H E  V E T O .
In his veto ot tho army’ appro­

priation bill, President II tycs says: 
“From this brief review of the sub­
ject, it sufficiently appears to me 
that under existing laws there can 
be no military interference with 
elections. * * * It may there­
fore be confidently Btuted, that 
there is no necessity for the enact­
ment of section six of the bill be­
fore tno, to prevent military inter 
forenee at elections. * * * The
laws that aro already in force are 
all that aro required for that end: 
but that part of section six of this 
bill, which I think is significant and 
vitally . important, • is that clause 
which, it"adopted, will deprive the 
civil authority of ail power to keep 
the peace at Congressional elec­
tions. * * * The amendment 
proposed to the statute in tho bill 
before ir.« omits from tho fore 
going sections (2,002 and 5,518) the 
words ‘or to keep the peace at the 
polls.’ * * * Therefore, I air. 
compelled to return it (the bill) to 
the house in which originated, 
without my approval.”

If there was no intention of 
using military interference ai the 
polls, und no danger of such im­
proper uso being made of tho array, 
what necessity requires the power 
to remain vested in the President 
to u-e it In continuing himself or 
party in power.

Tho rejoicing of Republican pol­
iticians is because they now believe 
that Ilayos will not scruplo to 
make use of tho army to overawe 
voters, and secure an excuse for 
nstiling a Republican President 

and reinstating a Republican Con­
gress, both ot which they will en­
deavor to elect in 1880.

There was not tho scmblnnce of 
justification, or even an ordinary 
pretext, lor a veto of tins bill. 
Consider what the Constitution 
says: '

“The Congfe-ashall have power 
“To ruiseand support armies, but 

no appropriation of money to that 
use shall be for a longer term than 
two years;

“To make rules for the govern 
men! and regulation of the land and 
naval forces.”

The array is distinctively and 
cxcln-ively tho creature of Con­
gress, and Congress alone has the 
authority “to make rules for the 
givornment and regulation of the 
land and naval forces.” This is 
tho organic law. Now, what did 
Congress propose to do on this 
Army bill? Nothing moro than to 
regulate that troops cf the Uuitod 
States shall not interfere with elec­
tions, under pretence of keeping 
the peace at the polls. This is the 
whole proposition, which the Re­
publican leaders have tried to ob­
scure or to conceal by a false cry 
and partisan clamor.

went up to the authority of the 
State in regard to it. Republicans 
and Democrats united as one people 
to demand that bayonets and elec­
tions should be strangers to each 
other 111 Pennsylvania. The Re 
publican Governor formally pro 
tested against the assault upon the 
freedom of elections, and a Repub­
lican Legislature and a Republican 
constitutional convention have for­
bidden the presence of troops 
within range ot elections. The 
militia of the State are forbidden to 
parade on election day or 10 appear 
us military organizations, with or 
without arms, and any officer com­
manding soldiers to parade on elec­
tion day is liable to fine and dis­
missal from office. Toe new con­
stitution, framed by a Republican 
body and adopted by one hundred 
and fifty thousand majority, added 
to the old provision declaring all 
elections to be free, that “ no power, 
civil or military, shall at any time 
interfere to prevent the free exer­
cise of the right of suffrage.” It is 
in no degree a question as to the 
number of troops. There were less 
than a hundred in all in Philadel­
phia in 1868, where ene hundnd 
und forty thousand voters could 
have disregarded theca with im­
punity or vanquished them with a 
breath if necessary; bat the bayonet 
as the symbol of the military power 
of the Government made the whole 
commonwealth rise up as one man 
and declare the sovereignty ot the 
State and the freedom of her 
citizens. When the country turns 
from the eloquence of Blaine to the 
stubborn facts presonted in a much 
loss pretentious manner, blit with 
unanswerable power by Senator 
Wallace, tho universal judgment of 
dispassionate men must bo that the 
ctfervesenco at the busings, as 
offered by the aggressivo Senator 
from Maine, is a sorry exchange 
lor the statesmanship that should 
summon trutn and soberness to the 
discussion of grave National issues.

Another man lives near by; he 
does not liko tho editor nor his pol­
itics; the paper is too small for him;

and rends it, and quarrels with the 
opinions of the editor. Occasion 
idly ho sees an nrt'cle ho likes, and 
ho h-'gs or buys a number; this is 
callod newspaper patronage.

Another man takes one or more 
distant papers, hut he likes his 
home paper, and comes into the of­
fice and begs a copy whenever he 
comes to the place of publication ; 
this is called newspaper patronage.

Another man likes the paper, 
takes a copy for hi- family, sends 
one or two copies to distant friends, 
and pays tor them in adwnce, and 
does all lie can to g-'t new sub­
scriber*. If imy lit lft item of in­
terest happens in the neighbor­
hood he informs the editor; this is 
newspaper patronage.

D E S T R U C T I oT o F T IM B E R .
Toe consumption of lumber in 

small ways is much greater than ia 
generally supposed. The New
York Tribune has been giving the 
subject some attention, and figures 
out that to make shoe-pegs enough 
for American use consumes annu­
ally loo.ooD cords ot timber, and to 
make our lucifer matches 300,000 
cubic feet of the best pine are re­
quired every year. Lasts and
boot-trees lake 500,000 cords of 
birch, beech and maple, and the 
handles of tools 500,000 more. The 
baking ot our biick consumes 
2.000,000 cords of wood, or what 
would cover with torcst 50,000 
acres of land. Telegraph poles 
already up represent 800,000 trees, 
and their annual repairs consume 
300,000 more. The ties of our rail­
road* con*utno annually thirty 
years’ growth of 75,000 acres, and 
to fence all cur railroads would 
cost $45,000,000 with a yearly ex­
penditure ot $ 15,000,000 tor re­
pairs. These are some ot the ways 
which American forests are going. 
There are others. Our packing 
boxes, foi instance, cost in 1S74 
$ 12,000,000, wliilo the timber used 
ouch year in making wagons and 
agricultural implements is valued 
at more than $ 100,000,000.
