REMARKABLE CAREER ENDED.

The death at Baltimore, Md., a
little past one o'clock, ‘last Friday
afternoon, of Mre. Patterson Bona-
parte removes a venerable lady
whose life was one of extraordinary
interest, and whose strength and
peculiarities of character, apart
trom the romances and accidents of
her career, would have made her
a noteworthy member of society.
She was also remarkable for the
grout age 10 which she attained,
ninety-four years, and for the vigor
of body and mind she preserved
until within & fow montbs of her
death,

Her marriage with Jerome Bona-
parte, which made her a conspicu-
ous and interesting character for
more than fifty ycars, was one of
the important social events of the
early part of the century. Though
her weak and time-serving 1f not
villainous husband, at the bidding
of his imperial brother, disca~ded
his American wife and formed a
bigamous union with a German
Princess, Mrs. Bonaparte clung to
the name to which sho was entitled,
and had alt the pride and ambition
of a member of a reigning family
and the mother ot a Prince,

Jerome Bonaparte came to the
United -Suates in 1503 as the cem:
mander of a French -trigate, and
Napoleon being then Firat Consal,
his brother was sure of receiving
the most marked social attentions
at a time when even less distin-
guished foreigners than he rarely
visited the new republic. In Bal
timore he met and speedily won
Miws Evzsbeth Patterson, a beauti-
fal girl, the daughter of William
Paiterson, a rich and leading mer-
chant ot that city, which then was
remarkable a8 it is nows for ite

Connaught the other day. Mrs.
Bonaparte was both fond and
proud of her husband, and he
seems to have been much attached
to herr Hisaffection, however, was
not strong or lasting enough to
make him stand by his wife in the
face of the violent opposition of
Nupoleon to the match, 'L'he
Emperor would not allow her to
set her foot on French soil, so when
the pair went to Europe in 1805
Jerome, leaving his bride outside
of France, proceeded to Malmaison
with the avowed purpese ot molli-
fying Napoleon. He never re-
turnea to her, however, and in
July she gave birth to a son at
Camberwell, in England, while
two years after, in spite of the re-
fusal of Pius VII. to sanction tho
union, he was marned to the
Princess Frederica Catharina, of
Wurtemberg.

Mrs. Bonaparte’s subsequent ef-
forts to obtain legal recognition of
her marriage in France were all
failures, owing undoubtedly to im-
perial pressure; but during Louis
Napoleon’s time the legitimacy of
her son was acknowledged, aud
her grandson, Jerome Napoleon,
who crossed the ocean to attend
her 1n her last iliness, received a
commission in the French army
after baving prepared himseif at
West Point for a military career.
Another grandson, Charles Joseph,
was graduated at Harvard, and is
now praceising law in Baltimore.
Unquestionably these descendants
of Jerome by s American wife are
the rightful heiwrs of the great
Napoleon; for Napoleon III. could
not claim to have a drop of that
blood in his veins, nor can his son,
the young man who has lately gone
to fight the Zulus, and who hass re-
ceived a vaet amount of toadying
in England since Sedan.

Mrs. Bonaparte was a very pe-
culiar old lady. "She rejected a!l
religious faith, satirized marriage,
was close 1n money matters to the
point of penuriousness, and though
8hé could not help despising her
weak, mean-spirited and treacher
ous husband, she was a great ad-
mirer of Napoleon and a devoted
imperialist, living and dying 1n the
hope that her descendants would
yot become emperors of France.
During a large part of her last
illness she resolutely refused to see
any clergyman, Catholic or Protes.
tant, calling berself Presbyterian
to Catholic priests and Catholic to
Presbyterian ministers; but on
Tuesday she yielded and requested
the presence of a minister, and a
Presbyterian clergyman was sent
for. Later in the day Moody, the
revivalist, prayed with her, and up
to the hour of her death spiritual
advisers were present at her bed-
side.

Mrs. Bonaparte was a rare
character, and she was remarkable
among women for her exceptional
oxperience. The memoirs of her
life und her associations with the
prominent characters of the first
quarter of this century, which she
is said to have left, will theretore
possess an unusual interest,

LAW COVERNING TOWNSHIPS
AND TOWNSHIP OFFICERS.
The following law in regard to

townships and township oflicers

may be of benefit to our people, so
we publish and invite a careful
perusal of the same:

AN ACT.

