RAILROAD LECISLATION.

I Wo regard House Bill No. 229,
jotroduced by Mr. Riggs, provid-
ng for the appointment of three
Commissioners, to regulate the fare
and freights of the different rail-
roads in the State, and House Bill
No. 259, introduced by Mr. Legate,
providing for the establishment ot
the fare and freights of the differ-
ent railronds 1n the State by law,
two of the most important bills in-
troduced at this session of the Leg-
islature.  While we think the bill
introduced by Mr. Riggs detective
in some respects, we believe that if
it" becomes a law, it will remedy
many gross abuseses, especially
when there are no competing lines
of road; for instance, like the
country west of Emporia, tributary
to the A, T. & S. F. R. R.

In regard to Mr, Legate's bill,
weo think we seo a very large ‘“nig-
ger 10 the wood pile;” certainly the
most  unscrupulous  corporation
could not ask for more. I[tre:dsas
though the railroad companies had
said to Mr. Legate: “Here is a bill
that suits us exactly; put it throngh
it you can. We will sap the very
life out uf the people of Kansas.”
Iougeniovs it certainly is; and the
men who framed it, certainly, know
the tact that first-class treight pays
a larger revenue than thuwd or
fourth-class. Itis astonishing what
a small number and kind of articles
1t proposes to ship as third-class
freight.

Itis right that in bght, bulky
articles higher rates should be
charged; but in heavy freights,
where the full capacity of the cars
18 used, the question that should
govern the raies 18, the loss sus-
tained in case ot accident. Take,
for ‘ instance, 20,000 pounds of
colfee, worth, say, $3,000, and 20,
000 pounds of grind stones, worth
$150, the treight from Atchison to
this place on the coffee would be
about 8114.00, at Company’s risk,
and or the grind stones, aboat
$146.00; yet, if they were destroyed
the company would have to pay
$2,850 more for tho coftee than for
the grind stones. The penalty at-
tached is nominal; not one person
in ten thousand would seek redress;
and it 18 safe to say that not one
person in a thousand would know,
bave the means of knowing,
what the legal rates were. Rail
roads cost large sums of money;
the working ot them 18 exponsive;
and they should bo allowed by law
a reasonable return for the capital
invested; but, because they are so
interwoven with the business of
the country, as to be almost indis-
pensable, is no reason why they
should be allowed by law to so
charge for transportation as to be-
come & detriment to a country, 1n
place of a blessing. If there are
Railroad Commissioners and they
do their duty, they will ostablish
an cquni,able svedule of rates, and
seo that the compunies do not vio-
late them.

It is to be hoped that Senator
Bradley and Representative Mor-
gan will support Mr. Riggs' bill.
