director of the wage-hour and 
contract division of the U. S 
d e p a r t m e n t  of labor, has 
announced that when public 
schools open federal officers
will be making extra efforts to 
see that employment does not 
interfere with education.

Employment o f c h i l d r e n  
under 16 years o f age In agri­
culture during school hours Is 
unlawful under the federal fair 
labor standard.s act, Rogers 
stated.

Mr. Rogers pointed out that 
the law applies directly to 
farmers whose crops or pro­
ducts, either directly or Indi­
rectly, go Into Interstate or 
foreign commerce. He Illustrated 
with the case of a ftu'mer who 
sends his product outside the 
state or delivers his product to 
a glnner, processor, canner, or 
dealer who will send It outside

\ form or a part of another pro­
duct.

The law does not apply to a 
farmer's own children working 
on their parent's farm. But if 
a farmer hires other under-age 
children during school hours, 
the farmers are responsible.

By "school hours” is meant 
the hours when school Is In 
session In the district where 
the employed children are liv­
ing. Tliat includes c h i l d r e n  
employed either as Individuals 
or a part of a family group 
directed by labor concentrators,' 
processors, or others. It includes ' 
both citizens and alien child­
ren.

The federal law sets no mini­
mum age for the employment 
of children In agriculture before | 
or after school hours on any 
school day, or at any time on 
school holidays or during school 
vacations.
