Tlie plans of the architect 
FVi'd Buford, of IXillua, w e r e  
accepted by the board Propiwed 
l.s a new building and Improve- 
menu which will b r i n g  Uie 
school system to a point tlial 
It will mec't need.' here for a 
number of years

The authorizing of bonds will 
nut lncrea.se vuluutlixu or taxes 
of p r o p e r t y  owners, it w.ts 
a-Hsured Tru-stii-.s pointed out 
that the enlarged dl.strlel plus 
new buildings h ad  Inrreu.sed 
valuations so that the pre.sent 
tax rate would take core of the 
Issue for u 27-year period The 
only rhunge calleil loi the fln- 
anclal structure would be ttial 
40 cents of earh tax d o l l a r  
Would go Into the sinking fund 
Instead of 30 cenU as at pres­
ent.

Tlie two wings of the build­
ing would f a c e  Broad Street 
and Ninth Street In West End 
The building would match the 
elementary school facing Eighth 
Street, which was built at this 
location two years ago. TTie new 
building would e x t e n d  t h e  
entire block on Brood Street. 
In front of the j u n i o r  lUgh 
school building and a w i n g  
would extend from Broad down 
Ninth Street It would provide 
25 additional classrooms. plu.s 
neccasury lounges, offices and 
rest room.s It would b<> of brick 
construction similar to the other 
building facing Eighth Street

After completion of the new 
building the old j u n i o r  high 
school building would be remud- 
eled and converted Into a mod­
em  o-ssembly hall for the phy­
sical e d u c a t i o n  and music 
department Al.so to be remod­
eled would be the old two-story 
building on the central ele­
mentary school campus, to be 
converted Into a one-story hall 
for p h y s i c a l  education and 
mu.slc

Supt Ernest Cuskey said the 
exixui.stun program would pro­
vide new and modern rooms 
for all stiidenU In the system 
O.S w e l l  as providing for the 
Increasing enmllment w h i c h  
has cau.sed a slwrtage of cla.vs- 
ruonw In the lower grades.

At the board meeting Mon­
day night a |)etltlon was pre­
sented bearing the signatures of 
a large number of tax |>ayrrs 
In the district. Tlic p e t i t i o n  
asked that an election be railed 
to authorize $325,000 In bonds 

If  the bond Issue Is approved 
by the voters, p l a n s  will be 
pushed as much as possible In 
order that the contract can be 
let In the near future
