News from the archives of the Friona Star in 1975

February 16, 1975 – James 
Andrews, assistant band direc-
tor for the Friona schools, was 
named first place national winner 
in the music composing contest 
sponsored by the College Band 
Directors Association and held 
last week at the University of 
California in Berkley.

March 30, 1975 – A Friona 
woman, Mrs. Jo Johnson of 1201 
Jackson, was robbed at gunpoint 
early Wednesday morning, of an 
estimated $3500 in jewelry. A 
young white man gained entrance 
at Mrs. Johnson’s residence, pos-
ing as a utility man wanting to 
check for “leaks”. The man ap-
peared at the residence around 
7:30 a.m. Wednesday morning. 

May 11, 1975 – Mike Garri-

son, 31, was named head football 
coach at Friona High School this 
week, according to Tom B. Jar-
boe, superintendent of schools. 
At the same time, it was an-
nounced that former head coach 
Bob Owen, named recently to 
a new administrative post, will 
continue as athletic director at 
FHS. 

July 6, 1975 – The Friona Star 
was the winner of an award pre-
sented at the 96th annual summer 
convention of the Texas Press 
Association last weekend at El 
Paso. The Star received a second 
place award in the “appearance” 
contest for newspapers published 
in cities and towns of 2,500 to 
4,500 population.

The first bale yielded 780 
pounds of seed.
