Cotton bolls were opening, and producers were waiting for drier 
conditions to harvest. In Hall County, a few warm, dry days al-
lowed producers to harvest cotton and peanuts in a few fields. 
Pasture and cattle conditions looked good. This summary was 
compiled by AgriLife Extension district reporters.

This week is all about 
pumpkins.  Pumpkins origi-
nated from Central America 
over 7,500 years ago.  In fact, 
the Native Americans were 
eating pumpkin when the 
pilgrims arrived.  Pumpkins 
are actually a member of the 
squash family.  The main dif-
ferences between the two are 
the pumpkins thick stem and 
their seeds, which are deli-
cious to roast and eat.  One 
of the earliest pumpkin reci-
pes was published by John 
Josselyn in the early 1670’s.  
This recipe called for cook-
ing the diced pumpkin all 
day in a pot and then adding 
butter and spices.  The be-
loved pumpkin pie evolved 
from a recipe where ginger-
spiced milk was added to a 
pumpkin shell that had been 
scooped out and then roast-
ed in ashes.  (http://www.
pbs.org/food/the-history-
kitchen/history-pumpkins-
recipes/) 

Pumpkins come in many 
varieties.  Some are great 
for decorating while oth-
ers are suited for cooking.  
One thing I learned as I 
researched about pump-
kins is that there are many, 
many varieties, well over 40 
in fact.  I don’t know how 
readily available these are in 
the Panhandle, but accord-
ing to the website, https://
www.gardeningknowhow.
com, below are several of the 
more common pumpkin va-
rieties.  This website also has 
several articles about how to 
care and grow pumpkins if 
you are interested.  

Mini Pumpkins – These 
are easy to grow and great 
for decorating. Baby Boo, 
Bumpkin, Munchkin, Baby 
Pam, Casperita, Crunchkin, 
We-Be-Little, and Hooligan.

Small and Midsize Pump-
kins – These are great for pies 
as well as painting and carv-

In honor of pumpkins, here are a couple of reci-

pes.  The first one I have not tried yet, but plan to 
this week.  I will probably try it out for myself for 

lunch before I make it for the whole family.  They 
aren’t always fans of soup or any new recipe, for 
that matter.

Easy Pumpkin Soup Recipe with Canned Pumpkin

•	1 medium sweet yellow onion
•	1 tablespoon butter or olive oil
•	29 ounces of packed pumpkin (one 29 

ounces, or two 15-ounce cans)
•	6 cups of chicken stock or vegetable stock 
•	1 teaspoon coarse sea salt
•	1/2 teaspoon pepper

•	1 tablespoon real maple syrup
•	1 teaspoon pumpkin pie spice 
•	1 tablespoon cornstarch 
•	1/4 cup water
•	sour cream optional
•	chopped parsley optional

1. Chop onion into 1/4-inch pieces and sauté 
on high in a small amount of butter until very 
soft and just starting to turn golden.
2. Add pumpkin, stock, salt, pepper, maple 
syrup, and pumpkin pie spice. Mix well.
3. Bring to a boil, then reduce heat to medium 
low. Leave uncovered and relax for 50 min-
utes while you pretend you’re still cooking. 
(Or cook for 15 minutes if you’re really short 
on time)
4. After soup has simmered, combine water 

and cornstarch until thoroughly mixed.
5. Increase heat and add cornstarch slurry to 
soup. Boil until thickened (a couple of min-
utes) and then remove from heat.
6. To serve, ladle into bowls and top with a 
dollop of sour cream and chopped parsley if 
desired.
7. To freeze, let cool enough to ladle into 
zip top bags and freeze flat. Thaw the soup 
enough to remove from bag, then heat on the 
stove before serving.

24 muffins
Preheat oven to 350oF.  Use paper cups or well-greased muffin pans.

In a large bowl combine:
2 ½ cups flour
1 tsp. soda
1 ½ tsp. cinnamon
½ tsp. salt

In a small bowl combine:
2 eggs, slightly beaten
½ cup oil or unsweetened apple sauce
1 cup solid pack of canned pumpkin
2 cup sugar
1 tsp. vanilla
Combine the two bowls above.  Spoon batter filling into each muffin tin filling ½ full.  

Mix:  
6 oz. soft cream cheese
1 egg
2 Tbsp. sugar
Spoon this mixture evenly over batter.  Then spoon rest of batter over the cream cheese.

Mix:
¾ cup coconut
¼ cup sugar
½ cup chopped pecans
½ tsp. cinnamon
Sprinkle on top of batter.
Bake 20-25 minutes.  Check for doneness.

