HAVE CHANCE TO

CASH IN ON CROP

Cotton the old standby in Tex~
as and one of the State’s lead-
ing industries has a chance to
make the economy of the State
really hum,

An optimistic outlook for cot=
ton appears. Demand outstrip-
ped production in - 1970 and is
carrying on during this year,
Buyers and merchants are in
the country now contracting for
this year’s crop, not yet plant-
ed,

A new agricultural act will
give many of our State’s grow=
ers an opportunity to take ad-
vantage of the situation and
plant more cotton., A unique
feature in the new law allows a
cotton farmer to protect his
paying yield against being low=
ered,

This feature will allow him
to plant as much.cotton as he
feels necessary in order to
harvest at least as much cotton
as the amount on which he will
receive payment, Another fea-
ture allows a grower to plant
his crop in a two-row skip pat=
tern and comply with set-aside
provisions,

In many areas this will assist
him in improving his yields
per acre,

When you consider the Texas
cotton crop brought farmers in
this stateover $400 million dol=
lars in 1970, which was worth
over two billion dollars to the
economy as it moved through
the channels of trade and pro=
cessing, a likely 20% increase
could mean over 80 million
additional dollars to Texas Cot=
ton farmers this year and hum
this State’s economy tothe tune

Forecasts
Advised

Consideration of marketing
forecasts in planning feeding
operations will usually pay good
dividends,

By using the price forecasts,
higher profit periods could be
utilized by feeding more cattle
and the effects of loss periods
could be reduced by feeding
fewer head, explained Dr, Ed
Uvacek, Extension livestock
marketing specialist,

He noted that computers, sta-
tistical analysts, and marketing
specialists are now making re=-
liable price predictions for
planning both feeding and calf
production,

In the United States thereare
two major types of feeders -
the ‘‘farmer-feeder” and the
large commercial feeder,

The ‘‘farmer-feeder’, com-
mon in the Mid-West, is basi~
cally a crop farmer who usu-
ally raises corn, Feeding cat-
tle, hogs, or sheep is just ano-
ther way of marketing his cash
crop, Uvacek said,

His feeding is usually carried
on in the winter when all the
field work is done and labor is
available,

The commercial feeder in the
Southwest and in the Southern
Great Plains States must main=-
tain a certain proportion of his
capacity if his feedlot is to op-
erate profitably,

Texas cattle numbers rose
for the sixth straight year in
1970 whilelamb and sheep num=~
bers muved upwardforthefirst
