A New Wrinkle
On Smoking

T'rying to stay young .- or
at least look that way -- is
an obsession in this mod age.
But looking young may be
even tougher for men and wo-
men who smoke.

Faclal wrinkles like crows.
feet may be caused more by
cigarette smoking than by ex.
posure to sun and wind .. ac.
cording to Dr. H, W, Daniell
of Redding, California. In a
recent article in the Annals
of Internal Medicine, he des.
cribes his study of 1104 sub.
jects between the ages of 30
and 70, Each subject was
asked to fill out a question.
naire about his or her smok-
ing habits, sun exposure,
weight changes, and medical
history.

Without seeing the question-
naires, the doctor first
assigned each subject a
wrinkle score from one tosix.
Closeup photographs were tak-
en. And three other sets of
observers also scored the pic-
tures.,

After all correlations were
made, prominent wrinkling
and heavy smoking were re.
lated for all age groups. Dr.
Daniell suggests that smoking
may cause wrinkling because
nicotine causes the small
blood vessels t o contract.
Over a period of time, he says
this might cause deterioration
in skin tissue.

The most striking finding,
however, was the correlation
between heavy wrinkling and
heart disease. Among male
smokers over 50, those with
the highest wrinkle scores had
a past history of heart at.
tacks almost twice as great
as those of men with the
same smoking habits but less
wrinkling. And of the 15 smok-
ing men who had the highest
wrinkle scores, seven devel.
oped major cigarette.related
illnesses, including lungcan-
cer and heart attackes, during
the year after the study was
completed. Deep facial wrink-
les, says Dr. Daniell, can be
a significant warning sign.

‘“Black spot is the most
serious rose disease problem
encountered by rose grow-
ers.””

gus which leaves a black spot
with an irregular margin sur-
rounded by a zone of yellow
tissue. In addition to the un.

sightly black spots on the blos-
soms, plants may also shed
their leaves."

Begin control measures b
raking and burning all fallen
leaves in the spring and re.
moving all old leaves from the
rose plants. This will reduce
one source of fungus spores
that can cause new infections.
At the same time, prune the

The Texas Association of
Cotton Producer Organiza-
tions (TACPO) at a recent
meeting in Austin recommend.

TACPO {s an association of
cotton producer organizations
representing the High Plains
(PCG), South Texas, the Black
lands, the Rolling Plains, the
E1 Paso Valley and the Pecos
area.

After loud cries of protest
from producer organizations
and individual farmers, the re.

stated. And Johnson has com.
mented ‘“We are grateful that
USDA saw fit to revise its
original decision, but the con-
fusion and delays in farming
operations could have all been
avolded if USDA had sat down
last Fall with producers or
producer representatives and
discussed the matter in ad-
vance.”’
