Speed Limit
Remains 55 mph

The Texas Highway Com-
mission today officially ex-
tended the 55 - miles - per
hour speed limit for Texas
highways as provided by ac-
tion of the Legislature and

the Governor last week.
The Legislature passed

the extension on March 26
and the measure was signed
by the Governor on March
27. The act gives the Texas
Highway Commission au-
thority to impose the 55 -
miles - per - hour limit as

long as federal legislation
continues in force.
The federal law was

passed In late 1973 at the
beginning of the energy
shortage. It threatens the
loss of federal aild highway
funds to any state which
does not impose the 55
mile speed limit.

The original authority gi-
ven the HighwayCommission
to set lower statewide speed
limits was conferred by the
Legislature in December,
1973. That authority would
have expired on April L.

AUSTIN-The value of
Texas cattle and calves was
more than cut in half
between January 1975 and
the same period a year
earlier, Agriculture
Commissioner John C. White
announced recently

He pointed to U.S
Department of Agriculture
figures which showed that
the total value of cattle In
the state dropped by
$2.5 billion

Total value per head was
estimated at $130 in January

almost

compared to $285 for the
first month of 1974

At the same time, total
number of cattle increased
from 16,250,000 head n

January 1974, to 16,600,000
in January 1975

The number of cattle on
feed, however, dropped 40
percent for the same period

Nationally, the total value
of cattle and calves on farms
and ranches slid from almost
$50 billion to less than $30
billion.

$495 Million
Drop Places
Texas Fourth

AUSTIN-Texas fell from

third to fourth in cash
receipts for 1974, dipping
$495 million to trail

California, lowa and lllinois.

According to Agriculture
Commissioner John C.
White, a $622.8 million drop
for livestock and livestock
products was responsible for
the decrease. These products
brought in $3,051.8 million.
Crop totals rose $126.3
million.

Meat animals showed the
most severe loss nationwide
with a difference of more
than $4 billion from 1973.
Dairy receipts were up over
$1 billion and poultry and
eggs decreased $739 million.

Food and feed grains,
cotton, all oil-bearing crops,
vegetables, fruit and tree
nuts showed gains nationally.

U.S. producers received
more than $95 billion for
crops and livestock, an
increase of more than $6

billion. Government
payments added §534
million, dropping from

$2.067 million.

Figures were released by
the Texas Crop and
Livestock Reporting Service.
Production costs and the
resulting balance will not be
completed until late summer.

Most of the important
statistics in the life of
Peter Bruegel are un-
clear, having been put to-
gether from bits and
pieces of information and
records, and a chapter in
Schilderboek by Carel
van Mander which was
published in 1604

Bruegel was born
about 1526, probably in
one of the towns whose
name he adopted as a
surname (a common
practice among peasants
atthe time). The Campine
—a region common to
Holland and Belgium—
has been determined as
the general area of his
birth and rearing. It is
known that he was ap-
prenticed to Mannerist
painter Pieter Coeck van
Aelst whose daughter
Maryken, he later mar-
ried and that he was ac-
cepted as a free master
in the painter's guild in
Antwerp in 1551. Brue-
gel traveled to Italy, as
did many Flemish paint-
ers who were aware of
the Italianate trend in
painting, going as far as

The
landscape in these paint
ings, with the exception
of Triumph of Death, is
the same as his earlier
bucolic paintings peopled
with the coarse, robust,
full-faced, hard-working
Flemish peasant he knew
so well. These intimate
portrayals of the people
and the countryside in all
their naturalistic detail
and vitality, naer het leven
(from life), displayed his
intense response to na-
ture, a more passionate
and creative approach
than any of his predeces
sOors or contemporaries,
according to critics famil
iar with the period As a
humanist, Bruegel re
sponded, vehemently, to
the outrage of the people
when Emperor Charles V
sent Spanish soldiers to
suppress the Calvinist
heresy and Philip Il in
creased the power of the
Inquisition. Thousands of
Bruegel's countrymen
were rounded up, tor-
tured and burned at the
stake

Death came to Bruegel
in 1569 when he was in
his forties. Despite his
political stand, his death
was due to natural
causes

Of his work, Edouard
Miche! says, “Never has
an artist rendered with
such intensity the elegiac
quality and the profound
melancholy of the north-
ern landscape in the grip
of winter, and Bruegel
does it without a trace of
sentimentality or any su-

