Solution To 
Estate Tax 
Crunch Here

A solution to the estate tax 
crunch that forces many 
families to sell businesses 
and farms to pay estate taxes 
may be at hand.

The Burleson-Curtis Es­
tate Tax Reform Bill now in 
Congress contains increased 
exemptions that will help 
alleviate the tax burden 
when an estate is passed on 
to heirs.

The Burleson-Curtis Es­
tate Tax Reform Bill now in 
Congress contains increased 
exemptions that will help 
alleviate the tax burden 
when an estate is passed on 
to heirs. The bill: (1) 
increases the exemption 
from $60.000 to $200.000; (2) 
increases marital deduction 
from so pcEcent of gross 
estate to $IOO.(X)0 plus 50 
percent of gross estate; and 
(3) provides an option to 
value farm and ranch estates 
at their agricultural value 
rather than speculative 
value.

The need for passage of 
the Burleson-Curtis Bill is 
obvious, especially in agri­
culture. A 640 acre farm 
valued tixlay at $1,000 per 
acre could have a net estate 
value in excess of $800.000 -• 
including farm machinery 
and improvements. The 
federal estate tax on this 
amount would be approxi­
mately $252,200 payable 
within nine months after 
death of the owner.

Under these circum ­
stances . the present $60,000 
federal estate tax exemption 
would help very little. Heirs 
to this property would 
probably have to sell it to 
pay the taxes. Very likely, 
both the land and the heirs 
would be taken out of 
agriculture-at a time when 
RmkI and fiber pnxluction are 
essential.

Baptism? What Sayeth 
The Scriptures? (Part 1)
Religious people have many different opinions 

about baptism. Let us see what the Scriptures say 
about this vital subject.

Is BARTISM IMMERSION. SPRINKLING. OR 
POl'RING? The word “ baptism" in the Greek text 
is "baplizo". It means immerse, plunge, or 
submerge. There are different words in the Greek 
New Testament tor sprinkling iRhantizo) and 
pouring (Cheo). Neither of these two words were 
used by' the inspired writers when commanding 
baptism. Now let the Scriptures define baptism.

Kesea-ehers say cellulose in 
cardboard provides a much 
be tte r diet for ra ttle  than 
newsprint m aterials which 
were ex|>erimented with for 
several years. Giving the new 
product the title, “Rumose",

acceptance of trea ted  cor 
rugated Imxes as a viable feed 
supplement in the feedlut for 
commercial fi‘eders. De 
velopers advocate grinding or 
jielleting of the tioxes, then 
mixing with whey (w aste 
materi.vl from cheese making) 
or other materials to m.ike the 
boxes more palatable. One of 
the key researchers for this 
project is T>r John Campliell 
of the University of .Mi.ssouri. 
Dr. Campbell says the process 
of m anufacturing the boxes 
may increase the ir digesti 
bility w hich "approaches or 
even exceeds the digestibility 
of common forages". F'or 
cattle, "box" lunch may take 
on a whole new meaning.
