State Health Department
Issues Dump Ultimatum
To Mayor, City Council

Mayor Mel Leslic
of this week from Texas Department
regarding the unauthorized solid waste
site north of Tahoka, %« miles west of FM 400 and
1"« miles north of the junction of FM400 and US
87, the old dump ground

The letter stated unequivocally that the site
has not been legally permitted by the State
Health Department, nor is it being operated
compliance with the “'Solid Waste Disposal Act
of Vernon's Civil Statutes

Prior to May 1, the Department official said
the City of Tahoka must take whatever action is
necessary to prevent solid waste, including brus}
and construction or demolition debris, from bein
deposited at this illegal site.

And by July 1, all previously deposited waste
must be removed to an approved
compacted and covered with a final cover of at
least two feet of compacted earth. Also, by July
1, a written status report must be submitted t
the Department of Health outlining the progress
which has been made. In the event that full
compliance has not been attained, the
report must include the reasons for delay and the
date corrective action will be fully implemented

Vernon's Texas Civil Statutes, Article 6674v-2
states that it is unlawful for any
corporation, private corporation, firm, or person
to dump, deposit, or have any refuse, garbage,
rubbish, or junk on or within 300 vards of any
public highway or county road. Any violation of
this Act, shall upon conviction, subject the
offender to a fine of not less than $50 and not
more than $400, and each day of any such
violation shall be treated as a separate offense

Both Mayor Leslie and City Administrator Ray
Mason have said that violators of the above
statute will be prosecuted.
