Tahoka City Councilmen 
and Mayor Mel Leslie agreed 
Monday night to return a 
protest to the Census Bureau 
on the preliminary count for 
Ihe city released last week. 
The mayor, council and City 
Secretary Carl Reynolds 
believe that the city has 
about 200 more residents 
than the 3,030 counted by 
the Census.

Reynolds said the figure 
appears low based on city 
utility connections, but cited 
figures obtained from South­
western Public Service Co. in 
estimating the city popula­
tion at more than 3,200.

He said that in 1970 SWPS. 
which keeps a record of 
resi^ntial connections sep­
arate from business con­
nections. had 958 residential 
meters. At that time the 
population count was 2.95b. 
which would be an average of 
3.09 persons per meter.

It generally is agreed that in 
this area the ratio has been 
lowered to 2.8 persons per 
meter, since fewer people 
are living in each home on 
the average. Using that

formula. Tahoka would have 
3.230 residents.

Exactly what can or will be 
done regarding the final 
count is uncertain, but the 
Census representatives are 
supposed to get into contact 
with city officials on any 
protest.

With all councilmen present 
fur the regular meeting 
Monday, the group also

Drying Food 
Saves Energy

Drying food is energy 
saving and inexpensive. 
Drving is one of the oldest 
methods of food preservation 
methods of food p reser­
vation. Most of us want to 
know why we are doing 
something as well as how we 
do II .

Kmiw that dried foods arc 
économisai. Commençai or 
home designed dehydration 
can easily pay for themselves 
in a season or two. You don't 
need a kit of equipment and 
there is no energy cost for 
storage as in freezing.

Foods presersed by drying 
are nutritious. You don't add 
sugar concentrates, making 
it sweet. Think dried fruits, 

I jerky and fruit leathers. 
These tend to be the most 

I popular. For most foods, the 
nutritional value retained is 
about the same as with 
freezing. Drying has a lower 
heat exposure than canning 
and therefore, destroys 

I lower vitamins. The only 
vitamins lost during drying 
arc Vitamin A and C. Please 
remember to properly pack­
age dried foods in moisture 
vapor proof containers or 
packaging material and store 
in cool dry place, not

Food drv ing can be done by 
a number of methods. They 
will range from sun drving ro 
room drying to more 
controlled methods as oven 
drying or using a commercial 
or home built drying cabinet. 
Some fruits recommended 
lor sun drving arc: apples, 
apricots, cherries, grapes, 
peaches, pears and plums. 
Very few vegetables are 
recommended for sun drv­
ing. Fruits chosen for drying 
should be the highest 
quality, firm in texture and 
ready local.

The area used for sun 
drying should be convenient- 
l> kK'aled. because Ihe fruit 
must be turned 2 or 3 limes 
per day. It should be free 
from dust and provide 
adequate protectkin against 
insects. Cover the food with 
nylon netting Direct sun in 
needed for the first two days 
and shade fur the rest of the 
drying time. Also good 
circulatKin is needed.

Micniwave ovens are not 
highly recommended for 
drying fruits and vegetables. 
Manufacturers are presently 
experinK’nting with models 
which may he used for drying 
in the near future. A 
Microwave oven is not a 
replacement for a dehy­
drator. hut you can quickly 
dry small quantities of some 
fruits and herbs which arc 
low in moisture content. The 
lower Ihe moisture content of 
the food, the easier and 
faster drying in the micro- 
wave becomes. Finely grated 
peel of lemon or orange takes 
more time and a lower power 
setting.

Would you like to try your 
hand at making dill pickles? 
They will add a ‘’store- 
bought" taste treat to those 
juicy hamburgers broiled in 
the backyard. To make five 
quans of pickles, use ten 
pounds of three to eight inch 
long cucumbers. Wash and 
dram them on a rack or wipe 
them dry. Put three 
tablespoons of whole mixed 
pickling spice and a layer of 
dill in a large crock or glass 
jar. Fill the crock with 
cucumbers to within three or 
four inches of the lop. Place a 
layer of dill and three more 
lablesp<M>ns of spices over 
the cucumbers. Garlic may 
be added if desired. 
Thoroughly mix I ' ,  cups 
vinegar. I cup salt and I 'c  
cups water and pour over the 
cucumbers.

Cover the pickles with a 
heavy china or glass plate or 
lid that fits Into the crock.
Use a weight to hold the 

plate down and keep the 
cucumbers under the brine. 
A glass jar filled with water 
makw-a |pSD<l weight. Cover 
l«x>sely with a cloth and keep 
I he pickles at room temper- 
ulure. Scum will start to form 
in about three to five days. It 
should be removed daily. Do 
not stir the pickles, but be 
sure they arc completely 
covered with brine. If 
necessary make additional 
brine using the same 
porporlions as before.

In about three weeks the 
cucumbers will have become 
an olive green color and 
should have the desired 
flavor. Any white spots 
inside the fermented cucum­
bers will disappear in 
priK'cssing.
The original brine is usually 

cloudy as a result of yeast 
developed during the fer­
mentation period. If you 
object to the cloudiness.

fresh brine may be used to 
cover the pickles when 
packing them into jars. Use 
' A cup salt, 2 cups vinegar 
and 2 quarts water in making 
the fresh brine. Generally 
the fermentation brine is 
preferred for its added 
flavor. It should be strained 
before heating to boiling.

Pack t)ie pickles, along with 
some of the dill, into clean, 
hot quan jars. Add garlic if 
desired. Avoid too tight a 
pack. Cover with the boiling 
brine to inch of the lop of 
the jar. and adjust the jar lids 
according to the manufact­
urer’s directions.

Process the pickles in 
boiling water for fifteen 
minutes. Start to count the 
processing time as soon as 
hot jars are placed into 
actively boiling water.

Remove the jars. Set them 
upright several inches apart 
on a wire rac*k to cool.

The brined dill pickles will 
add zest to those summer 
picnics - or to any snack or 
meal whether summer, fall, 
winter or spring.

In 1979, according to Ihe 
Texas Crop and Livestock

slight expansion of conon 
acreage in irrigated areas 
(his year and the loss of some 
dryland cotton early in the 
season, it is thought the 
estimated 4.3 million stand­
ing acres at August I may 
well be about half irrigated 
and half dryland.
