Decided Change of W eather—The 
Lesson of the W inter—In 

Trouble About His 
Hides.

Editor Texas Live-Stock Journal:
Grim winter is gone and joyous 

spring is here with both feet, and now 
that the battle is ended and the smoke 
is clearing away from the field, we 
may call the roll and estimate our cas­
ualties during the icy conflict. The 
game is now ended and we may size 
up our chips and see how much we 
have lost. I  could introduce other 
beautiful similes, but the foregoing are 
sufficient to enable the reader to grasp 
my meaning.

The estimates of the íoffies in cattle 
have varied so much that interested 
readers will be glad to have a correct 
and reliable statement over my own 
responsible signature. They shall not 
have i t , ,however. But I will assist 
them to make a little calculation for 
themselves. When I finit came out 
here, two months ago, knd heard on 
the way exaggerated statements of the 
fatality among cattle, 1 feared that 
those statements were about half way 
true. When I heard losses estimated 
at 20 per cent I would have been will­
ing to compromise on five per cent, 
buff I have been a close observer on the 
range since my arrival hero and I  am 
now unwilling to allow two and a half 
per cent for loss. But here .count for 
yourself.

Let any man start from any given 
point'ahd travel a hundred miles in 
any direction and he will see at least 
tsn tiiiqes as many young calves on the 
range as he will find dead cattle. No 
one can deny this who rides over the 
range. Well, we estimate our calf 
crop for the year at 33 per cent of the 
entire herd—this is a big average. 
Need I  tell a Tesas man that there is 
nor a tenth of this year’s calf crop yet 
born? Certainly not.

Sum it up this way: The calf crop, 
under favorable circumstances, is 33i 
per cent of the entire herd. There is 
not yet ten per cent of this year’s 
calves born, and yet there are ou any 
given range ten times as many young 
calves as dead cattle. There you have 
the matter in a nut-shell. No bosh 
about such a calculation. Not so much 
general and haziidous guess work. 
There’s something tangible about 
such a calculation. I can see no cause 
to misrepresent this matter one way or 
the other. There is no one out here 
that I  know of who wishes to sell and 
no one who desires to buy. I simply 
write this to furnish the J o u r n a l  cor­
rect stock news. People may believe 
it or not, just as they please, and stock- 
men here will go on raising cattle just 
the same, never knowing nor caring 
what is thought of the result of the 
late severe winter.

While the foregoing calculation is 
well based, yet It cannot be denied 
that the losses in cattle were heavier 
last winter than for many winters be­
fore, and that the live ones came 
through very much reduced in flesh 
and very weak. Two webks more of 
very severe weather would perhaps 
have swept thousands of them to the 
bourne whence the maverick returns 
not.

You newspaper men are drawing 
many lessons from the late lamented 
winter—hot lamented because it is 
gone, but because it came and was so 
severe, f Borne of your deductions are 
doubtless logical ones and crii of your 
lessons ma¿/ be wholesome and true. 
It is not my province or desire to re­
fute anybody’s argument, or to detract 
from the value of the lessons sought 
to be inculcated.

It is therefore without any desire of 
erasing from the minds of the conwe- 
gation any good thing that has b^en 
said by the brethren that I  arise to add 
a few remarks which I trust may be 
means of grace and salvation to those 
who believe. They may at least prove 
maans of grass and safety to cattle, 
which is" something like the same 
thing. I want to say a word or two 
which will sink away down low into 
the system of the stockmen. I want 
to say that if there had been plenty of 
water at convenient distances on the 
range last summer, the cattle would 
have remained on their usual range 
the entire season, and the grass would 
have been eaten from all parts of the 
country alike, and when winter came 
cattle would not be dislocated and

hides. I t  is definitely known that 
they did not always wait for deatir to 
come on peacefully, bnt that they has 
tened it by various means- I  have 
talked with a number of leading 
stockmen on this subject, and now 
therefore, these presents are to say 
that any man caught handling a  hide 
with a  brand on it for which he can 
not fully explain will be made to 
suffer the fullest penalty of the law, 
and any inspector of hides and ani­
mals who neglects his duty in this re­
spect it were better for him tfiat a 
mill-stone were hung about his neck 
and he cast into the sea.

Of course it doee no stockman good 
for the bides on his animals to rot on 
the prairie, but to allow people to skin 
cattle on the prairie at will, lays down 
too big a  gap for fraud, and there are 
too many just ready to take advantage 
of such gaps. But if any one imagines 
he can steal cattle next summer and 
when caught with the hides claim 
that he got the hide during ihe winter 
from cattle that died, he ds laboring 
under a dangerods delusion. No 
questions will be aske,d as to how a 
man came in possession of a hide. 
When he is found in possession of a 
hide it will be presumed that he stole 
the animal from which it came and 
punishment will be meted out to him 
accordingly. The Jaws concerning 
hides and animals are too wholesome 
to be violated without every one 
uniting in condemning the trans- 
gessor.

I  hope you w ill pardon ine for w rit 
ing  you such a sober, sensible letter, 
for really  th e  facts w hich  T have 
spoken of stuck  ou t so prom inently  
th a t it was vastly  easier to w rite  th e  
tru th  th a n  fiction—easier^ to  w rite  
sense th an  nonsense. Bl a d e .

FROM KANSAS.

The Author of the K ansas L aw  on 
Texas Objections.

J etmore, K as., March 22, 188-5.
Editor Texas Live Stock Journal.

Dear Bi r :—In a late number of I 
the Globe Live Stock Jonrnaf I find 
the following :

"Mr. Pratt, the gentleman from 
Hodgeman, Is just now the subject of | 
many articles in Texas newspapers, 
that are altogether foreign to compli­
mentary. The cause of this ire is ow-1 
ing to Pratt’s cattle bill introduced in 
the Kansas legislature.”

