The prcelamation of President Cleve­

land orjleriDg| the removal of cattle­
men from the Cheyenne and Arapa­
hoe Reservaticns is complicating mat­
ters a gocd^ deal and is likely to cause 
trouble to persons oth/sr than the act­
ual lessees of the lands in question. 
During last winter an agreement was 
made with the lessees in the Indian 
Territory by cattlemen here and else­
where to graze their cattle until ready 
for market. Under this yrangem eut, 
dm iog Ja e t spring, Seth Mabry, de- 
Lvertd 28,000 yearlings on the range 
in the' Territory ; Houghton & Mont­
gomery, of Auetln, OKK) ; Toney Day, 
of Austin, 10^000; John Lytle, of Ban 
Antonio, Id.uoO ; and others quite a 
large number. The proclamation will 
compel the removal of those cattle as 
well as those belonging to the lessees, 
and ii is understood, they will be 
driven north. I t  is said thab steps will 
be. taken to make Indian Territory 
lessees pay all costs and damages of 
moving this stock. These leases hav­
ing really furnished a good outlet for 
our surplus cattle.

head for some London bunch o ' capi­
talists who have been fencing and 
grazing the “ No Man’s L inrt ”  comes 
out in the New York Timc^ of the It) h 
iost. and gives himself a thorough 
ventilaiion on the cattle trail and 
other kindred topics. This same 
“ Rufui” was 0 3 C9 engateJ by tbe 
Northern Pacific railroad to wiife un 
thecDunlry and that read, at a lime 
when tbe stock bad been bulled out of 
sight. His glowing accounts of the 
present and future prospects of that 
road enabled the “knowing ones” to 
unload on the unsuspecting public, 
after which the stock fell of its own 
weight.

He is known on Wa.l street and 
elsewhere as “ Uncle Rufus,” and al­
ways occup'.fs a front seat, whenever 
weighty opinions are sought. Proba­
bly his views, as promulgated touch­
ing Texas cattle, were born before 
General Bheridan’s recent military 
order opening up tbe trails, and shows 
too plainly what it was published 
for, simply to prejudica those high iu 
authority against Texas cattie and 
Texas cowmen. But since the recent 
order his words have no effect, and 
perhaps m i ^ t  not have had in any 
event. He goes on to state that “ nine- 
tenths of the Texas cattle are used 
for canning,” the pther tenth is sent 
north and fed a yeab until the disease 
passes away.”

“ Uncle Rufus” goes on to state that 
“ the Tfiias cattle disease originates 
from a minute tick which propagates 
rapidly and falls cif in the grass, 
which .poisons Northern cattle graz 
ing over the same ground ” You may 
be sure “Uncle Rufus” knows whereof 
he speaks, but it is a little singular 
tha t these “Texas ticks” all live just a 
trifle below the “No Man’s Strip,” 
where “ Uncle Rufus” has deposited 
many of his shekels. How in the 
world could tbe gentlrm tn shoulder 
his spectacles this hot weather, and 
suddenly know so much about cattle 
disease in T. xas ?', I t  is like a thunder­
clap out of a cloudless sky, and his 
opinions being so weighty, there is no 
telling what swift destruction aw..its 
tbe Texas cattle interests on account 
of h s wiie oracles.

He further states, “ below the frost 
lipe, wheie tbe ticks are indigenous, 
the disease is permanent ” Was there 
ever such a scare crow as this “cattle 
disease” ever “ hatchecl” up to deceive 
the American people and prejudice 
them against Texas cattle ? Bdilrliness 
aud money getting are at the bottom 
of this vain delusion. The facts are 
briefly these, and the men who cry 
down Texas cattle dare not deny i t :  
Kansas started tbe ’'disease” racket 
because she wanted to unload her stock 
■onto her Dakota and Montana breth 
ren, at top figures. Alter this was ac- 
(wmplished, she could turn round and 
buy these “ badly diseased” cattle from 
Texas, at depresstd prices, and bs ready 
for next year’s demand from the north, 
and another bleckade and quarantine 
against Texas cattle. The whole 
scheme was a glg^iDtic plot to depress 
cattle from Texas, and at the same 
time have the effect to augment the 
demsad and in c r ^ e  the price of Ksu- 
sas cattle, who were classed as

Preeident’s order be enforced.

The only ontiet availsble for the 
cattle in the leases ' is to the 
beef markets, and this rtqnires time 
or a sadden rush of mixed cattle may 
cost Texss ranchmen a few dollars per 
head on each of their later shipments 
during the balance of the year. The 
leases declared noil and void, where 
can the cattle go? .There is no room 
in the Panhandle of Texas ; that coun­
try least of any in the state will bear 
crowding. CUeer county is (being free 
grass) besv’ly stocked; then there 
are enongh' cattle in the leases 
to kill every hoof in the Neutral 
strip by a process of overstocking to 
starvation ; it is a cold blooded fact too 
that western Kansas herds are moving 
around to find free grass ami water; it 
is too late for a safe northern drive of 
any distance, and the good Lord forbid 
that we ever bear the wail of anguish 
taarisef should any'OJf these orphan, 
homeless cattle eversi each the water 
holes ef New Mexico. Rather let 
Texas ask aid lor her late opponents 
and seek to join in the appeal for tinos 
to adjust the matter, that no great in 
jury befall a great Industy in which 
all are directly interested.

