When the wMsky distillers saw that 

whisky was becoming too cheap to be 
profitable, they managed to get togeth­
er and, after talking the business over 
for a while, they concluded to decrease 
production and put up the price. 
Some distilleries closed up and now re­
ceive a legular dividend not to pro­
duce any whisky. The oil men did 
the same, and the example i,s followed,
 ̂or was anticipated,by other men hand­
ling products that could be controlled. 
These men studied the situation and, 
seeing an inevitable decline in price of 
dheir goods, together with the inevit­
able decrease in profits, and being few 
in number, they acted in accord and 
saved the entire business from min, or 
something, near it. X

The sheep interest underwejxt a sim­
ilar change, differing this idi*, howev­
er, that there was no concerted action, 
and those who quit th^usiness did not 
continue to recefye clividends. ,

Ueceut ofl^cial statist\bs show that 
there were^l,000,000 sheep in 1884, 
but th^now there are only 46,000,000; 
a dsdiine of 6,000,000 sheep in num­
bers, and a decrease in production of 
say 30,000,000 pounds of wool.

The people of the United States may 
look upon this loss as the people of the 
United States may please; sheep-rais­
ers ought to look upon it by the light 
of their own interest, and if they look 
to day at the current price of wool and 
mutton, if they would follow up the 
distillers' theory and practice, the 
sheepmen must conclude to knock off 
anotherii 6,000,000 of sheep from the 
domestic supply, and with the loss of 
sheep the annual loss of another 30, 
000,000 pounds of wool. To-day hogs 
are scarce and high; sheep'are in good 
supply and comparatively low ; cattle 
are in heavy supply and very low. Fol 
low the subject to a legitimate conclu* 
sion and we can safely say that only 
by decreasing production can the busi­
ness of sheep raising be fully restored 
to a permanently profitable basis.

V To-day, although the statute books 
show a tariff on wool, in fact there is 
little or" none. The American flock 
owner must have his fleece valued by 
the markets of the world, and until 
the equilibrium is reached by a short­
age in the world’s supply, and wool is 
high everywhere, the number of sheep 
produced here should be reduced. 
Here again there may be no concerted 
action, no agreement, no dividend to 
those who drop out; but the reduction 
is going on now,'and the continuance 
of the the present prices for wool will 
soon show the additional loss of sheep.

This subj'ict is unprieasant, ancf is re­
ferred to only to call in question the 
statistics mentioned, aiud yet not to 
complain of the statistician, his meth­
ods or conclusion. In 1884 Texas had 
on the Western ranges quite a number 
'of sheep not upon any assessment roll. 
In truth many Western range districts 
could then say the sA(me, and the esti­
mate of 51,000,060 of sheep is several 
million too low. Allowing that all the 
sheep are counted now, and we see no 
reason to doubt the figures, since the 
range sheep are now under better tax­
able control, the loss to date since 1884 
is not six but ten millions of sheep.

The T exas L î ve Stock Jo urnal  
has raised a ^oice against the sacrifice

of sheep in Texas and the Southwest, 
and has onlv advocated the conlinu- 
anee of the business upon the ground 
that the sacrihee in older states, on 
more valuable lands and in colder cli­
mates, would leave the bulk of the 
sheep here good paying property; but 
weoannot close our eyes to the lament­
able fact that the decrease in the old 
states was nothing compared with the 
decrease in Texas, or to the disposition 
to get out of the business evinced by 
many sheep raisers here since the price 
of wool has again reached a low level. 
The United States will lose another 
six miUioh sheep if the price of wool 
does not advance, and we regret to say 
that a goodly part of that decrease 
may be credited to Texas. ' ’

San Angelo Enterprise:—Davidson 
Bros, have disposed of all their New 
York bucks and 400 of the Patterson & 
Williams thoroughbreds, 200 still re­
maining for sale.

To decrease the number and increase 
the profit at the same time in sheep 
ranching is not impossible. There 
are lots of unprofitable sheep, eating 
up the profits of good sheep in the same 
fiock.

Two Boston authorities differ widely 
as to the value of wool. We give quo­
tations of both papers: Texas fall 
fine 16(^17c; Texas fall medium 17® 
19c, are the best quotations the Boston 
Advertiser can put up for the second 
shearing of 1887. At such prices, the 
freight and other charges to come off, 
the Texas wool growers can be expect-1’ 
ed to reduce production; can't raise 
so many sheep to get so little money.

