The Mexican Tariff on Live Stock.

Some weeks ago the SToCK JOUR-
NAL referred to the threatened repris-
al tariff on American live stock to off-
set the late ore decision of Secretary
Windom. It was understood' that in
the general revision of the tariff laws
that is being made by a commission,
and which will come up soon in the
Mexican congress, the live stock pro-
tective feature would be included, but
few supposed that a special law would
be passed to immediately put a stop to
this traflic with the border counties of
Texas. That the STOCK JOURNAL was
correct1n its predicted reprisal meas-
ares, the following proves:

“Crry or MEX1C0,Sept.4.—The Mex-
ican government has revised article 1
of its customs tariff wherein living ani-
mals are made free of the duty and has
imposed heavy duties on imported cat-
tle, swine, sheep mules and goats, a
measure that cannot fail to have most
disastrous effects on the business of
supplying this city with meat from the
United States. This business has al-
ready grown to large proportions and
the railway companies have provided
special stock refrigerator cars to meet
the growing wants of this profitable
trade. Now the government steps in
and places a duty of 10 cents per kilo-
gram on fresh meats, $3 on each beef
animal, $£2.25 on pigs, $2 each on
mules and 35¢ on sheep. This goes in-
to effect November 1.

Of course the STOCK JOURNAL can-
not blame the Mexican congress if it
protects its own ranch interests and
raises the price of the live stock, but
if the syndicate at the City of Mexico
does like our meat syndicate in Chica-
go, and while raising the price of meat
keeps down ~the price of live
stock, it will fail signally in its object

Une recent experiment in Kansas
conducted under the direction of Prof.
E. W. Shelton was for the purpose of
answering the question whéther com-
mon stock foods, like shorts and bran,
might be profitably used as a substi-

-tute for corn in fattening fully develop-

ed pigs.

The ten pigs selected were Berk-
shires, from two litters farrowed Aug.
26 and Sept. 7, 1887. Both litters were
from the same sire and closely related
dams. At the beginning of the experi-
ment, October 8, 1888, they were a lit-
tle over one-year-old, divided 1ato two
lots of five each. Thelot fed on shorts
and bran averaged 218 1-5 lbs, and the
lot fed on corn meal averaged 217 1-5
1bs, showing both lots to 1un remark-
ably even. They were fed 112 days—
one lot upon shorts and bran and the
other upon corn meal, both foods given
in the form of a thick slop.

The shorts bran-fed lot consumed an
average of 1115 2-5 lbs, and gained
209 1-5 1bs each; cornmeal fed lots ate
on average 1248 3-5 lbs, and gained
228 4 5 1bs each. It required of food
for one pound gain— shorts bran, 5.35
Ibs ; cora meal, 5.45 lbs.

With the purpose of the experiment
we have not so much to do as with
the remarkable result which exhibits
a system of feeding by which one
pound of pork represents, say, 54 lbs
of feed. It was only a few years ago
that 8 pounds of corn was considered
necessary to make a pound of pork
and the above experiment alone is suf-
fictent to establish the wonderfui ad-
vances in methodsof swine raising and
feeding.

KRansas City Procedings.

Kaxsas Ciry, Mo, Sept. 9.—The

to order the investigation was begun.
The examinat on of two witnesses oceu-
pred tae morning. session. They
wers Geo, W, Gliek of Archisn, ex-
governor of  Kaunsas, and Charles
Duist of Atehison. Both were willing
WirnosSay being stockmen, and had all
manner of charges to make against the
paewners’ “combine.”

'he ex-governor of Khansas testified
firscthat he had beaain the cattle rais-
ing business for thirty years during
whieh timws the | rices of cattle depreci-
ated 30 0r40 per cent. The cause of this,
the witnes s said, was the establishment
in Kansas ¢ ity of a great packing inter-

compelition among the sellers of cattle

-
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and afterward a combination among the
packers, which was so pow.rful that Its
members could buay cattle at their own
prices

‘sliave you any direct knowledge of
the workings of this combination ?”’ Sen-
ator Vest asked.

