Blassingame is preparing to ship 5000 
head o f yearlings from Collins, Texas, 
to the Indian Territory.

The Santa Gertrude ranch has just re­
ceived five car-loads o f blooded and high 
grade bulls purchased from Jot G unter’s 
Grayson county ranch.

K errville Paper:— Mr. li. 11. Crockett 
is the owner o f a little l)obtail Texas 
cow that has yielded 54 pounds of nice 
butter in 59 days, besides supplying his 
fam ily with milk.

Ballinger Leader:— I'elix Mann has 
put up about 2500 head of cattle for J. II. 
Paramour. The cattle are going direct 
to the Cherokee Nation. The cattle will 
start from the vicinity o f Mennrdville.

• San Saba News:— Some cow’ buyers 
would find a hearty welcome in this 
section. Theie is an abundance of cat­
tle here of all grades, but our people are 
not yet ready to give them away.

Comer Bros, shipped from San Angelo 
last Thursday w’eek 100 car-loads of cat­
tle to the Nation. On the same date J. 
W. Johnson shipped 300 head; Pulliam 
&  W ade 700 head and R. R. Wade two 
train-loads— all to the Natioxi.

San Saba News:— The Durham hulls 
sold here some weeks since have fared 
badly, at least half of them having died. 
The losses fall heavily upon some of our 
best citizens. Acclim ated cattle cost 
more, but are cheaper iu the end.

Runnels County Ledger:— Henry 
W ylie  received sixteen fine Hereford 
bulls, from two to four years old, Sun­
day morning, for his ranch. They are a 
handsome lot and an important addi­
tion to the live stock interest of the 
coijnty.

D rovers’ Journal:— The proposition to 
levy a tax of $i per head on cattle graz­
ing on government lands, would eflectu- 
ally finish the range cattle business. 
The assessors would have to take the 
"book count," which in some cases af­
ter a hard winter would show three or 
four timea as many cattle as the round­

ups would verify, and as a commission 
man expressed it: ‘ ‘The government
would pretty nearly take the whole o f 
some herds the first year.’ ’

Ballinger Leader:—J. I'. W ilhelm , a 
large ranchman of Menard county, was 
accidentally poisoned, from whicli he 
died in about one hour and a half. It 
appears from what we could gather that 
the circumstances are about these: Mr.
Wilhelm always carried poison o f some 
kind with him to kill cayotes, and in 
em ptying his saddle pockets, he got 
hold o f sonxe o f the scattered poison, 
tasted it and with the above result.

I'ield and I'arni:— A gentleman of this 
city who is interested in sheep up in 
Oregon, has lately been in correspon­
dence with Eastern Oregon sheep grow­
ers, and learns that there will probably 
be a loss on the ranges there o f fifty per 
cent., and in many places seventy-five 
per cent, in the sheep herds, on account 
o f the unusual severity o f the winter. 
Cattle have fared better, though stock- 
men report an average loss o f all stock 
of about fifty per cent.

Arizona Gazette':— From a cattleman 
just in from W ilcox we learn that the 
cattle in that section are in  ̂ .very sorry 
condition and are dying very fast for the 
want o f water and grass. W e regret to 
learn this and trust that the late rains 
will reach that district and remedy the 
evil. The Sulpliur Springs valley is one 
o f Arizona’s most choice cattle ranges 
and such an occurrence is almost un­
known to this valley.

A correspondent o f the Cochise (A. T.) 
Stockman, w riting from Crittenden, 
says: “ Mr. Black, o f the firm o f Hurst
& Black of Kansas City, bought all the 
steers on the San Rafael ranch at prices 
reported to he $6 for ones, $9 for twos, 
and |i2  for threes and up, cattle deliv­
ered at Huachuca station, the owners 
doubtless thinking that a low price is 
better than no price at all, and from the 
present outlook there w-ill be lots o f dead 
cattle in the Sonoyta valley and no 
doubt on adjacent ranges.’ ’

Breeders’ Gazette:— Cattle at the yards 
are from forty to sixty cents per 100 lbs. 
higher than a year ago. Good stockers 
and feeders, as well as good breeding 
stock throughout the corn belt, are in 
far ..shorter supply than at any time in 
recent years. The steady growth o f our 
export trade, and the good general buy­
ing for E x te rn  account, with outside 
capital going into the dressed beef trade, 
all tend in the direction of a restoration 
of good competition for all grades. C at­
tle are “ looking up.’ ’ There is no 
longer room for doubt upon that’ point.

