Many lambs are marketeil now at the age of 
a few months at weights which woulil have 
been considered fair for cars of fat wethers ten 
or fifteen years ago. ( )f course, this market­
ing of well and rapidly finished young stock 
usually pays.

The Las \’egas .Stock Grower thinks “ They 
are bound to make another sheep Inxmi. I'o 
you know' that a large projiortion of the stock 
sheep being sold are for slaughter? Well, this 
is a î act. If this thing keeps on, we w ill see 
two ewes traded for three wethers.”

The last winter’s death loss of sheep in W y- 
oming was not much less than 33'3 cent, 
of all Hocks. Unita and Sweetwater counties 
sufl'ered the worst. The shcej) owners have 
not been in the habit of providing hay or grain 
for their flocks. It is presumed in the future 
they will ilo so.

'The Wool Growers’ Association passed a 
resolution to work for the securing of laws to 
externinate w ild animals that depredate on the 
flocks, and to eradicate the scab. 'I'he way to 
get these laws is to work on members of the 
legislature, and find out how they stand before 
voting for them.

Messrs. George vV K. I. Page, of P'ast 
Itethany, Xew' ’̂ork, have shi])|>ed a car of 
their fine Merino r'ams to W aco, and a car to 
.San .Angelo, to be sold in lots to suit buyers, 
after .Se])tember i. 'Phese are selected rams, 
out of the best bretl and grow n llocks in Xew 
York, ami were acknowledged by parties from 
the West to In; best lot of 300 head they had 
ever seen.

'I'he estimated )>roduction of wr>ol in the 
United .States for 1890 is 2 8,77 f ,8$ ’ pounds, 
d’exas leads, with 28,515,840 ju)und.s, ('ali- 
fornia coming second with 26,228,280 j)oimds. 
It is surj)rising to learn that the heaviest aver- 
.age fleeces come from Arizona, where they are 
8 pounds, while X'ermont, the home of so many 
fine sheep, averages only 7 ])ounds. 'I he Texas 
average is 6 jiounds.

.Says a San f'rancisco j)aper: Well-informed 
wholesale dealers and slaughterers inform us 
that there is a probability that good mutton 
will touch nine cents before Christmas. I'he 
reason is the great d^?crease in the sheeji avail­
able for butchers’ uses in every part of the 
coast, owing to the w inter and the heavy sales, 
l)oth in tlje Xorth and South, to I''astern buy­
ers. Every sheej)inan who has any good w etli- 
ers or barren ewes to sell has no difficulty in 
finding a buyer at almost his own figures. O f 
two-year-old hardy wethers there is hardly a 
decent flock in the hands of the breeders.

American Sheep Breeder:— 'I'he bitter bliz­
zard will come next winter, as usual. How 
would it do this fall, when jirairie grass is 
plenty, to make wind-breaks out of it ? 'I'he 
average straw-covered shed is a nuLsance; 
but if the straw or hay is juled up as deep as 
it can be made to lie on, it will turn rain fairly 
well. A  double wall of rails w ith hay stuffed 
l>etweeu will make a backing. O f course a 
sheltered situation must be chosen or ext a 
precaution taken to keep the hay-nxjf from 
being blown away. .And of course also a good 
l»oard shed is better, if the reader has the 
means to build it.

imixjrtant than the time of cutting. If expos­
ed to the sun, turned often, and dried rapidly 
and thoroughly, grass and clover will be found 
to be harsh and brittle, the leaves will fall off, 
the sweet odor will lie gone, and a great i>art 
of the value of the hay will be lost.

'I'he object sought is not merely to dry hay 
so it will keep, but to cure it so that it w ill 
make the most nutritive fodder and be dry 
enough for storing. .Slow drying, with suffi, 
cient exposure to the air to prevent fermenta­
tion causes the juices of the plants to become 
thickened, and when such a «legrec of inspissa­
tion is reached thst the hay will not heat or 
mold when jilaced in stacks or mow , the pro­
cess is complete. Such l^iy will l>e found 
fragrant and tough, the leaves even of clover, 
not breaking and falling off. .A greater weight 
of hay w ill. 1̂ * obtained and it will prove nu>re 
nutricious aim will be belter relished I>y ani­
mals. .After cutting it is raked together in 
heaps called cocks, of greater or less size, ac­
cording to convcnince, the small-sized one being 
less liable to heal. In threatening weather it 
is a good idea to cover these cocks with hay 
caps. 'I'hus juotected, hay will goon  curing 
in the cocks for several days. Xohay is supe­
rior to that thus cure«l.

