cent. of said net earnings shall be distributed
to the said stockhotldersin the ratio of the num-
ber of stock shipped by each stockholder to the
said corporation for sale during the current
year for which said dividend shall be-deelared,
and the remaining thirty-five (35) per cent. of
said net earnings shall be distributed to the
shareholders in said corporation in the ratio of
the amguut owned by each shareholder in said
corporation. : ;

It is also hereby further expressly agreed and
stipulated thatno person shall have the right
to subscribe for or own more than twenty-tive

Kansas City as a Live Stock Market,

somely gotten up souvenir, showing the
twentieth annual report of the Kansas
City stock yards. This market, since
the establishment of the yards in 1871,
has assumed proportions even beyond
the expectations of its then most’san-
guine friends. 120,827 cuttle re-
ceived in 1871, the receipts have stead-
ily grown until the enormous number
of 1,472,229 cattle and 76,568 calves was
reached for 1890. In 1871 the receipts
of hogs were only 741,036, while last
year they ran up -to 2,865,171, with a
proportionate ipCrease in the receipts
of sheep‘and horses. This makes Kun-
sas City the second live stock market
in the woyld, and_shows the immense
possibiljties and results-of plick, en-
ergy and hard work.

The growth and advantages of Kan-
sas City as a live stock market ean be
better explained by the following ex-
tract from the souvenir above referred
to: ‘*“The year 1871 may be said to be
the starting point from which Kansas
City has grown to be a great live stock
market, in fact the greatest with but
one exception ‘in the world. . Fifteen
years ago the Kansas Ciy packing
houses had a limited local reputation.
To-day their product is widely and fa-
vorably known in every corner pene-
trated by civilization, and those who
are best qualified to judge and have
witnessed the transfer of Cinceinnati's
great killing and packing interests to
Chicago, confidently predict the revo-
lution in commerce which will in a
short time place the market of Kansas
City at the head of this branch of in-

It is within easy reach of the (ast
grazing grounds of the West and South-
west, and in close proximity to the
great consuming districts of the East
and South, to which is ‘added the
thorough railway facilities opening up
the markets of the country to the coast,

mercial centers of Europe.

last year.

The supply of Hogs for the first three
months of the pr esont y year will be much
in excess of that of last year, and the
watter half of 1891 will likely be mate-
cially short in the hog crop, and proba-
ply we will have much higher prices in
that class of stock. W would: not be
at all surprised to realize $2 per cwt,
more next August than they are bring-
ing now,

We think the best corn-fed
will reach at least 6 cents per
during April, May and June.

When the exchange
was organized such conduct became too
risky. One or two crooks were hauled
up before the bar of the Exchange and
expelled  for- defrauding countrymen,
anhd it became at once apparent that a
crooked man would run too many risks
of being mired in business, and the
work was effectually stopped by the
Exchange. I repeat that it costs less to
market stock in Chicago now than it
did before the or G'muatlon of the Ex-
change.”

Dr. Tuckerman, editor of the Work-
man, Cleveland, O.; has taken some
pains to collect and compile the docis
ions of the United States courts on this
subject, aud gives to the Washington
Post as The result of his investigation
the following, which may be relied up-
on as correct:

1. Subscribers who do not give ex-
press notice to the contrary are consid-
ered as wishing torenew their subscrip-
ton.

2. If subscribers order the discon-
tinuance of their periodicals, the pub-
lisher may continue to-send them until
all arrearages are piid,

3. If the subscribers neglect or re-
fuse to take their periodicals from the
office to which they are directed, they
are responsible until they have settled
their bills or ordered them discon-
tinued.
