"T exas and Indian cattle receipts at 
Chicago foot up about 384,(XK) head, 
against 870,000 In 1893, being the lightest 
since 1886. In 1892 Texas marketed the 
phenomenal number of 717,000 head at 
Chicago alone. In that year and since 
the ranches were badly depleted of 
fem ale stock, and the result Is plainly 
read In the current figures.

"Since the Inauguration o f the feed­
ing system in Texas the plan o f mar­
keting has been materially changed, 
and now an Increasing number o f cat­
tle Is marketed In the winter months 
Instead of all being rushed to market 
In midsummer.

"T h e 'Sexas stockman Is beginning to 
realize that there is not so much profit 
In marketing the old-time long-horned 
graas-fattened steer as one brought up 
to a higher state o f perfection by the 
aid of cotton-seed meal.

"W hile  the demand for Texas cattle 
has generally been good, there has not 
been the advance In prices whl^i, one 
would expect to see after such a falling 
Off In receipts.

■'The average price was far below a 
year ago. the best sale o f the year be­
ing at $4.50 In June, while $6 was 
reached at the high mark In 1893. Tne 
cattle moat o f  the time were In pretty 
good flesh, but failed to meet with the 
demand which feeders anticipated. In 
the early part of the yearlj^ lves were 
marketed In abundance, INid prices 
were very low. The scarcity o f  cattle 
111 T exas made it difflcult for stockmen 
to secure the number pf cattle they 
wanted for this winter's feeding. Prices 
for stock cattle ranged mostly at $15(fjl 
20, but the cheapness o f feed Is greatly 
In feeders' favor. There seems to be a 
general desire to feed to a good finish 
this year, and many will feed to the 
limit, 120 days. Then It the cattle do 
not sell well It will not be because 
they lack quality. As to the number 
o f cattle being fed In Texas this winter 
opinions differ, and the m ajoiity  af es­
timates place the decrease from 10 to 
40 per cent, while som e entertain the 
opinion that Ihe number will equal 
th:et of a year ago. Some few  fed cattle 
■have come already, but not many are 
ex ported before the middle of Janu­
ary.”

Mr. Shwen has lost six head o f fine 
fat HereforiJ cattle In the past ten 
days. The cattle had been fattened 
on cured S’lrghum and were so fat that 
they developed disease and died. We 
learn that the animals commenced to 
swell at the hook and afterwards at 
the throat and jaw , the respiration be­
came labored and they died In convul­
sions. We ’ learn that other persons 
have occasionally lost a steer In the 
?ame way. The editor o f this paper 
has fed cured sorghum to both cattle 
and horses for the past five years and 
when he found an animal constipated 
it was given the freedom o f the salt 
trough. If It was a Jersey cow  the 
feed was changed to one pint o f cotton­
seed meal and two or three qvfarts of 
bran fed wet twice a day*. W e have 
not lost a single head of stock so far. 
It Is said that the fat cattle that died 
were very constipated.”

In most Instances the damage done 
by sorghum Is through carelessness, 
as It no doubt was In both cases re­
corded above. Sorghum Is a good and 
valuable feed, and with a due regard 
for Its constlpatiug qualities can be 
ted at any time and In any quantity.

■The introduction of cotton seed meal 
as a feed among Northern farmers Is 
quite a  new thing and promises to be­
come decidedly popular. The scarcity 
of corn in many sections and the com ­
paratively low price o f meal Is causing 
a good deal o f  inquiry Into Its merits, 
and those who have made the test 
seem t o ' be very well satisfied. It is 
said that the best results are obtained 
by feeding half the regular allowance 
o f corn and about five pounds of meal 
per steer. In commencing It Is better 
to start with one pound per day and 
gradually Increase the amount to

NO HORSES NEF.DED.
The way the horse is being sup-

With the exception o f one used dur­
ing the W orld’s fair, this is said to he 
the only electric carriage In the United 
States, although some similar ones are 
used In the old . world.

