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THE FARM.
Arrangements are being made to put 

the sub-experimental station at Bee- 
vile in working order. Irrigation will 
'be used in part of the work, trees will 
be set out at once, and general agri­
cultural experiments entered Into with­
out delay. A signal service station will 
'be established, and if all o f the present 
plans are carried out this station will 
be a  valuable adjunct to the experi­
mental ia rm  work of the state station.

ADV.\NTAOES OF CASSAVA.
The possibilities for the ' rmers, 

manufacturers and merchant.-) iii F lori­
da, Mississippi, Louisiana, Texas and 
Southern Alabama arising out of t e 
cultivation o f cassava are pointed n«»i 
in a bulletin issued by the agrlculi .ru' 
department.

Circulars Inquiring as to the growti. 
and uses o f the plant In Florida were 
recently sent growers Uiere. almost all 
o f  whom reported the crop a certain 
one and extremely valuable, the roots 
being excellent food for man and beast.

Chemist Wiley of the department re­
ports that when properly manufactured 
cassava will give 20 to 25 per cent of 
weight o f fresh root In starch o f high 
grade. The search Is naturally in a 
pure state, and in Its physical proper­
ties Is the best starch for man. Glucose 
and an excellent article o f tapioca can 
be prepared from  cassava starch.

COST TO GROW  COTTON.
The unprecedented depression In the 

price o f  cotton Is being watched with 
the greatest interest in Baxony, where 
much spinning and weaving is done.

United States Consul Monaghan, at 
Chemnlts, notes this fact In a special 
report • to the state department. He 
says that recently there came lo g ’ t'ier 
In Chemnitz representatives of leading 
manufacturers from m.any parts o f 
Germany. aad-lhe-prlaclpaJ^topi«-'-«*- 
dlscusslon was the low price o f cotton. 
A  table was submitted showing the 
prices o f gotton each year since 1811, 
when It sold for 29 1-2 pence per pound, 
and down to 1894, when the price on 
November 12 was by far the lowest ever 
known, namely, 2.83 pence. In the 
Northern American cotton belt, by use 
o f  fertilizers, the cost to grow Is 7o 
p<'r pound. In Texas, with no fertlllz.- 
era, 6.20 cents. The prices obtained for 
these In Liverpool were 3 pence (about 
6 cents); deduct 1 per cent for waste, 
0.6 for handling, 1.23 for freight from  
Texas, Inland expenses, and the Texas 
planter receives 3.90 for cotton that 
cost him 6.20, and 3.90 to -the northern 
cotton belt planter, whose product c<-#t 
him 7 cents.

The consul says: “ Anything more 
dangerous or discouraging.

SUBSOIL PLOW ING.'
Next lo  Irrigation, subsoil plowing 

Is the best means for farmers to adopt 
In all sections where a sufficient rain 
fall for  successful farm ing purposes 
cannot ordinarily be depended upon. 
And as l̂ ^gation, though only a ques-

known reasons necessarily require sev­
eral years, perhaps, for Its Introduc­
tion in this section, subsoil plowing, 
as the next b<st thing to irrigation, 
and as a  method suweptable o f imme- 

~4Mt* ami- on lvs«sar adoption, cam .ot 
im 'to o  urgently recommended to the 
farmers o f the Abilene country. There 
is no question, but that with thorough 
subsoil plowing and proper cultivation 
afterwards, even with only the usual 
rainfall In this section good crops o f 
all kinds could always be raised in 
Taylor and adjoining counties. The 
effects o f subsoil pgjwing, wherever It 
has been tried, have been found sur­
prisingly satisfactory. As an instance 
in point we give below the experience 
o f  Mr. Peter Youngers o f  Geneva, Neb., 
who writes Secretary Coburn o f the 
Kansas state board o f agriculture an 
the subject as~ follows:

_We prepare the soil by first plow ing 
eight Inches deep with aji ordinary jitlrr 
ring plow, wTilch IsToTIoweilby^the sub­
soil plow, stirring the soil eight inches 
below this. This subsoil plow does not 
throw the soil to the surface, but merely 
loosens it in the bottom o f the furrow. 
W e use three horses on each plow.

