rio Agricultural College a large num-

ber of experiments in winter wheat
growing have been conducted, and the
callege has, as well, the results of co-
operative experiments conducied by 2,-
936 farmers of the provinces. As a re-
sult of these experiments the following
information Is given to the farmers:

For seven years ia succession, flve
plots of each two varieties of winter
wheat were sown at the same time
in the autumn, and cut at five different
dates In the following summer, a week
being allowed between each two dates
of cutting. Beed from each of the sev-
enty cuttings was shown and the crop
therefrom was harvested when ripe.
In the average results of these tests, it
is found that the heaviest welght of
grain per measured bushel and the
largest yleld of both grain and straw
were produced from seed taken from
the erop which had become very ripe
by remaining u‘m-ut for the longest
period of time.
The average results of six years’ ex-
periments show that large plump seed
yielded seven bushels, fifty-one pounds
of. wheat more per acre than the
shrunken seed, and six bushels, thirty-
three pounds more than the small
plump seed. Sound wheat produced five
times as great a yleld of both grain and
straw as seed which had been broken
in the process of threshing.
Experimerits have shown that the
sprouting of wheat greatly injures it
for seed purposes, as well as for flour
produ:'t‘!(m. All the varieties at the
college this season were more or less
sprouted before they could be harvest-
€ The varieties without beards were
sprouted as badly as those with beards,
and 'the hard wheats were sprouted
sglightly more than the softer varieties.
The white wheats, as a class, however,
were sprouted much worse than the
red varleties. ;
From sowing one, one and one-half,
and two bushels of winter wheat per
acre for each of six years, average
yields of 40.2 bushels, 43.3 bushels and
43.9 bushel® per acre, respectively,
were obtained. As two varleties of
wheat were used each year, these aver-
ages represent twelve distinct tests.

ALFALFA IN OKLAHOMA.—The Ok-
lahoma Experiment Station, at
Btillwater, has recelved numer-
ous reports from farmers who made
a suocess of spring seeding oOf
alfalfa. One farmer in Woods
county secured a good stand on
newly broken sod and prefers this
plan for sandy land, for the reason that
weeds and moles are legs troublesome
and the soil does not blow as it does
when the land has been in cultivation
for some time. The correspondence of
the station tndicates that there wiil be
a large acreage of alfalfa seeded this

successful stockman knows better than
to waste feed on a lousy steer. He
knows that the steer camnot produce
growth and lay on fat when his sys-
tem is being constantly drained by mil-
lions of sucking parasites. No more
can a tree or plant produce growth and
fruit under similar conditions. In
short, the successful fruit grower of
the future must be a student of his
business. He must live. with his plants
and trees, having their welfare con-
stantly in mind. He will, if possible,
take a four years' course at his agri-
cultural cellege, where he will become
acquainted with the principles which
govern plant growth; and, in fact, be-
come thoroughly equipped for his life's
work, and be prepared at any and all
times to distribute his knowledge
among his less informed brethren with
whom he may come in contact. But
if he cannot take 4 college course, he
will make the best possible use of the
Ixperiment Station bulletins, which
may be had for the asking; and he will
be a constant reader of a few of the
leading agricultural and horticultural
Journals, which are always full of the
latest information, so that when any
new and improved method for combat-
ting insects and plant diseases is pub-
lished, he will be quick to profit by it.
He will then soon become Impressed
with the truth of the old saying that
a “stitch in time saves nine.” That the
same rule which sometlmes is given
for destroying weeds, will apply equal-
ly well here, viz: .“Kill them before
they start.” He will then learn when
to expect each particular species of in-
Jurious insect, and will be on hand
with the proper remedy. ' He will learn
that there are two classes of insects,
one of which eats its food and the other
sucks; so that what will destroy one
will not necessarily destroy the other.
He will learn to distinguish his
friends from his enemies, and will not
become alarmed when his trees be-
come covered with “Lady Bugs,” and
write to some friend, who is supposed
to knew about these things, asking
what remedy he shall apply to destroy
them,
.. He will also learn that in order 1o
prevent most of the plant diseases,
such as rots, smuts, mildews, scab and
others of like nature, he must use the
proper fungiclde upon the plants be-
fore the germs of the disease have got-
ten Into the tissues of the leaves or
fruit. And by this time he‘win have
learned that it is far cheaper to invest
In a first class spraying outfit than tg |

