“Both eattle and sheep owners have
suffered heavy losses,” said@ Mr. Ramer
to the Journal last night, “In some cases
the cattlemen will 10se 20 per cent of their
steers, while the sheepmen tell me that
it will take them two years to recover
from the effects of the disastrous sea-
son, and to bring their holdings back to
the point where they were a year ago.
My own cattle have stood the drouth
remarkably well, but this is only because
my range is not overstocked,

{ finally broken and that better days are
in sight for us all. Last night there was
a heavy rain in Gallup and scattering
showers have been reported wi the
week from all over Arizona, DM the
greatest rellef.
