An Industry of Arid America

WTiTTe IhTe heet siigar factones" oTTfieT’" 
United States e,xten.d from the state o f 
>lew York on the east to the Pacific 
on the west, and while it is generally 
Considered as being a .national indus­
try. it is the child of arid America, 
an'j still is to all" intents and pur­
poses a purely arid American indus-i 
try.

The develoj>ment of the Arneric.an 
heet sugar industry has been confined 
lai'gely to arid Amerlea for the reason 
that I have mentioned— freight. Tn our 
oastcrn states the conditions for the- 
pi'oductton of beet sughr are perhaps 
a.s favorable as th ‘.v are here, but here 
the inviustry is a necessity, while, there 
i\ is not. The eastern farmer ho.s at 
his doi>r a profitable market for what­
ever surplus crop he produces.

ITte industry has. been established in 
•ixteen American'states and territorie.s, 
twelve of which are wholly or in part 
111 arid Anierica. and there are hut 
four states and territories in arid 
Am eiica In wdiich it has not been es­
tablished.

Of the sixty-three .Arneric.an beet 
»ugar factories, thivty-nine or nearly 
two-thirds of the total number, are 
located in arid America.

Of the 122.000.000 received last year 
by American farmers for their .sugar 
beets. $20,000,000, or ov'er 90 per cent, 
went to the farmer.«« of arid America 
«.nd the Pacific coast.

The first succe.ssful American beet 
Kugai' factory was erected and is still 
running at Alameda, less than 100 
irile.s from where we are assembled, 
and its original builder still reside.-»

that one acre of cultivated pear w ill

Cotton Boll Weevil “Work— The boll 
weevil has now entered tho state o f 
Mississippi and has also established 
itself north of the line o f early frosts; 
it will in-ohahly spread over the entire 
eotton belt. But at least 15 species 
of insects are at work attackirig it; in 
one field in Texas fully 40 per cent of 
the wt>evils were killed by parasites. 
Good results may be expected from the 
IntroducUon of such parasites into re­
gions where they are now present only 
in .small numbers. It has 1>een found 
also that parasites o f weevils that do 
not attiteli cotton will attack the cot­
ton boll weevil when, thru the de­
struction of the natural food plants 
o f such native weevils, the normal 
food o f the parasite becomes scarce. 
The native flre-ant. for instance, Is 
rapidly acquiring the” habit of feeding 
upon the boll weevil. The year’s work 
ha.s also demonstrated anew tho vp.lue 
o f fall destruction o f cotton plants ns a 
means ojf averting boll weevil damage.

The ‘‘(jphen Bu.g” — A  destructive out- 
hreak o f this insect occurred in Texas 
and the states to the north, even as 
far as Ciinada, E;ir]y developing par • 
asltes o f the insect were carried from 
the south to the northern localities. 
L ittle seemed to be gained by such 
transportation, however, since para- 
sitc.s develop almost* simultaneously 
in fields into which there has been no 
Fiuh transporiaflbn.

More education is needpd.to .continually...de.^lí>n- 
etrate, that good roads are not so much a luxury 
or even a convenience as they are an investment.

' The man owning an eighty aqre tract alongside a 
quarter o f mile of road, w ould be astonished at the 
Improvement $160 would make on the road. And 
when the work was finished the land would be 

- worth from $400 to $800 more than w'hen it was 
b¿*gun. In very few part.« of Texas wmuid mac­
adamizing be nece.ssary. The .split-log diag wlU 

"̂ do the work most'pTaces and do it better than many 
high priced road grading machines. For the opera­
tion V)f a split-l«'g drag the farmer is out nothing 
but his time, and that is taken after a rain, be­
fore it is dry enough to do other farm work.»

And while on the sub.iect o f profit In buying ' 
good roads it is well not to forget that the'•man 
who lives in the city has as rpuch of a lesson to 
learn as his neighbor along the rural free delivery 
I'oute, There’s money in buying sidewalks.\ I f  you 
don’t believe it, try boiying a vaeaxH lot around 
wliich there is a concrete sidewalk. You will have j 
to pay much more for the sidewalk than it cost 
the man who built tt.

Properly on a stro'>t that is well-lighted and 
ha.s crossings paved is worth hundreds of 'dollars 
more than property on streets where there is noth­
ing but a dirt road, no crossings, and a scarcity of 
lamps.

