The Walter Gant Well which 
was reported drilling at 3910 ft. 
in the last issue of The Leader 
came in as the best well yet dis­
covered on the Worsham land 
last Sunday night. When the 
sand was drilled into the well 
Immediately flowed two twen­
ty barrel heads.

Arrangements were being 
made to test the well but it was 
reported to flow 30 barrels an 
hour. Two other locations for 
wells have been made on the 
Worsham land and are being 
drilled by Walter Gant.

Clay County was, up until 
last May 20th, a quite little place 
whose chief business was in the 
raising of livestock, but it was 
on this date that Walter Gant 
brought in the first well on the 
Worsham land. This well flow­
ed 2400 barrels a day when first 
brought in. When it was dis­
covered, Clay County became 
headquarters for all kinds and 
description of oil and lease men 
and Henrietta was on quite a 
boom until the Burns-Sanzen- 
bacher well drilled last summer 
was pronounced a dry hole. 
Later two more Gant wells came 
in and we believe that sooner 
or later another well will be put 
down around the Sanzenbw'he; 
land and they will find oil [here 
too.

After the Sanzenbacher well 
-closed down and, due to drilling 
trouble, the Brad Staggs well 
shut down at 3300 feet, the 
leasing business in Clay County 
died down until the recent KM A 
discovery which created the op­
inion that Clay County still had 
possibilities of becoming an oil 
field.

Several wells are being drill­
ed at present and two are near­
ing the depth at which the Gant 
wells struck oil. Those wells are 
the Wallace No. 1, being drilled 
by Healdton Petroleum Corp. 
and the Nutter well being drill­
ed by Barnett Petroleum Corp.

Time and time only will tell 
what the outcome will be. An­
other dry hole may be like the 
Burns well and discourage all 
future drilling, but we don’t be­
lieve Clay County will ever find 
another dr}r hole even if they 
drill one right beside the old 
Burns-Sanzenbacher well.

The total amount of indebted­
ness involved was $181,728, and 
covered 15,186 acres of local 
farm land. The Committee also 
reports $1076.00 in taxes paid 
into the local treasury as a re­
sult of this work; and the cred­
itors made a voluntary reduc­
tion of $24,011 on the debts 
which were larger than the 
value of the property involved.

These adjustments were a re­
sult of cooperation on the part 
of both the creditor and the deb­
tor, after the supervisor and the

Windbreaks
Trees may be used for beau­

tification purposes a r o u n d )  
homes, but they have other 
value, also.

They may be used for their 
coohng effect during summer 
and protection against the cold 
winds of the winter. This pro­
tection is not only needed about 
the house, but animals and 
poultry need it very badly.

If poultry and dairy cows, 
swine and beef cows are to 
make their best contribution to 
tee family living, they must be 
shielded from extreme temper­
ature. Natural protection can be 
grown cheaper than artificial 
protciion can he given, and the 
natural protection is usually far 
more attractive.

A good wind break may he 
made by using at least three and 
preferably five rows of trees on 
the north and west of the house 
at an approximate distance of 
100 feet from the building.

The following trees may be 
used. :

1st row: Desert willow, Chast 
tree, Tamarix or Mulberry.

2nd row: Chinese elm, Honey 
locust, American elm, or green 
elm. Ash.

3rd. row: One-seeded Junip­
er or Red-berry Juniper.

4th row: Western pine, scotch 
pine or Red cedar.

5th row: Red cedar or Rocky 
Mountain red cedar.

Spacing; between rows—
Row 1 and 2—Distance 8 to 

10 feet.
Row 2 and 3—Distance 20 

feet.
Row 3 and 4—Distance 10 to 

12 feet. &&&

All the Texas Congressional del­
egation are quite busy especial­
ly Senator Connally and Sena­
tor Sheppard in their fight 
against the Anti-Lynching Bill 
and for the Farm Bill. While 
here I am trying to look after 
several pending matters in 
which the State is interested.

Before leaving Austin the past 
week, I requested the Attorney 
General to file suit to cancel 
one of the Land Commissioner’s 
famous leases on Gulf Coast 
lands. The requested cancella­
tion was based on two grounds, 
first, * because the small cash 
consideration with no drilling 
obligations was so unconscion­
able on its face as to amount to 
legal fraud and, second, because 
the parties receiving the lease 
had not complied with the law 
requiring them to drill offsets 
where production has been se­
cured within one thousand feet 
of State lands.

The Att’v. General prompt- 
iy advised me fnat he would 
file this suit on the grounds set 
out in my letter thereby con­
firming my contention that 
these leases ought to be cancell­
ed. I then officially requested 
him to file suit to cancel eight 
other leases, but lie has been 
quoted as saying that he would 
have to study the facts in each 
case and that he would probably 
file only one suit as a test case. 
Of course, if lie waits on a case 
to go through all the courts, 
then the State’s rights in the 
other1 races cannot be protected. 
They will be proved either dry 
or productive before the one 
suit can be disposed of. Also, 
in the meantime, these leases 
can b sold to others who can he 
innocent purchasers.

The Attorney General is also 
quoted as saying that there’s a 
good deal of politics involved 
in my requesting him to sue to 
cancel these leases. He ought to 
be the last person on earth to

If he thinks it is legal and ap­
proves of what lias been done, 
then he should say so and re­
fuse to file the suits. If he thinks 
it is illegal then lie should file 
suit and go after it as hard as 
he runs for office. But lie can’t 
win a lawsuit by starting in 
with the statement that politics 
dictated his course of action. 
What would you think if you 
hired a lawyer and he started 
out by telling the court, that 
he questioned your motives and 
doubted whether you wrere right
