KILL IT

“Would Relieve the Rich By 
Adding to the Burdens of the 
Less Fortunate; A Proposal to 
Gladden Mellon’s Heart

“The conduct of the majority 
of the members of the Senate 
Finance Committee—a combina­
tion of “Old Guard” Democrats 
and “Old Guard” Republicans— 
would gladden the heart of 
“Andy” Mellon, if that gentle­
man were still occupying his 
old post in the Treasury.

“ Boiled down to the fewest 
possible words, what . Senator 
Pat Harrison and his supporters 
propose is A SHARP CUT IN 
THE TAXES OF THE VERY 
RICH AND A CORRESPOND­
ING INCREASE IN THE TAX 
BURDEN OF THE POOR AND 
THE MODERATELY WELL- 
TO-DO. That would be an atro­
cious/ proposal at any time, but 
to press it now wheji the Ameri­
can people are still at grips with 
the depression, is an unpardon­
able betrayal of the public in­
terests.

“When President Roosevelt 
proposed a revision of the tax 
laws he had in mind the elimin­
ation of inequalities and injust­
ices.

POWERFUL NEWSPAPERS 
WOULD BE T H E  CHIEF 
BENEFICIARIES. For all prac­
tical purposes, the House might 
just as well have voted to give 
these greedy individuals $50, 
000,000 a year out of the public 
Treasury.

“That is only one example. 
There are many others. Accord­
ing to Congressman McFarlane 
the lobbyists have inserted 
enough “loopholes” to deprive 
Uncle Sam of hundreds of mil­
lions of needed income.

“Encouraged by what the 
House did, Senator Harrison and 
his cohorts now propose to go 
much' farther.

“When similar legislation was 
put forward by Republicans in 
the days of Harding, Coolidge 
and Hoover, Democratics cried: 
*Turn the rascals out and give

us a chance.’
“Well the people gave the 

Democrats their chance. They 
have such a majority in the Sen­
ate it would be difficult to lo- 
caté the Republican minority.

Last Tuesday, the House 
agreed to the Conference Re­
port on the Independent Offices 
Appropriations b i l l ,  striking 
from the bill the Gilbertsville 
dam appropriation of about $2, 
7000,000 and increasing the ap­
propriations for rural electrifi­
cation $10,000,000.
WAGE AND HOUR LEGISLA­

TION
The House Labor Committee 

is expected to report new hour 
and wage legislation next week. 
Rumors are that the bill will 
provide for a 40-hour week with 
a 30 cent minimum wage, which 
will increase 2!/2 cents per hour 
per year until 40 cents per hour 
is reached. President William 
Green of the A. F. of L. is sup­
posed to be in agreement with 
this provision.

WAR DEPARTMENT 
LEGISLATION

The House began the consid­
eration of this bill carrying $447, 
808,555 for military appropria­
tions and a larger sum is ex­
pected for War Department civil 
appropriation. This is the largest 
War Department peace time ap­
propriation since the world war. 
The bill is due to finally pass 
the House on Tuesday of this 
week. Little objection is expect­
ed to this bill, since it seems that 
war propaganda has gotten in 
its work.

ten at least fifty per cent more 
money from the Rural Aid Fund 
for the benefit of its children 
each year since I have been in 
office than any other time be­
fore. We have affiliated two 
nine grade schools, classified c.oe 
eleven grade school, and stand- 
a r d i z e d twenty-four rural 
schools, leaving only four com­
mon schools neither standard­
ized, classified or affilliated. I 
wish to say we had only two 
standardized schools, and no 
classified or affilliated common 
schools in our county when I 
took office in 1935.

The provision in the new 
farm act for seeking new uses 
and markets for farm commod­
ities should prove of great value.

It is of course of great import­
ance to expand and develop ex­
isting markets at hbme and 
abroad. This additional provi­
sion will make it possible to de­
velop new outlets by finding ad­
ditional uses for the products 
of the farm.

Four regional research labor­
atories are to be established, one 
in each major farm producing 
area, and research will be car­
ried on to develop new scientif­
ic, chemical and technical uses 
for farm commodities. Main at­
tention will be given to surplus 
crops. __

Such research will be a part 
of the permanent agricultural 
program, and thei benefits ot 
this work should increase as the 
years progress.

Miracles of Chemistry
In our own time we have seen 

miracles of modern chemistry. 
Yet science has just begun to 
explore the uses for farm pro­
ducts. The countless examples 
of what research has already 
done for agriculture are indica­
tions of wrhat we can expect in 
the future.

From cotton have come ray­
on, bemburg, celanese, tubize, 
and numerous other products. 
Cotton is now being used in the 
building of roads. An average 
of 32 pounds is used in every 
auotmobile.

Woodpulp has been changed 
into cellophane and newsprint. 
T e x a s  Technological College 
has just announced the success­
ful making of paper from Rus­
sian thistles.

Waste materials such as corn 
husks and stalks, as well as the 
chaff of the grain, have been 
transformed i n t o  chemicals, 
phonograph records* insulation 
materials and numerous other 
products.

A chemical revolution is going 
on in the world in the finding of 
new outlets for the products of 
the farm. The field of research 
to develop new uses for these 
products is one that is almost 
unplowed and one that should 
bring a valuable yield.

The major part of research 
has been devoted to industrial 
products. The products of the 
farm and ranch have been neg­
lected not only in research, but 
in marketing.
