Tuesday, the House passed the 
Wage and Hour Bill by a vote 
of 314 to 97 and sent the bill 
back to the Senate for their con­
sideration. The Senate had pre­
viously approved this legisla­
tion on July 31, 1937 by a vote 
of 56 to 28. It will be remem­
bered that pasage of this legisla­
tion by the Senate and their con­
sideration of the Court Bill 
along with the Governmental 
lie urbanization Bill precipitated 
the hottest battle of the many 
raised against the New Deal.

|er the Senate passed the Wage 
md Hour Bill the lobbies of Big

Secretary Wallace in testify-1 
ing before our Agricultural Sub­
committee made this statement:!

“In the case of the higher! 
paid workers, a $100 increase in 
wage will result in a $20 to $25; 
increase in expenditures for 
food. In the case of the poorest 
paid workers,- those who would 
be affected, presumably, by the 
wage and hour bill which was 
recommitted, a $100 increase in 
wages will bring about a $30 
to $40 increase in expenditures; 
for agricultural products.”

Thus, it will be seen that by 
increasing the buying power of 
the wage earner in the lower 
bracket, will automatically in­
crease the consumption of all 
Agricultural products and thus 
greatly improve the buying pow­
er and living conditions of this 
great group of our people.

Fighting for protection of the radio “air way” as the last 
resource of the American people not completely dominated by 
trust control, George Henrv Payne, member of the Federal Com­
munications Commission, has asked for an investigation by Con­
gress of the Commission, and in his request, infers that there is 
a wood pile with a dusky inhabitant which should be shown up 
in order to protect public rights.

Charges have been laid from time to time against the grow­
ing domination of the radio field by chains. The (Commission, ac­
cording to Commissioner Payne, is beset with lawyer practition­
ers and lobbyists working to get frequences allotted and then they 
are old to monopoly interests. W hile no definite charges are laid 
against any fellow commissioner, the needed cleanup can only 
come through an im partial and thorough investigation.

On the heels of this charge by Commissioner Payne, Rep­
resentative W. D. McFarlane of Texas lays the charge before the 
Huse Rules Committee that two form er United States Senators, 
while still in office, interfered with the Department of Justice 
in prosecuting + f ‘>«ainsi Radio monopoly. While
hearings are still being held before the Rules Committee on the 
resolution to i n y ^ s t l t h °  Radio trust, it is the estimate of num- 
merous members of the House that this is one of the greatest 
fights of the Congressional session. One of the most active and 
powerful lobbies, much of it under cover, is fighting against the 
investigation. If it is voted by the House, Representative McFar­
lane will be given the m ajor credit for defeating this lobby.

McFarlane will likely be on the Committee to’ investigate, 
very likely as the prosecutor, if the interests controlling the far 
flung Radio monopoly do not muster enough support to defeat a 
real investigation.

To the lav mind Radio is all engrossing but there are far 
reaching ramification involving financing, brokerage, advertis­
ing, telephone, equipment manufacturing, patents, and broad­
casting talent, even reaching to sound motion pictures and tele­
vision.

Television has been produced in England since December, 
193o and in other parts of Europe since 1936. The communica­
tions monopoly have withheld Television from  the American 
public, it is believed because of its interference with sound m o­
tion pictures, which» the same monopoly controls.

The investigation promises to be one of the biggest, if not 
the biggest study into interlocking directorates, investments and 
ruthless use of power ever conducted by the government. This is 
based upon the amount of money involved, the practices followed 
and the “public interest” to be protected.

Widely separted as to states, different in personality, 
thoroughly dissimilar in appearance, trained on different schools, 
yet George Henry Payne of New York on the Federal Communi­
cations Commission and W. D. McFarlane, Representative in 
Congress from  Texas, are expected to be the nemesis of the 
Radio trust. They are similar in two outstanding characteristics. 
Each is a fighter w ithout any trace of compromise on policy or 
issues and each is noted for personal integrity and unquestioned 
honesty. The “Monopoly” crowd are expecting no quarters in 
this impending fight.
