a common thing in the west
a2 few years ago. In nearly
all sections the evil has
been suppressed by law. In
the few portions where it is
still followed it is carried
on under cover and in con-
stant dread of pofice inter
ference. .

Not so long ago, however, the cry of the
roulette man and the click of the ball could
be heard in the lobbies of many of the
principal hotels.

He
became excited over the performances of a mule
owned by another man, and in a moment of ex-
uberancg bet his claim against one owned by a
prospect:or from another senrtipm that his mulg
could outrun the other fellow’s. He lost.
