‘The_ circuit may be broken or
completed by sirply moving a*
g'iding button affixed to the
handle. Wnlike the ordinary
curler, o side switch permits ene
prong to be moved.ot at an
angle from the other, thus
allowing the strand of hair to
be wound about the rod without
interference. This feiture 1s
‘especially desirable for crimping
and saves times for the hair
dresser.
