Eleven meetings are slated
on the High Plains for the week
of April 13 to explain a soy-
bean referendum to producers
in 11 counties, For soybean
producers in Bailey County, the
meeting will be held on Tues=-
day, April 14, at 7 p,m, in the
district courtroom inthe Bailey
County courthouse at Muleshoe,
These meetings are required
prior to a certification by the
state commissioner of agricul-
ture for the Texas Soybean
Association to conduct such a
referendum,

Purpose of the referendum is
to raise funds with which to
conduct programs of education,
research, disease and insect
control and marketing relative
to soybeans, The referendum
calls for an assessment of one-
half cent per bushel of soybeans
produced, according to County
Agricultural Agent J K, Adams.

An educational program will
be conducted at each of the
meetings to  explain the
provisions of the referendum
and to give a brief rundown of
the soybean industry inthearea,
state and nation,

Loan Rates

The Grain Sorghum Pro-
ducers Association is con-
tinuing its drive to get grain
sorghum loan rates set more
realistically to those of corn
in the new farm legislation,
Elbert Harp, GSPA’s Executive
Director, said, ‘“‘Present na-
tional average grain loan rates
are now only 86 percent of
those of corn; whereas, the
average feed value relation has
been set at 95 percent or
better,”’

Harp pointed out that, ‘“‘Pre-
sently the grain sorghum loan
rates are realted to corn ac-
cording to feed value and seven
other factors, which virtually
allow the Secretary of Agricul-
ture to set it anywhere he
chooses, We are working tore-
move all the other factors, ex-
cept food value, and have been
encouraged about the possibility
of getting it passed.”

Congressman Bob Price of
Pampa plans to introduce the

GSPA amendment, which now
appears to have the support of
most of the Agriculture Com-
mittee members, GSPA has
been seeking the support of
other farm and grain organi-
zations and Harp stated that,
“We now have the support of
National Grange, National Far-
mers Union, National Farmers
Organization, National Corn
Growers, United Grain Growers
of America, Nebraska Feed
Grain Growers, Panhandle and
Texas Grain and Feed Dealers
Associations, and the Panhan-
dle Country Elevator Associa-~-
tion, The U,S, Department of
Agriculture is currently study-
ing *the amendment, but has
given tentative approval with
minor changes,””

Harp said, ‘“This will add
eighteen cents to the national
average loan rates if we get
this change made in the law,”
