Text of the Lesson, II Chron. xv, 1-15.
Memory Verses, 1, 2—Golden Text,
II Chron. xv, 7—Commentary Pre­
pared by Rev. D. M. Stearns.
Although Aliijah, son of Rehoboam. 

reigned only three years and walked 
In all the sins of his father (I Kings 
xv, 1-3|. yet there is in II Chron. xiii 
a remarkable record of a great victory, 
which the Lord gave hint over the 
army of Jeroboam, which was just 
twice as great as his because he relied 
upon the Lord God of his fathers. The 
Lord has often seen St to do mighty 
things for very unworthy people for 
His great name's sake. Jer. xiv. 7. is 
very strong and effectual pleading.

Our lesson to day introduces us to 
good King Asa, who reigned foriy-one 
years aud did that which was good 
and right in the eyes o f the Lord Ids 
God. He also defeated an army twice 
as large as his own because he relied 
on the Lord (xiv. 8, 9; xvi, 8|. His 
prayer in chapter xiv, 11, has often 
helped me: “ Lord, it is uothiug with 
Thee to help, whether with many or 
with them that have no power. Help 
ns. O Lord our God. for we rest on 
Tliee, and in Thy name we go.”

Yet in the thirty-sixth year of his 
reign he was led into making a league 
with the king of Syria, and. beiug re­
proved for it by the Lord through His 
servant Hanani. he became so angry 
that he put the prophet in prison. He 
seems never to have got over this re­
proof of the Lord, for when, three 
years later, he became diseased in his 
feet he did not seek the Lord in his 
affliction.

All the Lord’s dealings with His peo­
ple are intended to bring them nearer 
to Himself, but to this day many be­
come so offended by what He does or 
does not do that they turn away from 
Him and lose all fellowship with Him. 
Some of my friends know something 
of the preciousness to my soul of. these 
words of the Lord through His serv­
ant Hanani, “ The eyes o f the Lord 
run to and fro throughout the whole 
eartli to show Himself strong In the 
behalf of them whose hearts are per 
feet toward Him" (chapter xvi. !)t. We 
need such a word as this so much, for 
the devil is always going to and fro in 
the earth and walking up and down in 
it  As a roaring lion he walketli about, 
seeking whom he may devour (Job i. 
7; 0, 2; I Pet. v, 8>.

Early In the reign of Asa the Spirit 
of God spoke to him through Azariah. 
the son of Oded, in the words of verses 
2 to 7 of our lesson, referring to the 
years past when the people had been 
out o f fellowship with God, but when­
ever they in their trouble sought Him 
He was always found of them. Much 
of the message takes us back to the 
days o f the judges. By the Lord’s 
gracious dealings with His people in 
tiie past, notwithstanding all their sin. 
He encouraged Asa with the words. 
“Be ye strong, therefore, aud let not 
your hands be weak, for your work 
shall be rewarded” (verse 71. His ex­
hortation to us still and always is, “ Be 
strong in the Lord and in the power of 
His might”  (Epli. vi, 10). See also Isa, 
xl, 28-31; xiv. 24; .Tosh: i, 6, IS; Hag- 
ii, 4, and note by contrast TJzziah. who 
was marvelously helped till he was 
strong, but then his heart was lifted 
up to his own destruction (chapter 
xxvi. 15, 1C). The danger is our own 
strength or self confidence, for it is 
only when we are weak that we are 
really strong (II Cor. xii, 9, 10). Isa. 
xii, 13, is a grand word for weak hands, 
and, as to works, how full o f encour­
agement is I Cor. xv, 58! Rev. xxii, 
12; Luke xiv, 14, are two o f the best 
on rewards.

The king, being greatly encouraged 
by this message from the Lord, began 
to purge the land of idolatry, even de­
stroying the idol of his grandmother

(I Kings xv, 12. 13), and to restore the 
worship of the true God. The people 
fellJ:o him in abundance out of Israel 
when they saw that the Lord his God 
was with him (verse 9). They sacri­
ficed unto the Lord and sought Him 
with (heir whole desire and entered 
Into a covenant to seek the Lord God 
of tlieir fathers with all their heart 
and with all their soul (verses 11-15).

The first use of the title God “ Al­
mighty,”  which means “ the mighty 
God who is all sufficient,”  is in Gen. 
xvii, 1, where Abram is encouraged to 
walk before God and be sincere or up­
right or whole hearted. From the 
book of Job. in which this. title is 
used more often than In all the rest 
of the Bible, we learn that to know 
tiie Almighty there must he an abhor­
rence and renunciation of self (Job xlii).