To amend chapter 92, of the law of
1875, relating to townships and
township officers, ;

Be it enacted by the Legislature of
the State of Kansas.

Sectibn 1. That seciion 1, of
chapter 92, of the lawa of 1575, be
amended 80 as to read as tollows:
Section 1. The unnual towrship
eleciions, in the sevoral townships,
shall be held on the first Tuesday
in February ot each year: Pro
vided, that the several tewnship
officers, whose terms of office would
expire upon the elcetion and quli
fication of their succesgors in oifice
at the November oiection, a. D).
1879, shall continue to hold thei
several offices uniil their sucecsaors

are elected and quulified at the = ——

election provided for in thia act,
Section 2. That section two be

amended 80 a< tn read as follows: ; ATTORNFEY - AT - LAW,'

Section 2. Toe Board of County
Commiasioners shall constitute
Board of Canvassers; they shall

of each year and procecd to canvase
the vote for the respective township
officers. When a new township
shall have heen organized, and the
tume and place for holding the elec-
tion thervin fixed by the Board of
County Commissioners, such Board

shall ansunally on the sccond Thurs-
day in January settle with and
audit the accounts ot tho Township
Treacurer, and of ali Road Over-
seers in his t~waoship, for all moneys
disbursed by them, and he shall,
within ten days thercalter, cause
the Towaship Clerk to record at
length such accounts on the town-
ship records,

Soction 4. The Township Trus-
teo, Clotk and Treasurer ot each
municipal townrhip shall meet on
tho last Saturday of Janunary, April,
July and October, of each year as
an Auditing Board, and no bill
against any township shall be paid
antil aliowed by a majority of said
Aunditing Board, and all bills al-
lowed by said Board shall be re-
corded by the Cicrk in a book to
be kept by him for that purpose.
The township officers mentioned in
this secrion shall receive for their
services in attending to the town-
sbip business the sum of two dol-
lars per day for the time actually
and ncceasarily spent by them;
provided, this section shall not be
counstrued to iaclude the services
of the trustec for assessing his
township, who shall receive there-
for the same compensuion hereto-
fore ullowed.

Scction 5. This act shall take
effect and be in force from and after
its publication once in the Daily
Commaenwealth,

The growth of the nails is more |
rapid in children than in adults,
and slowest 1n the aged; it goes on
faster in summer than in winter,
8o that the same nail which is re-
newed in one hundred and thirty-'
two days in winter, requires only
one hundred and sixteen in sum-
mer.

The growth
ot all the nails on the left hand re-
(uires eighty-two days more than
those ot the right.

It is probably generally remem-
bered that some years ago—in 1873
—Congress passed alaw providing
for the erection of durable head-
stones over the graves: of seldiers
of the regular and volunteer forces
of the United States whose remains
aro interred in the Nauonal Mili-
tary Cemeteries. This law has
been carried out, and the graves of
the Nation’s dead in these ceme
teries are now permanently marked.
At the instance of the War Depart-
mont, Congress has recently au-
thorized the erection of similar
headstones over the graves of the
Union soldiers who are buried in
private and village cemoteries.
This will be done as soon as the
necessary arrangements can be
msade, In the meantime the Quar-
termaster General, at Washington,
will at once proceed to collect the
necessary information as to where
these headstones are required. all
persons baving any knowledge of
the burial places of soldiers in
private cemeteries whose graves
are not marked, are requested to
communicate the fact to the Quar-
termaster General, and give regi-
ment, compaay, and date of death
of deceased, if known. Similarin-
formation is desired from parties
in charge of such cemeteries. Of
course it i8 not intended to furnish
headstones for graves over which
monuments have already been
erected by relatives or friends of

the deceased.

USEFUL RECEIPTS.

Flax Makes Good Hay.—It i:
said that flax seed sown with feed
graan, such as oats, millet, or bar-
loy, is a great advantage to stock.
Two quarts per acre is enough, and
evr green, for hay. Try it and see.

To Take out Grease.—-Dry
buckwheat flour, if repeatedly ap-
phed, will remove entirely the
worst grease spots on carpels or
woolen cloth, and will answer us a
French chalk for grease spots on
silk.