Psalm 102—Truth on Trial

Using Scripture Selectively

Friona Para CristoTruth has often been placed on trial in the college classroom, 

various movies and books, but every time you face a crisis in your 
life truth goes on trial.  The question becomes whether you will 
walk in faith or fear, truth or terror, trust or doubt in Jesus Christ.  
Psalm 102 is a prayer for God’s help in the midst of crisis.  As the 
psalmist prays to the Lord, we see how truth is on trial, and that 
the truth of who God is, wins.  

The first eleven verses are downright dark and miserable, be-
cause the psalmist is bold enough to be honest with God about 
the devastation, despair and misery that he is going through.  He 
doesn’t reveal whether he is being attacked by enemies, perse-
cuted for the faith, suffering consequences of sinful decisions or 
simply going through a general trial in life, but what is revealed 
is that things were tough.  When crisis hits, be honest with God 
about your situation, feelings and frustrations.  He knows them 
already, and when you confess your heart to Him it opens you up 
to walk with Him through the difficulty at hand.  

From a realistic assessment of the crisis at hand, the Psalm 
shifts to focus on the Lord ‘s power, might, eternality and sover-
eignty.  The trials in our lives must be processed as you focus on 
the Lord’s character, and sovereignty, not the difficulty of the tri-
al.  Remember, Jesus can calm the seas, walk on the water or even 
lead you across on dry land, but the aim is for you to cling to Him 
each step of the way.  Psalm 102 does that, so much so that the 
Psalmists trust in God is strengthened, hope is renewed and faith 
increased because he was willing to get honest about his misery, 
and look up unto the Master. 

After all that happened 
last week--the caravan/in-
vasion, a man attempting to 
send mail bombs to Demo-
crat leaders, 11 people being 
savagely killed in a Pittsburgh 
synagogue, and whatever else 
you can think of--I was glad 
to be able to watch Hallmark 
Christmas movies over the 
weekend.  

All of these events are very 
disturbing, but what really 
disturbed me was seeing poli-
ticians on both sides invoking 
Scripture and the name of the 
Lord into their viewpoints on 
the caravan/invasion.  

We can all find verses of 
Scriptures to support our be-
liefs, and all to often, people 
don’t quote the above and be-
low the verse they are choos-
ing to use in their defense; 
nor do they understand the 
historical reasoning of why

There-
fore this is why the Lord says 
in Luke 4:4 “it is written, ‘Man 
shall not live by bread alone, 
but by every word that comes 
from the mouth of God.’” As 
well in Psalms 107:19 “Then 
they cried to the Lord in their 
trouble, and he delivered them 
from their distress.” In Matthew 
8:8 we have a story where a cen-
turion who called unto the Lord 
and asked that his word may 
be sent and his servant shall be 
healed, and just that occurred. 
If you are ill call unto the Lord 
and his word shall heal you.

Gasoline prices in Texas 
have fallen 5.6 cents per gal-
lon in the past week, averaging 
$2.56/g yesterday, according 
to GasBuddy’s daily survey of 
13,114 stations in Texas. This 
compares with the national av-
erage that has fallen 2.9 cents 
per gallon versus last week to 
$2.81/g, according to GasBud-
dy.

Including the change locally 
during the past week, prices 
yesterday were 32.5 cents per 
gallon higher than a year ago 
and are 7.1 cents per gallon 
lower than a month ago. The 
national average has dropped 
6.6 cents per gallon during the 
last month and stands 35.6 
cents per gallon higher than a 
year ago.

It’s not too late to get a flu shot.
Even though the flu season usually begins 

about now, the vaccine will protect you within 
about two weeks. The season typically peaks in 
January or February and runs through May.

The flu hospitalized and killed more Ameri-
cans last winter than any seasonal influenza in 
decades. More than 900,000 people landed in 
the hospital, double the number of many sea-
sons. More than 80,000 people died, far exceed-
ing the previous high of 56,000 for a flu season 
over the past 30 years.

The hospitalizations and deaths were mainly 
among people 65 and older. As people age, their 
immune system typically weakens and their 
ability to ward off diseases declines. Moreover, 
the flu virus can cause complications for those 
already struggling with chronic health prob-
lems.

Last year’s heavy toll underscores the impor-
tance of getting a flu vaccine as soon as possi-
ble. The shot can prevent infections and reduce 
the severity of complications from the disease.

If you’re enrolled in Medicare Part B, your flu 
shot won’t cost you anything, as long as your 
doctor, health clinic or pharmacy agrees not to 
charge you more than Medicare pays. There’s 
no deductible or co-payment.