Kirk Brown, TAES soil phys-
icist, says several cities have
found that they can profit-
ably remove metal from gar-
bage. Others are carrying it
a step further and using the
remaining material as a source
of energy
Despite all efforts, how-
ever, complete salvage and
reuse 1s often not pusslhl(‘.
Such things as the ash which
remains after incineration of
garbage and the wastes result-
ing from small hbatch processes
must still be disposed of
Brown says his research
suggests we should look to
nature for help. In nature
much of the waste or dead
material falls on the soil
where it decomposes. Soil
is in fact the medium in which
nature disposes of most of
her waste. The soil near the
earth’s surface provides an
ideal medium for disposal
Soil scientists have devel-
oped much information useful
in designing a proper soil-
based disposal system. Soil
disposal must be done in such
a way that the potentially
harmful components of the
wastes do not leach through
the soil, are not washed off
the field in the runoff, and are
not blown away
In addition, application
rates must not be so large
that material buildup in the
soil would limit plant growth
or make the vegetation harm-
ful to the animals that might
eat it. In short, soil disposal
can and must be ecologically
and environmentally safe
“Soil based disposal is
presently being done on a
limited scale,” Brown says
“Some cities are shredding
their garbage and removing
the ferrous metal by means of
a magnet. The salvaged metal
often pays for the shredding
operation
“The waste is then plowed

nto the soi where it rapidly
decomposes After one o1
two years the same soil can
accept another application
Such applications can con
tinue until heavy metals (mer
cury, zinc, copper, lead) build
up in the soil

“Similarly sewage sludge
can be spread on the soil
Yearly application rates must
be limited by the amount of
nitrogen in the sludge. But
again, the long term use of
the land will be regulated by
heavy metal build up.”

Sewage plant effluent and
the liquid waste from many
industrial plants can be spread
on the land via conventional
irrigation techniques. But the

only a shallow layer of soil,
the expense of digging pits is
avoided

“Much is still to be learned
about proper management
and maintaining of the soil
disposal system but some
cities and industries are
already using it, and I'm
convinced that it's use will
become widespread in the
future,” concludes Brown.

Remember, the primary ob
jective of such a system is to
dispose of wastes; crop yield

“Soil as a waste disposal
medium uses much less energy
than conventional disposal
methods and can cut our fuel
consumption,” says Brown
“The soil acts as a biological
incinerator and needs no in
put of fossil fuel. And since

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Texans who just now are becoming aware
of the extensive Bicentennial program-
ming in the state might be surprised to
learn how long preparation for the celebra-
tion actually has been underway.

The first city in the state to apply for
endorsement by the American Revolution
Bicentennial Commission (ARBC) of
Texas was Temple. The Central Texas
city’s application was approved by the
state commission on September 5, 1971,
and since that time scores of communities
have been similarly endorsed.

Temple and three other Texas cities
share the honor of being among the first
eight cities in the nation to receive na-
tional endorsement of their programs. On
July 4, 1973, the American Revolution
Bicentennial Administration (ARBA) in
Washington, D.C. announced the national
designation of Temple, San Antonio, San
Marcos, Lubbock, Baton Rouge and
Shreveport, La., Charleston, S.C., and
Lansing, Mich.

The programs initiated in the first four
Texas cities continue to be outstanding ex-
amples of community planning and in-
volvement.

Lubbock is particularly proud of the
Ranch Headquarters, an interpretative
outdoor ranching museum. A Heritage '76
Bicentennial project, the headquarters
tells the story of ranching from the Spanish
era of the 1700's to the present century.
The site contains 22 authentic ranch build-
ings moved from their original locations to
illustrate various periods.

The Ranch Headquarters will be open to
the public in 1975 from May to October on
Sundays from 2:00 to 4:30 p.m. Group tours
at other times can be arranged with the
Ranch Headquarters stafT.

Another Bicentennial project in the
West Texas city delves a bit farther into
history than the 1700’s. The Lubbock Lake
Site is an archaeological site showing evi-
dence of 15,000 years of man and his envi-
ronment. As part of the Lubbock Bicenten-
nial celebration, an interpretive center
will be located at the site and the general
public will be permitted to tour.

Anyone who might question the celebra-
tion of the Bicentennial outside of the 13
original colonies will get a quick answer
from the people of San Antonio, who re-
mind us that their city was in existence in
1718, 58 years before the birth of the na-
tion. The San Antonio Bicentennial pro-
gram focuses on the city’s rich heritage, its
flair for festivities and its future as a
rapidly growing metropolitan area.