The bill in question was passed by 
the house and senate, and became a I 
law not because of the least feeling of 
hostility against Texas or her greatest | 
industry, but simply in the spirit and 
for the purpose of,self-protection, a 
purpose which you justly state to be 
in accordance with the first law. of! 
nature. While acting in the discharge 
of duty to the citizens of my own state 
I care nothing for the "left-handed 
compliments” which are said to have 
been given me by Texas papers,but it is 
your interpretation of the law itself of | 
which I wish to speak. I presume 
that you do not desire to mislead your 
people in regard to it. I'nder this bill 
all cattle which are not liable to com­
mun icate disease may be driven into { 
Kansas as heretofore ; the law is there­
fore clearly constitutional, as it is only 
a  (iuarautine measure. Contra : no 
cattle which are liable to communi 
cate disease can lawfully be driven 
into this state, and the fact of their 
coming from Southern Texas isprhna 
fame evidence of such liability. You 
lay too much stress upon the proba­
ble action of the Banitary Commis­
sion and the veterinary surgeon. I 
know these gentlemen personally. 
They are honorably and capable gen­
tlemen, and all the wealth of Texas 
could not, if the trial were made, 
swerve them from duty, and if it 
were left to them alone, most cattle 
which come from a section of coun­
try which the experience of years has 
proven to be beyond question a fever 
district, would be allowed to be driven 
across a single county of this state. 
But the law does not leave it to them 
alone. I t  is a double-barreled affair. It 
provides that they may quarantine,but 
it does not provide for their issuing a 
Dill of health, or that if they should 
issue one that it would be a passport, 
lu  your article, "Not Bo Bad as it 
Looks,” you ask, or rather assent, 
that if armed with a certifi­
cate from the commission "what is 
to prevent the h erd . continuing | 
through the state of Kansas?” In 
such a case if the cattle in question 
were beef cattle going to a beef mar­
ket, they would probably be allowed 
to pass without further detention, but 
if they were "trail” cattle frW  South­
ern Texas seeking to paeV North 
across the state, in doing w h i^  they 
would have to cross a hundred ranches i

Í that are in transit in cars through 
the territory shall not be liable to the 
inspection provided for in this act.

Bec. 2. The governor shall appoin t, 
at such convenient points as he may ' p ij^ed . 
deem proper within the territory, and 

. as near as possible to the ftontier, in­
spectors of cattle who shall first be 
recommended by the stock association 
of his district, whose duty it shall be 
to inspect all cattle destined for intro­
duction into the tenitory, and to as- 
certain whether any of such cattle are 
or have been infected with or exposed 
to any contagious or infectious disease, 
or have been driven from oii through 
any district of country where such 
disease was known to exist, as men­
tioned in section one of this act, and 
he may require aflidavite of the per­
sons in charge of such cattle as to all 
the facts connected with their driving 
or transporting.

Sec. 3. If, upon such inspection and 
investigation such inspectors shall be 
satisfied that such cattle are free from 
contagious or infectious disease, and 
are otherwise proper to be admitted 
under the provisions of section one of 
this act, he shall give to the person in 
charge of such cattle a certificate to 
this effect, aud if not so satisfied he 
shall refuse to give such certificate.

.Se« . 4. The said inspectors shali.. 4 
hold their office during the pleasure of ] \  
the govereor and shall be entitled to 
receive twenty cents per head for all 
cattle inspected not exceeding 500 head 
at one time, and for any excess above 
•50o bead in the same herd or lot ten 
cents per head, and ten cents per mile 
for the distance necessarily traveled in 
going from their usual place of abode 
to the place of inspection, such fees and 
mileage to be paid by the owner of the 
cattle before the delivery of the certifi­
cate of inspection, and in case a certifi­
cate tfe not given they may be recov­
ered by the inspector from the owner 
IB a civil action; for any unlawful over­
charge for fees and mileage, said in­
spectors or deputies shall be guilty of a 
misdemeanor, and shall upon cbnvic- 
tioD be punished by a fine of not more 
than one hundred dollars or by im­
prisonment not more than thirty days, 
or by both such line and imprisonment 
and shall further forfeit to the party 
injured three times the amount of such 
overcharge.

Se< . 5. For the purpose of taking 
the affidavits in section twoof this act, 
the inspector shall have the power to 
administer oaths, and any person who 
shall swear falsely in such-affidavit 
shall be deemed guilty of perjury.

G. The provisions of this act 
shall applv to shippers and carriers as 
well as owners of cattle, and the cer­
tificates of inspection shall not relieve 
them from liabiltty, either civil or 
criminal, for the intrcductiou of cattle 
contrary to the provisions of section 
one of this act.

The market continues to iog along at 
about that trot as has been noted in 
these letters for the past two or three 
weeks. Oar receipts are by no means 
excessive, still are fsiir. Could the 
oilerings be larger and not depressed 
prices? Of coarse they could* And 
why not? Well, this is hard to be ex­

i t  must be confessed that Bt. 
Louis is in “hard luck,” as regards re­
ceipts, but we look for relief soon. 
That we are getting ĝ ood prices is ad­
mitted by alL True, fancy figures are 
not obtained, yet when cmnpari-ois 
are made with other points we loom 
up grandly. I  know that when I 
write in this vein I tread on ground 
which others claim as their own, and 
some of these parties are vicious in the 
extreme. However, as a chronicler I 
state facts as 1 find them regardless of 
oonsequences. Sometimes I  say things 
that even dealers here do not relish.

All these little difficulties I heed not 
and go the even tenor of my way ;

To revert to the review: The de­
mand from the dilièrent classes of buy­
ers was quite large, and the tendency 
of values was upward. The total ad­
vance was almost 20 to 25 cents per 100 
pounds on all grades. The bul k of the 
supply consisted of fair to good nat îve 
steers of loOO to 1450 pounds, which 
brought from $4.4o to 5 75 per 100 
pounds. The run of Texas steers were 
very light and not in the best condi­
tion. Prices paid ranged from $4.12 to 

00 per 100 pounds for the best.

No Quarantine Grounds in Greer. 
To all ir^om it May Concern :

In view of the probability of South­
ern stockmen trying to make Greer 
and adjacei^t counties a quarantine 
ground for oatlle, en route to ranges 
i.arther North, we take this means of, 
i n some manner, explaining to them 
the disadvantages to both the present 
occupants and theniselves of such a 
course.

1st. The ranges are already stocked 
to their full capacity; 2nd., tlie cattle 
r f this section are just as liable to in­
fection from any contagious disease as 
cattle farther North; 3rd., cattle 
brought here must be lield over one 
year before they can be moved North,m
and owing to the crowded condition 
of the range cannot poesibly be win* 
tered without great loss to all concern­
ed. In the abeence of any legislation 
upon the subject, we, the undersigned 
i foupantsof the above vienlioncd cou?i- 
fry, pledge ourselwBS to use every 
means in our power to confine all 
through cattle strictly to the trail. We 
mean business, and the ends aimed at 
mufat justify any means which we may 
deem expedient to use. Do not leave 
home with the idea in view that cat­
tle can be held over here.

There is something wrong about 
cattle and horses. There is a marked 
decline in the number posted. Coun­
ties usually reporting a long string 
come up with one or two.

Th e  market In Fort Worth has not 
been overstocked with fallen hides. 
Some have come in of late, however, 
Prices realized about 12 cents per 
pound and butcher hides sell at 11 to 
15 cents.