In  speaking of these troubles which 
f.om the nature of the parties dealt 
with, were to be exi>ected at some 
time or other, and which, coming to 
day will injure us. i t  is safe to observe 
tha t the ultimate showing fqr Texas 
will bear a favorable comparkbon to 
any range or pasture stock country in 
the world. The rapid increase of cat 
tie, the ownership of lands, a firm 
grazing turf, good natural grasses, a 
comparatively mild climate, natural 
and arUslan water, and with agricul­
tural lands sufficient for the maturing 
of all our stocks when brought fully 
iato play, will hold up the Texas in 
terests henceforward, that as such 
changes come to pass qn the outside, 
this state will continue the even tenor 
of her way profitably breeding, grow­
ing and maturing more cattle to the 
acre than in any other state, and more 
in the aggregate than all the other 
states and territories combiiied, net 
seeking an outlet, but controlling the 
beef markets of the world.

Should it be that the president’s 
proclamation to remove the cattle 
from the Cheyenne afid Arapahoe lease 
remains in full force and the herds are 
undergoing the _ process of removal 
within forty days from the date there­
of, the result will be disastrous to the 
owners of Uie cattle on the lease, detri­
mental to the owners of all range cattle 
and not beneficial to the Texas cattle 
trade by any means.

There iS| and it is useless to dis­
guise it, a foeling of satisfaction here 
that the lease men are threatened with 
something more serious than Texas 
cattle owners have been troubled with, 
but it does not blind Texas, stockmen 
to the fact that such a blew to the 
range battle business will be reflected 
here in a modified but visible and 
tangible shape to their own detriment.

I t  is dearly  understood that where- 
ever a new range is found capable of 
grazing cattle, that it cieatesan active 
demand for ri:nge stock and Texas 
reaps a portion of the benefit, and that 
wherever the range is curtailed i t 'i n ­
creases the supply of cattle for rale, 
cutting down the demand, and crowd­
ing a business—that whatever it can 
stand em not stand crowding.

The Cheyenne and Arapahoe leaee 
in the Nation Is capable of furnishing 
ptsturage for 400,000 cattle, and it is 
ined principally for steers, but it is 
only a fraction of theindian land leased 
for ranch purposes, which must inevi- 
tab’y be affected should a precedent be 
set in the naanner of turning cattle 
eft Indian leased ranges at short no­
tice, a consummation calculated to di­
rectly embarrass and injure the range 
cattle business beyond redemption.

The Cheyenne and Arapahoe lease 
now contains 50,000 head of this year’s 
drive and there is bought,for the pas­
ture enough to reach nearly one hun­
dred .thousand cattle, mostly 
from Southern Texas. This lease, 
and the Cherokee lands, have 
furnished the market for 
nearly two-thirds of the cattle moved 
from south of the Texas and Pacific 
lailroad in Texas this year. The 

’ effect on the cattle trade of Texas can 
be imagined, had the denoand been 
curtailed this much, and the further' 
effect can be calculated upon, If all the 
cattle excepting beef in this lease and 
other leasee should be for sale and 
standing between this state and what 
would remain of her range cattle 
markets. ♦

Being the base of supply, anything 
hurting any of the ranges hurts Texas, 
and the contemplation cf snch a  busi­
ness as a foil drive of immenschherds 
in search of range, is by no means 
pleasurable to any one .who will be 
prepared to sell range stock in the fti- 
tnre. I t  is not pleasant to have Texas

The P resid en t’s O rder.
Among stock circles of S m th  Texas 

there prevails largely a sincere regiet 
th a t the order'has been issued to onst 
the cattlemen ranching in the Chsy> 
enne and Arapahoe lands of the Indian 
Territory. There is no exultation on 
the part of SDUth Texans that their 
brethren of that part of the territory 
Lave to go. Citizens of Texas .have 
met with no opposition from occupants 
of the Cheyenne district. Only in the 
Cherokee strip and Neutral strip have 
they been annoyed. I t  is Claimed that 
all the recent trouble about the trails 
was precipitated by only six or eight 
men w ho did not by any means ie|>re- 
sent “ all cattlemen ranching in .the 
strips. But while only a few appeared 
on the surface as seeking to debar 
Texas cattle, yet tl^e fact remains that 
those whom it is claimed did not op* 
(x>se the passage of the Texans certain • 
ly did irot raise their voice against the 
etfoi'ts of the six or eight, and so far as 
silence could lend its m oral'support 
was it contributed.

I f  it be literally true that 
only six or eight leaiiing
cattlemen of Kansas and tbCre* 
about, brought about the inter* 
ruption to*(lie drive, then has theg^eat 
army of stockmen in the Indian lands 
permitted themselves to be misre^re* 
sejited by the few whose acts they are 
supposed not to endorse, and not a lit* 
tie odium has been brought on the 
heads of all.

Texas can be benefitted none at all 
by ibe removal of cattle from the In ­
dian lands. I t is far better the terri* 
tory be well filled;.bat if the existencet
of ranches in the territory  must peeds 
retjuire the debarring of Texans from 
passing through, then their removal 
w'ill provoke no tears in this state. -

l.is t November there were agitated 
not a few subjects from which no good 
has come for Ttxas or any other part 
of the cattle grewing district of this 
counts^. I t would have 'been better 
to have let well enough alone.

Texm , has lately ^een spending & few 
weeks w ith his wife in W isc o n ^ . He 
came down to meet his father, and has 
been the gqeetnf Horace Keecan. !

Another Texas steer was impaled 
upon the iron fence in front of the 
Echange bnilding. He attempted to 
Jump over the fence and fell upon It. 
An iron picket pierced his side, and 
the hide was cut with a knife before 
the animal could gain his freedom.

Frank R. Baker of 87 Dearborn 
street, wants to buy 10,000 to 15,000 
yearling steers in the Indian territory.