If sheep raisers want to know which 
railroad it was that reduced the double­
deck rate on sheep between 8t. Louis 
and Chicago from f34 to $25.50, they 
can charge it up to the Chicago & Alton. 
The deed was done while the editor of 
the Jo urnal  was in St. I.iOuis and the 
subscribers of the Jo urnal  knew the 
fact bef* re the railroad men in Texas 
changed the rate. Mr. Jno. Nesbitt, 
the live stock agent of the C. & A., is 
the responsible party.

The railroad reduction on sheep 
transportation cu^ht to bring about 
the yardage reduction talked about and 
agreed to at the time. <$'he yard men 
criimed that the railroads did not re­
duce the tariff materially and neither 
did they until the reduction between 
St. Louis and Chicago went in foioe. 
Now there is some reason to claim that 
the discrimination against sheep is very 
nearly removed by the railroads, but 
is in strong force yet ^  the- yard 
companies.

The stock paper is in demand and the 
heretofore indifferent stockman is ad­
justing his studying cap. He becomes 
a thinker and experiettces a sort oi 
a premonition that the world is a race 
course and that it is the live, stirring 
man only that “ gets there.”

The dangers so often attending the 
purchase of unacclimated' stock seem 
to have been lost sight of, let them be 
real or imaginary. The controlling 
spirit ^was to get the best breeds for 
special objects sought, and quality, 
rather than price, determined, as a 
rule, the rating of the transaction.

Said a leading Eastern stockman 
who had on tne grounds a magnificent 
Jersey exhibit at the opening of the 
fair: “ This cow is the 29th unaccli­
mated animal I have sold here this 
week. That you may have no trouble, 
I  will say this: Keep her out of the
sun—keep her up in the day and turn 
her out at night. Corn or corn meal is 
an objectionable feed. Bran and hay 
111 proper proportions.is the best. Her 
bowels should be looked after. When 
loose, put a little pounded charcoal, 
say from a half to a tea cupful, in her 
feed, occasioually. It is both cooling 
and healing, and when you find them 
the opposite, use linseed meal in about 
the same quantities that you do the 
charcoal« Treat her intelligently; use 
care and judgment in her treatment 
generally, and my word for it, you will 
nave no trouble. The rule is, when 
they are looked after in this way, they 
go through all right, the loss being the 
exception.”

I was reading N. A. Taylor’s article 
in your valuable journal, regarding 
the (productivity of the Staked Plains, 
its adaptability to grapes, etc., etc., 
and saying in substance, that the rain­
fall was insuilicient for other crops. 
The average rainfall at Ft. Belknap, 

-Texas, latitude 33, longitude 984, alti­
tude 1600 feet,' G years government ob­
servations, is 28.06 inches, as follows: 
spring 6.41; summer 9.44; autumn 
8.34; and'winter 3.86. And at Ft. Ar 
buckle, Indian Territory, it was 32.69 
for an average of 9 years; while at 
Omaha 6 years observation gave an an­
nual rainfall of 28.80; Dcnvet, Col., 
15.16; Cheyenne, Wyoming, 16 inches. 
I would further state that a long period 
of observations gives the annual rain­
fall at lAindon, England, 20.69; Mar­
seilles, France, 20.16; Berlin, Germa­
ny, 23.66 and St. Petersburg, 17.65. 
The whole central area of Eui ope ex­
hibits like small quantities of rain, and 
therefore the simple measurements of 
<]uantity on the Staked Plains by no 
means sustains the idea that such aridi­
ty exists as to require irrigaiion. Vet 
the small number of rainy or cloudy 
days, compared with England, and the 
sudden outflow of water in streams, as 
well as its rapid evaporation in a dry 
atmosphere, reduce more than on«- 
half t9ie quality deposited.

Deep plowing throughout the Pfains, 
in connection with tree planting, 
will occasion the absorption of rain iii- 

_to the soil and largely overcome the 
dilliculty. 'riiero is rainfall enough if 
not permitted to run away before per­
forming its important function.