“Yes, I have shipped ca'tle to Kan-
sas City and hava placed them on the
market here at the market price. The
packers and buyers protes'ed that the
price was too high, and assured me that
if I did not wang to sell at their price I
could reship my cattie and send them to
Chicago, I did that several times, and
found each time that the Armour-Mor-
ris-Swift combination controlled that
end of the route too. [ wasforced iu the
end to sell at their figure.”

The witness testified further, asserted
that the effect of the depreciation in the
prices of cattle had been to drive many
of the ca tle raisers of Kansas out of the
business altog-ther. The packers also
controlled rates on the railroads to an
extent, and the packers of Kansas City
bave almost ruined the butchers’ busi-
ness at Atchison, and weuld have done
so entirelv had notthe city council pass-
ed and inforced a city ordinance requir-
ing the inspection of beef on the hoo!.
Before that ordinance went into effect

the packer could buy his cattle in Atch-
ison, ship them to Kansas City, work
them into dressed b=ef, reship the latter
product to Atchi~on and rell it cheaper
than the local butechers could seil their
dressed beet slaughtered at home., The
inspeciion o dinance, however, had
remedied this state ot affairs.

Charles Durst; a butcher of Atchison,
Kan., was the next witness. He cor-
roborated the testimony of ex Governor
Glick concerning the depreciation in
the prices of cattie. Askged, it he had
come into direct contact with the com-
bination of which Mr. Giick had spoken,
he relwtod the f.l'owing experience: ]
came to Kansas City one day to buy
sheep. T asked the owner inthe pens
tha price ot his stock. He quoted a ng-
ure. I looked further, after taking an
option on his sheep. When 1 returned
the sheep had been sold and at a price
considerably below my offer. I'he com-
binat on’s agent had bulldozed him into
selling to him at a Jower price than I
wouald have given him.”

“Do you state that as a fact?” asked
Senator Vest.

“No,” replied the witness reluctantly,
“but that was my impression.”

““Does the impression prevail among
your busines . acquaintances that there
18 & combination among the packers to
control tha prices of cattle and dressed
beel ?”’ inquired Senator Plamb,

“That impression oxists,” responded
th witness.

When Senator Vest ea'led the com-
mittee to orver this afternoon the 1oom
was uncomfortablv crowded with steck-
men who ook great interest 1n the pro-
ceedings, especially that part whi-h de
veloped the testiimony concerning the
Big L‘omz. Nenator Vest was also highbly
interested in this pnase of the investi-
gation, and qu«stioned the witnesses
closely 1n 1ezard to their experience in
selling cattle on the Chicago market.

John J. Roe, a stock feeder of Saline
county, Mo., testitied that the prices of
cattle had depreciated fully $§3 or $4 per
100 weight within the past four or tive
YOArs.

“What has caused this depreciation
in values?"” asked Senator Vest.

wLack of compe ition,” asserted the
witness,

*“Where do you sell most of your cat-
tle?”

“[n Chicago.”

**What is the reason of the lack of
competition there?”

“I believe that it is due to a combina-
tion between a select few of the packers
b who determine the price to be paid for

cattle.” Ttis not.as it used to be. Before

this combination was formed competi-
tion was nice and healthy.”

A nice, healthy smile overspread the
featnres of the interrogating chairman
as this testimony was given.

J. Matthew« Spann of Saline county,

Mo., could find but one bidder on the
Chicago market.

James Ebanks was in the custom of
relling his cattle in the Chicagn market.
He could find no competition there.

“Who controls the price of ecattle
there?” asked Senator Vest.

“The Big Four,” was the reply.

“How do you know?”

“I don’t know of my nersonal knowl-
edge, but that is. what my commission
man told me in-confidence.”

“Who is he?”

‘I do not dare give his name.”’

“Why not?”

“The Chicago packers would boycott
him and ruin his business.”

The committee adjourned until to-
morrow at 10 o’clock The investiga-
tion will cout'nue here until the end of
the week.

KANsas Ciry, Mo. Sept. 10.—The
senatorial cattle investigation commit-
tee resumed its session to day. Senator
Farwell of Chicago joine1l the commit.
tee at its morning session, having arriv-
ed on an early train.

The first witness was David Reagan,
a dealer for forty vears in cattle at Atch-
ison county. His testimony tended to
corroborate the evidence given yester-
day concerning the lack of competition
alL present at the Chicago market and
the existence of a combination between
packers.