Omaha Drovers’ Journal:— An experi­
enced cattleman, who has just returned 
from a tour o f the principal counties of 
the state, gives it as his opinion that 
there is a noticeable scarcity of cattle 
that will he ready for the spring market. 
He expre.sses the opinion that there will 
not he more than from one-fourth to 
one-third the usual number o f fat cattle 
marketed between now and the summer 
feeding season, from the principal cattle 
feeding counties o f this state. I f his 
opinion is well-founded, it seems as 
though beef cattle would bring better 
prices in the near future.

Colm an’s Rural W orld:— The farm­
ers of the West, who, for the best of 
reasons, have o f late abandoned the 
breeding of good cattle, are, in view of 
more favorable conditions and prospects 
now prevailing, m aking arrangements to 
begin again, and will buy more largely 
of blooded cattle during the spring and 
summer than for several years past. 
They have more experience, better 
judgment, more knowledge o f their feed­
ing qualities and early maturity, and 
hence a higher estimation o f their pay­
ing ability than heretofore.

St. Louis Republic:— The cattle con­
vention at Fort W orth will break down 
the beef monopoly if  it acts on the sug­
gestion of Governor Ross and takes the 
steps necessary for establishing some 
other depot of shipment than Chicago. 
Texas harbors and independent refriger­
ating companies will give an outlet for

the cattle o f Kansas and the whole 
Southwest. I f  these practical steps are 
taken, and congress is forced to interfere 
to prevent discrimination in interstate 
railroad rates, the cattle industry will be 
revived through the overthrow of the 
“ Big Four’ ’ monopoly.

Territorial Topic:— The stockmen here 
(Purcell) are not satisfied with the pres­
ent arrangement o f the time table, which 
sends out the fast stock train in the 
morning. They say that this gives them 
their first 12 hours run in the day time. 
Cattle always stand the ’ first twelve 
hours without any great disposition to 
lie down, hut after that they become 
tired and it is hard work to keep them 
on their feet. It is also harder to keep 
them up at night than in the day time, 
therefore these two evils are combined 
under the present arrangement and the 
result is that it is almost impossible for 
them to get their stock into m arket in 
good shape. I f  this train left here at 
night, the last part o f the run would be 
made in the day time, giving them bet­
ter opportunity to care for the cattle. 
It is also inconvenient for shippers south 
o f here, as they get here in the evening 
and must either lay over or take a slow 
train. W e hope that the tim e card m ay 
be modified to meet the requirements o f 
the shippers.

One m ig h t as w e ll try  to stem  the ra p id s o f  
N ia g a ra , as to e x p e ct p erfect h ea lth  w h ile  a 
scro fu lo u s ta in t e x is ts  in the blood. T h ro u g h  
its a lte ra tiv e  and p u r ify in g  p ro p erties, A y e r ’s 
S a rsa p a rilla  rem oves e v e ry  v e stig e  o f  scro fu ­
lo u s poison fro n t th e blood.

Salina (K an.) Republican:— It is a 
noticeable and gratifying fAct that cat­
tle, indeed horses and all kinds o f stock, 
have risen in value from thirty^ to fifty 
per cent, during the past three months 
and are still going up. W hy? The 
cause is not hard to find. The farmers 
are no longer selling for a song because 
they lia v j no feed for them, and are 
thus no longer at the m ercy o f the buy­
ers who would force them down to the 
lowest price. A s thousands o f bushels 
o f grain find a m arket the farmers be­
come buyers o f stock, and stock is stead­
ily  going up. Just in this way they have 
the power to maintain prices. Let the corn 
crop be carefully preserved as foo4 for 
horses, mules, cattle, sheep and hogs; it 
is w'orth at least thirty cents a bushel, 
and will be needed in due time. Let 
none o f it be w’asted.