Hogs in France.
,\ repoll from I’a.is, France says: Several

of the I'rench papers have l êen discussing 
United .Stales niiiiister Reeil's letter to foreign 
Minister Rilliol conceniing the piohihition of 
Anierican ¡»urk.

'The Journal des Mchates thinks the prohihi- 
li<»n iinrea.sonablc, in view of the fact of 
.'meiicaii pork -securing the highc.st 
prize at the French exposition, and thinks 
that the goveinment will soon witlidraw it.

La Baris says that if American retaliation 
was carrietl out it would cut oft' the sale of 
400,000,0 o francs of French proilucls annu­
ally and that the public health will not be 
damaged by admitting a few tons of American 
¡)ork.

Figaro thinks that France was wrong in the 
prohibition, but holds that it is now impossible 
to move backward or takes an attitude of 
yielding before the economic threats of America.

Confidence in the cattle business,is certainly 
being restored though there is still a panicky 
feeling among many dealers and producers. 
That it is a good time to discard the scrubs 
and grade and stock up with better cattle there 
is no doubt, as good bree^ng cattle are'as 
cheap as they will l)e for many years to come.

'Phere is a strong feeling in the market for 
good sheep, and the demand ibr good Western 
feeding wethers and for breeding ews is good 
Eastern buyers have lately taken a good many 
range ewes at $ 3 .5 0 ^  per hundred lbs.

Indications are that there will lie more corn 
in the country than j^eople were counting on a 
few weeks ago. It must be rcinendicred that 
every InKly at such limes practices great econ­
omy, in adilition to the fact that many .sections 
have nearly an average new croj\

Hogs are doing lietter from the i>ro<lucers’ 
stand i>oint. Late values show tluit light are

Wants a Silo.
Oliio Farmer.

I wish to build a silo this fall, and would 
like some ailvirr pn that subject. I would like 
to build one that will winter 16 or 18 cows. 
Would it be advis.'ible to build a large one or 
two small ones? 1 will have to build it out­
side. My barn is too small. I wish you wouUl 
give me the best amt cheaiiest jdan. I'o  you 
think to plaster is better than ceiling, and 
would you ail vise a round or sipiare silo? I 
am on a rented farm, and do not want to go to 
k  o much e.xpense.

ANSWER 1!Y JOHN GOIH.D.
\’ou will want a .silo about i6x20, by iS feel 

deep, holding some over too tons, which will 
furnish a 50-pound per day ration for iS^ow s 
for over 200 days. I know of no reason why 
the silo need to be double where 18 or 20 head 
of cattle are to l>e fed tw'ice a day for the w in­
ter. If you build out of doors, and want a 
cheap .silo, I w ould build all of wood and make 
a roof over it of any cheap material that 
will shed rain and keej> out storm., ’̂ou can 
use cheap hemlock lumber, .sound and free 
from shakes," and the silage will kee|) just as 
well as if made of 43-dollar luinlicr. I would 
“ plant” some lOMO-iiu h sills in the soil where 
I wanted the silo, and make the foundation 
secure against surface water in any way you 
think would ]»rove elleclual. I )ig a tiencli 
just the size of the sills, and, after well paint­
ing them, and the joints with gas tar, pul 
them in jilace, and p.ack the earth solid about 
them. But your 2x8 inch studding in place, 
18 inches apart from center to center. I'oe- 
nail them on the sills w ith 20d wire nail. Line 
up the inside with the inch hemlock lumlier, 
put on horizontally. Then mix gas tar and 
gasoline, two parts tar to one part of gasoline,, 
and paint the studding and lioards, lx)th sides, 
up three or four feet. Paper the inside of the 
silo with saturated tar paper, put it on, up and 
down, with a goorl two-inch lap, ceil uj) .again 
on the inside, with another layer of inch lum­
ber, put on so that the crack of the inner layer 
will “ center” the first course of lioards. Then 
paint the inside with a good coat of this same 
paint. Make it a little thinner, so it will run 
iuto all cracks, .and tiglien knots.