-ANIMAL i'OOD.
Animal food Is essential for both hens 

and ducKs that are laying. Cut bone 
Is the best matertal,,as It always con­
tains meat and 4s-cheap, but refuse 
meat from the butcher, animal meal 
(ground meat) a'nd scrap meat, pressed, 
are all excellent. The animal fogd 
should contain but little fat. The usual 
groupd dried meats also contain bone, 
and are olieap enough to lie made a 
portion of the'ratlon every day.

The size of a duck’s egg Is enough to 
Indicate that an enormous amount of 
nitrogenous food must be used by them 
wnen they are laying, and .m ore es­
pecially as the duck lays an egg almost 
every day. It will not do to feed them 
mostly on grain. They riHjulre animal 
food, and It should be given at least 
once a day. A pound of ground meat 
mixed with two pounds of ground oats, 
moistened, should be allowed ten ducks 
every day, or as much as they will eat, 
with a variety of other food also.

TH ESE A R E GOOD.
Chopped onions are excellent for hens 

and chicks, and the smalf onions will 
answer as well as the be.st. For hens 
they may be simply sliced, as they 
will pick them to pieces, but for young 
chicks they can not be made too fine. 
Fed once or twice a week they serve 
as an agreeable change from a dry 
diet, and the avidity with which the 
onions will be consumed will be suf­
ficient proof for their value. Cabbage 
may ba given also during the winter 
with benefit.

Middlings (sometimes called shorts 
and seconds) should always bo used as 
a proportion o f the soft fod. A go id 
jireparatlon Is ten pounds of (’Ton 11 1 
<iats. five pounds o f corn meal, two 
pounds of bran, and three poneds of 
middlings, to which may do a.l l.’d a 
pound of bone meal three pouii ls of 
ground meal, and a quarter of a (i ion 1 
o f salt. This makes an excellei.t !■ od 
for laying hens and growing chUk.s, 

• and is not as fattening as an exclusive 
diet o f  corn meal. It is a mixture tb it 
Is almost complete in flesh forming and 
Uine making material, and Is not v -iy  
expensive.

by giving a hen the Guinea eggs one 
week before hens' eggs are put'in  the 
nest (which hatches all at the same 
time), they will become tame and roost 
In the pouliry house.

TH E POULTRY YARD.
January and February open tha 

hatching aeason with hens, as some of 
them become broody early In the year, 
while others come in later. It Is the 
object o f experienced poultrymen to 
hatch the pullets for next year as ear­
ly as It can be done, so as 4o have them 
fully matured before fall and to allow 
them plenty o f time for growth. Many 
mistakes occur in this early hutching, 
as no distinction is made by some In 
the breeds, or, rather, the kind o f pul­
lets to be hatched. It is Important 
that the early pullets be not only 
hatched early, but also kept under fa- 
vurable conditions during the cold  

months, or a  large number will be 
lost. The most dittlcuU jiart o f the un­
dertaking Is raising them after they 
are hatched.

Just when to hatch the early pullets 
requires judgment. The large breeds 
require more time for growth than 
I.eghorns or other small breeds, and 
this fact must be considered. Pullets 
that are hatched in January or Febru­
ary may molt the first year, being In 
Ihe same class with late-hatched pul­
lets o f  the previous year .It is this 
molting tha,t is to be avoldinl. us It 
renders the early pullets useless the 
first year. March Is soon enough for 
Cochins. Brahmas, l»angahans and 
I’ lymouth Rocks, and the middle of 
April for la’ ghorns and small breeds. 
But -In order to get them hatched out 
In March the hens must become broody 
In February, as It requires three weeks 
for the eggs to hatch. It Is for that 
reason that attention Is called to the 
matter. I f the hatching Is delayed 
past the first two months o f the year, 
the chances are that no early pullels 
will be hatched before April.

When the object is early pullets for 
next year, the best laying hens should 
be seleeled and a pure bred male o f 
the breed you prefer jiluced with. them. 
They should then be seiurutiHl fruin 
the other members of the fluek. A 
dozen hens that are laying Avlll (iro- 
duce more eggs than will be nce<ieil 
for hatching early inillels and It will 
give better results In hiilebing than 
when the eggs are takeir front I*"' 
whole number o f fowls.