By this method o f plowing we have 
a  bed o f sixteen inches o f  mellow soil 
ready to act as a reservoir to hold any 
surplus moisture that falls during the 
season. About August 15, 1894, when 
the earth was so dry on the ordinary 
plowed land, the subsniled land re­
tained moisture enough to ball In the 
hand under slight pressure, and three 
weeks after the hot winds had de­
stroyed the surrounding corn fields the 
field that was subsoiled stood unin­
jured, scarcely any o f the tassels killed. 
This field was planted entirely too thick 
to. obtain good results. -Wherever ft 
hill was not crowded the stalks had 
well developed and well matured ears.

creasing value on cotton, and the most 
o f  them proposed to do It by decreas­
ing the acreage by the formation of or­
ganizations pledging members lo plant 
during the existence of same from 25 
to 50 per cent less cotton than in 1894. 
Some of them ewero very drastic In 
their tendency, proposing to hold up 
memlbers to public gaze as enemies to 
their country who violated their obli­
gation. Several of these were present­
ed In pamphlet form and had evidently 
been well digested by their authors. 
Several members expressed themselves 
on cotton ■growing and the beat way 
lo  increase the price of cotton. It was 
resolved to form a permanent organi­
zation, and a committee was appointed 
to prepare by-laws and a constitution.

A resolution was offered by Mr. 
Pipes o f Louisiana against dealing In 
cotton futures and calling im  members 
111 congress to support the Hatch bill.

Another was offered by Koblnson of 
■■ jn lca providing for the establishment 
o f cold-storage houses at convenient 
places in the various counties.

Lane, for the committee on perma­
nent organization, submitted a  report, 
which was adopted, recommending that 
the association be known as the Cot­
ton Growers’ Protective association, 
and providing for the elé-ction or ap­
pointm ent o f  officers and executive 
committees for the national and state 

• association; that for the present year 
the officers appoint the presidents of 
county associations, all officers after 
th lj to ibe elected.'

At the night session Hector 1). Lane 
of Alabam a was unanimously elected 
president of the association, ex-Gover- 
nor Ksgle of Arkansas vice-president, 
and Robert Kckbert o f Alabam a secre­
tary and terasurer.

A fter long discussion the following 
resolution o f Pipes of Louisiana was 
adopted:

Resolved, That It be the sense of this 
convention that dealing In futures or 
f utre g ambling is dangerous to the 
agricuiiiiral iníé?éáT' of the country, 
and especially ruinous to the cotton 
growers of the South. Members In 
congress are requested to puss the 
Hatch bill or some kindred measure.

All the states voted solidly fur the 
resolution except AliiUama and Miss­
issippi. Both voted a fraction against 
It.

The secqnd day’s sesión was entered 
into with the report o f the committee 
on resolutions, which was as follows: 

Your committee on resolutions lias 
patiently considered the vanous reso­
lutions and suggestions submitted to 
them. . They are painfully Impressed 
with the gravity of the condition con­
fronting the cotton growers. T o  what 
extent these conditions may be traced 
to financial or legislative causes it Is 
useless to discuss here. It Is to the 
matter lying In the Immediate con- 
troil o f  the cotton grower himself that 
we ai>ply ourselvea. It is to each in 
dividual planter that we must ap­
peal. Tile over -production of cotton 
Is admitted on all sides to be the es­
sential factor In reducing the price 
and to this all of our woes may be 
traced. They must tie corrected. In­
evitable and universal bankruptcy or 
a change of method is the alternative 
presented. Let every Individual bring 

•11 that Igame - to himnelf. Self tnterrst 
must Impel him to cht-nge. Therefore 
we recommend and earnestly appeal 
to every cotton grower that he will 
not plant so much cotton, a decrease 
in acreage o f not less than 25 per cent 
shoult. ho .■nS'íe.

If It could be 50 per cent It would 
be still better; tbs land thus relieved 
of cotton may be profitably employed 
in many ways. Corn, peas, clover, sor­
ghum, potatoes, are profitable crops. 
Make more meal, raise more stock, 
make more of everything except cot­
ton. Make the farm self sustaining. 
The tide o f immigration Is turning 
southward. With It vvlll come new 
methods, new developments and now 
industries. The ultimate and great­
est prosperity will come when the 
raw material la manufactured In the 
Southern states. T o bring about th is,. 
the greatest encouragement should be 
given by the law makers and capital­
ists,. . _____ .. ........ .

"The establishmen't o f packing houses 
in the Southern towns would be profit­
able and tend greatly to stimulate the 
production o f  meat In the Southern 
states. All these things should give 
us (Xiurage and hope for the future. 
The present and burning question is 
how we .shall make a living.

If the atfove sugge.stlons are followed 
with strict economy In personal and 
farm expenses, we fell sure that better 
times will eome. We submit this as an 
earnest appeal o f this convention to 
every eotton grower in '  America 
personally and individually In plac< 
of any formal resolution.

“We urge upon them to hold meetings 
in every county at once and enter Into 
county organizations auxllliary to the 
state and national organizations e f , 
feetpd by TIHS W riyénflóh.' W e invite 
the (»-operation of all merch.mts, bank­
ers and loan companies In influencing

their notes to the government at will.
After a long discussion this was al­

most unanimously killed, as were nu­
merous other resolutions of the same 
character on the grounds that the 
same were Irrelevant.