CATTLE ON BUMMER PASTURE.—
“Investigation conducted by the
Iowa and other stations in-

dicate quite clearly ‘ that good
pasture cannot be readily im-
proved on for fattening cattle dur-
ing the summer season,” says C. F.
Curtisg of the Experiment Sta-
tion. “This is particularly true of the
pasture from the mtddle of May to
Aug. 1, and equally true later under
proper management. Somewhat larger
gains can be made by the addition of a
liberal grain ration, but the increased
gains will seldom pay for the feed con-
sumed, and this will be particularly
true at the present high prices of grain.
On that account I would advise limit-
ing the grain ration during the early
part of the season, and would not aim
to have the cattle on full grain ration
before the first or middle of September,
but the feed may be gradually in-
creased from Aug. 1. This method
sifould ®ive a full daily gain of not less
than two pounds a head from the start
until the full feeding period is reached,
and the gain should then reach three
pounds a head daily during the autumn
months. I would also advise making
use of the pasture as late in the sea-
son as possible. This may be done by
holding a good field of grass in reserve
or by providing liberal range. The au-
tumn is the ideal season of the year
for grazing when the pastures have not
been too closely eaten. The cattle
should derive as much benefit from the
pasture in October as in June, if not
more, and the conditions of climate and
temperature and the nutritive quality
of the grass are better.”

POTENCY OF SIRE AND DAM.—
Solentists and practical men Qave
investigated and debated this ques-

tion for ages. As a result much light

has been thrown upon the problem.

The scientigts have been accused of be-

ing technical and to some extent vision-

ary, and perhaps they have. However
impractical the scientist may Dbe,
though, he always seeks to be exact—
to know the truth. No man can afford
to ignore the truth as it is revealed in
the laws governing Nature's creations.

There are apparent inconsistencies at

times in the practical breeder’s opera-

tions. There are such inconsistencies
in rating the influence of sire and dam.

In cattle circles the emphasis is just

now being placed on the dam and ex-

travagant prices are much more fre-
quently paid for females tham for sires.

In horse breeding the reverse is true

RAPE AS A PASTURB CROP.—Re-
garding the value of rape as a pro- |
duct of the farm pasture Rush C.‘
Budd, who has had several years’ ex-‘
perience in its cultivation, writes: ‘

"“Dwarf Essex rape is so closely nl«l

fall. As a hay crop alfalfa has no
equal, and small areas of it are now
being grown with success on almost
every type of soil in Oklahoma. It is
coming to be understood that it wlll‘
not %o do to pasture alfalfa, and that it
is & hay and riot a pasture crop. An
unwarranted prejudice against alfalfa
was cansed by early attempts Lo grow
it for hog pasture. . Many Instances
have been observed whers farmers
seeded an acre or two of hog lot to|
alfalfa and turned the hogs in as soon '
as tho alfalfa was six Inches high. Of
course, the alfalfa did not last » week,
and was pronounced a failure. There
are some goils with open subsolls, and
water close to the surface that grow
alfalfa, that will stand pasturing. But
these solls are not common. A fleld of
alfalfa In the spring is tempting when
the crop is green and growing while
all else is brown, and it is at this tiire
that much harm is done by pasturing.
The teneder growth of the plants is
eaten off, thus weakening them and
giving a good opportunity for weeds
and crabgrass to grow and smother the
alfalfa. There are many forage plants |
that may be grown for hogs. Wheat, |
rye, oats, rape, sorghum, cowpeas and |
sey beans/if properly utilized, may be
made to furnish succulent forage
throughout the year for the hogs with-
out running-the risk of ruining a good
stand of alfalfa by pasturing them on
it.