The city commissioner.^ In hesitating about more 
equipment to give Fort Worth moré lights do not 
always consider that more lights will increase prop­
erty values, and In consequence, make a greater 
resource for taxation.

Improvement o f any permanent character is 
but ánother word for investment. It is an invest­
ment than bonds or stocks and it Is the only
kind tfr investment that helps a man’s neighbors as / 
well as himself.

The newspapers of Texas a r« performing 
valiant service for the agricultural Interests and 
poke fun as they will at the editor f^m ers, the 
fact remains that by their suggestions and the 
spreading of intelligence thru their columns great 
good has already been accomplished. The fact is 
that most o f these editors are not so ignorant of 
the farm and o f farm conditions. Many <rf them 
were born and reared on farms and Others who 
were not have thru the exigencie.s of their calling 
been brought into contact with farms and intelli­
gent farmers.

Most newspaper men who have not stepped 
from the farm to the print shop began their work 

•as cub-reporters and in that capacity have been 
reporting agricultural, conventions and farmers’ 
meetings all thru their career, and are constantly 
being brought into contact with the progressive 
men \vho~are working for the upbuilding of farm ­
ing xrmid it ions in the state.—Beaumont Enterprise.

The 
best cuts o f tho hogs are taken from 
ihe bifck, loin and sides, hence the Im- 
portunpc'of good length and depth to 
tho sides ar** desirable. Tho careful 
breeder o f pure bred swine keeps in­
formed on just such iHtints and aims 
to produ^'o ill hie henl those (qualities 
that most iioorly produce the market 
dem:\nd.

Star-ted Thirty Years Ago
The land "wa-s chosen some thirty 

years ago as the site for a great eattio 
ranch by Judge H. H. Campbell, the 
founder « f  the Matador Cattle Com - 
pariy. It was at a supper In Chicago 
ti; rompany witli some w-ell known cap­
italists and srttckmen.that tlio project 
was formulated many years ago.

Juduu Carni»>Mdl was an early day 
uuiclnn- niid practical PloeUman. He 
toUi nt the supper of tlie gre»it oppor­
tunities ill the Houiliwe.st u-id us a re­
sult o f his conversation llu* cfl^dtul 
noce.SKary for the project was j;ulsed 
and he iuauuge(l^,.the ranch for ten 
years.

He Nurceded in tliul time in pex^oct- 
itig title to' 4:iu.(MiO acres, the most of 
wliicli WHS seen red under the “ fifty  
cent act," tlu» some of it was bougiit 
from lumu'stcadcrs. Very little of it 
cost more than 11.50 per arre. A fter 
«lie fir.st fow 5'oars the rjiiieh was sold 
to a “Seoteh outfit.” as tlw* ranchmen 
say. a eonipnny from Dundee. Scot- 
lanri, taking over the lands and busi-' 
Hess. They hold It to this day and be- 
slib'H the Mahulor ranch have another 
rancii In Montana ami one In Cunadn.

As yet very ItUle land of the Mata­
dor lias b»»en void out. the owner» pre- 
t* rring to hold tlie land intact for the 
br»M»ding <»r r.xttle. -A .few seetion.s 
have boc: sold oft. but these nre ont- 
Ij'tiig Hdtlona, aw;iy from tlie main 
body of the ranch.

This fact has done much to dis- 
eounigc settlers from coming into the 
M;;tndfrr qountry*. but at that h must 
bf> said that they are stoadil)' drifting 
In. At W hite Flat, some twelve miles 
rrom IMaladm*. then* are some fifteen 
or sixteen l\uniUot). A  yoxj: tU«iro

was one fam ily here. In one or two 
other lu-'ulities within a distance of 
fifteen or twenty miles o f the town 
tliere are to be found .sever-il famille.s, 
where u year ago there wore none.

Land Not Yet Opened
But still, it must be said, the coun­

try is not oi*ening for settlement and 
the lands are not being put on ttie 
market. You will find no land men at 
Matadof, a i>roof that the (;currtry is 
not yet ojten for tlie homemafcmg farm ­
er, tho 6o jKu- cent of the laud is ava il­
able for cultivation.
_As early us 1888 .Judge Camp)>ell be­

gan exjierimcnts with grains und found 
that tliey could be grown. That year 
too, he raised some little cotton, not for 
its value, b\it to find out If it would 
ripen here, and it proved a success. 
Cotton, oats, wheat, rye, barley and 
ull the varieties o f the sorghum fam ily 
con be raised successfully. A lfa lfa  is 
a good (nrop.