This turning to God in the days of 
Asa was such a reality that they de­
creed that whosoever would not seek 
the Lord God of Israel should be put 
to death, whether small or great, 
whether man or woman (verse 13). 
It might be a question whether this 
compulsory turning to God would, aft­
er all, prove to be a real turning of 
the heart. With us it is either life or 
death. He who does not truly receive 
the Lord Jesus is dead in trespasses 
and sins, a lost soul, but the good news 
is that Jesus came to seek and save 
the lost (John iii, 18; I John v, 12; Eph. 
ii, 1, 2: II Cor. iv, 3). If the lqve of 
Him who gave up all nis glory and 
bare our sins on Golgotha does not 
win us to Him we must be dead in­
deed.

THE INTERNATIONAL SERIES.

Text of the Lesson, I Kings xvi, 15-33.
Memory Verses, 25-30—Golden Text,
Prov. xiv, 34— Commentary Prepared
by Rev. D. M. Stearns.
Today we are introduced to two of 

the worst kings in all the history of 
the ten tribes, Omri and Ahab. Of the 
former it is written that he wrought 
evil in the eyes of the Lord and did 
worse than all that were before him, 
and of the latter it is written that he did 
evil in tiie sight of the Lord above all 
that were before him aud did more to 
provoke the Lord God of Israel to an­
ger than all the kings of Israel that 
were before him (verses 25, 30, 33). 
What a record of increasing iniquity 
and how great the long suffering of 
Jehovah that could bear with it! But 
we must consider that ever since the 
serpent tempted Eve, and how much 
longer we do not know. God has pa­
tiently borne with the devil and will 
continue to bear with him till the time 
of Rev. xx, 1-3. While there is no 
hope for that great adversary revealed 
in Scripture, as to men it is written 
that the Lord is long suffering toward 
us. not willing that any should per­
ish, but that all should come to re­
pentance (II Pet iii, 9|.

The greatest sinner may be saved if 
be will only turn from his sin to God, 
but for all who will not turn there is 
naught but the flaming fire and venge­
ance of II Thess. i. 8, 9. the lake 
which burnetii witli fire and brimstone 
of Rev. xxi, 8. If any will not receive 
the truth God will let them believe a 
Lie, and for all who will not bow to 
the word of God there is no morning 
for them (II Thess. ii. 11, 12; Isa. viii, 
20, margin and R. V.). In all the his­
tory of the ten tribes there was not 
one ruler who feared the Lord, but all 
walked in the way of Jeroboam, the 
son of Nabat. who made Israel to sin 
(verses 2(5, 31).

During the forty-one years of the 
reign of Asa over Judah, who was on 
the whole a good king and most of the 
time did right in the sight of the Lord, 
six of the kings of the ten tribes either 
reigned or began to reign, and each 
one is mentioned by name in connec­
tion with the year of Asa's reign when 
he began to reign (xv, 25, 28, 33; xvi, 
8, 10. 15. 23. 291. No less than eight 
times do we find Asa mentioned in 
connection with the names of these 
kings, and it is to me suggestive of 
the wheat and tares of one of our 
Lord's parables, concerning which He 
said. " I a h  both grow together til! the 
harvest.”  In this case it was not diffi­
cult to distinguish the righteous from 
the wicked, but often we eannot tell 
here, wheat and tares in some stages 
of growth look so much alike.

The wicked prosper, are not in trou­
ble like other men, they are proud and 
lofty and very often die peacefully (Ps. 
lxxiii, 2-12), and Asaph is not the only 
one perplexed thereby. The righteous 
and the wicked die, and often their 
bodies lie side by side in the cemetery, 
and where is the difference? The up-

right shall have dominion over them in 
the morning of the first resurrection, 
when only the bodies of the righteous 
shall rise from the! dead (Ps. xlix. 14). 
When we return with Christ then shall 
we more fully, discern between the 
righteous and the wicked, between him 
that kerveth God and him that serveth 
Him not (Mai. iii. IS).

Rulers Like Omri and Ahab will flour­
ish greatly at the.end of tli-s age under 
the patronage of the antichrist and 
his companion the false prophet who 
will not hesitate to blaspheme God and 
His name and make war with the 
Lamb and His people, but they shall 
be suddenly overthrown (Rev. xiii; 
xvii, 14; xix, 19, 20). Then shall be 
fully fulfilled that which had a fulfill­
ment when Christ was here in humilia­
tion: “ Why do the nations rage and 
the people imagine a vain thing? The 
kings of the earth set themselves, and 
the rulers take counsel together against 
the Lord and against His anointed.”