Protection for Cabbage Plants.
—A solution of an ounce of gum
aloes, powdered, and a large table-
spoonful of common soda, to each
halt gallon of boiling water, 18 said
to be usefut in ridding young cab-
bags and other plants of insects,
sprinkled from a can with a very
fine rose, or in the case of but few
plants, from a rubber spraying
bag. ;

Hominy Croquettes.—To a cup-
ful of cold boiled hominy (small-
grained) add a tablespoonful ot
melted butter and stir hard, mois-
tening by degrees, with a cupful of
milk, beating to a light soft paste.
Put 1n a teaspoonful of white su-
gar, and, lastly, a well-beaten egg.
Roll 1nto oval balls, with floured
hands, dip in beaten egg, then
cracker crumbs, and fry in hot
lard.

To Taw Sheep Pelts.—Sheep
pelts can be tawed and not tanned.
I'awing is done by scraping the
tlesh s1de ot the pelt clean from all
flesh and tat, then sprinkling it with
a mixture ot finely powdered alum
and salt in ¢qual parts. Two
skins are then laid with the flesh
sides together, or a single one
doubled lengthwise, and rolled up
for a weok ten days, then
opened, scraped and washed, and
rubbed dry with a piece of calk,
and worked and pulled until the

WHATIS CASTILE SOAP. .
A subscriber wishes to know how

this differs from other soap. The
hard soaps made 1n this country
are almost exclusively from animal
fats; in the south of Europe, where
the olive grows abundartly, the
poorer kinds of olive oil are used
for soap making, Common soaps
are soda and animal fat, Castile
soap is roda and vegetable oil. In
muking Custile soap, great care is
taken to avoid an oxcess of alkali
(the soda), only just enough being
used to neutralize the oil. On this
account the soap is much milder,
and may be used on wounds and
other surfaces where common soap
would irritate and give pain. The
mottled appearance ot Castile soap
is due to a small quanuty of solu-
tion of copperas (sulphate of iron)
which is stirred into it before it
hardens; this leaves a bluish oxide
of iron in the soap which, when
exposed to the uir, becomes ¢hanged
to the red oxide. White Castile
soap is also sold, which 1a the same
as the other, without the coloring.
Tuough called Castile, it is by no
means exclusively made in Spain,
the largest share coming from the
south of France, and indeed it 1
general'y known in Europe as
Marseillos soup.—American Agri-
culturist for February 1.

in the first importatien of the show
into this city; but as the exhibition
was gotten up for the amusement
of the people, we do not see that it
makes much difference whether
there was an “innovation” or’not,
as long as the people were pleased.

- Died, in this city, about g o'clock,
p. m., Apnl 8, 1879, Mrs. Sarah
Denn, consort ot Mr. Raph Denn,
in the 3oth year of her age. Mrs.
Denn was born in Pickering,
Yorkshire, England, Sept. 12, 1849;
moved to the State of New York,
in 1851, with her parents, Richard
and Mary Cuthbert; moved to Mi-
chigan, in 1855; was married,
March 12, 1867, and moved to Kan-
sas, in June, 1869. She leaves two
daughters, a son and a number of
relatives in this county to mourn
her loss. She was buried, Wednes-

}day afternoon, the funeral sermon
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being preached in the Congrega-
tional church by the Rev. John
Taylor, and every business house
in town was closed through re-
gpect for the deceased and her
bereaved relatives. Mr. Denn
and the other relatives of the de-
ceased have the sympathy of the
antire community 1n ther sad af-
fliction. .

There is one thing that we can
net exactly understand, and that is,
why the Leader waited uotil a
Democrat was elected County At-
torney before asking for a redue-
tion in the salary paid to that of-
ficial.

shall be paid such officer. If it is
right that Democratic officials
should be paid less than Republi-
cans or others holding the same of-
fico, tho Leader man should have
taken advantage of his position in
the Legislature, last winter, and
should have 1atroduced a bill to
that effect, and seen that it became
a law, thus relieving the Commis
sioners of the embarrassment 1nci-
dentto such a discrimination. Until
the lawmaking power discriminates
agamnst a man on account of his
poletics, let all be served alike, 'l'he
salary was not too great for Repub-
licans, peither is it too great tor a
Democrat. The people do not want
to starve their public servants, let
them be of what politics they may;
and every one with whom v e have
talked on the subject says the sala-
ries of our county officiala are low
enough now.