If you were vaccinated last year, you’ll still 
need another shot this year, since your immu-
nity to flu viruses wanes after a year. Also, the 
types of viruses usually change from season to 
season, so new vaccines are made each year 
to fight what scientists believe will be the sea-
son’s most common strains.

You have many flu shot options. Besides 
the traditional flu vaccines that help protect 

against three strains of the virus, there are 
now “quadrivalent” vaccines that help protect 
against four strains. There’s also a high-dose 
vaccine approved for people 65 and older.

If you have any questions about which is best 
for you, talk to your doctor or other health care 
professional.

Despite the risk that flu and its complica-
tions pose, the vaccination rate remains much 
lower than it should be. Even during last year’s 
horrible season, less than half of the U.S. popu-
lation was vaccinated.

Why? Some people don’t understand that 
the flu can be serious and life-threatening, so 
they don’t think a flu shot is worth their time 
and effort. Others resist annual vaccination 
because they believe it’s risky, even though de-
cades of experience have shown flu shots to be 
safe.

If you’re concerned about a serious allergic 
reaction or some other medical condition that 
may make the flu vaccine unsafe for you, you 
should consult your doctor before a vaccina-
tion. Otherwise, it’s important to remember 
that you can’t get the flu from the flu shot.

Side effects are rare. Most people notice 
nothing after their vaccination. A few may have 
a slight fever or some soreness where the shot 
was given. But those side effects usually last 
just a day or two.

As flu season begins, you’ll want to wash 
your hands and stay away from sick people to 
reduce the spread of germs. But as useful as 
those steps are, an annual vaccination remains 
the best way to protect yourself and those 
around you. By avoiding the flu, you’ll avoid 
giving it to family and friends.

Enrique (Kiki) S. Camarena was born on July 
26, 1947, in Mexicali, Mexico. He graduated 
from Calexico High School in Calexico, Califor-
nia in 1966, and in 1968 he joined the U.S. Ma-
rine Corps. After serving in the Marine Corps 
for two years, Kiki was a Calexico fireman, 
Calexico police officer, and an Imperial County 
Deputy Sheriff.  Kiki joined the Drug Enforce-
ment Administration in June of 1974. His first 
assignment as a Special Agent with DEA was in 
a familiar place - Calexico, California.

In 1977, after three years in Calexico, he was 
reassigned to the Fresno District Office in North-
ern California. Four years later, Kiki received 
transfer orders to Mexico, where he would work 
out of the Guadalajara Resident Office. For 
more than four years in Mexico, Kiki remained 
on the trail of the country’s biggest marijuana 
and cocaine traffickers. In early 1985, he was ex-
tremely close to unlocking a multi-billion dol-
lar drug pipeline. However, before he was able 
to expose the drug trafficking operations to the 
public, he was kidnapped on February 7, 1985. 
On that fateful day, while headed to a luncheon 
with his wife, Mika, Kiki was surrounded by five 
armed men who threw him into a car and sped 
away. That was the last time anyone but his kid-
nappers would see him alive.

Kiki and the History of Red Ribbon Week
Shortly after Kiki’s death, Congressman 

Duncan Hunter and high school friend Henry 
Lozano launched Camarena Clubs in Kiki’s 
hometown of Calexico, California. Hundreds of 
club members including Calexico High School 
teacher David Dhillon wore red ribbons and 
pledged to lead drug-free lives to honor the sac-
rifices made by Kiki Camarena and others on 
behalf of all Americans.

Red Ribbon Week eventually gained momen-
tum throughout California and later across the 
United States. In 1985, club members presented 
the “Camarena Club Proclamation” to then First 
Lady Nancy Reagan, bringing it national atten-
tion. Later that summer, parent groups in Cali-
fornia, Illinois, and Virginia began promoting 
the wearing of red ribbons nationwide during 
late October. The campaign was then formal-
ized in 1988 by the National Family Partner-
ship, with President and Mrs. Reagan serving 
as honorary chairpersons. Today, the eight-day 
celebration is an annual catalyst to show intol-
erance for drugs in our schools, workplaces, 
and communities. Each year, on October 23-3, 
more than 80 million young people and adults 
show their commitment to a healthy, drug-free 
lifestyle by wearing or displaying the red rib-
bon.

It is believed that Special Agent Camarena’s 
death actually occurred two days later, but his 
body was not discovered until March 5, 1985. He 
was 37 years old and was survived by his wife 
Mika and their three children—Enrique, Dan-

iel, and Erik. During his 11 years with DEA, Kiki 
received two Sustained Superior Performance 
Awards, a Special Achievement Award and, 
posthumously, the Administrator’s Award of 
Honor, the highest award granted by DEA.