Texas cities set pace
for celebration in US

One Heritage'76 project is establishment
of a calendar of events for the village of San
Antonio in 1776. The city’s famed Farmers
Market is being restored for the Bicenten-
nial as is La Villita, which will be a prime
tourist attraction, example of Spanish co-
lonial architecture and local recreational
area.

San Antonio will officially kick off its
Bicentennial celebration on March 20 with
a performance by gob Hope Show. The
Hope Show, sponsored by a local savings

loan association, will be staged at
HemisFair Arena as a salute to the Bicen-
tennial. The Bicentennial Committee will
receive the net proceeds of the show to help
finance the city's observance of the nation’s
200th birthday

The Bicentennial celebration in San

Marcos is focused on the scenic San Marcos
River. The Horizons '76 project, “Beauty
Along the River,” features d lighted trail in
a naturally landscaped parkland. The one
and ope quarter mile trail unites three
areas of city parkland. The river walk has
been funded by local citizens and busines-
ses.
“ Two Festival US A. events in San Mar-
cos, Rio Roundelay and the Music Along
the River Festival, incorporate the town's
scenie Hill Country location and Mexican
heritage. The Music Along the River Fes-
tival is held every April 19. Rio Roundelay
is staged on Flag Day, June 14, the date
established by the city council in 1972 as
the day to officially observe the Bicenten-
nial in San Marcos. Other events in the city
include the Chilympiad, Fiesta de San
Juan and Cinco de Mayo.

Part of Temple's Bicentennial planning
focuses on the city’s railroading heritage.
The Santa Fe depot formerly located in
Moody was moved to Temple in March,
1973, and is being restored on city property
to house over 7,000 artifacts of railroading
life in Temple

As a tribute to one of the founders of the
76-year-old Scott and White Memorial
Hospital, a hospital museum is being
created in the log cabin once belonging to
Dr. A. C. Scott Sr. The cabin has been re-
stored on the hospital grounds and houses
a collection of Dr. Scott’s instruments and
medical papers

Temple residents played an important
role in the planning of the Bicentennial
cultural exchange between Texas and
Guatemala. Initiated in 1973, the ex-
change program has brought artists, dan-
cers and musicians to Texas from the Cen-
tral American country

Gralin producers who can-
not afford to sell their grain
for $2 per 100 pounds this
fall should consider cutting
acreage , finding alternate
crops or contracting at high-
er prices either through
cash contracting or hedging
their crop. according to
Elbert Harp executive di.
rector of Grain Sorghum
Producers Assoclation.

The $2 is not a prediction
Harp explained, but it is
a possibility if a normal crop
is produced on the acreage
now intended for grain pro-
duction and the proposed
changes in the government

farm program are not en-
acted into law.

The March sorghum acre-
age Intention as released
by USDA shows an overall
increase of 6 percent above

1974, With anaverage yleld
this could be a total grain
sorghum crop of 900 mil.
lion to be one billion bus-
hels, on top of a possible
record yleld of corn.

This total production of
grain would be geared to
maximum consumption at re-
cord levels in both domestic
and export markets., With
cattle on feed less than 60
percent of a year ago and
hog numbers down more than
15 percent, there is little
real evidence that consump-
tion will be running at re-
cord levels, Harp explained.

The GSPA executive
pointed out his concern that
prices will drop at harvest,
We could go from our pre-
sent grain deficit to a sur.
plus almost overnight. he

sald, adding that the sur-
plus stocks could cause grain
prices to drop back to gov-
ernment loan levels or tothe
previously mentioned $2 le-
vel.

Harp sald, We have no
assurance that grain prices

will not drop to loan levels,
as they did for cotton. Two
years ago cotton prices were
60 tp 80 cents per pound, but
last fall they crashed back
to loan levels of 16 to 20
cents per pound.

A survey conducted re-
cently by GrainSorghum Pro-
ducers Assoclation of mem-
bers throughout the sorghum
belt indicated farmers are
ready and willing to cut back
at least 25 percent on their
production this year. Of the
survey cards returned, more
than 93 percent supported the
cutback in acreage. Of those
who did not support a cut-
back, most of them sald it
was too late -« they had al-
ready planted,

With reduced plantings to
keep supply in balance with
demand, Harp sald prices
are more llkely to remain
strong.

Unless consuption levels
re - establish themselves at
previous record levels, or
we have another short crop
there is a real possibility
that farmers can buy grain
this fallcheaper thanthey can
produce it, Harp sald.