A Sa n it a r y  board consisting of 
J, L; Brush, Fine P. Ernst and Pro­
fessor Faville bas been appointed in 
Colorado. These gentlemen will 
carry out the provisions of the quaran­
tine law.

T h e  Arizona law  appearing in this 
issue was taken from the Southwestetm 
Stockman, published at Wilcox, Ari­
zona Territory. This, it is presumed, 
is the law which will govern the en­
trance of Texas cattle into New Mex­
ico.

Of  late the J ournal, has been some­
thing approaching a legal,document. 
On March 7tb we published the New 
Mexico law, the governor’s proclama­
tion, and a list of the inspectors; on 
the same date a snpplement was issued 
containing the Kansas law, which 
again appeared in the issue of 14tb. 
On the i^th of March there appeared 
the Colorado law afid this issue con­
tains tlft recent legislation of Arizona. 
From these quarantine laws Texas 
Stockmen can learn the terms of ad­
mission to other states.

MF.SSBS. .Smiths & Powell of Lake­
side stock farm, Syracuse, New York, 
take the pleasure of announcing to 
the readers of the T e x a .s L iv e  Stock 
J ournal, that they have taken into 
the firm Mr. Anthony Lamb, who bas 
for the past twelve years been with 
them as bookkeeper and cashier. The 
now firm will oe Smiths, Powell A 
Lamb, and continue to import and 
breed the best Holstein cattle and 
Clydesdale horses. The farm is well- 
known to Texas ranchmen as being 
first of breeders in their line and as 
the largest importers of pure Holstein 
cattle.

The Cherokee Strippers.
The Cherokee strippers have re 

solved that no objection be raised to 
the movement of Texas cattle over the 
established trail to Caldwell and Hnn 
ne well provided the cattle are kept on 
the trail sMcily and nowhere else 
It is a friendly resolution and if not 
abused the Cherokee strippers may 
feel disposed to sell off their stock cat­
tle and stock up with Texas steers to 
mature for market.

The hold of stcckmen in the Na­
tion is considered precarious, and i 
might be somewhat embarrassing i 
the government don’t act square on 
the leases, but a man stocked np with 
steers could get out on short notice a , 
a profit.

This mild suggestion is not prompt­
ed by there being any steers for sale in 
Texas. Here.arrangements are being 
made to cut the herds to suit the 
times, and ship the surplus to the 
canneries, and stockmen are seriously 
objecting to sell steers to go up the 
trail because it is ouly making b«ef to 
bust our own beef maiket.

Texas will raise the price of beef by 
cutting off* the trail cattle.

Beef Shipments and Transporta 
Iton.

The price of stook cattle may not be 
very high, and the market outlook for 
grass beef may not be sufficiently 
brilliant to excite the imagination 
with promise of high figures, and th»- 
grass may not put the fat on beef cat­
tle as early as expected—still the run 
of beef from Texas this year seems to 
be worthy increased attention from 
the Ihilroads.- Although Kansas 
quarantined against nearly all Texas 
cattle, provision was made to permit 
the entrance of all beef, which by the 
greatest stretch of vision could be con­
sidered as tribulary to Kansas ship­
ping points; the St. Louis A San 
Francisco road, also, without moving a 
peg further into the territory, is more 
than active in the field and working 
hard for the trade, and even the Texas 
& St. Louis is said to be preparing 
fbr an oifensive campaign in the 
central portion of the state, 
in addition to the Missouri 
Pacific system, but the principal rail­
road battle-field will be in the terri­
tory where stockmen are within driv­
ing distance of Dodge, Hunnewell, 
Bed Fork and the new town of Har- 
rold.

Under ordinary circnmstancee this 
trade would be Oivided aeqording to 
the location, bat the extension of the 
Fort Worth & Denver, giving this 
road a claim on another thousand can

of beef has brought early workers in  th« 
field and the whide noovemMU to 
catch the trade is not visible on the 
surface. I t  may be th a t extra indnoe- 
ments outsideof the regular rate will 
become f general and  wiB fflve the 
Btnckmeii efaroioe-^f a  shipping point, 
after it is found how strong is the efiTort 
io  influence the direction of the traffic.

The J o u rn a l  hopes that since quar­
antine holds Texas stock cattle at home 
that Texas beef cattle will leave home 
from Texas stock yards, that whatever 
good pertaining to a shipping point be 
held where it of right belongs rather 
than have it divided on the outside 
where to the state of Texas it will be 
of no benefit.

The Texas cattle movement on to 
the bsef marked will be very strong, 
and the limit as to numbers of all 
classes to be shipped will be deter­
mined by the strength of the markets, 
consequently railroad faoiltles will be 
an important item for consideration 
thronghont the whole season.

The Outlet to Arizona.
That a good thing be not lost sight 

of by a long suffering people the fol­
lowing Is taken from the SouUi West­
ern Stockman of Arizona. I t  con­
tains the beet kind of advice in the 
premises: “The Stockman's predic­
tion that Arizona would be speedily 
filled to overflowing with Texas cattle, 
affer the governor’s veto of the most 
important quarantine law passed by 
the late legislature, s^m s liable to a 
speedy fulfillment, as the papers of 
that state are aesiduously engaged in 
“carrying the news to Mary,’’ and 
joining hands with our governor and 
fanciful exposition commissioner in 
exaggerating the possibilities of the 
territority in cattle production. The 
L iv e  Stock J o u rn a l  of that state, is 
particularly iubilant over the veto, 
and seems so “stuck” on our governor 
that we fain would say, “since he 
wears your collar and brand, pray take 
him and keep him.” But the J our­
n a l , with a scarcely concealed con­
sciousness that experience will soon 
show the necessity of such a law as 
the one vetoed, urges haste in emigra­
tion to Arizona. I t  says: “In view of 
the vigorous pressure brought to bear 
on the different legislatures in order to 
keep Texas stock tied up in Texas.aud 
that the howl will be kept up in Ari­
zona of “poisoned trial” and “millions 
of dollars lost by the stockmen on the 
trail,” in view of the fact that there 
will be no let up until the end is 
gained, the T ex a s  L iv e  Stock  J o u r ­
n a l , having the interest of Texas 
stockmen at heart, would earnestly 
advise those going to Arizona at any 
time “to stand not upon the order of 
their going—but go at once.” There 
may not be another chance.”