There is much interest here in the 
{’resident’s proclamation driving the 
cattlemen out of the Cheyenne and 
A rig^oereeervations, butthexweeems 
to beVwide-spread opinion he^e that 
some otheKarrangement can be made; 
at the same time there is a good deal 
of anxiety, and thbre are fears that if 
the order is executed, the market may 
be badly glutted for a while by the 
forced removal of so many cattle. In  
case the order is enforced a good many 
cattle may be thrown upon the beef 
market at a bad time.

However, there is not much danger 
for there i will be demand enough in 
other parts of  ̂the country to relieve
the strain.

We have been doing pretty well as 
regards the past week. Fair to good 
Texas and Indian steers, selliog 
promptly,bringing fair figures. The run 
was larger, and although the quality 
was not very good, still sellers found 
no great amount of difiSculity in ef* 
Jecting transfers. The demand was 
larger and for all grades above com­
mon. One thing is certain, we can 
sell them as fast as they come in, no 
matter how liberal the receipts are. 
Of course, common and th in  Texas 
and Indians sell at low prices, but all 
things considered, bring as much as at 
Chicago or any other point. By the 
wry, I  notice that m^ friend and con­
frere, A. C. Halliwell, your corre­
spondent up at Chicago, in his last 
letter cackles over the good luck of a 
Chicago buyer coming down here and 
purchasing three or four car loads of 
Texas cattle and sold them  at Chicago 
a few days afterwards at a handsome 
profit. The buyer was lucky, as the 
market down here and at Chicago at 
the time was very dall, and when the 
cattle arrived at Chicago some days 
afterwards prices had^ jumped -.up 
largely, hence the profit. Your corre­
spondent in that same letter says be 
does not cackle, but this is a mistake. 
He does not give anything else iu  that 
letter but this, St. Louis versus Chi­
cago comparisons. Strange indeed ! 
Admit he scores one against Ht. Louis, 
is tha t enough to stop there ? Home 
people have an idea that a letter must 
be news; and contain current events 
and things that have transpired, such 
as giving the receipts, shipments, the 
condition of th e ' market, prices, sales, 
etc. I am not taking my friend to 
task, for perhaps, he is a better liand 
at writing a letter than the under­
signed, but I  only want to score a point 
against him and that is all.

The weather has been extremely 
warm the past week, and to-day there 
has been no improvement as to the 
temperatnre, the thermometer at the 
Stock Yards at 3 p. m. to day in the 
shade, showing 95 degrees. The effect 
of the warm weather on cattle sales­
men luch a day as this, has been with 
buyers unwilling to take hold unless 
concessions were granted, is not pleas­
ant by any means. They have been 
“fussing and fuming’’ all of the day, 
bat the result shows but little trading, 
and the sales which were effected were 
at figures 10c lower than those paid on 
Saturday. The receipts were moder­
ate since my telegram of Thursday 
n ight; 2376 on Friday ; 212 on Hatnr- 
day and 2205 head to-day. There have 
been fair offerings of grass Texas steere. 
On Saturday 143 grass Texas steers 
averaging 905 to 1005 Ihs sold at $3 
3 20 and today sales were made of the 
same class of cattle averaging 832 to 
931 lbs, at |3  00, showing practically 
a decline of 10c sineb Saturday, and 
buyers not over-anxious' to take hold 
even at a decline. Corn-fed cattle 
were also weaker as evidenced by sales 
on Saturday and to-day. To-day na­
tive steers averaginsr 1295 to 1405 lbs. 
sold at $5 15. There is but a moderate 
amount of trading in stcckers and 
feeders, and the demand from the local 
butchers trade is about as usual.

Hogs were in moderate receipt the 
past two days, and to-day thee ffsringa 
were only 3903 head.- Light hogs are 
given the preference, and tch>day values 
of that class were 5 to 10c higher, and 
heavy and mixed 5 to 10c lower.

Texas,'of which the supply is laige.— 
"Boston Advertiser.

The market has been again strong, 
and some descriptions are higher. The 
booming propensities eeem to have 
l)€en transferred from the country to 
the city, and about every man, except 
the brokers, is a bull lull of prophetic 
inspirations as to tbe advance that is 
sure to take placs in wcol. The clip 
is, say these gentlemen, from lo to 25 
per cent, short; the wool is already 
pretty well cleaned up in such states as 
Texas, Michigan and Ohio, and ibis 
exf iUins the large receipts in this mar­
ket. The shortage will be felt later, 
and then—but enough. N o t'o n e  of 
such bull prophecies* is based upon 
anything more than hope.—Boston Ad­
vertiser. ;

In New Zealand the rams are put to 
the ewes from the 1st of ^April to the 
7tlji of May, generally about the 20.h 
of April. Lambs follow five mouths 
after, or saj' from the first of Septem­
ber to the middle of October. They 
are cut and tailed in November, amt 
weaned in March, often in some places 
in the latter end of February, tíheep 
are ehorn in November aud December.. 
On the Australian runs, in the Merino 
country, rams are put to ewes in the 
middle cf December, lambs cut and 
tailed 20;h of July, shearing from 20ih 
of August to end of yepiember. In  
other places rams are put to the ewes 
at two periods in the year, especially 
in (.¿uCensiand.