It is a matter of almost general in­
formation that when a Western state 

. “ settles up”  there is rain enough. 
Plow deep and plant trees and the 
Staked Plains will not be complained 
of on aeeouDt of rain. The rainfall in 
the United States, as shown by Blod­
gett’s rain chart, is in the basin of the 
great lakes but 30 inches; in the Hud­
son river valley 36 inches. IlerQ in 
Florida we have 46 inches. Our soil 
being a light deep sand, more than 

1 two-thirds sinks deep into the earth or 
settles into our numerous lakes and 
rivers, otherwise our crops would all 
be drowned. Such a fall of rain on 
the close rich soil of West Texas would 
not ouly drown the crops but the in­
habitants aa well. But here, in ten 
minutes after the hardest kind of thun­
der-storm, rtie water has all disappear­
ed in the sand and the walking and 
driving are simply improved, the sand 
being packed and solid, but apparent­
ly only moist. The distribution of rain­
fall, like many another blessing, is bet­
ter appreciated as it is better under 
stood.

American Breeder.
Rome had an agricultural literature 

unsurpassed by any of modern times.
This from V irg il: “ The farmer may

praise large estates, but let him culti­
vate a small one.“

1 n the best days of Ancient Rome no 
higher praise could be bestowed upon 

It citizen than to give him the name of 
a good husbandman.
' Pliny reports the sending tottVe Em­

peror Augustus 400 stalks of wheat  ̂
grown from one kernel; and another 
stool sent to Nero, from Africa, con­
tained 340 stalks.

Cato said: “ Our ancestors regard­
ed it as a grand point in husbandry not 
to have too much land in one farm, for 
they considered that more profit came 
by holding little and tilling it well.”  

Plows for heavy and light soils, 
double plows, plows almost the exact 
model of those now in use in the south 
of France, in Italy and Spain, were in 
use in Rome 400 years B. C. The Romans 
also had hoes, spades, harrows, rakes 
and many other farm implements.

j The importance of forestry was fully 
' appreciated by the ancients, and much 

written about. Pliny wrote: “ Men
V should plant trees while young, and 
? not buihl till their fields are planted, 

and even then they should take time to 
consider and not be in too great haste. 
It is best, as the proverbs say, to profit 
by the folly of others.”

In an earlj’̂ period of Roman history 
the highest and most honorable occu­
pations of her citizens were war and 
agriculture. Commerce and merchan­
dising were considered plebeia i pur­
suits. When Rome ceased to choose 
her generals and statesmen from those 
who sprang from the obscurity of the 
farm, her power and greatness began 
to wane. *
 ̂ Palladius, who probably lived in the 
first century of the Christian era, 
wrote fourteen large volumes on agri­
cultural topics; one was introductory 
and a generalization of the subject; 
each one of the following twelve con­
tained matter especially adapted to one 
of the twelve months; thus each month 
had a volume devoted to its needs and 
labors; the fourteenth was a poetical 
treatise on and descriptive of grafting 
fruit trees. The precepts and practi­
ces of this old writer show a wonder­
ful similarity to 1 hose of the present 
day.

An old Roman dairyman, Columella, 
mentions the points of a good milch 
cow to be: “ A tall make, long, with 
very large belly, very broad head, eyes 
black and open, horns graceful, smooth 
and.black, ears hairy, jaws straight, 
dewlap and tail large, hoofs and legs 
moderate.”  The same writer gives 
the following directions concerning the 
treatment of work oxen : “ After oxen
get through’ plow’ing and come home 
heatea and tired, they must have a lit­
tle wine poured down their throats, 
and, after being fed a little, be led out 
to drink, and if they will not drink the 
boy mil!i<t| whistle to make them.”

Manures were saved wdth care, espe­
cially the excrement of fowlsBhd birds; 
composts to absorb and utilize liquid 
manures were 'common; clover was 
sown for the purpose of plowing under; 
grain stubbles w’ere often burnt over 
for the ashes; and the advantages of 
rotation of crops were all practiced 
by farmers who tilled the soil 2o00 
years ago. It is very probable that we 
might learn some valuable truths from 

. lessons which were taught to farmer 
boys “ when the world was young.”  
In fact we are now re-learning the old 
lessons, for the -science of agriculture

I was readlns: N. A. Taylor’s article 
in your valuable journal, regarding 
the productivity of the St^ed Plains, 
its adaptability^ to grapes, etc., etc., 
and saying in substance, that the rain­
fall was insufllcient for other crops. 
The average rainfall at Ft. Belknap, 
Texas, latitude 33, longitude 98<i, alti­
tude 1600 feet, 6 years government ob­
servations, is 28.05 inches, as follows: 
spring 6.41; summer 9.44; autumn 
8.34'; and winter 3.86. And at Ft. Ar 
buckle, Indian Territory, it was 32.69 
for an average of 9 years; while at 