James H. Payne, a live stock commis-
siou merchant of Kansas City, thought
the only method of restricting the
spread of Texas fever and of ultimately
stamping it out was the establishment
of a permanent system of sanitary regu-
lation under the national department of
agriculture, ;

Mr. Reagan was recalled by Senator
Farwell, who wanted to know why the
price of cattle had tallen so much dur-
Ing the last ten years. It was for two
reasons, the witness thought. First,
over supply, and second, the controll-
ing of the market by a few men.

“Which has the greater effect?” asked
Mr. Farwell.

*“The over supply,” answered the wit-
ness,

“The control of the marke by buyers
does not amount to much, then?”

“No, very little.”

S. B. Armour, head of the Armour
Packing company ofthis city, next took
the stand. He had no agreement with
railroads by which he got lower rates on
sh'pments than any other firm. The
witness denied that he was a member
of any combination whose purpose it
was to control either the prices of cattle
or dressed meat. Territory was not di-
vided up between packers. . All packers
were in all markets. Competition was
very brisk—so brisk, in fact, that even
he and his brother otten cut cach other’s
business throats.

“Did be have knowledg of any com-
bivation in Chicago?”’ Svuator V8-t ask-
ed. :

Armour refused to answ r. He had
no connection with the buasiness of the
Chicago Armours in any wav.

S. B. Armeur said as a preface to his
testimony that he desired Lo assare the
cominittee ot his profound respect, but
to In orm them at the same time that he
should refuse to answer any and all
questions that would have a tenlency
Lo reveal the inside ot his private busi-
ness or to expose Lo his compaetitors h s
trade secrets,

Senator’ Vest assured him that the
commitiee had no disposition to pry
into privare affairs, only so far as they
might be of excepuonal interest to the
publie.

“As to your refusing to answer ques-
tions we shall record your refusal and
reter the questions to a higher tribunal,
the senate of the United States, a8 to
whether or not we can make you answer
questions.”

Armour explained that the Kansas
City Armours and the Cuicago Armours
conducted ‘entirely separate packing
houses. They were, in lact, competi-
tors in the same market. In replying
to questions regarding the prices paid
by the witness for catile sna Lhe prices
received for various parts of {he animal
after it had been slauzhtered and dress-
ed, it was found that the profit only
tignred up 60 cents per head at a liberal
estimate.

“Hum-m-m, there must be s"me mis-
take there,”” meditated Senat r Vest.

“So you think so?"” asked Mr. Armoaur.
“Now what do you think would be a fair
profit on & steer o1 average weight and
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quality?” The senator would not ven-
ture an opinion. Armonr had a halance
sheet with him showing profit, but he
did not wish to expose his busuw“ He
would mnot give the total protit bhut
would let reporters figure it out. The
balance sheet showed, he said, that he
had killed 144,563 head of cattle duri ng
the year of 1887. They had netted him
just33 6 cents per head proftit.

“Your testmmuv,” said Mr. Vest,
shows that the price of beef to the con-
sumer had not decreased during the
time that cattle had depreciated in
value. How did that come about and
who gained profit?”’

“The prices of meat to consumers had
decreased on all except butchers cuts,”
81id the witness. *“The prices of these
had heen maintained because the de-

m: nd for that kind of meat had increas-.

ed, and more people eat better meat.”
Commg to the question of the combine,
Mr. Armour denied that there was any
combine, at least any that he was inter-
tested in. Whenever he bought cattle
he came in competition with other buy-
ers, and wherever he sold dressed meats
he met other firms wh., competed with
him for trade. There was no agreement
a8 to prices between pagkers so far as
he knew in Kansas City.

‘““How ahout Chicago packers?’ asked
Senator Vest.

“I deciine to answer,”” replied the wit-
ness.

In regard to the alleged agreement be-
tween some of the railroads and the big
packers, Mr. Vest wanted to know if the
roads made any special rates.

So far as the witness was concerned,
the witness knew ot nosuch agreement.
He was quite sure that rates to all pack-
ers and shippers were practically on the
same basis.

“What rate are you paying now?”
asked Mr. Plumb.

“Idecline to answ:r.”