It is estim ated that more than a h alf 
m illion sheep w ill go out o f New M ex­
ico this year.

N. T . W ilson has purchased the last 
sheep on the Santa Gertrudes ranch—  
about 7000 head— for w hich he paid 
$1.20, after shearing.

Concho H erald:— F. M. DeLashm utt 
has sold to Bird &  M ertz o f San Angelo 
1200 head o f mutton sheep, to be deliv­
ered after shearing, at $2.40 per head.

San Angelo Standard:— San Angelo 
received the first wool clip  o f the sea­
son last week. It was a 12-months clip, 
and Jackson &  Co. sold it for 22 cents.

T he sheep are nearly all sold out of 
the Nueces country, and ’ tis said that 
everybody there is glad th ey are gone, 
noth with standing considerable o f  the 
w ealth o f that section was made out o f 
them.

T h e shepherd who saves 90 per cent, 
o f lambs w ill m ake a profit o f 10 per 
cent on his investm ent; but he who is 
so shiftless as to save only 75 per cent, 
w ill barely m ake a living, i f  he does 
that.

K errville  Paper:— T h is week our town 
has been visited by bands o f  M exican 
sheep shearers, on their w ay to the 
ranches up the country. T he indica­
tions are that the wool clip  this year 
w ill be a heavy one.

San Angelo Standard:— It is reported 
that T. C. Puckett w hile on the plains 
with his sheep had his w ater to give out 
on him, and w hile on the drive to water 
during the recent hot w eather he lost 
2000 out o f  2500 head. T h e number 
lost is very probably much exaggerated.

T he Dorset sheep have grown quite 
popular recently in the I$Tist, and are 
being im ported in large numbbers by 
enthu.siastic importers. T h ey are very 
prolific, frequently having twins and 
bearing young twice annually— in O cto­
ber or Novem ber and again in A pril or 
May.

The following is recomm ended by the 
L ive Stock and W estern Farm  Journal: 
T ak e soft soap 2 pounds, palm  oil i 
pound, crude carbolic acid i pint, Am er­
ican potash 4 ounces; m elt and m ix in 
2 gallons o f water. A p p ly  by parting 
wool and pour along the back from the 
spout o f a sprinkling can.

There is no other dom estic anim al so 
sen.sitive to the abuse o f man as the 
pregnant Merino ewe. W hen she is 
h a lf starved she has no flow o f m ilk, 
and her maternal instinct dies. The 
meanness o f her owner is reflected and 
magnified in her unnatural behavior to­
ward her offspring.

The Hom estead:— T h e most frequent 
causes o f disease in the flock are over­
feeding, underfeeding, irregularity o f 
feeding, want o f water, drinking im ­
pure water, impure air, dampness and 
overdriving. I f  these were avoided, 
there would be but little  com plaint o f 
the frequent troubles, difficulties and
losses in keeping sheep.

*

T he ewe o f the m utton breeds w ill en­
dure scant feeding during pregnancy and 
lactation better than the Merino ewe. 
L et the shepherd never forget that the 
param ount function o f the latter is w ool­
bearing; and that i f  only h a lf fed na­
ture w ill rob the lam b to feed the fleece. 
She w ill take care o f the wool first, then 
i f  there is any surplus she w ill bestow it 
on the m ilk.

Stock Grower:— Mr. J. H. H ayw ard o f 
Denver has ju st returned from the San 
M ateo country, in W estern New M exico, 
where he had been to buy sheep for a 
Denver party. H e desired to obtain 
abot 3000 head, but could get them  for 
nothing less than three dollars. He 
offered three dollars for a thousand 
head— the pick o f  the flock, but was re­
fused. H e came home w ithout sheep.