For floor, draw the clay from the center of 
the pit Up against the sides, so that it will be 
at least 8 inches .above the .sills, and jiound it 
down hard. It is best to h.ave the lumber 
single surfaced, so as to make a smooth wall. 
T ie the to|)s of the studding together, .so as to 
prevent spreading, and put on any kind of a 
roof that will keep out r.ain and melting snow.
I should build a s<iuare silo. I think you w ill 
l>e (juite as well pleased. The lath and pl.as- 
tered silo has many friends, but now all plans 
of silo building are giving way to the sipiare 
double-Ixxirded silo, well painted with g.as tar. 
There is no evidence that a good lx>ard, filled 
with gas tar, is not as durable as plaster, and 
far less liable to crack, j f  the frame should 
spring m filling. Whether a $10 j>er M lioard 
is more or less ex|>ensive than a lath and plas­
ter wall, I would not use any matched lumber, 
in a silo. When the lumlier h.is fairly true 
edges, and is put on with a half lap, with

W illis arc alisolutely air-pi-oof, nor will the pa- 
|>er rot 1 »etween the Uiards.

When the corn is allowed to Itecoine m.iture 
l>efore silo Idling, and the juices of the fiKlder 
thickened with sug.ar and starch, lliere is no 
liability of the silo springing a leak, and iu> 
necessity exists for a cement floor, except from 
fear of surface w ater. The  lass of  silage among 
sides and cornel's, once attributed to defective 
walls, is now traceable to excessive treading 
and |H>unding down the silage. O f  course, it 
wants an air-j»roof wall, but the great exj'ense 
of  nuaking them so can now l»e avoided by 
chcaji, sound lumber and tarred paper-

Vour out-of-diX)r silo you c.in cover with 
some chea]» siding, but, if you tlo not caie for 
liKiks, you need not .side it up. Tlie air space 
would not be of  any great value in protecting 
the sil.age from frost, as the silage, itself, is its 
own best j»rolcctor. . _

A Doyley in C rochet-W ork Bags.
Commence with four chain and unite in a 

circle. In the lir.st chain work twelve chain 
then a row of double chain down ; in each of 
the next chains work the same, then a row of 
double chain U]» to the first chain of twelve 
that was made, then two double chain on the 
toji, and again twelve double chain down, 
taking two stitches together at the Ixittoni and 
incre.asing on the lop, when make an extra 
stitch at each corner to keep the work sipiare.

When the center is completed, work round 
a row of one long two chain, maybe three long 
in one loo]» at each corner of the cross, ami 
unite three stitches together at the bottom, 
then a row of chain stitches all round ; make 
a double long and treble long, made by twist­
ing the cotton twice over the luH»k ; insert the 
hook in an arm of the cross, then draw the 
hiK»k through each twist of the cotton ; this 
will bring the double long stitches to the low 
of long stitches. Koi the treble long, twist 
the cotton three times over the hook, and pio- 
ccctl in similar niannei. In each chain make 
one long stitch, ami tbree long stitc hes in each 
chain at each cornerT Then a row of one 
long, two chain, one long into third l(H)p, and 
continue; make an extra long stitch at each 
corner.

For the Inirder— commence by one double 
ch.ain in the center. Make three chain and 
ntiss three chain of last row, one double long 
in fourth chain, three chain, one treble long in 
same loop; three chains, one double long in 
same looj»; three chains and double chain in 
fourth clnain of la.sl row. Repeat.

Work-bag:— A pretty bag will be found 
most useful for carrying fancy work with nia- 
tcrbls— silks, crewels, scissors, thimble, etc.

Ixaise corn and pul it into cattle and hogs for 
home marketing.