If no scratching pen is 
added to the building, the floor o f the 
regular hen house should be covered 
with litter, and am ong it grain scat­
tered at noon. At night It can be 
broadcasted In their runs.^ These re­
marks apply particularly to the w IiiPt  
season, and where fowls do not have 
free range. Where they are not en­
closed. the light breakfast must still 
be followed, both summer and winter, 
BO that the fowls, still hungry, will ex, 
erclse themselves by scratching for 
mo"e to oat. Where a hearty break­
fast Is given  laziness 1s apt to follow, 
and laziness never yet made eggs. 
'Stuffling the birds with all .they.w ill 
eat will m ik e  layers o f fat, but not lay­
ers o f  eggs. It Is Important that a 
regular system be e.stabllshed, and that 
the fow ls are always at work. It Is the 
keynote o f  success.

According to the Eddy, N. M., Argus, 
a company has been formed there with 
ample capital, for the purpose o f con­
vening alfalfa Into pork. On one 
ranch thirty hog houses have been 
erecied for breeding purposes. The 
alfalfa fUlda are divided Into twenty- 
acre lots, and the most approved 
breeds o f  porkers are being imported. 
No less than ten ranchment well pro­
vided with capital have entered into the 
buslnees and commenced to Import 
breeding stock, and the present year 
will witness the creation of a lucrative 
industry In a region which live years 
ago was arid desert. It la at present 
proposed to ship car load Iota of fat 
pork to Fort Worth, 'fex., but It will 
bu seen that a packing house at Ros­
well or Eddy will be tha sequel to the 
now enterprise now Inaugaurated.

W hile Colorado, New Mexico and the 
mountain states collectively are obliged 
to Import the bulk of their sugar cured 
hams, bacon and *>ure lard, from Chi­
cago, there will be no necessity for 
shipping hogrs on the hoof from the 
IVcoa valley to Texas. Hog packing 
houses should* hereafter be found 
wherever alfalfa and barley can be 
produced the most profitable.—R. M. 
News.

GUINEAS ON TH E FAR.’« .
,  'K ie- Guinea- fe w ! helds- m r pTace' Irf 
the market at all, yet It is really a 
delicacy, more nearly approaching the 
wild game fowls than any other. They 
lay a large number o f eggs, wliloh are 
smaller than those from hens, but 
which are rich and of excellent flavor. 
On large farms, where the Guineas 
can have plenty o f  room, they will cost 
nothing, do not scratch up seeds, and 
are free from disease, compared with 
other poultry. As Insect destroyers 
they are unsurpa.ssed. They are al­
ways in motion and ever on the alert 
for grubs and flying Insects. They 
consume a large number In a day, and 
If the food eaten by a flock o f guineas 
during a  summer could be estimated It 
would be found that the service per­
formed by them is o f more value than 
that of the birds. It Is useless to at­
tempt to confine hem. They are too 
restles.s and active to be deprived of 
liberty, and can only be kept on tarnis 
that afford them an opiiortunlty to 
wander oft and make their nests In 
their own way. If hatched with a

Th/ire Is a great dlflerence In the 
milking qualities of breeding sows. It 
Is on this that their value or worthless­
ness ns breeders must always mainly 
deix’iid. The sow that has not'been fed 
fuUCJilug Rmil wblU- yomMfr-gnd- that 
la LUilj’; will ifi'bbUhly deNiT’Tolf
Into a good milker.

HORTICULTURE,
GRAPES IN TEXAS.

A Denton county correspondent o f an 
exchange tells of grape culture as fol­
lows: Texas raises some of the finest 
graphs, as It Is her natural product 
and grows wild to perfactlon. Native 
wild grapes grow In all portions of the 
state and In 1S92 there were 1,556,000 
vines, according to the census.