Hector D. Lane, the new presidec‘ , 
was installed aud addressed the con­
vention. He said a big task lay be­
fore the assoclutloii, but he believed 
it would accomplish it. The members 
all feel that mucli good will be the re­
sult of the convention, and the asso- 
eliitions to be formed later; that the 
p»*opIe must be educated by agitation 
up to the point tliat the acreage must 
be reduced. As an Illustration of what 
this agitation will do they point to the 
large decrease following the convention 
o f 1.892.

A telegram was received from F. B. 
Carroll, president o f the Memphis ool- 
ton exchange, commemjlng the move­
ment, hoping it would be successful 
nnd stating his body believed another 
cotton crop like the last would be dis­
astrous to the cotton grower and al­
most complete destruction to the value 
of realty.

rallolls rich in protein. Wide rations 
low la  protein did not favor large 
milk or butter production.

In the throe tests when it was possi­
ble to study the financial side of the 
feeding narrow rations rich In protein 
were decidedly the more econoii^  al

Bearing in mind that there Is no such 
thing as a "best ration,’ ’ and that all 
attempts to express In terms o f pro­
tein and energy the needs of a dairy 
cow _are only approxim ations, the fol- 
Toivlng raTTbn' is tentatively suggeste 
as a basis for feeding dairy cows:

Organic matter, tW iiity-five pounds; 
digestible protein, 2.5 pounds , and 
en ough ' digestible fat and carbohy­
drates to bring the fuel value up lo 
about 31,000 calories.

The subject o f  cattle feeding and 
handling Is a large one, and only gen­
eral principles .can be laid down. No 
hard and fast rules for feeding are 
now known, and doubtless none i-ver 
will be known. It Is nevertheless true 
that the man who exercises the largest 
amount o f good Judgment, based upon 
all that the most iidvaneed science can 
bring to him, and who tries to put Into 
practice the knowledge thus acquired, 
will be much surer o f success than one 
who works blindly. There may be no 
’ ’best’ ’ breed, no ’ ’best;.’ ration, and no 
"best”  way o f handling dairy stock, 
b'ut fhere are poor covfs; unedottofiitCal 
rations and bad wavs o f handling, and 
the man who learns to avoid the had 
anrcTim ^e^TTiF'ISeTrerTr'w« On the 
road towards the best.

All feed that the cow  can be Induced 

to eat and that she will turn Into milk 
ia clear profit, but all that she con­
sumes that Is used to maintain her 
physical condition Is an outlay. It la 
evident that the profit o f keeping a 
e<iw depends upon the excess In propor­
tion of the feed that she consumes and 
turns into milk over w'hat is required 
to muintalh her physical condition. Bays 
the St. l>iuis lleputilie.

W hile liberal feeding Is always nec- 
es.sary to make tin* most out o f a dairy 
cow, two iKilnts must not be overlooked. 
One Is that It Is o f no advantage to 
feed her more than she can eat up 
olean luul digeat. The -otlier 1« that her 
ration >mu8t be o f a nillk-produciiig 
kind. We may feed n cow all the straw 
nnd (»rn  she cftn eat, and yet she will 
fall considerably short o f giving nil 
the milk o f which she would be capable 
if n milk-making ration were supplied.

It is important in the scleétlon «>f a 
■cow for the 'dairy that one ‘should be 
picked out that has a  natural tendency 
toward converting the larger part of 
her food into milk rather than Into fat 
or flesh. To do this tho cow must be 
kept In a  good, thrifty condition, bo 
made coimfortable in every way, be fed 
nnd watered regularly In order to re­
duce her maintenance ration as much 
as possible. One Important item In the 
reducing of the cost o f  production Is to 
lessen as much as possible the cost o f' 
keeping the cow . as the rnore com fort­
able she Is kept the less' food will be 
required to keep her thrifty.

A  oow whes« UindsMy la to oonveri 
her surplus food Into milk will hardly 
get fat, at least no long as she Is giv­
ing a good flow o f milk, but she can be 
thrifty. There Is a considerable differ­
ence In the physical condition o f  a cow 
kept thin from  milking and one thin 
for want of proper food.

It is certain that if a Cfrw Rives a 
liberal quantity; o f milk that she must 
be supplied with the rnafeHiilri' In flie 
shape of good feed from which to man­
ufacture It. Bha must be a  hearty 
eater, with good digestive powers, so 
that she can eat a  coneiderabl« quanti­
ty of food and convert It Into milk.