SUCCES8S IN FRUIT CULTURE.—
Many a man has planted an orchard,
fewer have taken the proper care of
the trees until they were old enough
to bear, and fewer still have followed
it up, making it a part of their life's
work to see that the trees are kept in
perfect ‘health and do not exhaust
themselves before they have reached-
what ought to be their prime.

It has been stated by a promiment
one who has given the
matter long and careful attention, that
not one-fourth of the trees which are
set out in the orchard ever live to bear
a full crop of fruit. This being the
case, it is evident that there is some-
thing radically wrong in the manage-
ment.

In former articles we have discussed
the cultivation and feeding question,
both of which are very tmportant, but
in this day and age, when almost every
plant and tree has its insect and fun-
gous enemies, one of the most vital
questions that confronts the orchardist
is how to keep his trees in a healthy,
thriving condition; for without that he
cannot hope for success. How often do
we see, as we travel over the state,
plum trees covered with black knot;
cherry trees and pear trees being strip-
ped of the green portion, the life-giving
principle of thelr leaves, by slugs; can-
ker wormps and caterpillars defollating
the apple trees: the currant werm
stripping the currant and gooseberry
bushes of thelir leaves, and that, too,
At a time of year when the plants and
trees must have good, healthy follage
In order to produce a sufficient growth
and mature fruit buds for the succeed-
ing crop. I do not wonder that trees
become discouraged and refuse to pro-

duce fruit under such treatment; The

Rape seed may be sown at any time
from early spring until fall, For early
spring and summer pasture the ground
should be plowed as early as possible,
and worked to a good seed bed. With
any ordinary seed sower, broadcast five

These become the breeding stock of the
farm.

Both of these policies are wrong. No
successful, breeder ever underrates the
value of their parent in mating domes-
tic animals. The intelligent and suc-
cessful breeders are not doing mso to-
day. Paying high prices does not of 1t-
self establish merit in @ breeding ani-
mal. High prices for either sex are
never warranted without corresponding |
merit in the other sex In the same herd.
The sire 1s always the most potent fac-
tor in the improvement of the herd, for
the reason that his individual Influence
extends to all the offspring. Improve-
ment can be accomplished more eceo-
nomically through the =sire than
through the dam, but! it can be more
effectually established through bdboth
It is folly te ignore
the importance of either.

A striking example of the value of &
good sire recntly eccurred at a promi-
nent Western cattle sale. A well-bred
cow of good Individual merit In calf to
a well known superior bull sold for
$2125 and three offers of $1000 were re-
fused for the prospective calf. A year-
ling from the same cow sold In the
same sale for $250. The influence of the
sires in the value of these two calves
from the same cow presented a differ-
ence of not less than $800. A part of
this difference may have been based on
a somewhat flctitlous value of pedigree,
yet the circumstances justified the ex-
pectation of a good calf combined with
a good pedigree, which is always the
true measure of a valuable animal. Sim-
flar cases might be cited confirming the

t

pounds of seed to the acre and cover
a good stand and be thick enough to
prevent any weeds. It can be used as
a catch crop to be sown in oats and
wheat stubble that has been prepared
with a disk harrow. A plan used by a
great many is to sow about three
pounds of seed per acre ahead of the
cultivator at the time of laying corn
by.