Besides this the Matador country is 
one o f tho best o f breeding countries 
for catt/e, hogrs and horses. The Ma­
tador, Cuttle Company now ilias about 
50,000 cattle on the heme range. Dur­
ing the ten years tliat Judge Camp­
bell was manager o f the rancli he 
caught and branded 206,1100 calves.

A Remarkable Spring
'f  A t the ranch house of the Matador 
company is a peculiar sirring. From 
holes in solid reck water iMJurs 
froin six separate orifices, and each 
stream contains different properties. 
One carries enough Iran suspendod to 
color cloth. Another ts sulphurous, 
wliile otliers show truces of soda, suit, 
gypsum and arsenic. _  ___

The Matador i ’onipuny began its ae^ 
ttve business* career on the 31st day of 
October, 1870, and since tlie first ten 
years, w-hon managed by Judge Camp­
bell, it has had as its head Bfurdo Mac- 
Kenzle, well known thru the entire 
cattle wurld.

Says Argentine 
Is W asting Meat

Tariff Prevents - Shipment to 

This Country \

CHICAGO, 111., Nov. 30.— “ Whlld 
American and English citiaens are 
forced to p a y -24 cents a pound for 
moiit. millions o f carcasses o f butch­
ered animals are throw'n out on the 
ITampas o f the Argentina republic ‘to
furnish food for carniverous beasts 
und birds and soil for the great plains.’*

The foregoing statement was made

Continu­
ing, the lecturer said;

“ It has been the custom for yeaJ’S 
to raise alieep and cattle in Argentina 
solely for wool and hides. The meat 
hafi been throw'n away. About two 
hundred thousand dresseii sheep are 
shipped every’ month, most o f them to 
England, but a gre '̂ t̂ surplus remains, 
and beimuse the linked States wi 
permit tlie meat to enter without 
ing high tariff, the raisers throw 
away.

The^ poison is all the mor* 
dangerous as its effects are insidioM 
and not easily perceived until too 
late."

Beef -Steers— While steers for 

•nlock show a. moderate increase 
' the week over receipts o f the preceding 

week, prices have fallen to a more un- 
/ even level tlian marked the prior po- 

/ riod. Fed .̂steers o f light to .medium 
weights have constituted the bulk of 

^ h e  supply, and the most o f tliose have 
been la« king in finish,..being sent to 
market because their gains were noi 
comnien.siirate with the high price of 
feedstuff. Soi-nè o f  these were fa irly 

' desirable and paelcers secured thein at 
lower price’s than any similar catti«' 
-Jiave brought on this market tltis year. 
O f the partly fed steers we note some 
1.066 to 1,020-pound Oklahoma corn-fed 
cattle selling at S3.65 to $3.75. ami 
some meal-fed cattle o f like weight at 

• $3.40 to $3.55. A three-car string of
plain ouality but fat .steers, averaging 
1,118 pountis, went on contract, the 
first of tha week at $3.85. Among the 
gra.ss steers sold w a s^ ^  thirteen-car 
string o f good killers mmi Southwest 
Texas that averaged about 1.025 pounds 
and had to sell Tuesday at $3.40. Four 
loads of 0.47-pound Oklahoma grass 
steers sold early the same day at $3.30 
and other right good killing- gra.ssers 
at the same price We«lnesday. The top 
tor the week was $4.20, paid Friday 
for a load of 1.14 4-pound corn-fed cat­
tle from Oklahoma. The lo.ss for the 
week reaches lOc to 1,5c.

Stockers and Feeder.s—No change 
for the better is found in the trade 
on steers to go to the country. Two 
classes of Oklahoma buyers have been 
on the market, one calling for good 
quality stuff a,nd securing a few loads, 
and the other Íbo!Ríñg for a thin class 
at calmer prices, but securing none. I f  
roughage is av.aliable all stockers and 
feeders arc b e tter-o ff at home than 
on the marlcèt.