The Lord shall have them in deri­
sion, speak unto them in His wrath, 
and His king in Zion shall break them 
with a rod of iron aud dash them in 
pieces like a potter’s vessel (Ps. ii). 
“The lofty looks of man shall be hum­
bled. and the haughtiness of men shall 
be bowed down; aud the Lord alone 
shall be exalted in that day.” “ For 
the Lord of hosts bath purposed it, to 
stain the pride of all glory and to bring 
into contempt all the honorable of tiie 
earth" (Isa. ii. 11. 17; xxiii. 9). This 
woman Jezabel, whom Ahab married 
and of whose desperate w ickedness we 
shall hear more in future lessons, re­
minds us of another Jezabel of Rev. 
ii. 20-23. some of whose relatives are 
working great mischief and leading 
many astray in our olvn day. This 
form of iniquity will be consummated 
in the woman' of Rev. xvii.

1910 is gone. It has flown and 
faded away like a wreath mist 
at eve. It has passed to that 
long list of cycles that has gone 
to make the huge history of 
humanity, and help make the 
records of the worlds doings.

1910 all told, was a good year. 
It came, it wrought and it went, 
and in the main it was as a 
smooth sea. It came in with 
icy breath, then it brought; 
youngspring, then bright summer 
autumn with its solemn brow 
and winter with its aged locks. 
Then it left but its mark is on 
each brow; its shadow in each 
heart.

1911 is here. Already it is 
clipping at the calendar and 
will never cease, weary nor rest, 
until it has put all the days, all 
the weeks, all the months and 
all the seasons behind us and 
added another cycle to that 
hoary column. “ Remorseless 
Time.” It has no favorites, 
knows no surcease and waits 
for no man. It is heedless of 
human destiny, smiles at 
monuments, and laughs at its 
own ravages.

100 years ago was 1811. That 
was a long time ago, as man 
sees it. But to Time, it is but 
yesterday. To Old Time with 
his keen sickle, a century is like 
the rapid vapor curtain, or like 
the magic dance of the weird 
will-o’-the wisp. It danced and 
dazzled and was done.

1811 James Madison our 
fourth Presidentwasinour White 
House at Washington, D. C. His 
young wife, Dollie Madison ,was 
the first fiickle fashionable 
flower that ever went into the 
big White House. She was the 
first female that ever began the 
making of our National Capitol 
a dazzling social center, and

made it a center for southern 
beauty and gentility. She 
tipped the light fantastic toe 
with the national Solons of the 
republic who in their powdered 
hair, and knee pants and 
scissor tailed coats, sought the 
hand of the young Virginia 
beauty. She could cut the 
pigeon wing with young Hickory 
Jackson, glide through the 
cotillion with that prince of 
dancers, Jno. Quincy. Adams, 
and at luncheon she could 
entertain the sober, sided John 
Marshall, the famous Chief 
Justice and the first Consti­
tutional lawyer of U. S. A.

1811, Napoleon Bonaparte was 
at his height. lik e  a monster 
comet he was sweeping around 
the European skies and monarchs 
were trembling in their capitols 
like aspen leaves and all the 
kingdoms, thrones and paltry 
princes of the earth were 
standingtip toe, wondering what 
that young Corsican would do 
next for at his whim empires 
vanished, kings became beggars, 
princes paupers, and royalty 
dropped into rags and tatters. 
But—but ten years after that 
Napoleon died a lone prisenor on 
a lonely isle in mid ocean. Like a 
caged lion he paced his dungeon, 
defying the world and hissing 
at the bristling guns that held 
him in chains, but the dread 
man in the dungeon was 
doomed. Cancer was gnawing 
at his vitals, and the grim grave 
was claiming its victim. Time 
was on hand with his reap hook.

1811, How new, how virgin, 
how raw and untouched was all 
this south-western wild. All 
these parts lay here only with 
dame natures silence, and soli­
tude. Not a protestant school 
or church lay west of the great 
Mississippi. 1811, was the 
year the first steam boat ever 
glided on western waters. It 
was that year the first steamer 
ever came down that great 
stream and that was the dawn­
ing of a new day for  our west­
ern world. Then came our 
forefathers and mothers, and

here we were bora. Strange to 
say, on board that first boat 
was a big dutchman and his 
wife. That was, Nick Roosevelt 
and Ms spouse, grand uncle of 
our Teddy, our modern 
Napoleon, that hangs out on the 
horizon as the man of destiny.

1911, may it be good to our 
readers of tire Herald and help 
all our Terryites to a feast of 
good things this year. So mote 
it be.