The Kiansas Quarantine.
In this issue, appears a letter from 

Hon. W. D. Pratt of Kansas, concern­
ing the Kansas quarantine law,taking 
exceptions to the interpretation of 
law as published in the San Antonie 
department of this paper. The J our­
n a l  is pleased to publish the letter be­
lieving that it is written in a spirit or 
friendliness to Texas interests that 
there be no trouble causd by miscen- 
ceptions as to the operation of the law 
in Kansas.

There are, however, one or two 
points connected with the quarantine 
law which Texas men may express 
themselves with a eban^of being cor­
rect. First, Kansas w a ^ o t  generous 
to Texas in removing the obstructions 
to the marketing of our beef stock. 
The generosity is f  ntirely to Kansas 
interests, the interests of her shipping 
points. Second, one hundred thousand 
Texas beeves do not pass through 
Kansas annually in the sense appar­
ent. The Texas beeves shippied at 
Kansas points do but enter the state to 
reach the cars, for which Kansas can 
look to Kansas men for thanks.
Mr. Pratt says, “under this bill all cat­

tle which are hot liable to communicate 
disease can be driven into Kansas as 
heretofore.” Then he says, “no cattle 
which are liable to communicate dis­
ease can lawfully be driven into this 
state, and the fact of their coming from 
Southern Texas is prima facie evi­
dence of such liability.” One would 
suppose from this that the dead line 
was somewhere in the middle, of Tex­
as and Northern Texas cattle could 
enter, while sonthern cattle “being 
liable to communicate” etc. oonld not 
If Mr. Pratt and others will read the 
bill it will be found that the dead line 
(so-3%Ued) is 500 miles North .of the ex 
treme southern boundMy. That non­
sense ! to say “all cattle not liable to 
communicate disease may be driven 
into Kansas as heretofore” when nine 
tenths of the cattle are kept out by 
the pretense that sonthem cattle “are 
liable etc.”

Another point: “ W e-have been
generons beyond what Dr. Salmon 
thought possible.” Dr. Salmon 
could not see how states could quaran- 
tlae against portions of Texas. * He 
had yet to learn that Kansas ingenuity 
was equal to any emergency, even to 
drawing the line at Kansas interests 
whether located in the state, the 
Nation or the Paohandleof Texas.

Dry and W atered Lands.
The difference between dry and wa­

tered lands made by the etate in the 
sale of school university and aiylam 
sections, is, or used to.be a dollar per 
acre. One would consider at first 
glance; that the watered lands were 
cheaper in the end at |3  00 Chair̂  the 
dry lands at $2 (K), and if the 30 years 
time on the deferred payments is con­
sidered it Is probably so, because the 
water is paid fbr as the land is—on 
time, whereas the pnrehaser of dry sec­
tions often requires an immediate oat- 
lay of cash to provide the wate{ for his 
range. ^

On a cash basis, however, the advan­
tage of purchasing dry lands a t a dollar

1««B than for watered lahds is made 
plainly evident. Every dry range in 
the state of Texas can be amply wa­
tered for lees money than a dollar per 
acre.

For instance, eatUe are supposed to 
traveFtnOre than t# o  miUs to wnAet 
withont really knowing they are tra^  
eling, and one artesian well with good 
troughs in the center of a circle four 
miles in diameter, would water stock 
ranging on ten thousand acres. Here 
we have $2560 for one artesian well, 
being the difference in coet of four wet 
seotiens which must exist if a stream 
runs through to water the tract. The 
fact is that under the law—(the old 
law,) the state offered a man a bonus 
of 1^0.00 to build a tank or dig a well 
capable of watering a hundred head 
of cattle, yet for want of 
some little figuring in a practical way, 
men have paid almost any money for 
water and the dry lands have gone 
begging, while affbrding better oppor- 
tnnities to the investor.

N^t alone in comparison of coet is 
the dry section more desirable. The 
carrying capacity is ordinarily greater 
from having a less broken surface. 
Again, if we take the grasses 
into consideration the back lands 
being less used are generally very 
much the better covered, often show­
ing an unbroken surface of strong 
tnrf which has never been tramped 
out by immense herds of thirsty cattle 
frequently in and around water holes 
and streams. On the whole, a close 
investigation will generally prove that 
drv lands are the best investment.

New Orleans Quotations.
Beeves—Choii» Texas and Western 

corn-fed cattlè, to 5^c per pound

Some Philadelphians, according to a 
local paper, own and operate a gcose 
ranch or farm, on the eastern shore of 
Virginia, which covers nearly three 
thousand acres, and the flocks of geese 
there are enumerated ak over five 
thousand birds. In England, are sevr 
eral geese and duck farms, notably 
those in the vicinity of Aylesbury« 
which is owned and managed by a 
dairy company, but none of them are 
as large or as extensive as the Ameri- 
lean one. The goose has been a much 
abused bird, and has been made the 
subject of much ridicule; but she sup­
plies many a want in our textile and 
domestic economy. The manufacture 
of fine quilts and the preparation of 
certain articles of dress utilize the 
down, and in cheaper grades of gooes, 
the younger and softer feathers are 
used in the way of adulteration. The 
large and strong feathers of the tails 
and wings are used chiefly for quill 
pens, which may account for much cf 
the “goosey-goosey” stuft'that is writ­
ten. On this American goose ranch, 
attention is given almost solely to the 
production ot the new materials needed 
for the fine down quilts.

The largest specimens of geese are 
the swan geese, of a snowy white 
plumage, and there are other species 
of geese bred, all, however, being of 
American lioeege. Men are employ­
ed to herd them, and sheds for shelter 
are provided, but the kbirds rarely use 
them. 'Every six weeks or so, the 
plucking ^kes place, only the breast 
and piortioDs of the ^ e  being touched, 
and it requires nearly one hundred 
geese to furnish a pound of down. A 
bird hatched in February, is in emdi- 
tion to be plucked the Toliowing Au­
gust.

Dneksand geese may be easily raised 
without any large body of water 
being provided for them. Geese live 
so very largely upon grass that it is a 
very simple and economical matter to 
raise geeee at a ̂ 9 d  profit. I t  has very 
often occurred to me of late whether 
certain agriculturists' who were in a 
poeitloD, or hadThe inclination so to 
do, could not have a large carp pond, 
which would fujnish a large supply of 
ice in winter, and fish in summer, in 
addition to which they could have the 
goose and duck ranch; thus killing 
three birds with one stone. The best 
variety of ducks to keep on the farm, 
in my opinion, is the Roneu; they at­
tain a large size, are good fbeders, 
rapid fatteuers, and do well without a 
body of water, which I  do not think 
the Aylesburys do. The beat variety 
of geese I  hold to be the Toulome, 
though I can say there is not much to 
chooee between them and the Emb- 
deh. I  believe there is more profit in 
geese and ducks than in turkeys, and 
strange to say tbe young turkeys are 
far more stupid than the greenest of 
gnaiines. ______________ ______

12.00 to 2.50.”