This 
has caused some Philadelphia commis 
Sion merchants to send out circulars, 
claiming for their market all eorts of 
wonaeriul thiuge, much »is St. Louis 
has been worked of late. Boston is 
the greatest wool market, because it is 
nearest to the woollen mills, which 
draw their supplies here. The table 
bt^pw shows the number of cards, 
looms worked and pounds of wool 
consumed iu New Eoglund woollen 
mills and also the same facts refsrring 
to Pensylvania. These are the figures 
of the United States census for 1880, 
aud w halever may have been tne in*, 
crease in Pennsylvania since then, 
there has been a corresponding in­
crease in New England. The Boston 
market also supplits many mills in 
New York State. Last year the total 
sales iu lilis market exceeded 122 000,- 
000 lbs, and this year they we re larger, 
as are also the receipts—Boston .cid- 
ve.'tber. , ’

1st: That the present system of In^ 
spectiou has proved a failure, not only 
hiere but also in ( ther counties,

^2ad, Because the law is not ex­
plicit in stating in section 4 cf the 
preseiit law*, “ for any number,” when 
ii ought to be fer the whole ilcck that 
the scabby sbeep belong to, as it has 
been decided in several cases, that the 
inspector is only entitled to fees for 
sheep that he caught anti no moie.

3rd. We recommend that a board 
consisting of tw’o wool growers be ap­
pointed by Uie chair to discuss with 
the different sheepmen cf Kinney, 
Crcckett and V’al Verde counties the 
feasibility of guaranteeing a salary of 
$1(»0 per month to be paid an inspec­
tor for each county, whoee whole duty 
it shall be to inspect sheep. I t  shall 
be his duty to inspect all ficcks. That 
subscribers to thisi fund shall be ex­
empt from paying inspection fees to 
said inspector, but shall immediately 
comply with the law when his sheep 
are in any way infected with scab. 
And that non-subscribers pay the fees 
established by law, and that such fees 
be placed lu tbe bands of the com­
mittee by tbe inspector.

The inspector shall be under full 
control of tbe board and be employed 
by them at their pleasur^.

Rexolved, That we earnestly i p ray 
that the tariff of 1867 be restored, 
protecting all wool growers 
and manutaotorers from European 
piaupier labor and over production. 
If the pxilicy of the fixe trade should 
obtain a co'ntndling piower, we ehsll 
be obliged to give up our industry, and 
the future for this and other wool 
growing states will eertsinly receive a 
check, and i>erhap>a be deetrejed and 
perish, and when once destroyed it 
will require English money nnd gov­
ernment aid to again bring i t  to life. 
A similar appeal was made in 1868 in 
Anstralia to the English govemm«it,

which was granted and cansed a re­
vival in the bnsiness. Suppioee we 
cm  buy fabrics and wcoleu cloth 
cheapier in ¿arop>ethan in this coun­
try, shall we su8{>end and abandon 
our industries because we cannot com­
pete? Shall we depend on £arop>e to 
supply us with cannon and ammuni­
tion in ease we aire involved in wai? 
Europe can well afford to ep>end mil- 
liocs of dollars, and devote all the 
necessary arguments of the Cobden 
club to bleak down our industry, and 
if once success ful they will be masters 
of thesituatiou and dictate terms. I os- 
agine the effect of free trade; oar sheep­
men ruined, manufacturers abandoL- 
tng their factories, land greatly depre- 
<iitin{|and the general stagnation to 
follow.

Rtxolrcd That w'e call on all good 
citizens and Americans to stand by 
us.

The weather is so oppressively hot 
as to utterly paralyze business. The 
thermometer has been standing at 96 
in tbe shade and from 104 to 106 de­
grees in the sun every  ̂day this week. 
Our papers are full of hot weather 
notes. Gases of sunstrokes are numer­
ous, many of which are fatal. Of 
course “it’s hot” everywhere, but no 
place on the American continent can 
discount St. L )uis heat. Comparisons 
are made“each day of the heat in dif­
ferent parts of the country, and our 
thermometer is t he highest, no matter 
if we i include Pensacola, Florida, 
which is tbe hottest place, the boys 
say, this side of sheol. _

No doubt tue heat has a great deal 
to do with trade. The receipts of all 
sorts of farm commodities have fallen 
off, not only in this city, but in all ihe 
leading citie > ot the Union.

The receipts of sheep were compara­
tively light, w hile but few bunches of 
Texas sheep wtre tffered. Texas 
sheep are not thick fat and heavy, con­
sequently bring very low prices. We 
do not depend ui»oh Texas for poor 
sheep, for we have plenty of thin na­
tive ana Western sheep, and they are 
sold for almost a mere song. Goed 
heavy sheep, no matter if Texas or na­
ti • e, sell at sight and bring fair enough 
figures. I was talking 8aturday with 
Joseph Mulball of the firm of Hunter, 
Evans & Co. This firm handles a 
great number of Texas sheep. Mr. 
Mulball informs me that it is a crying 
shame to send common Texas sheep to 
market. They hardly pay charges. 
I t  is better for Texas fiockmasters to

give their sheep away to their neigh­
bors than to go to trouble and expense 
and then not make it. Prices paid in 
extremes ranged from $1 50 to 3 25 per 
KKl pounds fir  Texas sheep, with the 
bulk of sales going at $2 00 to 2 25 per 
100 pounds Native sheep br«-ugbt 
fium | 1 50 to 3 75 der 100 pounds.

H A. Merrick, writing from Wash­
ington, D. C., says : 8hropsUire sheep 
are coming here from ail over 'Vir­
ginia and a considerable part of Mary­
land. Since the first of las: April 
there have been sold to our ciiy bu.ch- 
ers about fourteen thousand lam'os, 
and a t least ten thousand of these 
have been pure 8hropebire, generally 
weighing from 60 to 80 pounds ; one 
lot three months old, sold here lately 
a t|7 .0 ), weigQing 78 pounds. Last 
April the same lambs would have 
brought 13 cents. ln< all my expe­
rience^! have never seen so many 
prime lambs as here, and nearly all 
are fall-blooded Shropshire, and ralsbd 
especially to meet the demand for 
prime lambs.