. Omaha 6 years observation gave an an­
nual rainfsll of 28.80; Denver, Col., 
15.16; Cheyenne, Wyoming, 16 inches. 
I would further state that a long period 
of observations gives the annual rain­
fall at London, England, 20.69; Mar­
seilles, France, 20.16; Berlin, Germa­
ny, 23.56 and St. Petersburg, 17.65. 
The whole central area of Km ope ex­
hibits like small quantities of rain, and 
therefore the simple measurements of 
<juantity on the Staked Plains by no 
means sustain.s the idea thatsuch uriili- 
tv exists as to require irriga;ion. Vet 
the small number ot rainy or cloudy 
days, compared with England, and the 
sudden outflow of water in streams, as 
well as its rapid evaporation in. a dry 
atmosphere, reduce more than one- 
half the (piality deposited.

Deep plowing throughout the Plains, 
in connection with tree planting, 
will occasion the absorption of rain in­
to the soil and largely overcome the 
dilliculty. 'J'here is rainfall enough if 
not permitted to run away before per­
forming its important function.

It is a matter of almost general in­
formation that when a Western state 
“ settles up”  there is rain enough. 
Plow deep and plant trees and the 
Staked Plains will not be complained 
of on account of rain. Tlie rainfall in 
the United States, as shown by Blod­
gett’s. rain chart, is in the basin of the 
great lakes but 30 inches; in the Hud­
son river valley 36 inches. Hero in 
Florida we have 45 inches. Our soil 
being a li^ht deep sand, more than 
two-thirds sinks deep into the earth or 
settles into our numerous lakes and 
rivers, otherwise our crops would all 
bo drowned. Such a fall of rain on 
the close rich soil of West Texas would 
not only drown the crops but the in­
habitants as well. But here, in ten 
minutes after the hardest kind of thun­
der-storm, rtie water has all disappear­
ed in the sand and the walking and 
driving are simply improved, the sand 
being packed and solid, but apparent­
ly only moist. The distribution of rain­
fall, like many another blessing, is bet­
ter appreciated as it is better under 
stood.

Rome had an agri6iiltural literature 
unsurpassed by any of modern times.

V 'i This from V irg il: “ The farmer may
praise large estates, but let him culti­
vate a small one.''

In the best days o f Ancient Home no 
higher praise could be bestowed upon 
a citizen than to give him the name of 
a good husbandman.

Pliny reports the sending to the Em­
peror Augustus 400 stalks of wheat 
grown from one kernel; and another 
stool sent to Nero, from Africa, con­
tained 340 stalks.

Cato said: “ Our ancestors regard­
ed it as a grand point in husbandry not 
to have too much land in one farm, for 
they considered that moro profit came 
by holding little and tilling it well.''

Plows for he*avy and light soils, 
double plows, plows almost the exact 
model of those now in use in the south 
of France, in Italy and Spain, were in 
use in Rome 400 years B. C. The Romans 
also had hoes, spades, harrows, rakes 
and many other farm implementsi 

i The importance of forestry was fully 
/ appreciated by the ancients, and much 
1 written about. Pliny wrote: “ Men

“ < should plant trees while young, and
j not build till their fields are planted,
 ̂ and even then they should take time to 

consider and not be in too great haste. 
It is best, as the proverbs say, to profit 
by the folly of others." ^

In an early period of Roman history 
ife the highest and most honorable occu­

pations of her citizens were war and 
agriculture. Commerce and merchan­
dising were considered plebeia i pur­
suits. When Rome ceased to choose 
her generals and statesmen from those 
who sprang from the obscurity of the 
farm, her power and greatness began 
t i  wane.

Palladius, who probably lived in the 
first century of the Christian era, 
wrote fourteen large volumes on agri­
cultural topics; one was introductory 
and a generalization of the subject; 
each one of the following twelve con­
tained matter especially adapted to one 
of the twelve months; thus each month 
had a volume devoted to its needs and 
labors; the fourteenth was a poetical 
treatise on and descriptive of grafting" 
fruit trees. The precepts and practi­
ces of this old writer show a wonder­
ful similarity to those of the present 
day.

An old Roman dairyman, Columella, 
.a^ntions the points of a good milch 
^ c ^ to b e : “ A tall make, long, with 
very large belly, very broad head,eyes 
black and open, hornk graceful, smooth 
and black, ears hairy, jaws straight, 
dewlap and tail large, hoofs and legs 
moderate." The same waiter gives 
the following directions concerning the 
treatment of work oxen : “ After oxen
get through’ plowing and come home 
heatea and tired, they must have r, lit­
tle wine poured down their throats, 
and, after being fed a little, be led out 
to drink, and if they will not drink the 
boy must whistle to make them."