Returning to the question of competi-
tion between packers, Mr. Armour stat-
ed it was very brisk; so brisk in fact
that there was very little protit in dress-
ed meat business. Kveu he and his
brothe , P. D. Armour, cut each others
business throats every day in nearly
every market in the country.

After recess several shippers of cattle
were examined to determine whether
there was any favoritism shown by the
railroads. The testimony showed that
there was not.. Committee then ad-
Journed until to-morrow.

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Sheep C’l’ﬂn‘ Good Results,

[Read at the Wisconsin closing Institute
amd published by the Western Farmer.]

I mwet many sheepmen, and men who
are following diversified farming, who
have sheep and cows and horses and
hogs, and they all tell me that the sheep
are and have been giving them as good
results for the past two or three yvears as
any of their other stock. I know of but
one experiment that has been tried on
this side of the Atlantic to find out how
cheaply mutton could be produced, and
what profit there was in produecing mut-
ton, and that was carried on at the On-
tario Experiment farm under the direc-
tion of Prof. Wood, for a period of five
years. They experimented with all the
pure-breeds; but to bring it down to the
pracsical tarmer of Canada, he took the
common sheep of the country and gawe
them one cross with the pure-bred ani-
mals, feeding them until they were a
year old, pasturing them and selling
the carcass. He did this for five years
and then balanced accounts. Follow-
ing is a summary of the accounts:

THE HALF-BLOOD SOUTHDOWN
Cost six dollars for its keep, and thisin-
cluded all the items, theshepherd’s care
and the use of the mother, over and
above what her fleece brought in for the
year previous. Every item was reckon-
ed in, so that this six dollars is the act-
ual cost of keeping that sheep until he
was sold, which was ata little over a
year old. It shore six pounds of wool,
bringing $2.40. Its earcass weighed 147
pounds, live weight, and it sold at 614¢c a
pound, bringing $10.20, and giving a to-
tal profit of $6.60.

THE HALI-BLOOD SHROPSHIRE
Cost $7 to keep, shore 9 pounds of wool,
which sold at 38¢ a pound, bringing
$3.40. It weighed 160 pounds live weight,
which sold at 6¢ a pound, making a net
profit of $6.32.

THE HALF-BLOOD OXFORD
Cost $7.40 to keep, shore 8 pounds of
wool, whlch sold at 35¢ per pound bring-
ing $2.80, weighed 177 pounds, which
sold at Ge per’ pound, bringing $10.62, or
a net profit ot $6,02.

THE HALF-BLOOD LEICESTERSIHIRE
Cost $8.10 to keep, shore 8 pounds of wool
which sold at 28¢, bringing $2.24; weigh-
ed 198 pounds, which sold at b¢ per Ib.,
bringing $9.90, or a net prefit of $4 04.

THE HALI-BLOOD MERINO
Cost $5.50 to produce, shore 7 pounds of
wool, which sold at 42¢ per pound, bring-
ing $2.94; weighed 145 pounds, which
sold at be a pound, bringing $7.25, giving
a net proflt of $4.69.
THE COMMON GRADE.

The mnative which was tried side by
side with these, cost $5 to keep; it shore
five pounds of wool, which sold at 25¢
per pound, bringing $1.25; weighed 150
ounds, which sold at be per pound,
l)rlnging $7.50, a net profit of $3.78s.

THE HALF-BLOOD COTSWOLD
Jost §9 31 to produce, shore 9 pounds of
wool, which sold for 28c¢ {)er pound,
bringing $2.52;it weighed 199 pounds,
which was 8s0ld at 5¢ per pound, bring-
ing $9 05, giving a net profit of $3.16.

You see by these experiments that a'l
these sheep paid a profit, and a hand-
some profit. You can draw your own
conclusions as regards breeds. You will
s0e it was not the heaviest shearing
sheep that producéd the most firofit; so
there are more things than the weight
of the wool or the carcass to be taken in-
to consideration in setting upon a sheep
breed.

MUTTON PRODUCED AT A PROFIT.

On this side of the line we can produce
mutten with a protit. If you will figure
out the cost of this mutton, as I have
done, you will tind that the lowest cost
at which any of this mutton was pro-
duced was two and two-tenths cents per
yound. If we can raise mution here in
YVisconsin at that price, and sell it at 6
conts per pound, which it has readily
brought in Chicago the last year, we are
making a good profit.