T h e Homestead:— Do not overstock 
the sheep pasture. It not only causes 
scarcity o f  pasture and a deficient sup­

ply o f nutriment, but it also causes the 
sheep to take up much sand and earth 
into their stomachs with their food, 
which gives them an unthrifty appear­
ance and sometimes induces disease and 
death. Understocking is an error as 
well. I f  the pasture is not closely crop­
ped, the herbage becomes hard, unpal­
atable and indigestible, and sheep do 
not thrive. “ Twenty-four hours’ grass 
for a sheep and eight days’ grass for a 
steer.’ ’

Joseph F ield  o f Lampasas sends the 
following to the Am erican Wool R e­
porter: The sheep in this part o f the 
state are in better condition than I have 
ever seen them before at this time of 
year, for the simple reason that we have 
had scarcely a cold day the whole win­
ter to (lati^ Grass is as green now as it 
usually i^ the latter part o f March, and 
owing to the immense crops raised here 
last year, sheepmen have fed heavier 
than common, hence the good condition 
o f the sheep. The percentage, o f ewes 
bred last fall was much larger than for 
the past two or three years. The high 
prices paid for our spring'clip, and the 
supposition that the tariff agitation was 
over, led most*growers to breed all their 
ewes, and then the farmers, o f whom a 
great many bought small (from 50 to 200 
or 300) flocks o f ewes, all o f which they 
bred, will, with good weather during 
March for lambing, m ake a large in­
crease percentage o f lambs this year. 
W e usually raise about 90 per cent, of 
lambs dropped, which is about 75 per 
cent, o f ewes bred. There is a good de­
mand at present for feeders on a basis of 
%2 per head after shearing. For the 
past two or three years up to last spring, 
there was but little  movement in sheep 
excepting good muttons, which are al­
ways salable; but since then there has 
been considerable inejuiry for sheep of 
all kinds, which fact is entirely due to 
the 22 and 23c paid for our woOLlast 
spring. ^

Is T-HiiRE no recourse on the hide and 
animal inspector who certifies to the 
ownership of stolen stock? There has 
always been little practical benefit ac­
cruing to the public from this office, and 
if  this officer cannot be held responsible 
for the value of his certificate, the soon­
er he is abolished the better it is for 
everyboily, as he would be the th ief’s ac­
cessory if  he is no protection to honest 
men.

S e v e r a l  large ranchmen in South­
west Texas are contemplating the cut­
ting up o f their pastures into farms, and 
selling off to small tillers of the soil, re­
serving enough to carry on stock farm­
ing on an iiiiproved scale. This dispo­
sition on their part is one of the most 
encouraging signs o f the coming pros­
perous condition o f Texas. Less and 
mor^ valuable land, is the proper ele 
ment o f wealth and strength.

T o  THE contrary belief notwithstand­
ing, our Mexican cousins are not so slow 
as some think. They “ catch on”  to 
anything that accrues to their benefit 
with wonderful ease. The latest proof 
o f  their civilization is the quarantine 
racket o f  the Northwestern cattle inspec­
tor. A scare was gotten up in the City 
o f  M exico against Am erican hogs, and a

quarantine was established, which was 
ostensibly revoked, but the inspector on 
the frontier gets in his w’ork on inspec­
tion fees just the “ same like Melican 
man”  o f N e w  Mexico and other fly 
quarantine inspection agents.

A.s T H E  S t o c k  J o u r n a l  predicted at 
the time o f the appointment o f Captain 
McNeel, as commander o f a ranger 
force for the country Southwest o f San 
Antonio, it has already resulted in much 
good to the stock interests. Captain 
McNeel, following clews, went to the 
ICastern cotton states, where he has suc­
ceeded in finding many horses that have 
been stolen from the ranches and ship- 
ed direct without passing through the 
San Antonio market. Some , startling 
arrests m aybe looked for soon, in which 
the names o f “ highly connected”  parties 
may figure. Forbearance has ceased to 
be a virtue.