Hog’S for the South.-
Mr. ('. Williams, of Mississippi, writes to an 

exchange: I here is no reason why hogs should 
not be prolilably raised nearly all over 
the South. 'They aré as free .from disease as 
in any other ]xyrt of the I n ion. We cannot 
see that the raising of hogs or any other kind 
of slock is attended with any more drawbacks 
or disasters than the production of cotton. It 
is not uncommon for the cotton crop to j»rove 
almost a total failure in certain localities. Xot- 
withstanding these Aiilures, the cotton farmer 
will start in again as the new year springs into 
existence to prepare for another cotton crop, 
lie  never loses ho]>e. Hut when a failure is 
made in the grain cro|i, if a few hogs die of 
cholera, a few'‘rattle of murrain, he swears 
eternal vengeance on them, and vows it will 
never do to undertake to raise hogs or any
other kind of .sttxT. Wlicn visited hy a failure

Dairy and Beef'Cattle. '
Editur Texas Live Stock Journal;

As the great .''late of 'Texas changes from 
range cattle to farm cattle, it would be wise of 
the breeders to impiire how best to make that 
change. The fanner wants for family use good 
milk and butter .stock ; still he cannot afll'ord 
suddenly to lose sight of the lx:ef (juality, be­
cause his money heretofore has come from the 
beef-buyer. What the 'Texan wants is that 
breed of cattle which will combine in the high­
est degree lliese two most desirable (lualilica- 
tions— a copious and continuous milk-llow—  
together with respectable Ixief tjualitics.

After examining the records of the various 
conle.sts made al fairs and stock-shows, he will 
find that the I lolslein-T'riesians wilLdoJ^his, 
for, while maintaing a respectableposition as 
second in beef (lualily, they have taken nine- 
tenlhs of the j)remiums for butter ever since 
they entered the contest against all other breed.s, 
while in the (juantity of their milk and capac­
ity for cheese-making, they have no competit­
ors.

Hut while there are very few Holstein cows 
which give tdb small a <piahlily of milk, yet 
there are many of them which arc not goorl 
butler cows. Now, how can the readers of 
this paper who want two or three good cows 
for family use, or a dozen for dairy purposes, 
make sure of getting none but good ones?

Unless he is ac<iuainled with a reliable 
breeder of 1 lolsleins, in w liose statements he 
can ])lace ¡mjilicit reliance, his best plan will 
be to follow the examjtle of the better class o f 
imjiorlers, who, eight or ten years ago, went 
to Holland, the home of the Holstein, and saw 
the cows milked and their cream churned, 
after which they bought such calves as had 
pedigrees in dams ¡and grand-dams as they 
liked.

I would not advise any man to make an in­
vestment without due investigation, b u t' it 
seems to me that it would l>e an easy matter 
for a neighlxirhood, or a number of men inter­
ested in the improvement of their herds, to 
select one of their nuinl)er and send him to 
visit a herd of reputation, and select what they 
want. 'This could l>e done for less money, and 
with far greater assurance of satisfaction, than 
for the 'Texan breeders to stay at home and 
wait for thc cattle to be brought to them.

C’owlx)ys, seeing 
this, eoncluded that, if mavencks were worth 
no more (than a dollar, they would brand for 
themselves, so many punchers armed them­
selves with private branding irons and l>egan 
the neueleus of future herds. 'Phis has con­
tinued uninterrupted, with the ex.aggcrations 
OÍ the pernicious practices which naturally fol­
low in the wake of this gratification for ac­
cumulating without work or expense. For

the surface so well pulveri/,ed that the intrud 
ing crop shall never get above the surface 
When the soil becomes copiously infected with 
foul seeds, several years may be required to 
eradicate them, and the rotation will be 
modified and adai)ted to the char.actcrof each. 
Some are most efliciently treated when jtlanted 
with hoed croi)S, others w ith the shading of 
dense clover, and others again w ith close graz­
ing. As a general rule, the annuals, which 
are spread and increased by the seeds, re<|uire 
frequent stirring of the .soil to break and des 
troy the sprouting seed, effected by the free 
use of the harrow and cultivator. The soil in 
the first place should be thoroughly mellowed 
Irefore it receives the crop; and if the leaves 
have the character of corn or of the grasses, 
the weeder or smoothing harrow may be pass- 
over every few days. Potatoes may be 
similarly treated till half a foot or more iu 
height, but turnij)s and carrots are too tender 
for such management, and the narrow cultiva­
tor must be passed between the ro^s. A 
timely and thorough application of this treat­
ment will greatly assist in cleansing the ground 
of foul matter.