The canes are planted In rows six 
feet apart and the vines eight feet 
apart in the rows. The holes are dug 
fifteen liichos deep and the surround­
ing soli enriched with ground bone and 
ashes. One-j^ear-old vines are cut back 
to two eyes^aml the lower eye placed 
at the surface. 'I'wo-year-old v i i is  
should be allowed thnee or four eyea 
and two eyes set below the M»r.'ace. 
Cut oft one-third the length .of the 
roots and spread them well. Set a 
stake at each vine for tying; this s ip- 
port will last two years. Keep the o,d 
wood trimmed of growing canes >o as 
tu admit the sun freely.

only visible sign they give—small rolls 
o f sawdust deposited on the bkrk or at 
the base o f the tree. 1 have frequantly 
tried to work out these luirasites, hav­
ing read many times Just how to do it. 
but In no case have succeeded until 1 
saw It done. A stout, sharp knife, a 
keen, small carpenter’s gouge and mal­
let are needed, besides a -roll o f fine 
wire. Search must be made at ‘ihe" 
base o f each tree, pulling iiwny tlv« 
sod.

It is a  well known' fact that 
T exas is not a first-class maturing 
place, consequently the best market 
for two’s is that affol-ded by  buyers

o f cattle Is held too high they will be 
foroed to go elsewhere for their cattle. 
I am feeding some steers on my ranch 
near Baird, and believe that the way 
I feed Iroats close pens and meal and 
hulls m ighty bad. I am feeding o'l 
cake cracked up Into small lumps, 
right on the pasture, with grass t r 
roughness. I have the steers divided 
up into small bunches In separate pas­
tures, and drive a wagon load o f cake 
over the pasture, tChich is dumped In 
small jilles right on the griss. The 
steers eat every bit o f It and lick the 
grounc*. where It was. I give tlivm 'm y  
seven jsmnds a day, and they are doing 
better than any cattle I have seen on 
straight meal and hulls. I do not 
think they will burn out like they do on 
meal and hulls, and fatten faster.”

In 1893 Kansas took for  feed­
ing and grazing 114,tMM) head o f Texas 
cattle direct from the range, besides 
what were shipped to  Kansas City and 
turned back into K ansas from the 
yards for feeding. In 1894 Kansas got 
84.000 bead o f Texas cattle exclusive of 
what Wicre taken from  the yards at 
Kuiisas City. Colorado, W yoming, Mon­
tana and Dakota gut 153,000 Texans in 
1893, and 70,000 In 1894. M ontana and 
Dakota got a great many more cattle 
than Colorado and W yom ing, a  very 
few Texans finding their w ay to the 
two last mentioned.”

I A t the cloee of the current ^e«r as 
rar as this market is concerm 'd there is 
little that can be said. This is by rea­
son o f the fact that the separation of 
the stock yards from the packing In­
terests has been so recent that the mar­
ket has had but little chance to anake 
Itself felt In a state so Urge as Texas. 
About five months ago the stock yards 
and packing house passed Into the 
hands of separate companies and com ­
petition was Invited to make this a 
point of operation. Cotuslderlng ilhe 
time that has elapsed since then, the 
showing Is flrst-class. A t this time 
this market is patronized by a number 
o f buyers from other states, besides 
the packing house and local butchers 

V *et their supply from the yards. The 
Jssertlve feature o f the market, and 
one that will grow. Is the demand for 
feeders, both cattle and hogs, which so 
far has been far In excess of the supply. 
Especially Is this true in the instance 
o f  hogs, the competition for the pur­
chase of stock hogs being as sharp as 
the seller could wish. The supply of 
killing hogs has all along lacked about 
BOO a day of being what the packing 
house“ 3emands, but the increased in- 
iterest that Is lU'ing shown In the 
«wine Industry throughtout the state 
will result In largely Increased sup­
plies. Ill this line here will likely be 
enlarged capacities wltbln the year for 
the consumptibn o f  any increase there 
m ay be over the now desired supply. 
In a word, there is no danger in over­
stocking this market with hogs either 
killers or feeders.