__ Her ration must b f a  m)lk-prodlicimt 
orie. TTnHer the various conditions In 
which cows are kept It Is difficult, if 
not impossible, to make up a  ration that 
will always be best. The cost must be 
considered and the ration supplied 
largely determines tbe cost. A good 
portion o f  the food should be that i>or- 
duced on tho farm. Wheat, bran, mid­
dlings and oil meal oan often be bought 
to use with the matertals produced, on 
tho fa rm ,, but nearly or  quite every­
thing else that i ^ s  to make up tbe 
cow ’s feed s h o u ld ^  grown  on the farm, 
and this admit* of quite a variety.

To get the beat poMible résulta tbe 
cow  muat naturally be-a  good mHker. 
Her ration muat be a goi>d milk-produc­
ing one and must be liberal In quan­
tity, and ttie*. If ahe la made oomfert- 
abla in other reapeou, a  full flow flan 
be secured-

This leaves much tu ti'ie dlscretlun uf 
the user.

Tip* i.roper niaiiHgeinvnt ot the ham 
Is lliu IIP.St I III portant, point in hand­
ling pork. They should b« packed In a 
clean, sw.*et .ask, and covered wHh. 
brill., iiia.l.* us f.illows: Fur evury hun- 
dr.Kl potinilH o f meat dissulve n los 
puun.ls of salt, three o u n ce s 'o f salt­
petre, and three pounds uf brown 
sugar an.l on.* ouneu uf bicarbonate at 
soda 111 six galloiis o f  water. The salt­
petre should he dissolved In warm 
water, but tip* pickle muat be cold be- 
fore pouring on. 'The meal must 3mi 
wrverril and Wi'-lghteiT t*> keep It under 
tbe brine. I.arge hama should remain 
tu pickle for six Weeks (for  small ones 
■amt barrm rmir-lvdeks ii  suifloleiil), '  
when they are ready for smoking, 
tihuuldcrs and bacon should be treat- 
*■<1 III the same fashion.

Fur dry curing rub the fleshy part o f  
the hum with powdered eallpelru to 
give It a red color, then mix u pound 
of fine salt with a pound ot bn>wn 
sugar und rub every part o f  the hams 
fur three daye. As the niulature oozes 
from Up * meat lay It In puns and pour 
over the m.*at us the salt and sugar 
are rubbed on. In from two lo four 
w.*eks, acuerding to the size of ths 
haul. It will be ready for smoking. 
Molasses is sometimes used Instead of 
the HUgItr.

Tho im*at should I«* hung In the smoke 
house for a day or two before smok­
ing, so as to dry thoroughly. As 
sm<'J(.Uu£,. fiUt  ̂Jllacklug,. la - Uhb ebjeot - 
sought, the meat must he hung so that 
both sm.ike and air run circulât.* round 
U and give It the yellow-brown appear­
ance desired. A sm.iuhlering fire of 
chips o f hickory, maple, t.iik or som e, 
other fragrant wood or corn cobs Is re­
quired. I’ lni* wood must never he used, 
as this kind of smoke will give Ihe 
meat a dlsHgr**eul>le flavor, 'rii# fire 
can bo kept In check 'by m.*ans o f saw­
dust.

Ah soon as Ihe meat Is suffieiently 
stnokod, which Is largely a mutti-r o f 
taste, the time varying from ten days 
to Mix weeks. It should be well rubbed 
with black peiqier. Each piece should 
b«i then well wrapped In coarse paper 
and tightlysowi'd up In a cotton cloth 
and dlpi.ed |n slaked lime that I* 
creamy In thickness and warm enough 
to penetrate cotton easily. The plecss 
should be hung up to dry before put-

the water, and how are you going lo

Then under ths 
ground from 20 to fifty feet lies the bed

1 wish that you could take a peep 
into my dugout and see for yours<*lf 
what my Irrigation has done. It Is 
15x32 feet In breodth and 6 feet deep.
I scraped It out With two mules and 
a aarapaa. Tha roo f to two f«sit a bov e . 
the ground, coverei with lumber, and 
on this one thlckip-ss o f  roofing paper 
and coal tar, sand and gravel, the 
whole thing mounded up all around 
with dirt three feet thick, with ab.iut 
one foot o f earth on the roof, which 
makes It proof agninst freezing.

At the entrance of the dugout there 
ar* two hills o f cabbage, built up In 
pyramidal shape, root to rout, with 
moist dirt mixed In the roots, which 
keeps them growing the same as If 
they were In the garden. Next comes 
my eating and seed sweet potatoes, 
with some o f both to sell: ’Then are
the beets, which are growing right 
along. Nest come my parsnips and 
carrots, growing the same as the beets.