I told him no. I-would confine
it to the clover fleld, in which they were
feeding and dying. “Well, the upshot
was I had no more trouble with it for
eleven years, while he had it every year
thereafter until he quit trying to raise
hogs. He did not acknowledge his mis-
take in management, but blamed- his
bad luck to the old stock of hogs. As
he put it: “We have got all our hogs
too fine.” He tried to correct things by
using a Jersey Red, as the eastern
breeders of that hog were claiming it
to be cholera proof. He upset all the
work of a generation of good work in
the county in the line of improvenient.
His cross-bred pigs died all the same.
After the first cross of Jersey Red on
Poland-China sows his pigs eama
strong, lusty fellows, and he boasted |
that his pigs would pull through amd‘j
we fellows that stuck to Poland China

would lose all of them. He

saved about half of his cross-bred

pigs, and they fed out and made prof- !
itable hogs. He bred these cross~bred;
sows and had three-quarters blood Jer-

sey Reds. But they were so far from

Iimmune that he told me he had lost all

his luck and was going to quit hogs

and try sheep.

This case shows that ‘it was not a
cross of coarser stock that was needed,
but rational care of the stock one has.
I kept on with Poland-Chinas, as did
the majority that were struck that ‘
year. I kept the disease within the |
bounds of one fleld and had none of my
breeding pens or lots contaminated by
the filth of cholera hogs, and these
pens and lots were healthful places for
my new litters to begin the struggle
for' life in. We have been careful In
gelecting aur breeding stock to ege¢e that {
the individuals had first of all strong |
vitality and were in vigorous condition
for breeding, and that when the plgi‘
came we crossedtheir feed rather than
their blood. We belleve in cross feed- |
ing, and not in cross breeding as a
means of health. Varlety of feed is
essential for best growth and health'
of the hog. .

Cross breeding, as commonly prac- |
ticed, does not tend to lessen disease |
nor steadily improve the stock. A first |
cross doubtless may, and does, give us
good feeders. But from these, cross-i
bred pigs the farmer selects hiS brood |
sows and their produce crossed by somwe
other breed gives him hash—no bread—
and soon he has a herd of mongrels on
which his crosses are guess work. 1

To cross Berkshire on Poland-China, |
or Poland China on Jersey Red or
Chester White, or vice versa, one can |
guess closely the result, because he
has the testimony of multitudes, or
has witnessed the results for himself.
But when a mongrel crosses a mongrel
he can count on no better produce,t
but may -expect poorer stuff. |

Cross-breeding properly means mat-
ing animals of distinct breeds. Our old
breeders used the term of out-cross,
and meant mating animals of same
breed of different families. For ex-
ample: a Corwin boar to a World Beat
er sow or Tecumseh to U. 8. The old

Yrule used to be twice in and once out,

when our old Poland-China breeders
were trying to fix and improve the type
of hogs. Since the breed type has been
80 well fixed it is sure the practice is
different, and many seek a herd breeder |
yearly of different family from that of ‘
his sows. :

By care in selecting strong individ-
uald for breeders and then giving suit-
able care and feed, there is no hope of |
making better hogs by crossing with |
zome other breed. The mixing of breeds |
that has been 80 common has not tend- |
ed to improvement, but to decline. The
pride of an Englishman in the breed
of his county or shire has done much
to lead to uniformity in type and in-
creased value of the sheep, swine,
cattle and horses of old England.

The value of a pure-bred sire of great
individual merit is great, whether used
on females of his own breed or other |
breeds, and his use on mongrels, scrubs |
or natives is the quickest way to im ‘
provement, provided the wuse of this
better blood is followed by better care
and feeding. It is a waste of power and
virtue to use pure blood by a scrub
feeder. Until a man leans how to feed
and handle pigs, he Is wasting money
and time in buying pure-bred males
In such hands scrubs must follow, and
such men are the most earnest clamor-
ers for a new breed. It is not a new.
breed such meén need & much as that
they be born again.—P. C.

satisfactory. Approximately, 186,000
acres were irrigated in that year from |
wells, the value of the frrigated crops
ranging from $50 to $1000 per acre. :

In the humid states well irrigation is!
utilized to supplement the insufficient
rainfatl-during early spring and sum- |
mer. In the west the water pumped‘i
from wells insures .the home garden*
and the orchard against total fa.i]ure}