About Wool Markets.
In another column will be found an 

article entitled “The brilliant Western 
imagination” taken from the Boston 
CommerdcU ItulleOn deriding the Bt. 
Louis movement to es^bli8h a strong 
wool market, and containing a trifle 
of advice to Boston to look out and not 
lose the immense wool business it has 
built up, ’ ■ '

In  this connection the Texas papers 
are charged with polling for Bt. Louis, 

^and, as the J o u r n a l  only can be 
charged with giving any prominence 
to the etibrt, it is in order, now, to 
state the reasons.

First and foremost and reason 
enough can be found in the fact that 
several prominent and leading Boston 
wool commission houses added to the 
depression of the wool growing interest 
by raising the charges for selling wool

been quite such as to invito the confl- 
denoe ol growers and dealers. There 
were almoit buyers enough if they 
they did act each ̂ severally “upon bis 
own hook” so to speak, which has not 
been the case to any 'great ex­
tent. They would run to­
gether and buy together*-that
is there would be enough buyers to 
make a showing of competition but all 
the wools would be sold again private­
ly amongst themselves—uid the profit 
over and above the first purchase di­
vided pro rata after the fashion of Jew 
auctions. Bt. Louis, in addition to 
building a new market has to redeem 
the reputation of the old one.

Boetton Wool Market.
The Commercial BulleUn says: 

Texas wool has been dribbled out in 
small lots and buyers are beginning to 
start for Texas to secure the new clip. 
8t. Louis will probably take more 
Texas wool than before, as a strong and 
united effort of the dealers of that 
place has co-operated with the news­
papers towards securing it. Already 
two or three choice clips of wool have 
been contracted for on the sheep’s back 
at 18 to 19 cents for St. Louis. This is 
about a cent in advahee of erdinary 
views as to the value of the new Texas 
clip, and the buyer may be obiiged to 
aodept a loss as Bt. Louis has done be­
fore. There is aiso a rumor that a 
Phiiadeiphia mill is contracting for 
wool in Central Texas at 20 to 21 cents. 
This, If true, would be equal to about 
23 to 24 cents delivered at mill, an ad 
vance on last year’s price.. The vege­
tation In Texas is about two weeks 
late. Quotations. *

cents; Texas fine, G to 8 mouths, 16 to 
18 cents ; Texas good medium, 20 to 22 
cents; Texas coarse and carpet 13 to 
14cents; Texas fall, 12 to 16 cents;

•Second, at the time of the greatest 
depression Boston houses, with few 
exceptions, stopped making advances 
to Texas wool growers and dealers, 
thereby showing'that in time of de­
pression Boston is either not strong 
enough or is unwiiling to stand shoul­
der to shoulder with the wool g r̂owers 

‘ even to the extent of carrying the clip 
by fair proportionate advance oh a low 
valuation.

Third, the manner of selling wool 
in Boston furnishes no guarantee of 
fair dealing other than the integrity of 
the commission house; 'that there is a 
system of hiding sales, making it im­
possible, in a general way, for the 
dealer or grower to know positively if 
his returns tally with thoN amount re­
ceived for his clip by the house en­
trusted with the sale of it. I t  is say­
ing nothing against the integrity or 
honesty of Boston'houses to mention 
this. The system is what is jeom- 
plained of.

For these reasons the Bt. l.ouis 
movement has been encouraged by 

.one Texas paper, at least, and because 
the movement was inaugurated with 
aI>romise of open sales on a cash basis 
at low charges. What it will amount 
to depends on a fair rate by .railroads 
to St. Louis and froni St. Louis to the 
mills, the practice of the rules recently 
adopted for the government of the 
trade, the amount of capital behind 
the movement and the practical expe­
rience and ability of the men em­
ployed to handle this staple of endless 
qualities and mysterious shrinkage?. 
St. Louis has undertaken an immense 

' contract and at a time when wool 
growers cannot att'ord to take many 
chances, but it is not out of the line 
of probabilities that the movement 
should become a pronounced success.

St. Louis as a  W ool Market.
L. E. Hlrschberg member of the 

Berenda Stock Company, Tom Green 
county, was in town last Saturday 
wending his way back .to the ranch.
He called in to say a few words in 
favor of Bt. Louis as a ' wool market.
He said amongst other things that the 
members of the St. Louis Wool and 
Cotton Exchange had undertaken to 
supply every mill in the United 
States with the Bt. Louis wool market 
reports from time to time in order to 
induce the mills capable of pnr^iasing 
on a cash market to inspect the stock, 
and that many of the mill managers 
had signified their intention to be on 
band^ that Bt. Louis was deteraiined 
to have the North and West Texas 
crop without fail, and would be pre­
pared to make advances to the growers 

low rate as in Boe- 
rate on baled 

wool would be a great inducement for 
mills to purchase at Bt Louis and ship 
to their mills instead of paying back 
fireights on wools delivered on the 
ooast. Mr. Hirechberg states further 
that the whole seventeen acres of cot­
ton warehouses at S t Lenis will be at 
service to store the wool while ou sale, 
and further that the past experience 
at that market is no criterian by which 
to judge the strength and purpose 
the united movement of the leading the 
and wealthy merchants of St. Louis.

So far It is good, a market in St.Lofhs 
will be of great benefit to the trade 
and with the guarantee that It is a 
strong movement it may be successfuL

But it may be said that the past his­
tory of the S t  Louis market has not

and dealers at as 
ton ; that the* freight

er mistake made than some of the re­
cent short-sighted objections to a pub­
lished wool report. The wool grower 
has a right to know the condition of 
the market for his product. Under 
the present system of reporting the 
wool market, he does know it and any 
attempt to keep it from him will sim­
ply cause him, the instant such action 
is possible, to send his wool elsewhere. 
There is no one thing which so strong­
ly emphasi/.ea the advantages of Bos­
ton as .a wool market as the simple 
statistics of the weekly sales collected 
by the press and distributed broadcast 
over the country.

The extracts given below are actual­
ly printed in an influential St. Louis 
daily newspaper. They are incorrect 
as to fact in every particular. The 
statement that there is a conspiracy 
between manufacturers and wool deal­
ers by which fraudulent prices are 
given is an absurd falsehood. The 
figures printed in the market reports 
of the Boston press are obtained not 
from any one dealer but after a careful 
canvass of the entire market by a re­
porter who makes the subject bis 
special labor.