This gives ns an idea of what W'est- 
ern sheep raisers,' especially matton 
raisers, have to compete with.

I will first efier the tesrimooy of Dr'. 
J. R Smith magical director of the de- 
par tmeyit of T n a s  as em tained lu his 
‘6 reports to the 'treasury department, 
wnich reports contaiu his iovcsiiga- 
tion SHsisted by eeventeeu or 
eighteen regular arm y surgeons 
of the Unii»^ States. Tneae gentle­
men as w ill as Dr. Smith
are men «.f fine education
practiced in the skillof their profession 
and the tenure of cfiice of none of them 
depends upon the existence or absence 
of any disease in toeir commuuities.' 
They have the advantage of the most 
improved and best apparatus to inves­
tig a^  With, and have both the desire 
to atcaiu the tru th  and the leisure 
wherein to prosecute their luvestiga- 
tions and researches to the very last 
extant. After tnis has been dm e 
by D.'. Smith and his associ­
ates; he him-:eif assu iel me that 
a Texas animal in  the best 
cfbealcm <k>u d trau^mit any disaaae 
to any healtny animal any wnere was 
inh isop .n ion  wiibnutfuaudation. Dr. 
Smith stated to me that when he was 
requested to make an investigatiou of 
the existence, cauoe and extent of this 
disease cilied TeXa • fever in Texas, he 
wa^ provided with means and given 
ample powers to make a most exnaus- 
tive investigation. W ith this in view 
he wrote to many cattle districts ask­
ing to be,notified of tne firit appea't- 
aocd of t.he disease in order tha t he 
might proceed at ones, as he was ready 
aud aoxious to go £o the very spot 
where tue disease rxisted, aod trace 
the disease Irom its origio and asce:- 
tain Us cause beyond doubt if potsible. 
That he waiten (atieotiy  for a few 
mouths and no case was ever reperted. 
Then he and bis associate« commenced 
makiog pathological examiaatiousaad 
foind iheTliXis cattle tree I.oui the 
disease in every iostancs.

In  his report of 1S8J ne says : “ Not 
a single case has bsen fouad iu T^xas, 
daiing the year where an animal ap- 
paarently healthy has communicated 
disease to other cattle, and it certaio- 
1/ seems an error to eupp jje that any 
danger is incurred by the trausporta- 
tion to Noithern markers of Texas 
cattle."

I q his repr:)rt of 1SS3 he sa is : “ For 
myself kp^roachiog the subject four 
years ago witnout any skeptinsm  au(l 
iroe from bias, I h^ve been forced 
from very extensive correspondence, 
study and ob ervatiou, to come to the 
conclusion that ic is not proven that 
Texas fever is d • eminated habitually 
or at all, by the passage of healthy 
Texas cattle through a previously un­
infected district A r that tnis disease 
presents any exesption to the ordinary 
rnits governing tbe spread of disease 
of the class to which ic belongs,”

This is from his last report and be 
says th i t  it is not proven e/eu/>rô/?o 
raci'' that the theory of vUrse hois: 
and cow doicors is euti'.Fd t > any rc- 
sp-ct whatever.

Dr. Ranea says : “ Tbe assertion 
that native cattle die of this disease 
aud do not communicate i t l o  o th ir 
native cattle; that Texas cattle are 
perfectly healthy, and »’ill CiU-e dis­
ease ih at is fatal to native cattle, and 
that they do not die of this disease, ai|e 
such aKomalres in the history of con­
tagious tiiseases that on general prit-, 
ciples we could no: be)i<»ve the*Ti.”

The great, a n t  celebrated E rglish 
veteiinarian says tha t theory is lo- 
maccîe in pathobgy. W hat farther 
testimony trom a scien’ific stand point 
do yi u want ? But some will say 
T know better that I have seen Tex*s 
fiver and know it dr*es exist !

Tnese cow ’ and horse doelors 
and professors will tell you that hu­
man physiciacs are not competent to 
give an opinion upon a cow disee-). 
Why, one of these profe«9ors an- 
noucced that the entire medical frs- 
ternity of Ch'cago admitted that they 
didn’t know that a steer had four 
stomachs. While the cow doctors 
knew this and he himself knew that 
Texas steers us;d three of tbeir four 
for natural purposes and kept the other 
to store up disease germs in, "until it 
became crowded, and then they run 
'them off through the blood, into the 
panhandle of the ear.

The logical sequ^uea of this must be 
that every time a Tex >s steer gets upon 
his ear some sus(ceptible animal gets 
hurt.

Perhaps this is m t exactly what Lhe 
professor meant but it is as lógica’ 
a deduction at any he c in '* make Í 
fancy that perhaps d« z sns and scoret 
of my readers are ready to ask me, if 1 
attem pt to assert as a tact that no .mieh 
thing as Texas or Splenic lever exists 
I answer that it is my intention to try 
this case fairly and to give ho force to 
technicalities That I do adm it fully 
and unreservedly that ther« is a 
Splenic fever and that this fever is 
Bcmetimes and perhepi generally in 
America called Texas fever but that it 
is a misnomer.

The existence of Splenic fever in 
Texas is excep*̂ îoDal. while its exis­
tence in the North*»''n states, other 
Soutbern states and England even is 
far more general.

Whetheç it is even contagious is 
still a doubtful question. T nat cattle 
die from it in large numbers must be 
admitted. That they die iu equally 
large numbers in England and Penn­
sylvania and X'irginia where there 
ciuld have been no possible contact 
with Texis eattle is equally true.

The professor says that ticks are 
among the ehar'.ots cf the transmis ion 
of this disease.