Manures were saved wdth care, espe­
cially the excrement of fowdsand birds; 
composts to absorb and utilize liquid 
manures wCre 'common; clover was 
sown for the purpose of plowing under; 
grain stubbles w’ere often burnt over 
for the ashes; and the advantages of 
rotation of crops .were all practiced 
by farmers who tilled the soil 251MJ 
years ago. It is very probable that we 
might learn some valuable truths from 
lessons which were taught to farmer 
boys “ when the world was young." 
In fact we are now re-learning the old 
lessons, for the science of agriculture 
was one of the “ lost arts" which was 
buried in the impenetrable blackness 
of the dark ages. For 1600 years man 
got his sustenance from the earth, but 
agriculture—as it was and is now be­
ginning to be—“ was without form and 
void “

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H o w  to Feed Stock.
The feeding of stock is a problem of 

vastly gle^tte^ magnitude than many’ 
farmers are aware of. Each succeed- 
ins: day we are more and more irn 
pressed with the necessity of the truest, 
highest economy on the farm ; the pe­
riod of reckless waste, either of the 
fertility of our fields or their product, 
must con>e to an end, and the sooner 
the end is reached the sooner the 
farmer will find himself able to meet 
the dem «nds which are constantly !»••- 
ing made upcui him. One of the prin 
cipal channels of waste on the farm i-  
in feeding stock. . By this w isP* is not 
m* ant feed ing ”BtiÈ;k more than stock 
will eat, nor do we refer to the waste 
which comes from throwing food "on 
the ground to be eaten and trampled 
uniter food in about equal quantities; 
farmers who pursue such methods in 
these days are past redemption, and no 
writer expects his words will reach 
them, or produce any effect if they 
do.

The waste referred to is that which 
comes from a want of knowledge of 
the demands of different animals and 
the constituents of various foods. 
With a view cf throwing additional 
light upon this important silbject, in as 
brief a manner as possible, we have 
collected the opinions of soipie practi­
cal farmers, based upon aetual expe­
rience and careful study, which we 
here condensed for the benefit of our 
r aders :

“ You ask: ‘What shall we feed to
milch cows in connection with straw 
and corn fodder?’ The valuable prop­
erties of the articles named are carbo­
hydrates, therefore the food to give in 
connection with them should be rich in 
albuminoids. Corn is very generally 
used in jeon’ll ection, but it should not 
be, for corn is also rich in fat produc­
ing properties—straw and corn fodder 
condensed—hence you are not getting 
the variety of chemical properties 'es­
sential to milk production. For fat­
tening purposes this method would not 
be far wrong, but would be bettor to 
vary with a little bran and clover hay. 
For steers, which are adding to size as 
well as flesh, the use of the foregoing 
is imperative The best thing
I have ever found to make 
up for the want of albuminoids 
in the fodder suggested is wheat bran, 
for it contains much of the required 
property—^̂ about 284 pounds to the 
ton.”

In answer to a question regarding the 
value of bran in connection with straw 
and cornstalks, the following were sub­
mitted :

“ 1 regard wheat bran, in the connec­
tion you name, as worth more than 
corn meal, pound for pound. Bran is 
richer iu the properties (albumv.ids) 
absent in the fodder than is the meal, 
therefore, while of itself bran is not so 
good a fat producer as corn meal, yet 
in the connection named it is the best.”

From another authority we get the 
following on the same subject:

“ I regard a ton of bran, under the 
circumstances, as worth more than a 
ton of wheat! A ton of bran contains 
281 pounds of albuminoids, and atou of 
wneat contains only 22(1 pounds. In 
the case under consideration it would 
pay, if we could not do better, to ex­
change wheat for bran, pound for 
pound.”