. I, for one, would just as soon try to
raise wheat, oats and barley for the

straw as to endeavor to raise sheep for
the wool, under existing conditions.
PROFIT IN EARLY LAMES,

I have some Oxford lambs that were
dropped the first week in March, avér-
eraging, I think, about 23 or 24 days old,
which weighed, just before I came here,
from thirty-two to thirty three and a
balf pounds each. The Shropshire
lambs are a week younger, and weigh
from twenty to twenty-two pounds; the
Southdowns about the same. As to the
breeding qualities of these sheep, I will
say we have thlrt{y-bight ewes, and be-
side them are flfty-four lambs doing
well and thriving nicely. I don’t know
what those lambs are worth now, but
lambs that will weigh forty pounds the
latter part of March and the first of
April bave sold readily 10 our part of
the country, other years, to M:lwaukee
butchers, at trom $3.50 to $5.50, and some-
times even a little more.

MONEY IN RAISING MUTTON.

I helieve it is possible for the rarmers
of Waukesha county to make some
money out of raising mutton, but I be-
lieve that we must raise the standard of
early maturity just the same as beef
producers and pork producers raise it.
I believe we cannot do as we used to do,
keep & wether until it is three years old
and make his fleece pay for his keep
because every year we keep .him he is

oing in debt to us, and when we sell
1im we have to make that up, and it
doesn’t leave much; but if we will teed
from two to fourteen months there is a
profit in & well-bred and well-fed lamb.

AN ADDRESS

To the CattlcIndustry of Texas and
Other States, Calling for a Con-
vention to be Held in Fort Werth,
Texas, January 7, 1890.

Realizing the importance of a close
investigationinto the existing troubles
of the cattle trade of the United States,
the undersigned officers of associations
and individual owners of live stock in
the state of Texas do most urgently call
upon all parties interested in this im-
portant industry to meet at Fort Worth,
Texas, on the 7th of January next, tor
the purpose ot discussing such features
as may be deemed of interest, and as
far as possible aid in restoring confi-
dence to the millions who are dependent
on thiskreat industry for support, The
most injportant points to be considered
are:

I, The statistical position
occupy as cmnparets with
for beef; andy

2. As to the advisability of demand-
ing a restoration of the tariff on hides,
and other by-products of live slock.

It is claimed by the purchasersof our
product that there is an enormous over-.
production in cattle, which they say is
made apparent by the ‘arge daily ship-
ments into the markets for sale. We
think this is a mere subterfuge on their
part to depress values; for it would
seem that all cattle sent to market tind
ready sale at some price or other, and it
stands to reason there must be a demand
for the meat, or the butchers would not
conseat to purchase them at all. If an
over supply existed there would be no
demand for the surplus;and they would
be unsalable at any price. If they can
be sold at 2 cents per pound, they can
just as well command 4 cents, for the
simple reason that the price realized by
the retailers of beet is the same, and
has not been changed since the days of
the “boom,” when it was not uncoms-

mon for us to received cents per pound
and sometimes more. \

Another indication that no overpro-
duction exists is the fract that a very
large percentage of cattle being shipped
to market are temales and unmatured
stock, and it is quite evident that many
shipments are being made by parties
who are either financially involved or
are tired of waiting for an improved
condition of their business. Entire
herds are being drivento the Nation
with a view of placing them on the mar-
ket as soon as possible, and thete is but
little doubt that many of the shipments
are at the expense of the mother stock,
which should be kept on the range for
breeding purposes.

This state of things may continue for
many years to come unless some action
is taken to ascertain the true situatipn
of affairsand learn what th.s real merits
of the trade are. If an overproduction
exists we want to know what the extent
of it is, and perhads we may be able to
remedy the trouble by spay:ng heifers,
kiliing eold cows, and by such other
means as may be deemed expedient, but
if it should be learned that there are no
more cattle in the United States than
are required to furunish food for the 65 -
000,000 inhabitants of our country, all
this talk about overproduction will be
dissipated and removed. In this con-
nection 1t may be ot interest to refer to
some remarks made by the Washington
Buresu of the New York Herald, which
appeared in print only a short time ago:

“The Washington Bureau of the New
York Herald” makes public the follow-
ing figures:

“The statistics in cattle raising, and
{)ork packing, in the new census, will
e as full and exact as Superintendent
Porter can make them. He is thorough-
ly impressed with the importance of the
subject. and will give it special atten-
tion. He has received letters from Dr.
Azel Ames, who was here last year
looking after the matter, and he has
been in consultation with Mr. J. H.
saunders of Chicago. Mr. Porter bas
not yet selected a man to supervise this
work. Itis not unlikely he will take
Mr. Saunders, if that gentleman is not
in Europe, when these statistics have to
be taken. Dr. Ames, when he was here
1ast winter laid special stress on the im-
portance of these statistics on the ground
that the beef supply per head of popula-
tion was becoming less from year to
year, and tbat it might soon become a
serious problem where beef enough
could be got to feed our own people, to
say nothing of exportation. Exact sia-
tistics would help in solving this prob-
lem. In 1860 Dr. Ames stated the num-
ber of cattle in the country was 814 to
1000 population, but in 1885 it had fallen
to 722 to 1000, and the drouth and famine
in Montana, in 1887, made such inroads

that cattle
the demand

on the herds that the proportion, he es-
timated, was reduced to 700 to 1000 popu-
lation.”

In confirmation of the above estimate
of Dr. Ames, it may not be amiss to re-
fer to the report of our ‘“Agricultural
Bureau,” and as far as possible, draw a
conclusion on tiis report of an ‘“over-
production” in cattle.

Comparing the number of cattle own-
ed in different vears, as given by the
statistician of the agricultural bureau,
we have the following exhibit:

If the experience of the past thirty
vears is any guide, it is quite plain to
nee there is no over-production in live
stock at the )msen{
cording to the astimate that Dr. Ames
makes, viz: 814 Yor every 1000 of popula-
tion, it will be seen from the above fig-
tur<s that there Is a positive shortage of
2,578,058 head.

Another very Important point of dis-
cussion is the vresent indiscriminate
manner we have of shipping our stock
to market. The producing range ex-
tends from Texas on the South, to Da-
kota, on the north; and as far west, as
Colorado and Utah; all centering on one
common point as a market to sell our
cattle in, It stands to reason that un-
less some system is employed to regu-
Irte the daily output, the shipments
will not be uniform and the market will
sometimes be glutted, and at other
times poorly su‘pplied.

The buyvers of our product have intro-
duced facilities for storing an unlimited
number of slaughtered cattle in cold
storage rooms, which enables them to
take advantage of glutted markets, and
purchase several days supply when
shipments are reduced. They are, in a
word, “masters of the situation,”’ and it
calls for the most careful considexation
if we ever expect to free ourselves from
the grasp of, perhayps, the greatest mo-
nopoly that has ever existed in the Unit-
ed States,

There are of course many ways to de-
stroy the power of this high-handed
monopoly, and it is to be hoped we may
be able to unite on one common plan to
meet it.

As to the advisability of demanding a
restoration of the tarift on hides, and
other by products of live stock, there
can be no doubt of the fairness ot such
demand as long as a tariff' is maintained
on other American industries. It it is
proper to have a tarift on the wocl of a
sheep it is certainly l')rnper to have a
tariffon the hide and
it is proper togive protection tothe own-
ers ofour iron, lead and copper mines,
it is equally so to give protection to the
Krmhumrs of hides, hair, bones, horns,

oofs, blood and guts. They are all raw
material and the members of one in-
dustry are just as much entitled to pro-
tection from foreign competition as the
other. Indeed if there is any wisdom
in protection atail, it should be given to
the masses who toir and struggle with
the soil, and not to the few wealthy
mine owners of our country. Accord-
ing to the last census returns nrarly
one-half of the entire population of the
United States were dependent upon
agricultur for support and only a very
small percentage were engaged in min-
ing enterprises. It would therefore
seem to be eminently proper for the cat-
tle raisers of the United States to de-
mand one of two things, elther equal
protection with the manufacturers and
miners, or, free trade on the goods the
are compelled to purchase for their
fammihes. We believe this to be simple
justice, and we hope that the members
of this great inaustry-—the bone and
sinew ot the whole country-—will be pre-
pared to make the demand when con-