Union Stock Yards of San Antonio.
F'or some time past negotiations have 

been pending looking towards a com bi­
nation o f the scattered live stock inter­
ests, and the establishm ent o f union 
yards, and at last it has so far succeed­
ed as to the joining o f the forces inter­
ested in the San Antonio stock yards 
and Dr. Amos Graves, and the organi­
zation o f the Union Stock Yards com­
pany. The grounds selected are at the 
crossing o f the Sunset and the I. &  G. 
N. railw^ays southwest o f this city, and 
comprise some fifty acres. W ork is al­
ready progressing clearing the ground, 
preparatory to building the pens and 
necessary buildings. The new company 
includes all the members o f the former 
stock yards com pany and others, and 
the business o f the San^ Antonio stock 
yards will be transferred to the union 
yards as soon as completed. This is 
probably one of the strongest com bina­
tions o f practical stockmen and dealers 
that could possibly be made in this sec­
tion of ct)untry, and its success is con­
sidered preordained.

Gpuld’s Private Wild West Show.
Jay Gould and party, who have been 

m aking quite a tour through Mexico, 
returned via F.agle Pass, arriving in 
vSan Antonio on Saturday, April 5. 
After riding about the old city and not­
ing the extensive changes in progress, it 
was his intention to have left on Sun­
day, but those live and enterprising 
horse dealers, J. E. Price and Thos. H. 
Gilroy, with blandishments so well used 
on horse buyers,induced the party to lay 
over another day in order to witness an 
impromptu W ild W est show at the 
Traders’ National Stock Yards. A c­
cordingly, on Monday morning the 
party, including Miss Gould, took seats 
on the gallery o f the second story of 
the office o f the stock yards, where 
some of the most expert cowboys and 
breakneck riders, including Dave Allen, 
the pock-marked negro who rides w ith­
out saddle or bridle anything with hair 
on, rode wild mules and horses, and 
threw the rope in every conceivable 
manner, to the great edification of the 
distinguished party and the especial de­
light o f Miss Gould, who seemed to 
enter heartily into the spirit o f the e x ­
citing scenes. A ll expressed them selves 
greatly pleased and well paid for -the 
delay of 24 hours, which means much to 
a man whose tim e is as valuable as that

The transportation o f live 
stock enters very largely in determ ining 
the profits o f the busine.ss, and the closer 
the niarket the better It is for the pro­
ducer. There is no good reason why a 
very large portion o f  the stock o f Texas 
should go beyond 200 miles or a twelve- 
hours run to m arket. This desirable 
end can be attained by getting deep wa­
ter at Aransas Pass and establishing re­
frigerators, and then you are practically 
as near to the A tlantic city  and luiro- 
pean m arkets as is Chicago, and much 
nearer to the New Orleans, H avana and 
other Southwesrern m arkets. It is 
worth the effort, and it is to be hoped 
that the Corpus Christi m eeting will be 
attended by the practical stockm en o f 
the entire state.

O r d i n a r i l y  the movement to reduce 
the supply o f cattle w’ould tend to alarm 
the millions of consumers, but they 
have become aware that the several 
years o f unprecedented low prices for 
the producer has not resulted in a cor­
responding reduction to the consumer, 
and therefore they reason that an ad­
vance in the price of live meat would 
only result in a curtailm ent of the mar­
gin o f profits o f the middleman. It is 
therefore with supreme imlifference 
they see the efforts o f the producers to 
advance the price o f their stock.

E s p k c i .\ l  attention is directed to the 
call for a m eeting o f stockmen and all 
other interested parties to he held in 
Corpus Christi on April 30th.

O h io F a rm er.