Among the annual weeds which are to be 
managed in this way, are the foxtail grass, 
amaranthus, chenopdium (pig-weed), mustard, 
rag-weed, lithospermum (or red-root), and 
more particularly in gardens, shepherd’s j)urse 
and purslane. Besides treating , these 
with thorough cultivation, they may be held in 
check for years in fields seeded togra.sss, which 
will keep most of them under, but as the seeds 
remain dormant in the soil, this course does 
not cleanse the soil.

."̂ ome of the biennial weeeds are the mullein, 
the burdock, the common large thistle, chess 
or cheat and wild carrot. Thorough cultivation 
w ill commonly keep the fields clear of these 
weeds, but they frequently get possession of

lx io flittleo rn o u .se . 'I he soil must be kept 
clean and mellow through the season. 
Canada thistles aud milkweeds have been 
thoroughly cleared frem the land in a single 
season. 'I'here are some crops, as for example 
the live forever, so tenacious of life as not al­
ways to yield to this treatment, and the remedy 
would be turning the whole crop deeply under 
and allowing to remain there long enough to 
entirely destroy its vitality. This may be ef­
fected in limited jiatches with the spade in 
trenching; or on a larger scale with subsoil­
ing and trench plowing.

at the Chicago fat stock show, but I was unable 
to learn anything as to the history and merits 
of the breed, e\cc|4 that it was the largest 
breed in existence. Please give us some par­
ticulars. D i’NCAN.

'Phe Tam woilh is the old red -hog of f ng- 

land, and was not regarded as voiy valuable, 
and hence was J »red only to a liiniled extent 
It has been taken up by a few breeders, more 
recently, and improved to some extent. .Mr.

!•'. .Severin of Cuilland, Neb., is a 
breeder of these swine, and in a paper rc.id l>e- 
fore the l.\sl meeting of the I'ine .'̂ toi k P.ited- 
eiV as.sociation of that si.ate, eulogi/.cs the breed 
as follows:

'Phe .agricultui.il j>.apeis cry “ tlie sciubs 
must go,” and they ought to go, but what 
brt t d of swing will bc-fml in the i)k(te-ofH hr 
scrub? The present leading breeds d« not fill 
the bill liecause the majority of farmers with 
small means cannot give them the care they 
require; they cannot ttash or brush th^m nor

build a $KX) hog house, or buy a grist mill, or 
hire a man and liang a swill pail on each side 
of him, or sit uj) with an old sow for two or 
three nights after working hard in tlie field in 
order to save a litter of three or four pigs. 
And another thing they have been bred and 
raised too tender for generations until their 
constitution is almost gone, and the first storm 
that comes makes sick hogs, arid then comes 
the cry of hog cholera. Now the breed that 
is required hy the majority of farmers must be 
a breed that will propagate fast and raise with 
very little care more pork w-ith less feed than 
the jiresent standard breeds.

And right here I would like to impress upon 
your minds that lietwcen (he fancy breeds and 
scrubs lies n large field which is claimed for 
tlie Tamwciitli hogs, with malty advantages 
which neither the fancy 1)1 ecd iior the scrub 
can I oucli. 'Phis I undertake to say without 
contradiction from any one, and to fully ac- 
<|uaint those w ho are not familiar with the ad­
vantages and characteristics of the 'Pamworth 
swine, I will say they are red in color and 
have long straight bodies, well sprung ribs, full 
neck, full jaw, and are wide lietween the eyes 
and have good backs, good hams, good Iwne, 
and stand straight on their feet. 'Phey are 
veiy ¡uolific, as all red hogs are, and make 
g(X)d mothers and have a very ejuiet disjiosi- 
tion, usually raising aliout ten pigs at a litter 
of even size w ith common care. They are of 
quick grow th and can be fattened at any 
age, and attain a very’ large size if kept till 
maturity. At nine or ten montli.s old they 
can be made to w eigh 300 pounds and up­
ward. They are easily kept fat and produce 
more pork from the same amout of feed than 
any other breed. They are the hardiest breed 
known, consccpiently less liable to disease; 
they arc very vigorous, always ship well, 
rarely ever a lame hog in a car, and w ill rough 
it better in any kind of weather than any
know n breed now in cxistetcncc. 'I'he Tam- 
wortb swine, therefore, arc the l»cst swine at 
the present time for the majority of farmers 
throughout the western states.