As a rule what Mexican cattle are 
shippi'd to the larger markets, are o f­
fered on this market, and In one or 
more instances it has been found more 
profitable to sell hero than to ship on.

The <?stabllshment o f  a general' or 
rather central horse market, mention 
o f  Which has been made in these col­
umns from time to time, is an assured 
fact, and has only been delayed by  the 
time it has taken the gentlemen who 
will be In charge, to close up his busl- 
noas at his present location.

The outlook for the present year is 
distinctly favorable, from  every stand­
point and any advancement made In 
B live stock market, at this point will 
bo for^tlie good o f every raiser in the 
sfate.”  ■ —..............

CHICAGO LETTER.
Chicago, Dec. SI.—The holiday season 

generally brings dullness to the cattle 
trade, and this year was no exception. 
Although receipts have been remark­
ably light, the demand has been o f such 
an Indifferent character that sellers 
have had hard work to get rid o f the 
supplies at anything like decent prltN-s. 
Only 1650 Texas cattle were received, 
against 3800 the previous Wi-ek. About 
half o f these came direct to slaughter­
ers’ so that the number on sale was 
hardly suttlcient to establish u range 
of quotations.

A  few fed cattle were Included In the 
receipts ,and they seemed to sell very 
satisfactorily.

During the year the supply of Texas 
cattle consisted of 380,000 head, the 
smallest year fflnce 1886. The decrease 
from last year was remarkable, being 
something like 290,000. , To be sure a 
large part o f this number was dellected 
to other markets, chiefly on account of 
the desire o f the railroads centering at 
Chicago to collect a $2 terminal charge, 
but the greatest loss was due to the 
fact that not so many cattle were In 
Texas to ship.

Sales throughout the year have 
ranged from $1.50 to $4.50, the. bulk sell­
ing at $2.50 to $3.25. All things consid­
ered, the year was fairly prosperous to 
those who had desirable cattle to ship. 
During the past week some scattering 
sales wer«‘ made at $2.50it'4.

The sheep trade has been on the mend 
lately, but is In such aii uncertain con» 
ditlon that a small surplus would be 
likely to paralyze the market. The, ex­
port trade Is much better than it was, 
and consequently good, heav.v sheep 
have sold reasonably well, but the com ­
mon and medium grade's are still hard 
to get rid o f at low prices. It is hard 
to tell when the sheep business will re­
vive. but probably not for a few 
months. Sales o f sh<'ep range from $1 
@3.50; lambs, $2.25@)4.26.

TH E STATE SCHOOL FUND.
Soma Sacaeetiuns mm to Needed 

Chaagee la the Laws Uovernlag  
■aZs of ditate Lands.

Arcàdia, Tex., Dec. 29, 1894. 
Sdl^r Journal:

From an address delivered before the 
teadkers convention at Galveston this 
week by Hon J. M. Carlisle, superin­
tendent of education, we learn that the 
available school fund of the state Is 
growing beautifully less all the time, 
and that the next legislature will have 
to come to the relelf of that fund in a 
aubitantlal manner, very quickly.

The superlnnendent attributes some 
of tbs shortage to the failure of pur­
chasers of school lands to meet the an­
nual Interest, which failure he at- 
trtbtttes to the hard year, etc. Wc lesm  
from statistics, that with the largest 
school fund of any state in the Union, 
the state of Texas pays less.'to the 
maintenance of her public schools than 
any Atate In the Union.

’This being the facts In the case. Is It 
nofilm e that our law makers began to 
to i^ k  Into' the matter a lltt|e and 
And' If possible the true causes for 
suck a state of affairs?