W e have bsoome so use to increase of 
receipts and slaughter of cattle at lead­
ing Western cities tfiat a reverse of this 
process leads to surmises as to Its 
cause. The decline began a yi'ar ago, 
and Is continued to the present time. 
Jn the three cities o f  Chicago, Kansas 
City and Omaha the number o f cattle 
killed up to October In 189,'l was 1,870,807. 
This year for the same time it Is only 
1,677,974, showing a decline In receipts 
of cattle at Ht. Louis o f  74,847 cattle, as 
compared In 1898. The T«?xas Live 
14tock Journal believes the explanation 
o f these figures to b«‘ that the number 
o f  cattle In the United States is a mil­
lion less than It was a year ago. This 
Is especially tr.ue o f Texas. Until mon- 
cattle are bred In that stale there will 
not be a large supply for  Northern and 
Kastem markets, and this at best will 

•require several years.—Colinan's Ku- 
ral World.

A disease tb it  Is killing off scores of 
valuable cat lie has maile Its aitpear- 
ance near Montlcello, 111. State Veter­
inarian Dr. Tennbower Investigated 
the disease, held a post mortem i-x- 
amlnatlon o f simie dead cal lie and 
pronounced It th* ’ ’corn stalk” «llsease. 
It Is caused by feeding the I'lttlle corrt 
fodder that has been poisoned by ii 
rusty fungus growth which attacks the 
corn «luring its development and 
stunts Its growth, turning the stalks 
and blades uH'usly color. This fungus 
germ la taken Into the stomach amt 
thene* Into the system. It affeots th« 
brain and causes puralysls, and l*i 
many cases the anlinul will lie found 
dead before It Is discovered that It Is 
ailing. The llrst symptoms Is a slight 
trembling o f  the body and llml)s. The 
«everlty o f  the attack raiddly Increasi'S 
until the animal Is uiialde to stand. 
W hen the victims fall no syriiploms 
o f pain are manifested, but they rapid­
ly pass into a comatose statu and die 
In from one to six hours.

In one oC more liistances tlie report 
has r«-ached tkt.' Journal olllce that cat­
tle which were being roughed lliroiigli 
on grass and cotton seed were dying 
with a form o f disease, the «ympluiiis 
o f wliich corresponded with Texas or 
splenetic fever. In two Instances those 
casus were Invostlgated by tlie Jonr- 
nul's vutertnarian, and tbs trouble was 
found to originate in a lack o f water. 
Upon being cut open the dead cattle's 
Intestines were found to be clogged 
with dry grass oiid cotton seed, with 
the gall and urine bladder affected In 
the same way as found In cattle having 
died with Texas fever. Cuttle should 
have frt^ and eontliiunus ueecss to as 
jiure water as possible under any con- 
dltlons, and when fed on dry grass and 
cotton seed, with th* latter’s heating 
properties, they will require nearly 
double the amount o f water required 
under other circumstances. This can­
not be too strongly impressed. Dry 
grass and cotton se«-d are not danger­
ous feeds whtm an abundance of pure 
wat«-r can bo obtained, but where the 
supply o f the latter is In any way cur­
tailed death will surely follow.

Kor instance, Rosebaum Bros. & Co. 
sold today 42 cotton seed steers weigh­
ing 1118, at $4.30 per cwt., and 72 helfera 
weighing 989 at $3.70. I merely mention 
those as a comparison with a year ago 
today. Notwithstanding the embargoes 
placed by foreign governments the 
trade looks healthy and the European 
demand, viz. England and Scotland, is 
Itslng a great quantity o f our produc­
tions, and with the falling off in the 
production o f 15 to 25 per cent, as I 
place it this season, will leave a good 
healthy demand for all the matured 
pruductions o f your state the passing 
wdnter and coming spring.

I think there is nothing between you 
and prosperity for this present season 
in the line of beef. I mentioned noth­
ing in my last letter of your state be­
com ing a producer of hogs, and a good 
many of them at that. There are more 
o f our rich farmers in Illinois that can 
attribute their immense wealth to the 
American hog than those that have 
ever got wealthy out o f cattle. Heavy 
cattle weighing over 15U0 pounds lu our 
corn-grow ing states are not now, nor 
I  think never will again sell for the 
premium that they have been selling 
for  over a corn-fed that has ate forty 
bushels o f  corn or cotton seed steer 
320 days on feed. They are com ing to­
gether, closer than they have ever been. 
There is a good demand for the one 
class and the other class is not wanted, 
and there does not appear to be any 
place to put them on account o f their 
weight.