There is scarcely a lover of plants
who has not felt the need of some
place other than the ord!nary window
for plant growing—a-place secure from
the dust, dry air and excespsive heat
that form the greatest obstacles to suc-

eess. The Delineator is the source of

some plans and suggestions on this

lne, as follows:

The first cut illustrates a pretty form
of cellar conservatory, a decided im.
provement upon the severely plain sin-
gle slant sash. It is self explanatory
&8s regards outside construction, and a
carpenter of ordinary ability can do
the .work. Two sections of sash are
hinged for ventilating purposes, a long
armed hook and eye serving to adjust
them. The conservatory is entered
through 4 door in the cellar wall. This
door should be a double one for the
purpose of keeping the cellar cool in
summer. With the ald of a window
on a warm side of the cellar the door
serves for ventilation when the weath-
er i{s too severe to permit opening the
ventilators.

A southeast corner is an ideal place
for a conservatory. Here, warmed by
the sun and tempered by the cellar and
with the sash well covered by straw
mats or heavy carpet at night, very
little artificial heat will be required; in
many localities none at all. Often
the heat from a large lamp on coldest
nights is all sufficient. In coldest sec-
tions & very emall oll heater in the cel-
lar will answer. In furnace heated
houses a hot water pipe in connection
will serve the purpose, when moisture
must also be provided. The lower fig-
ure expiains the interior arrangement,
the tiers of shelves being adapted to a
great variety of plants, the upper one
especially to starting cuttings and seed-
lings in the early spring.

A HOME PICKLE FACTORY.

There are a few general rules to be
observed in pickle making. If poasi-
ble,'never use brass, copper or tin uten-
gils, as the actlon of the acid on these
metals often produces a polson. If |
brass or copper is used—and our grand-
mothers had nothing else—the most |
scrupulous cleanliness {8 necessary.
The metal ought to be polished so one
can sece one's face in it. If 1t is neces- |
sary to purchase a vessel, choose por-
eelain or granite ware, which 1s easily
cleaned an®absolutely safe unless the
enamel wears off; then the iron is as
dangerous as copper. Use the best ci-
der or white wine vinegar. Never boil
it more than from filve to seven min- "’
utes or its strength will be reduced.
Pack pickles away In glass or stone
Jars that are perfectly clean. See that
pickles are always well covered with
vinegar. Watch their condition closely
for a week or two, and if they show
symptoms of not keeping pour away
the liguor about them; then cover with |
fresh vinegar and spices. When ground
spices are used, tie them in tiny muslin |
bags. Keep pickles sealed as tightly |
as frult, and when a few have been |
used from a jar or can cover closely |
again. Put a bit of horseradish root |
into each jar. This will 4id much in |
the keeping of pickles. With these |
rules Good Housekeeping prefaces a
number of recipes, including the fol- |
lowing: ]

Sweet Pickled Cucumbers.—For tbl,\’{
pickle the larger sized, ripe cucumbers °
Cut
them into quarters lengthwise and al- |
low them to stand for twenty-four
bours covered —with —vinegar. Drain |
them and put into a stone jar. Boil to- |
gether for five minutes one quart of |
fresh vinegar, two pounds of light !
brown sugar, one tablespoonful of salt ‘
and an ounce of cassia buds. Pour over
the cucumbers and cover closely.

Cucumber Pickles.—Always pick cu-
cumbers in the early morning or late
at night. Gathering them under a hot |
sun often proves a deathblow to the
vines. Choose the smallest cucumbers: |

er of cucumbers in a glass jar and

scatter through them “fine strips of |
horseradish root. Mix a gallon of Vine- |
gar with half a gallon of water, add to

it one cup of salt and pour it cold over |
the packed cucumbers. Fill the jar |
overflowing and seal immediately.