These paragraphs are needless of 
comment. Competition of course is to 
be expected and honorable competi­
tion is not to be shunned. If in the 
past, Texas wool growers have found 
the dealers of St. Louis more honora­
ble gentlemen, and more successful 
salesmen than the great handlers of 
wool in Boston, it is of course better 
for them to send their wool there. If, 
however, this is the case it would hard­
ly seem necessary^for the wool trade of 
St. Louis to canvass for consignments 
with arguments the most striking of 
which are utterly incorrect. These 
are specimen paragraphs.

"THE WELL POSTED WOOLMAN.”
“A woolman met here who is well 

posted, and who has lately been East 
investigating wool matters, says that 
the published quotations of the Boston 
wool market are intentionally mislead­
ing. He received his information from 
a millman. He says that systemati­
cally the prices furnished for publica­
tion are different from the prices paid ; 
that there is an understanding between 
the millmen and the commis­
sion houses to this effect, and tbat the 
object is to mislead the wool growers. 
S t Louis, anyhow, will get a good deal 
more of the spring clip than ever be­
fore. ‘There is no sort of a doubt,’ he 
said in oonolusion, ‘that St. Louis will 
be recognized finally as the great wool 
market of this country. Even mill- 
men outside of New England are be­
coming distrustjtU of the Boston mar­
ket ; and to mor,e than is supp^ised. 
it is an additional exjoense in the wag 
of f  reight to bug in that market. A 
good many more millmen than is now 
suspected will turn up in B t Louie if 
there is a respectable showing of wool 
there.’ ”

THE WARY “ W'OOL GROWER.”
“ A wool grower said in respect to 

wool interests: ‘I am a strong advo­
cate for sending wool to the St. Louis 
market. There is no reason why that 
plaoe^ould not be our best market 
There are a good many woolen manu­
facturers this side of Boston who would 
get the benefit of cheaper freights from 
Bt. Louis, and many others who could 
stock up Just as cheaply in St. Louis 
as in Boston,’ ”

“In the great London wool market 
wool is always what it pretends to 

bsj aqd I  expect to see St. Louis such 
a we'd market, and that is what I  un- 
derstAk?d theSt. Louis people to pro­
pose. TjL̂ ey will have the encourage­
ment of evary intelligent wool grower 
in the country. Such a wool market 
will be a new thing Id the Uolted

States. St. Louis is properly placed 
to becoms our great market.”

THE “ LEADISQ w o o l  BUYER.”
“A leadiog wool buyer in San Anto­

nio told yo'or correspondent that he 
and other locil buyers preferred to 
ship wool to St. Louis, if they could 
get as good terms as Boston, New York 
and Philadelphia offered. In  response 
to t^e statement that wool growers 
nearly universally were dlEsatisfied 
with Boston, he eaid, ‘the wool grow­
ers are always grumbling,’ but he did 
not pretend that they were now grum­
bling without good reason. He said 
the mannlaoturers had been demand­
ing longer time on wool during the 
pa?t than any previous year, or that 
the Boston ring of commission men 
so represented; and that on some good 
lots of wool which' he shipped to 
Boston nearly a year ago he had only 
recently realized, the prices being 1 
to 15 cents per pound. He was asked 
whi^ proporti^ of this would finally 
be realized by the  wool grower—after 
deducting interest for nine months and 
his own^harges, etc. He figured out 
tbat the difi!erence between what the 
wool-grower would receive under this 
Boston system and under the system 
which he understood the St. Louis 
Wool Exchange proposed to establish, 
would be not less than 5 cents a pound 
in favor of St. Louis. And he did not 
take into consideration the difierence 
in freight.”

In the course of the two column arti­
cle there is “One poor pennyworth of 
bread for this vast deal of sack.”

“Out of the some 7,000,000founds of 
wool shipped by rail from Ban Antonio 
last year, according to Freight Agent 
Yoakin, in a conversation the other 
day, only about 160,000 pounds went 
to St. Louis.

A clipping from the Bt. Louis ci>rre- 
spondent of a Texas journal forms an 
appropriate conclusion to these state­
ments.

“Bragging and boasting does not 
pay. Perhaps it may with Chicago, 
for I know that burg deals in that ar­
ticle quite extensively. Staid and 
conservative St. Louis cannot afford to 
deal In wind.

A MARVELOUS BUTTER YIELD.

Official Test of Jersey Cow Princess 2d 8046 
John L. HoUg, President American

Jersey Cattle O^jb:
^Having been appointed by you to 

act as committee of the American 
Jersey Cattle Club in witnessing the 
test of the Jersey cow i?rincess 2d 
8046, owned by Mrs. S. M. Shoemaker 
of Burnside Park, near Baltimore, 
Maryland, I respectfully submit the 
following report:

The test began at 6 05 p.m., »Sunday 
evening, Feb. 22, when the cow was 
milked dry in my presence. The first 
milking included in the test was that 
at 3 a.m., Monday, Feb. 23, after 
whiQh the cow was milked at intervals 
of eight hours, viz: at 3 a.m., 11 a.m., 
and 7 p.m. of each day until the last 
Sunday evening, March 1, when she 
was milked at 6.05 p.m., to correspond 
with the time of the preliminary 
milking. The duration of the test 
was thus seven days, to the minute. 
The cow was milkea three times a day 
at periods of eight hours, because her 
udder would ‘ not hold the milk she 
made in twelve hours.

I was present at each of the twenty- 
one milkings, and did not lose sight of 
the milk until alter it had been placed 
in a nine-can Mosely cabinet creameP. 
The lid of this creamer, the doors and 
the ventilators, were carefully secur­
ed each time by tape and seals firmly 
affixed to the wood, and each stamped 
with my private seal.

The cream on being removèd from 
the creamer, was placed in large buck* 
ets in a wooden box made at my sug­
gestion. and this box was likewise 
sealed and stamped. These various 
seals remained intact, except when 
broken by me to admit the milk of 
each milking "or to draw off cream. 
I was also present when the milk was 
placed in the" churn, remained while 
it was being churned, and weighed the 
unsalted butter, the salt to be added 
(1 oz per pound) and finally the salted 
butter. The butter was worked to my 
entire satisfaction, exceedingly dry, 
as will be seen in the fact that the salt 
when added made almost a clear gain. 
So that from the time of milking until 
the salted butter had been finally 
weighed, the milk, cream and butter 
were either within my eight er se­
curely sealed in the creamer or box de- 
Ecriked above. i ,

The scales on which the butter was 
weighed were bought of Fairbanks A 
C!o., for this special purpoee,Jafter hav­
ing béem tested and guaranteed^-by 
them to be accurate by United States 
standard The cow was fed at the dis­
cretion of Mr. Kicklefsen, manager of 
the Burnside Park Herd, the daily ra­
tion being : twenty-two quarts ground 
oats, fifteen quarts pea-meal, two 
quarts linseed oil cake, one_quart 
wheat bran ; total, forty quarts besides 
carrots, beets and good clover hay. 
Her appetite was usually good; in fact 
she always seemed ready to eat more. 
The weather during the test was disa­
greeable, cold and snowy, and inter­
fered somewhat with her daily exer­
cise.