That the cars where Texas 
cattle have been shipped, harbor 
the disease germs ' and trin«- 
mit the disease. That the cars 
are worse than tbe trail or pastare. I 
quote the professor largely because he 
IS our latest o w  scientist.

What is the evidence concerning 
this? A year ago when the nleuro- 
boeumonia bill was before the United 
S^a’̂ es senate the fnilowlog sworn 
atfidavit was presented to that b ^ y  :

• R ,b«>rt Strahorn, H  H. Conover, 
L sa is  R Hastings acd Ruben P. Con­
ger being first duly sworn, on their 
oaths state: That they are now en­
gage«! in buying ana sslliug cattle at 
the Union Htock Yard» of Chlcsg', 
and have baen so erg-ged for at lfc»-«t 
twenty years past ; tba t the aonuKl 
receip.s of Texas eattle at said st«vk 
yards amonot to from 300 (XK) to 3-50 000 
bead, and thaly the disease known as 
Texas fever is not now regarded at 
such stock yards with any apprehen­
sion/and has not been so'reganled for 
years, and any fears that may have 
been entertained In the past a t said 
stock yards on that score have been 
dispelled by reason of almost total im ­
m unity from said disease a t tha t point. 
That the average nnmber cf cattle re ­
ceived and sold a t tbe said stock yaros 
weekly is about 36.(X)0 head, and tha t 
sellera, bayera and ownecaof tLeaame, 
in 'ab < ^  every one handling cattle 
there have no h n ita tio a  in  yarding, 
calvas, m ilk oowe, atockera, faedera, 

y c ^ a r  c a ttfe in p a ie

*hat have just been oMmoied by’T xs« 
Cittle and allowing th*m to drink wa­
te r from the same ’ r  -ughe and to eat 
the hay Ief¿ by the Texas cattle; and 
tha t in short tbe auikentic cases of 
“Texts fever,” at pa'd stock yard^ 
have been so small in comparison with 
the aggregate tranaactiooa in Texa« 
cattle that the disease has erme to 
he regarded there as“ an ertt^oded 
theortf

This t(s':imony was siven only one 
vear ago. when these horse ami <m > w  
doctors were endeavoring to class 
splenic fever'' w ith swioe p la g u e ,  
plearo-pneuoQonu, fowl cholera tri­
chines, and quarantine everything 
for the purpose of gving as they t*rm 
i  ̂a clean bill o: health to our cattle 
sent abroad.

Upon ’the above aâ^davit a’moel 
alone the senator from Texx» intre- 
duced an amendment providing in 
substance that the terms of that bill 
shoul^Dot apply to Texas cattle that 
should be transported by rail, not 
taken rff the cars except to be fed and 
watered in lor-t by the side of the rail­
way on th tir  way to market to be 
slaughtered, end secured i<’» pas­
sage 'hrougb the senate of the Uoited 
States with but one dissenting voice, 
that being Senator Conger of Michi­
gan. I t  was during tha t dlacnssicn 
that Senator Bayard spoke pf the 
theories of these horse and cow doc­
tors as being perfectly unintelligible 
and incamprebenslble to him. Yet to 
these one-idea horse and cow doctors 
the theory is conclusive.

My readers, you may think me a 
little severe on these gentlemen whom 
I have been characieriztng ae horse 
and cow doctors, but I  want yoa to 
read the following extract from the 
«rgument cf S/*nator Coke in the 
United States senate and see what you 
think then.

“ And the c'^mmissiorer of agricul­
ture is hereby authorized to employ a 
force .sufficient frr th ii párpese Teat 
is to make the investigation into tbe 
health of cattle aod all sorts of stock 
“not to exceed twenty persons at any 
onetim e. Tla^v are to investigate the 
cattle of Ô0 0o > "W people scattered 
over a em tinent. Who are they ? 
They are to he appointed hy the com­
missioner of agriculture, a very hon- 
orable gentleman, but who is as liable 
to be niiataken as anybody else in 
men. See the immense power. When 
they report to him he cannot go out 
an examine; be muAt act upon th tir  
recommeadati'on and advice. What 
do thev go out for? They go out to 
hunt disease. They will find it. Their 
bread and meat, their offices will de­
pend upon finding disease in Ameri­
can eattle. American hogs, American 
horses, and in a lls rrls  of American 
stock, l>ecau=e the more disease they 
will find, the more necessity the»*e 
will seem to be for »heir servie*?. It 
is a premium offered for defamation 
and a slander ' upon the great live 
stock interests of the United States.

W ith such a bureau organiz-?d, who 
can forsee the rfesult? Twenty men. 
peouring the c'^untry looking A.r a 
sick steer, a sick hog nr a sick horse, 
of course they will find them. They 
will report them with a fioufiah of 
trumpets and the next wave of elcc- 

: tricity will wafe it under the ocean m 
f*Eurone. and our stock, our cattiA and 
I our hogs will take another tumble.
I and we will have other reerTií>rjr>na 
I plicsd upr n them ” That will be t e 
I re«ult and none D'cher could happen.