The following ration for a milch 
cow, for one day, to be given in con­
nection with straw and corn fodder, is 
furnished by a dairyman who says h»̂  
has lo^nd it very satisfactory : “ B' an.
10pounds ;corn meal, 5 pounds ; oil-cake 
meal, pounds. To iatien eattie in­
crease the corn meal and decrease th«̂  
bran and oil meal.”  While on thi> 
subject we will allude to a recent con­
versation with a farmer who was com-

Elpining that he could find no pio u in 
ogs; It will illustrate how much the 

cost of ignorance or thoughtlessness 
may be in feeding SiZ>ck. The anti­
hog farmer said :

“ I raised a lot of pigs once; began 
to feed them corn as soon as they could 
eat it, and gave them all they would 
stuff, but when they were almost-a

s

year old they weighed only about 100 
pounds each ”
* The wonder is that thi y lived to be 
“ almost a year old.”  A  man was once 
known to be comfortably housed and 
carefully looked after; he was given 
good bread and pure water—“ all he 
would stuff” —but still he was not hap­
py and did not grow fat. The lesson 
to learn is that giving agenerous quan­
tity of food is not the whole science of 
st(.ek feeding, and that waste may be

A ll fc « r a  W o o l  H a l « .
The American Kural Home.

During the war my father ha«i a Hock 
of about 100 Angora goats—(Capra 
angorensis). ' He went into the rearing 
of these goats with the belief that in a 
few years there would surely spring 
up manufactories of mohair goods,
which would create a great demand for 
the long, curly tresses of these beauti­
ful animals, tn this, how'ever, he was 

> disappointed ; and except for a plente­
ous supply of fat, tender kid for his ta­
blê  my father realized but little beiie- 
iit from his goats. This alone, though, 
is a sufficient reason to induce almost 
everv-^outhern farmer to ket-p a small 
floclt, of Angoras. They are not so 
mischievous as the common goat, and 
the flesh is a liner and more delicate 

, texture than the latter. Indeed, there 
V are few meats more toothsome that fat 

tender Angora kid.
But about those hats I set out to 

speak of. There used to be an old 
hatter named Xeal, living near the line 
of Panola and Harrison counties. As 

1 hats, in common with almost every­
thing else, were hard to get in the 
South during the four years of war and 
blockade, my father carried a few 
pounds of Angora wool (or mohair) 
down to Mr. Neal to see if he could 
make hats out of it. After examining 
the long silky ringlets, the old hatter 

J said confidently : “ It won't do! I can­
not bow it on account of its length.” " 

În hat making, the process of “ bow­
ing”  consists in whipping the w'ool 

. into a tine feathery down, by means of 
a string drawi^ taut on a long bow.j 
It was late in the afternoon, and Mr. 
Neal invited my father to remain over 
night. After supper^the conversation 
again turned upon the goat wool 
Mrs. Neal was carding w'ool (sheep 
wool) in the corner, when her hmsband 
requested her to try the goat wool, and 
see if it could be carded. She did so 
with very satisfactory results. Al­
though long and silky, it carded very 
easily. The old hatter was surprised, 
and agreed to give the w'ool a trial in 

- his hat shop. Mrs. Neal carded 
enough to make a hat, and early the 
following morning Mr. Neal ŵ as up 

' kindling afire in his furnace to heat a 
kettle of water in order to try the hat 
material. While the water was heat­
ing he spread the wool upon the table 
and applied his bow string. The re­
sult was perfectly satisfactory. In a 

« little while the pile of wool had grown 
 ̂ to a big downy mass of snowy fiber. It 

went through all the other processes 
with equal ease, and ere long Mr. Neal 
had a snow-white hat completed. It 
was as soft as silk, and so light you 
could see through it dimly. The old 
hatter said that the goat w'ool hat was 
to a common sheep wool hat as a fine 
china saucer ir a commo^h crockery 
one. The difference w-as just as strik­
ing. '

Soon afterwards my father carried 
down a good lot of wool and had a 
number of hats made on shares. These 
.were the most <lurable wool hats 1 ever 
saw. My father w'ore one every day 
for four yeais. He sent one to my un­
cle who was in the army, and it wa.s 
also worn several years. yVlthough 
perfectly white they were not easily 
soiled ; yet for evcr\-day v/ear it wouhl 
'be better to have (hem dyed some dark 
solor. Instead of flapping dovvn, a.s 
most soft hats are apt to do, they re­
tain their jiroper shape till worn out. 
Getting wet in the rain did not injure 
them. On the contrary, it had a ten­
dency to stiffen the brim permanently.

I am glad to seothat the demand for 
Angola goats is increasing in the 
Southwest. The wool is being manu­
factured to some extent now for fine 
fabrics, and lu}' object in writing this 
sketch is to call attention to it us one 
of the finc.st materials known for mak­
ing a superior quality of bats.