C. W. Horr, W ellington, O., reports 
the following record o f his cow Marjorie 
Daw, which won the m ilk  test for quan­
tity at the Ohio state fair o f  1889. M ar­
jorie Daw calved M arch 5th, 1889, and 
gave in the month o f M ay 2200 lbs 10 
oz o f m ilk; best day 74 lbs 7 oz. W ith 
no better feed than the other members 
o f the dairy to which she belongs re­
ceived, she gave in the ten months end­
ing with January 5th, 1890, 15,232 lbs 7 
oz o f m ilk, an average o f a trifle over 50 
lbs each day. This record is quite re­
m arkable in view  o f the fact that Mar­
jorie Daw is due to calve March 17th, 
1890. In less than six consecutive years 
this model dairy cow has given 74,281 
lbs 13 oz o f m ilk, or, w ith m ilk  at even 
the present low factory prices, has given 
I742.81 worth o f m ilk. W hen to this 
sum the value o f her six calves are add­
ed it w’ill be seen that she is rather a 
profitable cow’ to ow*n. T h is  record m ay 
be said to be characteristic o f the Bawn- 
dale dairy. The cows most valuable to 
both breeder and dairym an are those 
which year in and year out m ake large 
records and not those which m ake short 
but phenomenal m ilk flows.

T h e result of the W in ter W eath er in 
the M anitoba Country.

A telegram from Calgary, Monitoba, 
dated April 3, says: Though the winter 
at Calgary has beaten her record for 
long and severe cold and snow, the 
ranchm en’s losses will not, except with 
a very wet, cold spring, be serious.
F'rom this town south to the H igh river, 
there was, up to the middle of last week, 
fully two feet o f snow all over, but as 
the cattle drifted back into the foot 
hills from that district, this exceptional 
sn ow fall may prove a m atter^of con­
gratulation, and holding out promises, as 
it does, o f a good crop and plenty o f hay 
for the ensuing season. T he fact *that 
they are at the present tim e gathering 
beef for the British Colum bia m arkets 
shows that cattle, as a whole, through 
the country where they are working for 
a large supply, between N orth Fork, 
Sheep creek and the H igh river, to w ith­
in fifteen miles o f M cLeod crossing, have 
come through well. The loss .in that 
district w ill be amongst old cows and 
two-year-old heifers with the ca lf class 
range cattle that invariably suffer most 
in hard winters. Should the spring open 
up unfavorably, it is expected that there 
w ill be considerable losses amongst 
these, though on the other hand a good 
spring w ill undoubtedly help all but the 
worst through successfully. In Fincher 
Creek county the-winter has been one o f 
the best they have had for years, while 
the M cLeod and Kootenai districts are 
equally jubilant over the stock pros­
pects. Three years ago this same Finch­
er Creek county was buried in snow. 
Sheep creek is now in the same condi­
tion, being then entirely free. A lto­
gether this winter goes far to prove the 
statem ent made by an old W esterner, 
after years o f experienced “ The longer 
I live here the less I can tell you. I 
never saw two winters alike, and I nev­
er saw two consecutive winters strike in 
the same p lace.”

S p ir it  o f  th e T im es.

The mare w ill generally receive the 
horse some tim e between the sev­
enth and tw elfth days after foaling, and 
it is im portant to attend to that, as she 
does not remain in season long when 
suckling, and it is more safe ta conceive 
at that period than at any other time. 
W hile suckling, the mare should do no 
hard work, and i f  she is taken off her 
pasture at all she should be well fed at 
very short intervals, and the foal fed 
w ith her and allowed to suck very often. 
The mare has no large, retentive udder 
like  the cow, no capacious stom ach to 
hold a day’s supply a f food, no power at 
any tim e to go w ithout food safely, so 
that when she has to eat and digest for 
two, all her wants should be very liber­
ally  and very frequently supplied. It
is in every w ay better to leave her for 
the first few months in a good pasture to 
attend to her own requirements. The 
foal can be w^eaned at four months old, 
but it w ill tell against its growth and 
size, so that, unless it is a pony that you 
want to keep small, it is better not 
weaned until six months old.