The hardest story yet proniidgatetl regard­
ing the drouth in K alisas, conies from the 
Kmjioria Republican; ‘ ‘ It is said to be so 
thy in Osborne county that hogs haye to be 
soaked in the rhrer liefore they will hold slop.”

Mol>eetie Panhandle;— 'I’herc Is an unusu­
ally large crop of acorns this year. As Pan­
handle oaks average tjiily alxjut a foot in 
height the httgs don’t have to wait for the 
acoms to fall oft, they can j>ick them from the 
trees. Althougli the trees are so small the 
acorns are as large as those on the tallest 
trees.

It is a most unfortunate condition of affairs 
when scarcity of fee<l coinj)ds the destruction 
of young pigs as so<m as Ixirn, that there may 
be corn to mtten the dams. 'I'he disastrous 
results are far-reaching in their nature. Croj) 
loss can be overcome much (juickcr than that 
of live stock. 'I'his condition of alfairs exists 
in some of the drouth-stricken sections of the 
West.

'I'exas l•arln and Ranch;— 'Phe hog (with 
one g) is the worst slamlcrcd of all donie.stic 
animals. I-vciything dirty and filthy is com- 
paretl to him. “ You are as filthy as a hog,” 
or “ ypu are worse than a hog,” are familiar 
sayings. Now this is slander, 'i'he hog is 
clean as the hor.se, cow and «log and more so 
tluin the chicken or duck. Ile is  forced to be 
filthy because all the refuse is pul off on him. 
He prefets clean to minldy water, lie  would 
wallow in a clean jilace in preference to a 
«lirty one. I le will eat clean nice f«-K)il instead 
of refuse if he has a chance. So don't slander 
him any longer, but give him a chance.

'I he Pluenix (.\ri.) Republican, notes the 
ctmrseofhog prcRluction; But two years ago 
this valley fairly swarme«! with hogs. 'I'hey 
were in the roads and by-vvays, filled the 
alfalfa pastures and covered the stubble fields 
in the fall. I■’ully 5000 were owned and held 
to the W'esl and Northwest of Plufuis. With 
our abundant supply juiie;  ̂ went «lounto 
aliout one cent per pouiul on luxif for raw 
hogs and alnnit two and one-half cents for 
grain fattened. 'Phis means a loss, s«.» the 
|K)ikers all went out of the valley to Pastern 
buyers. At present there arc only a very few 
hundred pigs, of any class, in the valley ami 
those are hcUl up as high as six cents a pound.

ed |)ortion of carljon. Grass is a healthful and 
well-babnce«l f(XHl for swine, and a breeding 
sow reijuires nothing else, except when suck­
ling young, and then she should Ijc fed largely 
on oats, miiWlings, or corn, rye and barley, 
^jth three limes as much bran in it as of the 
other grains. 'Phese foods will fit her to breed 
twice a year, and to be always in a healthy 
and vigorous condition. Pat is inimical to 
concejdion, bearing young or suckling young.

'Phe pn^geny of young sows are always 
smaller and less jirotilable, and not so well 
fitted for breeding, as the young from older 
mothers. It is not wise, nor is it safe, to 
breed swine in-and-in at all. 'Phere wiil be 
a marked loss in vigor, and imperfections in 
Inxly. 'Phe only way such breeding should 
ever take jilacc is to couple a pair from one 
litter where the sire and dam are of no kin. 
if  they are relate«!, then this brec«ling should 
n«>t take place, and the offspring of such jiar- 
ent.ige .should not be brc«l together. 'Phere is 
no brcc«l of domestic animals .so^nuch affected 
hy violation of the laws of brec«ling and fee«l- 
ing as swine. O f extremes, a very low comli- 
tion of flesh is much preferable 1«) a high con- 
lition. 'Phe reason js that the hog

IS an animal e.asily injure«! by heat, 
ami as fat is heal an«l the facl«jr ««f heat 
ami fever, it is an unj>rofitable servant 
in swine-bree«ling.

RAISING HOGS.