■yV̂ h the largest school fund of any. 
It looks like Texas should give the best 
and"tnost liberal school service o f  any 
other state. This is a natural conclu­
sion» and of course the failure to do 
this. Is of right chargeable to our law- 
makers. I believe the conerttutlon au- 
thoHsee the levy of about 16 cents on 
the : 1100 worth of property for school 
purposes, but this amount with the In­
t e r ^  on sale of lands, .interest on 
bepihr-and lease money, to^ethen ivtth 
alt ether eourcee of revenue under ex- 
tetlftg laws, will not raise the per 
capita sufllclent to maintain a school 
six months In the year, as provided for 
by our organized law.
. Then the question presents itself, 

'wMt le to be done? It etemee to me 
that with the experience of the last 
few.pears with the laws regulating our 
puNIc school lands, our incoming law-. 
makers might be able to make changes 
that would remedy present èvtis with­
out anuch Increase In taxation.

Under existing 
laws a man to acquire school land 
must be an actual settler, and must 
reside on and Improve the land fur 
three consecutive years, paying In­
terest annually before he can acquire 
any title. The conditions of sale are 
such that failure to pay lnter/“st, or to 
live on the land constantly for this 
period works a forfeiture of the land.

During the year Just closing, I am 
Informed that the forfeitures for iron 
payment of Interest amounts to about 
a half million acres. While this means 
a loss of homes to hundreds of good 
honest people, It means the loss of a

—
to the school fund. Why this gri'at 
host of forfeitures? I can answer thla 
question, being familiar with the coun­
try and people where these forfeitures 
occur.

It Is not because the purchasers are 
a shitless class; oh, no. It is because 
the condition of sales are such that 
when a hard year strikes them they 
cannot occupy and meet payments, and 
the law does not allow them to go off 
and rustle for money, as the cowiboy 
Would put It. This Is the true reason 
for forfeitures and Is also the reason 
that thirty million acres of these lands 
■till remains unsold.

The lease feature Is another draw­
back. It retards the settlement of the 
Country, and the revenue it gives the 
school fund Is very Insignificant. The 
Irase clause of our state land law Is a 
great farce, which is apparent on its 
face. Four years ago the maximum 
In leases was reached, about T.UOO.OOO 
acres being leas<‘d at that time. Since 
that time it has gradually diminished, 
UHtil -today about .2.tH)U,OUO acres will < 
cover all the leases.

The.plan that I would suggest would 
be to place all the school, university and 
asylurii lands on 'the market for sale 
to any purchaser who was a citizen of 
Texas, at the present prices. 62 per acr>‘ 

ig the minimum on forty years 
le at 6 per cent Interest, pityable 

annually. S<‘H In quantities to suit 
purcuusers, 'barring aliens and corpora- 
'tlons from purehasing at all. Limit 
))urchases fri»m 80 acres to four sec­
tions, from 80 to 640 seres agricultural 
land, aiia“6ne to four sections grazing 
land. Allow purchasers vtho become 
actual settlers on the land to pay out 
and stop Interest any time after three 
years, but require -purchasers not ac­
tual Settlers to pay Interest for ten 
years before being allowed to pay out. 
With such conditions, the tenant farm­
er who is not able to go on land at 
once, make Improvements, pay Interest 
and eomply ■with present conditions, 
could buy, and by degrees make im- 
I>rov(>ment8 while renting, so that In a 
few Nears he would be able to move 
onto and establish for himself a per- 
.manent home.

The laboring man, the professional 
man, railroad employes and in fact 
thousands and thousands of our good 
citizens who could not buy and hold 
under present conditions would biqiomH 
purihasers and free holders in Texas.' 
The clerk could save up to .metq In­
terest, the same with the teacher and 
all classes of labor.

With such a law the 30,000.000 acres 
of school land now lying dormant would 
soon be. put to interest, and thousands 
and thousands of our citizens would 
become land owners as well as con­
tributors to our public school fund. 
Why should we hold these lands when 
they can be put to Interest so easily 
and' thus carry out the original inten­
tion of the fa'hers of Texas, who pro­
vided by organic law that " ‘these lands 
should 'be sold ahd the interest applied 
to an available school fund while the 
principle waa to be a permanent school 
fund?

As this article is becoming lengthy I 
will not go farther this time, but may 
have something. more later. I would 
be glad to see the Jotirnal take this 
question up and discuss H. 'We need 
some changes and the press Is the 
greatest lever in bringing them about.