The cattle which are affected by the 
embargo o f  foreign countries is what is '■ 
termed “ export cattle,”  or, in other 
words, they are heavy fed cattle, o f 
which Texas, so far, has furnished but 
few  and the amount of live cattle ex­
ported to the countries which have laid 
the embargo is so insignificant that we 
do not believe that the export trade 
will be very materially affected. The 
whole number o f live stock taken by 
them last season would not exceed 00,- 
000 or 75,000 head, which is a small 
am ount compared with the cattle pro­
ductions o f this country, unless Eng­
land should take the same stops that 
Qer.|pany-a«d her allies have taken, we 
need not fear but very little effect upon 
the cattle trade o f this country, in our 
opinion.

Texas cattle are all used in this coun­
try in one way or the other, especially 
those marketed from the state o f Tex­
as. The Northwest cattle may suffer 
some by the embargo, as quite a  num­
ber o f them are exported. Our opinion 
is that the em bargo will not effect the 
live stock industry o f  Texas in the 
least, and that Texas cattle raisers can 
go right along as. though our German 
friends had' never said that they were 
afraid to eat our meetts, w M ek are the 
healthiest of any on the globe, not­
withstanding their embargo, and there 
is no doubt fh our minds that they will 
Boon be glad to welcome our American 
inspected products as it is furnished to

them by our large packers much cheap­
er than they can produce It themselves. 
While that is the case, the populace 
cunnotbe blindfolded. However, let that 
be as It may, we believe that Texas l at- 
tlemen need nut be in the least uneasy, 
so far as it will effect Texas cattle, as 
we believe it will be so slight thi^t no 
one can notice It.

The foregoing is our opinion, based 
upon the best Information that we can 
gather from parties most largely Intér- 
ested, and we believe it will be found 
to be very nearly correct. Wisliing

“ We are confident the next year will 
show a heavy decrease in cattle re­
ceipts. Reliable advices show Kansas 
and Nebraska to be feeding less than 
one-third the usual number. Iowa will 
show a shortage of fully one-half, and 
the distillery cattle will be fully one- 
third short o f last year. W e look for 
a shortage o f fully l.OOO.OUO catile in 
the four principal markets. Texas 
and the Northwestern range counlry 
will give ilie usual supply, but with 
the known shorlage 'We think it no ex­
aggeration to predict $7 cattle some 
time during the com ing summer. The 
general quality of cattle will be much 
poorer, as feeding 50-cent corn is too 
much o f a speculation for the average 
conservative feeder, even where he has 
the feed. This year the majority of 
feeders have not the feed and unless 
all signs fall 1895 should prove a very 
roseate year for the feeder who has the 
nerve to put his high-priced corn into 
low -piiced cattle.“

Zeb. T. Crider of Kansas City, head 
o f the Well known commission llrm 
that bears his name, was a visitor to 
tills city duilng dhe week and gave 
his views along the line indicated or­
ally. He said: ” 1 think tho outlook 
is good. There is a general shortage 
ill cattle whlcn applies especially to 
the range country. The d a y  of the 
big herd is passed and the cattle of the 
future will be in small holdings, where 
feeding, ruduced to much more of a 
science that It now Is. will make it 
possible to raise and teed for $3 to $3.5ti. 
The development of cotton seed meal 
as a cattle feed will work a transfor­
mation In the feeder business; It has 
already been done In Texas, and In 
the Northwest, wjiere more attention 
Is given to fodder and other classs of 
roughness It will be fed at a greater 
profit, cost o f tran.sportation Included. 
I believe that there will be more cat­
tle fed in Texas this season than there 
was last. When feeding began this 
winter the Indications were that not 
so many would be put In the feed lots, 
but since It has been Indicated that the 

• first feeding made money; évefySôdy 
Is going Into the business. However, 
they will not all reach the market in 
a bunch', as was the case last year. 
Texas ieeders will continue to arrive 
on the market clear up to the time the

early grass cattle begin to com e on. 
The market for fed 'Texans Is now 
about i5 cents better thur, at the same 
time last year, which, '\vlth the d if­
ference in the price o f feed, and the 
much better condition o f the cattle 
when put on feed, leaves a rather nice 
margin of prollt. I expect the market 
for gra.ssers to average 60 cents higher 
this year than last, and the outlook 
for the Texas range cattle Inletesls 
Is brighter than It has been for years. 
In the matter o f  the recent unfavorable 
action of foreign  eoiuitrles toward 
American beef, I rather think that 
it has been exaggerated. It will no 
doubt be adjusted, and whether It Is 
or not It will affect our natives more 
than either fed or range Texans. Kan- 
8UB an<̂  Missouri are not straight feed­
ing as many cattle this winter as last, 
blit In both o f those states a great' 
many cattle are being rough fed 
through the winter. These will come 
in competition with the Texas grassers, 
but not, to the extent o f  over-supply­
ing the market. The Importation of 
Mexican catle will cut no figure.”