recipe, which is quite different fn){/
|

any offered in the ocookbooks, is origi-
nal with the principal of the New Eng- |
land Cooking school, and the result is
perfection. Miss Downing claims that |
brine and a strong vinegar make pic- |
kles strong enough to take one’s breath |
away, while the spices and sugar so |
often added to boiling vinegar result in
a pickle withered 'to the heart. There
is the advantage of not having to trou- |
ble with preliminary ‘soaking in brine, |
boiling of vinegar and all the unnec-
essary work often incurred. The mix-
ture of vi ar and salt, if not all re-
quired fmmediately, may be kept tight- }
ly corked and used as cucumbers ripen, |
filling a jar every few days as the |
vines are laden with fruit. ,
Mixed Pickles.—For mixed pickles
one may put together caulifiowers cut |
in flowers, button onions, tiny cucum- |
bers, string beans cut in two, nastur-
tium seeds, small peppers, lima beans,
morsels of watermelon rind and green |
tomatoes cut in slices. Drop them into |
scalding strong brine and allow them |
to cook in it for a few minutes, dip out |
with a skimmer and drain in a colan- ‘
der till quite dry. Pack into jars, and
over each pour a prepared pickle made
by boiling with one quart of vinegar
two tablespoonfuls of sugar, a tea-
spoonful of salt, and four tablespoon-
fuls of mustard. Pour over the pickles |
while hot and seal immediately.

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There is golng to be a scarcity of
hogs this year, In spMe of tha increas-
g market demand. A word to the
wise is sufficient, :
As a remedy for dropsy in hogs, cas-
tor oil is recommended. Administer an
ounce of it, and after it has operated
give thirty drops tincture chloride of
fron, diluted with milk, twice a day,
and let the aflicted swine have a pas-
ture to themselves,
Hogs that are fed indiscriminately
on swill and kitchen scourings some-
times develop symptoms simdar to
cholera, and die. When this occurs it
is attributable to the presence of alka-
line soaps in the slop. Fatalities from
such causes puncture the oft accepled
theory that swine can eat anything and
still thrive,

THis formula is sald to be the best
ever devised for hog cholera: Wood
charcoal, pound; sulphur, . one
pound; msalt, two pounds; bicarbonate
of sodium, two pounds; sulphate of
godium, one pound; hyposulphide of
sodium, two pounds; sulphide of anti-
mony, one pound: mix thoroughly and
give one tablespoonful to each 200
pounds of weight of hog once a day
mixed with soft feed. Where the ani-
mal won't eat, dissolve the proper dose
in pour with fre-
quent pauses, small quantities into the
mouth between the cheek and teeth.”

inches, and not too much grass surface,

A very neat and copvenient arrangna-
ment for roosts is £o make a platform
to catch the droppings, say four or five
feet wide and as lonfas desired, about
thirty inches above the floor, not too
high, as jumping down too far is a
fruitful source of bumblefoot. Then
#et the roosts on henches about eight
inches above these Aropping boards.

SOME POULTRY PROBLEMS.—Va-
rlety characteristics should receive
thoughtful consideration. When a
man really becomes interested in poul-
try raising there are two impnrtaﬁl
problems for him to solve. First, what
breed is best; second, how fnuny varle-
ties shall T start with? If he is a pret-
ty level-headed fellow he will choose
the breed best suited for his market,
both in eggs and fowls. If one is near
large city markets it is well to write
oommission merchants and ascertain
the prejudice for their poultry pro-
ducts. For instance, some markets pre-
fer the brown shelled eggs; others pay
i few cents mare per dozen for an egg

GUARD AGAINST DISEASE.—REvi-
dences are not lacking to indleate
the approach of an epldemic of dis-
ease among . hogs during the next few
weeks, Infection has developed in sev-
eral localities, far removed from each
other, and decisive action alone can
check these disorders before they have
obtained a foothold. Not infrequently
outbreaks of cholera are attributable to
the over-feeding %h»a\'_v madterials by
farmers, in their haste to fatten their
swine sufficiently for marketing at the
earliest possible time. Much can be
done to guard against the introduction
of a fatal malady into the herd by
stockraiseras who can appreciate the
truth of the old adage that “a stitch in
time saves nine.” One important de-
tail which should not be neglected is
to quarantine the new arrivals until
it is proven beyond doubt that they are
not afflicted with any contagious ail-
ment, There is always risk that in
transit the pig may have absorbed the
germs_of disease, even though there
were no evidences of them in the herd
from which they came.