In  the following table are given the 
details of the test, which resulted in a 
total yield in seven days of 2991 pounds 
of milk, from which were churned 44 
pounds, 11 ounces of unsalted butter, 
which, when salted at the rate of one 
ounce to the pound, gave 46 pounds, 124 
ounces of saltet^ butter ready for mar­
ket. The great i$Ain by salting is due 
to the fact that the unsalted butter was 
worked so very dry t£?at when the salt 
was afterward worked in no water or 
buttermilk appeared in ¿.he bowl. I t  
should have been said in the above that I 
the water was twice washed in the

I am in receipt of yours of the 13th 

inst. in reference to the teat of Princess 
2d. The result is indeed so remarka­
ble as to be almost incredible, and, I 
must confess, rather startled me when 
I  realized what the cew was doing.

The precautions taken to secure a 
fair test are, I  think, made plain in | 
my report to the Club. I  was person- ( 
ally present at all the milkings, and j 
did not lose sight of the milk, cream, | 
and butter until I had sealed them 
either in a creamer or a box in such a 
way as to me appeared perfectly safe. 
The seal used was a peculiar one, and 
the method of applying the seal made 
it impossible to tamper with them 
without detection. The tapes were 
sealed fast to the wood of the creamer 
and cream box in such a way that they 
rould not be moved in any way, and 
the wax adhered so firmly xo the tape 
and wood that I  was forced to use the 
hatchet to crush the seals and loosen 
the tape. I  tried a peu-knlfe, but 
could not strike a hard enough blow 
with it. Every aperture was thus 
closed, so that I cannot see bow it was 
possible for anyone to approach the 
cream or milk.

Her photo- j 
graph fails to indicate the constitu-' 
tion she must possess, and which one 
sees at a glance. She is a cow of great 
vitality, eqifipped with exceptionally 
strong circulatory and digestive organs, i 
and possessing a firmly-fixed milking I 
habit, with the coincident disinclina-' 
tion to take on flesh when milking. If 
to such a cow as this you feed what 
was given her daily yon cannot fail to 
get great results at the churn. A cow 
that will take that feed without form­
ing flesh must necessarily put what 
she can digest of it into her milk. In 
the case of Princess the milk was so 
enriched that from every 6 2-5 
pounds, a pound of butter was got. I t 
is from this stand-point that the test 
can most easily be explained, for we 
know that other Jersey cows have 
given almMt if not quite, as rich milk.
Mary Anne of .St. Lambert produced 
a pound of butter from 6̂  pounds of 
milk. But Princess gave 54̂  pounds 
more milk in the week than did Mary 
Anne, and was thus enabled to surpass | 
her in butter yield also.

In reference to feed, no one who has 
not fed pea-meal can know how it en­
riches the milk in batter tat. Mary 
Anne had ten quarts of this daily, 
while Princess had fifteen. Were Mr.
Kicklefsen willing to run the risk of 
another week’s test I firmly believe j 
he could raise the record of his cow | 
over fifty pounds, for she never seemed ' 
to be receiving all the feed she wonld j 
have taken. Though each day’s cream 
was not churned separately, I  have  ̂
good reason to believe that the last j 
day’s yield was over seven ponnds.

The great gain in weight from salt­
ing was due to the excellent working 
of the unkaited butter, from which no 
water was got when working the salt 
in. The salt was weighed out at the 
rate of one ounce to the ponnd. in four 
different lots, and in each case the 
butter gained nearly the fall weight

Probably not one in ahoDdred flock 

masters uses that invaluable labOr- 
saver, the shepherd’s crook, or sheep> 
hook. It ia surprising that practical, 
shrewd, [inventive Americans wil 
take upon themselves so heavy anc 
unnecesearya labor, year after year 
when even the ‘ sluggish Orienta 
shepherd contrived a way to escape it, 
in the earlier stages of his art, by the 
employment of the crook. Every ex 
perienced flockmaater knows that un 
lees a bunch of sheep are cloeely hud­
dled, or quite tame, it ia very laborious 
work to catch them one by one by the 
hind leg—for it is an ontrsge to catch 
them by the fleece, which the master 
should never tolerate. And it is yery 
tedious and tiresome to catch a hun­
dred or more strong sheep when they, 
v e  crowded together, how much ixivre 
so la it to single but, and chase down 
one after another in a roomy yard, 
where the master wants them well 
scattered, so that he can readily detect 
any points or maras he is looking for. 
He wants them to mn by him, or to 
go circling round him, always keep­
ing them with the painted side toward 
him, so that he can catch the mark 
readily.

Then again, when a foolish young 
ewe is standing guard in the field over 
her first lamb, she faces the intruder 
constantly, and backs slowly away, 
stamping and snuffing, the lamb fol­
lowing her up; until finally In d^pair 
the master makes a sudden spring, 
and his fingers probably just gra:ce the 
wool !

With a sheep-hook in bis hand, his 
task is greatly lessened. If the ewe 
IS to be caught in the sheep house, it 
is barbarous to create an uproar, and 
set all the other ewes and lambs to 
running round, trampling down the 
weakest in a mad chase after a reçu 
sant ewe. .Instead of that, let him 
quietly reach out the hook around the 
corner, or between the slats of a hay 
rack, and seize her by the leg—e^her 
a fore.or a hind leg, preferably the lat 
ter—and no disturbance is created. I 
have seldom failed to capture the 
wildest ewe in a 20 acre field with a 
hook at first pass. There is no bend 
ing of the back; no foundation laid for 
rheumatism in after years.