This same senator told me that f he 
I ouly answer ma(ft- bv any of the de­

partments of thé European govern- 
ments to oar inquiries whv such end 

i such restrictions had been placed 
1 upon the American meats was to 
; point to the reports of onr commis- 
I siiner of agricu'tur=*. They point to 
; that in silence, which means you stand 
! Aejf ertnrii ted. Your own govemmeDt 
! pleads guiltv through the agricultursi 
! department in its reports, which re- 
I p'-ris are made up from report» of men 
cf one idea and that an erroneous one. 
This same senator said to me tha ' the 
department of commissioner of agri 

j culture should be abolished, and f 
: hop«» that since we now have a demo- 
; cratic president elected, that the firs»
' thing he will do after inauguration 
¡ will be to give thi-s department his 
I especial attention. This department 

with its detectives* has restricted 
American meats in nearlv everr 
country in Europe, excluded them 

' nearly in France and Spain, and ban- 
i ished the American Pork fr.om Ger- 
i many I t  has forced American catrle 

to he slauehtered at the very wharves 
where they land in Great Britain, 
while Canadian cattle not one whT 
healthier can pass broadcast through­
out the realm. Some years ago during 
the reconstruction regime in Missouri, 
the offlcd of state entomologist was 
established, and from its establish­
ment, If you could believe its reports, 
the potato bugs and weevils had de- 

, stroyed every notate and wheat crop 
' in the state. This office was fstablish- 
ed to catch all potato bugs and other 

i ¡n3ec*̂ s in the state. A skilled one- 
idea scientist was paid a magcificerrt 
s a la ^  for years to prepare and nubli.sh 
slanoerous theories, when all rf a sud­
den a shower of grasshopperi came 

; down on the state, notwith.standing 
1 his august presence, and produced dire 
I désolation. He couM n e t get them 
I out, but he magnified their damage 
j tenfold in the papers, and Gov. Woo<*- 
son got tired of the u-teles.s bag-catcher 
and abolished his offi::*. Scon after 

' Gov. Woodson vacated bia chair 
! to his 8ucce:sor, and Charlie 
. Hardin tolerated the grasshoppers un- 
i til bis Christian resigaati m and for 
i bearance ceased to be longer a virtue,
' and he called a day of fasting and 
; prayer and he and the clergymen gqt 

together and prayeel the pests out of 
the state. And the grasshoppers never 
have re. limed since and never will,

r would market Texas stock cattle 
by cue western trail, from whicn it is, 
I  believe, conceded that the fever has 
never been communicated. I would 
market our beei ca'ctle by rail, from 
which no harm can arise, if the evi­
dence before me be corrtc;.

W hat I watfeis for us to bs allowed 
to attend to oUr own business and not 
be ovei-rua by these om-idea scien­
tists, talking about their lymphatics, 
bac’.eiis, diplococci, micrococci or any 
other kind of cock-»ye, trying to inoc­
ulate half our cattle with oiie disease 
and vaccinate the o^ber to prevent 
some disease, establishing veterinary 
chairs in cur state agrleaitural colleges 
and one hundred and cue other e vils.

a Globe-Democrat reporter stated that 
from bis knowledge of the case the 
President bad ordered something that

invested. He said he could not say 
whether the leases were made legally 
or not, but of’ one thing he was very 
sore, and that was that the men who 
had invested in the cattle on tlie leases 
bad done so eongdemly and with the 
greatest publicity, showing that they 
thought they had a clear and ' legal 
right to d c ^ ,  and it was very unjust, 
in view of ̂ a t  fact, even if they were 
there in violation of law, to suadenly 
say to them tha t they bad to get up 
and move at any cost, no matter how 
great. As to the quarantine laws, 
Msj. Gentry thought it <iui(e likely 
that, so many of the cattle being fresh 
from southern Texas, they could not 
go through, but if they had been there 
for any length of time, they could go 
through into Kansas, Colorado and 
New'Mexico without trouble, but if 
they^ attempted to enter Wyoming 
they would meet with serious resit- 
tance, as cattle from Missouri were 
only placed there after gieat jexertion 
and trouble, eyeu after they had re­
ceived clear bills of health from all the 
authorities in this state and all the 
sacitary and (fuarantine officials en 
route.

Wh er ea s , The president and board 
of director are informed and be ieve 
that that ^portion of the said 
proclamation requiring .-said cattle 
to be removed in lorly days, if 
carriel into eilect, would cau-»e irre­
parable loss to be sustained by the cit­
izens of this state who are owners of 
leaseholds and cattle in said réserva­
tions; and whereas, the President and 
beard of directors are infoimed, and 
believe, that the owners have invested 
in the cattle now in said leaseholds 
large sums of money, and that such 
investments of money and occupation 
of said ianrfs have been made in good 
faith, and that said investment) are 
liable to be ruinsd and destroyed by 
the enforcement of said order and 
proclamation ; therefore, be it

Rtsolvetl, That the President of the 
United Biaies be and is hereby respect­
fully requested to aifoid such relief by 
an extension of tue time in which 
such removals may be inade as he can 
consistently grant, so that least loss 
and injury may ba sustained by those 
interested in said cattle.

T H E  PRESIDEN T d e c l i n e s  TO ACT.

The Statem ent of the Case From 
the Colorado Standpoint.

D e n v e r  T r i b a o e  R t p u b l l e a n .
The Aaeociated Prees has been bur’- 