The Representatives of Cattlemen 

Meet and Proceed to Organize.
The committee appointed by the Cat­

tlemen’s convention to investigate the 
refrigerator plants in Texas and to exam ­
ine their contract with an lin glish  syn­
dicate for i5o,(xx) dressed beef carcases 
annually, with a privilege increase 
the same, together with a com mittee of 
twenty-three appointed by the first 
named committee, met at the Pickw’ick 
hotel Thursday for the purpose of tak­
ing final action on the proposition to 
start up the refrigerators in Texas. 
There were present at the meeting the 
following gentlemen: II. B. Stoddard
of Bryan, Charles Goodnight o f Good­
night, Ike T. Pryor of Austin, J. M. 
M athis <.>f tfoliad, J. II. 1*. Davis o f 
Richmond, R. Iv. Stafford o f Columbus, 
H. M. lihrenwerth of Columbus, G. A. 
Devi of Victoria, R. K. Maddox of Fort 
W orth, A. D. M atlock o f Texline, S. B. 
Burnett of Fort Worth, T. T. 1). A n­
drew’s o f Fort W orth, A. P. Bush, jr., 
(by proxy) of Colorado City, A. J. Dull 
o f Philadelphia and K. J. Sandm eyer o f 
Columbus.

A temporary organization w’as effected 
by the election of H. B. Stoddard as 
chairman and K. J. Sandmeyer us secre­
tary. __

Com mittees w’ere appointed on char­
ters, by-laws and prospectus, and one to 
confer with representatives o f New Or­
leans, Galveston and other cities inter­
ested in the location of a cooling house. 
The question o f refrigerators was fully 
discussed and the determination arrived 
at that they were the only solution o f 
the beet cattle problem. The labor of 
the m eeting was not concluded on Thurs­
day and an adjournm ent was had until 
F rid ay morning at 9 o’clock.

A t the m eeting Friday good progress

was made, and while full proceedings 
could not be had, the meeting being 
held with closed doors, enough was 
learned for all purposes. It was decided 
to organize a company with a capital o f 
$1,000,000, which will include the three 
cities o f Fort Worth, Victoria and 
Columbus, with the headquarters o f the 
company at Fort Worth.

The Dahlman refrigerator at P'ort 
Worth will not be used, but a new one 
will be built with a capacity o f 500 
beeves per day.

Chas. Goodnight will be president o f 
the company, and the books will be open 
for subscription as soon as the charter 
has been filed at Austin, which w ill be 
in a few days.

The good work has commenced in 
earnest, and it will not be finished until 
Texas will afford her own m arket for 
her own cattle. The cattlem en mean 
business, and a good work has been 
done by the committee, which was com- 
po.sed o f level-headed business men.

The new refrigerator w ill be. located^ 
at the Union Stock Yards, and w’ork on 
it will commence in a short tim e. The 
parties proposing to build it are men o f 
ng capital, and will lease it to the com ­

pany to be formed, on a ba.sis o f 6 per 
cent, on the capital invested in it.

CHICAGO PACKING FACTS.

The Hog“ and Cattle Business of the 
Year Each Very Larg’e.

The Chicago Daily Trade Bulletin in 
its annual report o f the pork packing in 
Chicago says:

The returns o f the packers show the 
number o f hogs packed for the summer 
season o f 1S89 to have been 2,294,027—  
an increase o f 519.799, compared with 
the returns o f the summer season o f 
1S88. The total number o f hogs re­
ported packed during the winter season 
(from the reopening o f the packing 
hou.ses in October until M arch i) was 
2,179,440, an increa.se o f 749,717, com- 
paretl with the returns o f 1888-9. The 
aggregate number o f hogs slaughtered 
during the twelve months ending March 
I, 1890, was 4,473,467, or 1,269,516 more 
than during the previous twelve months. 
In the aggregate manufacture o f pro­
ducts during the past year there has 
been a very large increase, more par­
ticularly o f the (lescriptions required for 
the export trade. Taking into consid­
eration the quantities of products manu­
factured and received here there have 
been, very few years when the provision 
trade o f Chicago exceeded that o f the 
year ending March 1, 1890.