Questions in Swine Breeding:.
1‘als. Country Gentlemen— What is the av­

erage lifetime of sows, ami how long can they 
be profitably kept for brec«ling purp«)ses, sup 
posing that they arc properly Imused, fe«l ami 
care«l for, ami bear two litters of young a year 
— one in spring and one in fall ? Also, are 
the progeny of young s«.*ws, bre«l with their 
parent Ixiar, apt to be inferuir by reason of in- 
breeding? C. 1*. C. New ’̂olk.

I will answer the al>ove in«iuires from per­
sonal experience. 'Phe average lifetime of 
sows is two years, as by lluit lime they get 
their growth and become large .1ml heavy, 
and incline«! to be hwy or inactive. Phe re­
sult is th.at the average sow will lose a large 
number of her jngs by lying on them. No 
rule will apply as to age. If a sow jm)\es t«> 
l>c a goixl mother, an«l is .active and alert in 
the c.arc of her pigs, she may be kept till eight 
or ten years of age ami brec«l two litters of 
pigs a year. It will pay to keep such a sow- 
till she l>cgins to show the lack of vigor and 
feebleness inculent to age. I kept the mother 
of the Victoria bree«l of hogs ((,)uccn Victoria) 
till she was nine years ol«l, and during the 
early summer when she w.asnine past, she lia«l 
twelve tine pigs, .'she ha«l them umlcr an ap­
ple tree one rainy night, an«l two «lays after 
wards was found <lea«l with the twelve live 
pigs sucking the dead pa|is. .'<he ha«l die«) 
from milk fever, causer! by the ex|>osure, her 
owner l>cing away from home.

sas. Here is where we farmers of 'Pexas 
make «)ur greatest mistake. We try to raise 
l«K» much cotton; our cotton fails ami leavesais 
with nothing. Raise hogs and corn ami we 
can have bread and meal.

Now is the lime to pul a shoal in a pen by 
himself and fatten him for early killing. Don't 
make a mlst.ake ami think that your hogs don't 
iieeit ''clear, c«jol water; give them plenty to 
drink ami plenty to wallow in. Give your 
lu^s jdenty of lire coals, for if you don't give 
them lire coals they will root for rocks, and a 
rock-eating h«)g is har«l to fatten. Don't neg­
lect to give your Imgs salt; th.at is a great mis 
take we sometimes make. A  hog nee«ls salt 
as ba«l as any other animal.

Make a shailc for your hogs in hot weather 
Don't fce«l ihcm t«.K> much in July ami .\ugust 
'Phe lirst of September is the time to com­
mence fattening your Imgs. I see some writer 
on the hog «piestion says to have a house for 
hogs in the winter. I *say no, for I never saw 
a hog that was housed but what was lousey 
and you can't fatten a lousey luig.

11 ere in the cross timbers we have the hog 
law, which is the meanest law that ever was 
for the p«H)i man, but yet we can raise a sight 
of meat «nit of the pen in spite t»f the lu>g law. 
We can bree«l «nir sows so they will bring pigs 
the tirst of July and by the time the jWgs gc\ 
huge en«»ugh to do damage the crops will l)c 
gathere«!. 'Phen let the pigs run till the last 
of January; then kill them, and we will have a 
tine lot of meat. I could s«iy a great dea 
more on this subject but for fear of taking too

W hat a Texan Says About the Great 

Ranch of Captain King.
W ashington Post.

A  middle-aged gentlemen of inotlest man­
ners aflTtxed the name “ Robert Klelierg, 'lex- 
as,”  on the register of the Arlington. Mr. 
Klel)erg...;hails from Corpus Christi, in the 
Southern part of the state, ami ht manager of | 
the King ranch, the second largest in this 
country, the* Capitol .Syndicate ranch in the 
Texas Panhandle, containing 3,ooo,oo<.t 
.acres of l^nd, or twelve entire counties, being 
the biggest cow pasture in the world. Mr. 
Kleberg married a daughter of Captain King, 
the richest single owner of grazing lands and 
cattle in America. Mr. King died in 1885, 
leaving property to the value of ^ io,coo,ooo. 
Speaking of the vast estate, Mr. Klebei^ said: 
“ We have between 680,0ro and yoo,ozo 
acres altogather, lying in Nueces and Webb 
counties, and I don’t know exactly how many 
cattle, but 100,000 heatl would not l>e far out 
of the way. Caj^tain’ King came from the 
state of New York to'l'exas in 1853, and was 
the first permanent settler between the Nueces 
river and the Rio (Irande. The Indians 
were thick in that region in those days, ami 
it took a man of nerve to hold his own. We 
don’t drive any of our cattle overland now, 
but sell to parties who ship from the ranch by
rail. Since the boom of ’82 the lx)ttom has 
dropped out of the cattle business, but there 
is a somewhat l>etter demand of late, and 1 
look for upward prices ere long.