Burke & Frazier o f South Omaha, 
Neb., in their weekly letter o f January 
7lh, size' up the situation as follow s:

Foreign values remain In the same 
old notch they have occupied fur 
weeks—sil|l loo weak to excite active 
exportations or to have much o f an In- 
llueiiee on prices at home. 'The action

louring the first seven months of 1S94 
we sent to England 249, WO live cattle 
and 123,270,000 pounds of drens il I eef. 
while all continental Euro.ie took only 
15,500 live cattle and 139,VJO poaiidi c f  
dressed beef. There is .'lotlr'i.g In 
thusa Ugaures to  causo any- anmudlalo 
alarm, and the opinions of the most 
prominent meii in the cattle Iriide, 
appear to bo that the discrimination 
will be removed by leg siatr.-c action 
before Its influence can maierlally ,if- 
fect catlle values.

Replying to your letter o f recent 
date I will say that there Is absolutely 
no danger of the cattle you Texas 
people are Interested In bringing any­
thing but good money making prices 
for  their owners during the present 
year, both from  feed lots and grass. 
Our. market likes them and only com ­
plains that they cannot purchase 
enough o f them here and «'onsequently 
It is no surprise, to us when we see 
load after load and often train lo a d i 
o f  cattle billed to us from  Kansas City 
or St. J.,ouls. bought ut either of these 
places and forwarded here. It matters 
not how many natives come here in a 
single day, for they like the Texans 
best, and one day when we had .32,000 
cattle, we sold three trains o f  little 
ITexans at: good prices before the na­
tive buyers had done but little If any

work. Ever since our meal fed cattle 
began to run we have »old every few 
days 9UU, luuo and IIOU pound cattle 
from your slate at $3.854|4.3ù, and last 
week sold I^ -p o u n d  cuttle ut $4.15, 
while today w e  secui-ed for the same 
owner for 957-pound steers $3.90. W e 
sold full load of bulls at .3 cents, and 
surely Iheac are remunerative price» 
for cattle fed meal and hulls for from 
forty lo ninety days. And we believe 
wo can keep up the pace.

Hut few 'Texas cattle are exported, 
even when dead, and none alive from 
our markets, because they are entirely 
too light and for other 'good  reasons— 
they like them In this country. 'To 
export cattle alive costs about $14 a 
head, and they like them to weigh 
about 1400 pounds average, and the 
bulk of Texas fed cattle weigh between 
900 and IlOO pounds. It Is the heavy 
native, cuttle ithat would be affected 
the most should we be excluded from 
all Europe, for we could not eat all 
we produo«\of that class and one dol­
lar per hundred Is a low estimate of 
the decline on such cattle, and your 
cattlew ou ld  decline In sympathy but 
probably not half so much.

England Is our best country and 
our bc.st customer, worth all the bal­
ance 'touts many times over. and.being 
an out and out free trader, will con ­
tinue la  ih e_iiitu re,aa  In thcopast to 
take our cattle. Week, after week we 
have sent her >6,000 live and dead, and 
often a quarter of our receipts. Such 
a coursa has afforded our,.market great 
relief and good prices. 'The above 
number we speak of being taken from 
our own market alone.

If we can believe the reports, 
the published statements 1 mean, there 
Is a difference o f opinion among the 
heaviest operators here us to the ex­
clusion of our meats by co.unirles that i 
have acted so far because of small 
amounts used by tho»e countries us 
compared with Eiigland and the fear 
o f others o f the laltyj- counlry acting 
unfavorably. However, among the 
men who sell rattle here there seems lo 
be but one opinion, and that is, sooner 
than see any farther trouble they 
would not only make sugar a.bso- 
lutely free, but go back to the good 
old ways o f their boyhood days uiid 
spread 4helc. IniHere«! .Itri'ad with mo- 
la.s.se.s and live without sugar at nil.

To all free traders, such a unanimity 
o f  opinion makes them well rejoice.

CondUlons ure con­
stantly changing, liillueiiceil by the 
opening o f new territory, anil more 
Bo by the Ininidiietlon of cotton siM'd 
meal and alfalfa  as a feed, faelors in 
the .supfily anil demand which ran not 
be Ignored. W hat a few years ago was 
exclusively range lerrilury, with cattle 
marketed . off grass only. Is now, 
through the Ingenully anil Invention 
o f man, changed. 'Texas alnl the In­
dian and Oklahoma territories are now 
contributors to Ihe stock markets till 
the year rou n d -grass cattle In sum­
mer and fall—fed cattle In winter and 
spring, making them strong competi­
tors.