producing foods naturally tend to store
up fat in the body, and it is but reason-
able that this should be guarded
against in compounding the rations
for milk animals. During the period
when cowsd are on pasture, little can
be done to alter the ration unless some
supplementary foods are given. To feed
such supplementary food may be most
profitable indeed, and may prevent the
laying on of flesh, which is by few
considered to be of any particular ad-
vantage. A little bran mixed with oats,
fed twice a day, will do much toward
increasing the milk flow without in-
ducing animals to convert it into fat.
In addition to this it may be advan-
tageous to allow such cows as are in-
clined to beefiness to have access to a
clover pasture. Legumes of all kinds
are high in nitrogen, or what is com-
monly czlled flesh-forming constitu-
ents,, so that a ration composed of le-
gume roughage may greatly favor the
production of milk rather than the
formation of fat on the animal's body.

Some cows naturally carry a wealth
of flesh during the -entire year, and
when the returns at the pail are satis-
factory there is no reason why any
particular effort should be made to re-
duce this flesh. In such a casge, if the
supplementary food that we havé men-
tioned is fed, and there is reason to
believe that it is converted into milk,
there can be no advantage in reducing
an animal to a poverty-stricken appear-
ance.

Every one of our modern
breeds of sheep or cattle have been in-
fluenced. from time to time by the
founders of the various strains or fami-
ilies of them in this special line of im=
provement for some desired purpose,
but most often for that of strengthen-
ing the constitution which has been
weakened by interbreeding, or too close
relation of blood. 2 4

But as the old adage goes, the breed-
er works with the sharpest of sharp
edged tools. The trouble is that no
one can tell safely what the result of
any cross may be, beyond that of the
breeding of some established breed, on
what is commonly called a cold blooded
race, as, for instance, our common
range sheep. In such a cross we may
almost surely get a direct improvement
in the line of the improved bldod, that
a half bred ahimal of that breed.
3ut there will be very little uniformity
in the character of the cross so made.
For any distinct cross, as we call it,
as that of any established breed upon
another one, the first one may be dis-
tinctly effective, and the special char-
acter of each parent may be conspic-
uous, but the union of two of such
cross-bred animals will in gengral be
unlike either parent, in fact, as has
been said the progeny of such breeding
goes all to pieces. Thus the establish-
ing ‘'of any new breed, worthy of the
name, is so uncertain} indeed it may bhe
said to be certainly improbable, if not
impossible, and it will only be the first
step in a line of breeding, the end of
which is not possible to be forecast
even in the imagination. It may be so
far satisfactory as regards a
imal, perhaps, and this ma
another step Iin the ascedt, but in. all
experience any really “useful . results
have only been obtained in one case out
of a hundred, and as the end of work
of a whole life devoted to attempts to
get some results. :

Now when a breeder who has been
working in this way for years finds, as
he very easily may, that he is going

is,

outecross; that is, he goes outside of his
own flock to another which has been
bred on similar lines, or it may be di-
rectly back to the original source of
his own work, and it may, too, be to
some other source of new blood for
what he thinks h& wants. -This word
think is used purposely, for there is ne
other that so well describes the condi-
tion of mind of a breeder engaged in
this kind of pursuit. And it may be
useful and satisfactory or the very op-
posite and in truth, judging by exper-
jence and history, this last result is
most probable. So that it is wise for
a breeder In such pursuit as this, to
experiment with only a few animals,
unless he can profitably dispose of hiz
failures on the general market. But
the use of an outcross as here explained
is on the whole one of the inevitable
necessities encountered by the breed-
ers at the outset of his work, and
comes in the light of a serious disap-
pointment by which the great majority