Deftness with the hook, of course, 
can be acquired only by practice. It 
is best to let the sheep, which is to be 
caught, get somewhat disentangled 
rom the others, then thrust out the 
look and clap it on the leg j ust above 
the hock-joint where the sheep cannot 
so readily kick it ofi'. Draw it carefhlly 
back, and at the same time lift 
upward to keep the hoof in its place. 
When the sheep is within reach, seize 
it by the hind leg, or throw an arm 
around in front oi the brisket. The 
gentleness and even tenderness with 
which a fancy breeder lays hold of his 
show sheep in the pen, and sets it on 
its rump for inspection, then assists it 
to its feet without allowing it to strug­
gle, and carefuUy brushes the dirt oft 
the fieece, and straightens out the dis­
ordered locks,' may seem" to some bor­
dering on .the setimental; but it puts 
to shame the barbarous roughness of 
the novice. If a sheep ia to be lifted, 
and laid on its side or carried, it may 
be taken up with the left arm under 
the neck, and the right arm grasping 
he right flank Inot the wooll; or 
with both hands joined under the 
brisket, the animal being held perpen­
dicular, or with the left arm around 
he brisket, and’ the right between 
the hind-legs.

Any blacksmith of ordinary ‘‘rum­
ble gumption’ can make one. Take 

*3-10 inch rod of spring steel, weld 
t to the socket of an old hoe-handle, 

bend it into a book about 4 inches 
ong, 1 inch wide on the inside of the 
oulge,  ̂ of an inch wide at the neck 
to spring open and close again on the 
eg), flatten it at the poinc, and turn 
t out 11 inches or so and back, with a 

roll or knob to prevent laceration of 
;he fisnks. Insert a handle six or 
seven feet long.

One-nT'the most necessary fixtures 
aboo|i the èheep-house in lambing time 
is a set ot portable panels for the con­
struction of pens, for recusant ewes. 
These panels should be about four feet 
high by three feet long. They may be 
made of light lath with spaees narrow 
enough to prevent the passage of 
Iambs, or, better still, closed up entire­
ly near the 'oottom to prevent the 
lamb from seeing and smelling ewes 
outside of the pen. These panels can 
be tied together at tbe corners with 
twine to form enclosures. They are 
better than permanent boxes or pens, 
as they are not needed, except ia lamb­
ing time, and are more easily laid away 
than boxes.

It is taken for granted that the ewes 
occupy a stable more or less daring 
this critical season. All crannies and 
crevices ought to be stopped before 
lambe begin to arrive ; a very young 
lamb, attneted by the light perhaps, 
or moved by that  ̂ instinct which 
teaches it to seek refuge imd warmth, 
is very apt to wedge itself into a tomxxow 
plaça ana get chilled. If the building 
has stone foundations—which are ob­
jectionable for this reason—they ough^ 
to be covered deep with litter ; a ’ 
while still damp is almost 
lie down on the stone 
fktalJy chilled.

A veiy painstaking shepherd som^ 
times has a tight coxnparunent in or 
near the sheep-house, which Is warm­
ed by a stove in which he sleeps a t 
night, daring the height of the season, 
and into which chilled lambe are car­
ried for resuscitation. This is well 
enough for the kee{ ei of a stud flock, 
in which it ia desirable to have very 
early lambs, which often have to be 
conducted through the first few weeks 
of life under artificial eonditioiis, but 
it is scarcely necessary fwr the outdoor 
wool-bearing fiock. When a rain is 
coming on look out for a shower of 
Iambs; a fsUing barometer portends 
generslly an increased activity in the 
sheep stable and indicates the neces­
sity of greater watchfulness. The first 
thing in the morning oi course, the 
shepherd will go through thestoble 
and look carefully for newly dropped 
lamha, As soon ss ccHivenient the 
docMTS ought to be opmied, and the 
fiock allowed to drift Idsurely out into 
a yard C*iot to receivo feed, as then

If any irrm lm ity  appears, if any 
ewes have ahandooed their vonng, 
careful seaiefa most be mede through 
the fiock for these which give indica- 
ttons of having been recently partnri- 
ent. There may be twins; they may 
be BQiaratedt ooe may have been 
adopted by a strange ewe, herself on 
the poinc of yeaziing, and she may 
now be paying attentiim both to the 
stranger and her own lamb, or she 
may (such is the extraordinary stn- 
pidity of which young Merino ewes 
are capable) even Mve neglected' her 
own lamb in her devotion to the one 
previnoaly adopted. As soon as it be­
comes certain that a lamb is cared for 
by the mother, and has sucked, both 
ought to be r«noved to a separate 
flock; this is best done when the fiock 
is let out in the morning. It is best to 
have the breeding ewes in flocks smjJl 
enough so that not meure than ten or 
twelve lambs, at tbe outside, may be 
expected daring twenty-fonr hours. 
These two measures prevent much con­
fusion and trouble.

No man ia fit for a shepherd who is 
squeamish about rendering a partnri-

o o ^ t  to addreee himsrif to thla disa­
greeable portion of his duties with a 
sympathetic human int^eet, for tt is 
of the highmt importance to noake 
every lamb count one, and it ia often 
the case that a fine lamb is lost for lack 
of a simple service that a watchful 
shepherd could have rendered in ten 
minutes.

Holders of fat sheep cannot com­
plain at the figures they are obtaining. 
There is money in a fot wether of 120 
pounds at f4 50 per 100 pounds, or even 
att4.25. And this is what a well ma­
tured sheep is bringing.

The run was quite fair the past week 
and the quality quite decent. Good 
to prime native and Colorado muttons 
of 00 to 130 pounds are bringing from 
$4 00 to |4  GO per 1(K) pounds, with the 
bulk of sales going at 14 20 to per 
100 pounds. Kansas sheep and Texai 
sheep wintered in that state brought 
from 13 -30 to $4 85 per 100 pounds. 
Buyers do not show any partiality and" 
pay as much for wintered Te.vas and 
Colorado sheep as for natlvej^ They 
look at the conditlon^‘'W<rtf(eaalmal. 
If heavy, round and fat they pay top 
figures, no matter from what part of 
the country the sheep hail from or 
what breed or mixture. They look 
for fat and weight and nothing more.

Common and thin sheep sold a little 
better, the range being from |2  GO to 
$8.25 per 1<M) pounds. Shippers who 
think they have medium sheep are 
likely to find out when they arrive 
their sheep are poor and bring only 
$2 50 to $2 GO per 100 pounds.

I would advise Texas flockmasters 
not to be too hasty in sending sheep 
;o market. Prices will not come'down 
very soon, and there is plenty oi time 
to make shipments. It is not at all 
likely that we' wjll haye an early 
spring, for here it.is almost the first of 
April; and yet the weather is raw and 
cold. »Shippers will not handle shear­
ed sheep in this kind of weather, so it 
would be advisable to make l^ t e  
slowly, as the pioverb has it. A few 
clipped sheep came in and were not in 
the best of condition and brought only 
$2.70 to $2. SO per 100 pounds.

I  cannot say anything more about 
the wool trade of this city. The ground 
las been gone over, our emissaries are 
at work and we await the result.