dened lately with dlspatchee in rela­
tion to the stoppage of Texas cattle on 
the borders of the Neutral Btrip and 
No Man’s Land. Messrs. Towers and 
Lee, two well-known cattle men, have 
sent long dispatches to Secretary 
Lamar, setting forth the side of the 
partiee who have stopped the herds,' 
and they have made a plausible case. 
The other side of the question has not 
been so well reported. In  one of their 
dispatches they signed themselves as 
Committee for the Stock Growers’ 
Associations of Colorado, Northern 
Texas, Missouri, Indian Territory and 
Kansas. The facts are tha t W. A. 
Towers does not belong to the Colorado 
Cattle Growers’ Association and Tow­
ers and Lee do not represent the Col­
orado Cattle Growers’ Association in 
opposition to the driving of cattle 
tbiough the Neutral Btrip. A t the 
meeting of the Colorado Cattle Grow­
ers’ Association, held in Denver a few 
weeks ago, a resolution was unani­
mously adopted expressiog it as the 
sense of the Association that owners of 
healthy cattle had a ligh t to drive 
over the public domain. Texas cattle­
men say that there is not any associa­
tion hnown in Texas as the Northern 
Texas Association, and that as all 
the know'n associations had repre­
sentatives at the Dallas Conven­
tion which established the trail which 
Towers and Lee are seeking to ob- 
stiuct, it is not reasonable to .suppose 
that any of these Texas associations 
have rescinded their action and se­
lected Towers and 1.̂ 68 to undo the 
work they participated in doing at 
that coaveniinn. As to Towers and 
Lee leprestnling any Stock Growers’ 
Association in Missouri, it is a well 
koowu fact that breeders’ associatious 
are the only associations, and they are 
not interested in the question at issue. 
As to Towers and Lee representing 
iiie Kansas and Indian Territory As­
sociations i D is admitted tha t they rep­
resent these associations which have 
banded together to stop the drive of 
all cattle from Texas. As to their 
statement that “ the herds being driven 
up are lufected and the owners know 
it.” Prominent cattle men here own­
ing the nerds m question say that 
these cattle are from Crockett, E d­
wards, Nolan, Mitchell aud other 
counties lo Texas in the non-infect'ed 
portions of that state, and tha t they 
are as free from infoctiun as the cattle 
OÍ Towers and l.sein the neutral strip. 
Mr. John T. I.ytle, a member of tne 
executive committee of the National 
Cattle and ^Horse Growers’ Ass.cia- 
lioD, aud agentlem an of large wealth 
and of the very highest standing, 
whose statements will be believed all 
over the West, states tha t the cattle 
stopped by Towers and l.ao are per- 
ftciiy healthy and iVee froui infection. 
Cattlemen here say ihat Towers and 
i.3e’s statement that there would be no 
opposition to cattle being driven up 
over what they term ihe old trail, but 
that owners of cattle are seeKiug io 
scatter herds through their pastures, 
etc , would appear to persons ignorant 
of tne facts ihat they were very fair 
aud were not seeking by pretenses t a 
obtain the drive; but the f^cts are that 
the liail ihey say is open cannot be 
used, as it leads to Kansas, where 
Towers, Lee and associates have piaued 
a Chinese wall iu the drive, and the 
established trail which they are ob­
structing leads to Colorado, wUere cat­
tle can find ah outlet to their desti­
nation. When th ^ e  facts are consid­
ered, it will be apparent that they are 
opposing the drive from selfish mo­
tives, aud that they are making a pre­
text ol disease to iuteriere with iniei- 
siate commerce iu healthy cattle. As 
to owners of herds scattering their cat­
tle ^  alleged, the statement is ridicu­
lous. All cowmen know that the drive 
will be confined to the established 
trail, and the herds will be puswed 
througfi to their „destinations in the 
direct course.

As to the position assumed by John 
Clay, Jr., oi Cheyenne, in a te'legram 
to commissioner Colman, expressing 
willingness for cattle to go up the old 
trail tnrough his Itased land in the 
Cherokee Btrip, but objecting to the 
drive over the trail indicated by the 
Dallas convention, it is possible ihat 
neis opposed to the movement of cat­
tle norm  from other motives. Tne old 
trail tuns through the center of his 
range a greater distance than the 
Dallas trail, which simply crotsts his 
range at the south end for seven miles. 
If seven milee’ drive on the Dallas 
trail 18 so ii jurious ¿o him, why is it 
that ihe fonger drsve over me old 
trail is not otjected to? It i)SUipected 
that it is because he knoas that the 
old trail cannot be used. Clay’s ex 
pressed desire to leave the adjustment 
of this matter to the courts is imprac­
ticable, because the time that would 
oe occupied in adjudication by a court 
would render It toó late to admit of cát­
ele being driven toNorthern ranges this 
seasoii. As these cattle cannot be 
taken back to Texas, and as they can­
not pass the coming winter and 
live where they are noM' held, citizens 
of Texas, ' Cu.oiudo, Missouri, Oaio, 
Connecticut and other states are liable 
to lose over Jl.OOO.OOO by the perishing 
of the cattle on account of the wrong­
ful and illegal obstructions sought to 
to be placed in the way of this movi- 
ment. *

A trail has been opened up at large 
expense from me Neutral strip, norm 
lu Colorado along the Kansas line, by 
leases of lands aud water rights Horn 
individual owners, and the peeple of 
the entire esuotry rely on the friendly 
officers of the administration to give 
that protection to tne drive that lias 
formerly been accorded to them by 
previous admioistrations.

As to M ssrs. Towers and J.ee’s 
statements in their last telegram to 
Becretary Lamar, conveying the idea 
that they had only resorteu to legal 
means lo .obetruct the drive, it is 
stated by responsible cowmen who 
were present at a fireeting of the Bent 
county association, field a few weeks 
since at West Lis Animas, at wbieb. 
Major Towers presided as efiairmao, 
that he stated in substance that his 
company proposed to expend | 200,0uo 
If ueceseary to stop the drive through 
hie range in the neutral strip, and that 
the money would be used if necessary 
in keepii^g their men out of the peni­
tential^, and that nothing but blue 
coats, and a large force at that, could 
gel the drive through. These state­
ments, if ihey were made, would indi­
cate that he had in mind te resort. If 
neceseary, to i l l e ^  means to stop the 
drive, and is in direct opposition lothe 
peaceful poeition assumed in bis tele­
gram.