The total number o f cattle slaughter­
ed was 2,206,185 during the year ending 
March i, 1890, for the year before that. 
O f the cattle slaughtered during the year 
ended March 1 about 1,800,000 were re- 
ciuired for the dressed beef trade.

N e w  M ex ico  S to ck  G row er.

T he S tock  Grow'er is glad  to be able 
to announce that the long-looked for 
advance in cattle  prices is beginning to 
be apparent. The activ ity  in trading 
for wethers is to be follow ed by an in* 
creased demand for steers.

T h e southern part o f the territory is 
ju st now full o f steer buyers, who for 
the past th irty  days have been snapping 

^^p every bargain in sight. A ll winter 
train after train has been shipped from 
Southern New M exico and Arizona, and 
now the report comes from below that 
that section is pretty w ell cleaned out o f 
old steers.

The northern h a lf of the territory has 
done but little  yet in the steer-trading 
line, and we can now see the disadvan­
tage that this portion o f New M exico 
labors under. Those o f the south are 
not dependent on the summ er grass to 
round up, and therefore can deliver so 
much earlier than the cattlem en o f the 
north. T h e wunter has been so open 
that the stockm en o f G rant and Dona 
A na counties have been able to gather 
and ship at any time. T h e buyers all 
want the steers early, the earlier the 

l^bctter.
Arizona has been visited by California 

buyers, who have taken considerable 
stock w'estward, and it is safe to say the 
stock o f aged steers in that territory is 
getting low. Southern New M exico is 
about in the same fix, and so the north­
ern sellers can expect a lively  demand 
shortly. '

E arly  grass is w hat we want now, so 
that the round-ups can get to work and 

/  the steers be gathered in tim e to suit 
the buyers. It is true that the present 
dry season m akes things look bad, very 
bad, but the prognosticators all claim 
th at the rain w ill not be long in coming. 

Trades now reported give prices about 
follows: Ones, $7 to $9; twos, $10 to

|i2, and threes and up, $13 to $16.
I f  the present demand keeps up and 

^tbe apparent shortage is demonstrated 
to be a fact, we can see no reason why 
prices on steers should not advance 
from 50 cents to $2 a head, according to 
grade, on these prices, w ithin the next 
two mouths.

M oney in H ogs.

J. T. W atson o f W illard, Mo., w riting 
on the hog question to the Journal o f 
A griculture, tells the follow ing which is 
a good showing in fiv o r  o f the swine in­
dustry from a financial standpoint, and 
it is a story from which Texas farmers 
can read a profitable lesson:

I see in the Journal o f M arch 5th a 
note with the above heading from Mr.
J. B. F inley, Oran, Mo., stating rmiong 
other things that he had seven pigs o f 
w hich the three sm allest weighed 160 
pounds each at six  months old, and 
challenges any reader o f the Journal to 
beat it. On January 3, 1889, I bought a 
sow w ith seven pigs for f io , had but 
little  corn, as we had a failure in 1888, 
but I had an orchard with plenty o f red 
clover, some m ilk  and slop from kitch ­
en, so the pigs did well. W hen they 
were seven months and twenty-three 
days old, the lot weighed 1750 pounds, 
and at cents brought me $62.25. 
But the beater is to come yet. On May 
28̂ ' 1889, the same sow brought eight 
pigs, one died. On December 14 they 
were six months and sixteen days old, 
four o f the best weighed 235 pounds 
each, or 980 pounds for the lot at 3 cents 
per pound m akes $28.20. So Mr. F in ­
ley, com e again, but I am g o in g 'to  stay 
w ith you. The above named sow 
brought me ten pigs the first day of De­
cem ber last; they are three months and 
seven days old and w ill average seventy 
pounds, and they are outside o f fancy 
hogs and fancy prices.