Farm and Home.

Coal from distant fields has proved too ex- 
pensive. For kindling nothing exceeds the 
fine dry stalks of the peach after it has been 
dead a year or two. Fars of corn make a 
good substitute for wood but uncertainty of 
its j)roductions and its value for other pur- 
po.se, the mistress of the tidy, economical 
household still de.sires something better, do 
grow trees to cut and split takes too much 
time. Let an acre of the most productive 
land.on each farm be jnU in a good state of

trees, four to five feet apart each way. d hese 
should be as thoroughly cultivated as corn or 
potatoes, or the entire plot heavily mulched 
that all weeds may be kept down, before 
the second year’s growth and continue cultiva­
tion or mulching. If the ground be thin put 
on plenty of manure; if dry it may be helj>ed 
by irrigation, d'he second year after planting 
three or more stalks may lie grown from each 
hill. They will be the size of a broom handle 
or larger. These may all he cut off in the fall, 
winter or early spring, only to be followed by 
another crop of the same kind each succeeding 
year. Cut into suitable lengths for the stove, 
these sticks m.ake fair fire wood; not equal to 
hickory, but outranking cottonwood, elm and 
other soft wood and cont.aing no small brush. 
The foli.age of this tree is pleasing, 1 he 
alinanthus doesn’t endure our severest winters 
always, and when wanted for a j)ermanent 
tree should he set on less fertile soil. Culture 
and manuring should be less generous than 
when the annual crop of fire w o (k1 is the end 
sought. The tree is easily grown from seed 
without preparation. It should be planted
about corn-j)lanting time. It can also be 
grown with facility from root cuttings. A t­
tempts to grow it in a sckI will be futile.

I le has never lx>ught hut one stallion 
and has raised and sold $1500 wortli of horses 
and to-day he can sell the stock on hand for 
$3000 o r$4000. lie  has never had a mule 
or gelding on his farm in the time. His mares 
liave done all work necessary to he <lone on 
the farm. Now why can’t others do this?

Messrs. I.ord iV Stricklin, wno hrought a lot 
of ( )regon mares to this market, have dis|K»sed 
of them and returned home. 'I’hey were 
rather early in the se.ason, and failed to find a 
giK)d demand for their stock. Mr. I.ord says 
he will prohahly he on this market in the fall 
with another shipment of mares, l»ul they will 
he of lighter ipiality, as he finds the 'I'exas 
stockmen and farmers unwilling to p.ay for 
such animals as tho.se he hrought on his first 
trip.

A dre.adful and as yet unknowii disease has 
attacked a numlier of fine horses in James V. 
Mitcliell’s stahles, west of Martinsville, Iflidi- 
ana. 'fo  all .appearances the horses were 
healthy in every way, when their throats lle­
gan to swell, and continueil until hreathing 
hecame difficidt aud painful, although it is at- 
tendeil with no other sickness. No remedy 
has lieen found for this disease, and farmers 
throughout the country are using disinfectants 
to prevent the disease from hecoming general.

At the Mexico, Mo., fair the last three heats 
in the 2:22 pace were taken liy a mare called 
Sunshine, aiul an exchange says, in describing 
the race: At every heat won by Sunshine
there was a terrible uproar in the colored 
• piarters of the grand stand. 'The judges, 
liméis, starter and re|>or.ters were not in the 
.secret, luit when the race was completed, 
Willis Johnson, a colored man, past middle 
life, Uninded into the track in front of the 
grand stand and, with hat oil, addressed the 
judges as follows: “ tlentlemen, I raised that
old mar’, and I want to .say right here that 
she is the only animal raised around here that 
ever jumped out and won a race.