Texas has been held back many 
years, principally from Ibe reason she 
has not adapted herself to her best 
conditions, tliougli laboring n 
and hearllly to that end. Her prinel 
pal drawback has been, (irsl, the kind 
o f cattle she has raised; secondly, and 
o f more influence, Ihe marketing of 
them in excess of the deniand in ii 
s jiq ^  o f lim e too short to realize the

best result». The use o f cotton sMd 
meal should, and no doubt will, brfng 
about a change for the better, and If 
adopted with t'autlon, and a careful 
survey of Uie situation, wjll result In 
a healthy Impetus lu all the brancllies 
o f  the live slock trade o f your state, 
enabling ranchmen to select and f^ed 
their cattle and market them wl^en 
prices are. as a rule, at their best.

There are draw-backs to the meal 
as a feed, but we feel assured the .In- 
lelllgence o f the men engaged In kho 
buainess will »oon discover Its t¿st 
forces and adapt themselves accord­
ingly. ITnquestlonably the cotton seed 
meal Will exert considerable Inlluelic.^ 
over a portion o f tho feeding trade! of 
the Northern states, mure especially 
on that kind o f cattle which are class­
ed as butchers and dressed-beef grades; 
to what extent Is a hard question to 
answer.

The theory In the Northern states 
is as land advu,nces in value It pays 
to feed only th‘e best cattle, and as 
the worth o f good land Is constantly 
enlmm.%;g, many ure deterred from 
slock rul.sing, uiid every year we see 
a greater disi>us|tlon to go to mari.et 
ernl,ii> for cattle to fatten, as evi­
denced by the follow ing fuels: la
1893, 7525 cars o f cattle were taken 
back lo the country; In 1893. 8539 cars; 
In 1894, 10,.072 cars, and this In the 
face o f a short corn cr<>i) over nearly 
the whole extept o f the con i belt, 
while a larger number o f cattle com ­
pared with form er years were taken 
dln 'ct fivm  tlio ranges. 'The Iscrease 
for 1894 on Its face may look alarming, 
and deduce the Inference of bad mar­
kets ahead, «u ch  we do not think, 
however, will be the case, as the ma­
jor  portion o f these cattle were taken 
for rnugliing purposes, and will be 
grazed and fed for the summer and 
later month.s o f JS95 and winter and 
spring o f 1896.

The ratio o f catite compared lo popu­
lation has decreased since 1890. bill 
still .shows a large Increase per capita 
compared with 1870 and subsequent 
years, but we must consider the extent 
of the present exiiort trade liy which 
this Inerease Is couiUerbalanced. While 
•p 18|ti We had beef cxporTa. valued, al

same properties o f the cotton root, out 
o f which a deadly polsu'n Is obtained, 
and I believe (hat it is the hulls which 
prduce blindness and death In Ihe 
cattle fed on hieal and hulls. I may 
be laughed at and called a crank, but 
j have found by actual exi>crlments 
that saw dust makes a very good 
form o f roughness to use In connection 
with cotton seed meal. I take coarse 
saw-dust, which Is steamed into the 
oonslatency o f  a pulp, and mix It with 
meal. I offered a short time since to 
make a bond that I would fatten a cow 
on cypress saw-<}u8 t alone. The great 
trouble with the average cattleman Is 
that he does not read and study 
enough. With other forms o f rough­
ness I believe that meal can be fed 
Indeflnltely to cattle."

C. L. Kendall o f Quanah, a -well- 
known cattleman, called at the Journal 
office while In town Saturday. He 
said: “ In my section o f the country
there has practically been no Imiulry 
for 2 -year-old steers, besides there are 
not many to sell. I think stockmen 
are holdlpg their 2 ’ s higher than the 
market warrants, and higher than they 
will get paid. Gradi? 2’s arc being lield 
at 118. There Is more money In selling 
at a fair price at 2 ’s than to hold until 
they ari> 3’s. My section Is developing 
Into a feeder country. There are up­
wards o f a thousand steers on meal 
and hulls now ,'and if we can get hulls 
a good many mure will be put on. 
Hulls are very scarce. I have been 
writing and telegraphing to all of the 
mills, and have not been able to find 
anybody that has them yet. The 
roughness question In cotton se<-d meal 
feeding ni-eds development very badly. 
I do not think that hulls are a satis­
factory roughness as they are too close­
ly Hilled to meal. If chopped wheat 
straw could be steami'd and 
mixed with meal 1 think it would make 
a better mixture than meal and hulls.
I am going to feed meal cake on the 
grass, clear up until June, and possi­
bly, clear through the year. It seems 
to me that It will pay belter to spend 
} 1 .S0 on a steer and- put him on the 
market w'ell fattened out, than to send 
him on grass fattened, a condition that 
Is n.iver satisfactory."

CHICAGO LETTER.
Chicago, Jan. 14.—During the past

the consequence Is that with a market 
swamped by overproduction our stat­
utes are usually turned out at a great 
loss to the public.
