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SUNDAY SCHOOL
Lesson IV.— Second Quarter, For 

April 23, 1911.

THE INTERNATIONAL SERIES.

Text of the Lesson, II Kings xii, 4-15. 
Memory Verse, 11—Golden Text, I 
Chron. xxix, 9—Commentary Pre­
pared by Rev. D. M. Stearns.

Toclcy we combine the story o f Joasb, 
kin;, of Judah, in last week’s lesson 
and in this one. He began to reign 
in his seventh year and reigned forty 
years, doing right in the sight of the 
I.ord, while Jehoiada, the priest, in­
structed him (verses 1-3), but he did 
not destroy idolatry in the land. 
Our last good king in Judah was Je- 
lioshaphat, who was succeeded by his 
son Jekoram, his firstborn, who mar­
ried a daughter of Ahab and did evil 
in the sight of the Lord and put to 
death his six brothers. He reigned 
only eight years and died a fearful 
death, as the prophet Elijah sent him 
word that he would. It is written of 
him that he departed without being 
desired (II Chron. xxi).

Jehoahaz (or Ahaziah), his youngest 
son, succeeded him, all his older broth­
ers having been slain by the Syrians. 
He reigned only one year, and his 
mother, Atkallah, was his counselor 
to do wickedly (II Chron. xxii, 1-1). He 
was slain by Jehu, and when his 
mother knew that he was dead she 
at once proceeded to destroy all the 
seed royal of the house of Judah, but 
Jehosheba (or Jehoshabeath), the wife 
of Jehoiada, the priest, and sister of 
Ahaziah, rescued the infant Joash and 
hid him and his nurse in the house of 
the Lord six years while Athaliah 
reigned over the land (I I  Ipngs xl, 1-3; 
I I  Chron. xxii, 10-12).

Last week’s lesson told us how, in 
his seventh year, Jehoiada, the priest, 
arranged to have him brought forth, 
anointed, crowned and proclaimed king, 
and made a covenant between the Lord 
and the king and the people that they 
should be the Lord’s people (xi, 12, IT). 
They broke down the house of Baal 
and his altars and images, slew the 
priest of Baal, and also the wicked 
queen mother Athaliah. So the people 
rejoiced and the city was quiet (xi, 
18-20).

We must not confuse our good King 
Joash of Judah with another Joash, 
king of Israel, who began to reign 
over the ten tribes in the thirty-sev­
enth year of the king of Judah’s reign 
and who departed not from the sins of 
Jeroboam, the son of Nabat, who made 
Israel to sin (II Kings xiii, 10-13). We 
have a key to the heart o f today’s les­
son In the expression, “The house of 
the Lord,”  which occurs in our lesson 
verses just twelve times, i f  we in­
clude verse 16.

Inasmuch as the king spent the first 
six years of his life in some part of 
the house o f the Lord under the care 
of the priest o f the Lord it is the 
most suggestive phrase in our lesson, 
and the more so when we remember 
that the kings who reigned at Jeru­
salem were said to sit on the throne 
of the Lord as king (I Chron. xxix, 23). 
We cannot think o f Israel as a nation 
without a tabernacle or temple as a 
dwelling place for Jehovah in their 
midst. One of the first commands to 
Moses after the deliverance from 
Egypt and the giving of the law at 
Sinai was, “Let them make me a 
sanctuary that I  may dwell among 
them”  (Ex. xxv, 8). When Cyrus, king 
o f Persia, made a proclamation through­
out all his kingdom that the Jews 
might return from Babylon he said 
that it was to build the house o f the 
Lord God of Israel in Jerusalem (Ezra 
i, 1-4). Ezekiel xl to xlviii tells o f 
the temple that is to be when they 
shall be gathered from all natious nev­
er to be pulled up or scattered any 
more.

When Israel was numbered it was 
the law that every one, rich and poor, 
should give a^ialf shekel ns atonement 
money as a ransom for his soul, and 
this money was to be used in the 
service o f the Lord (Ex. xxx, 11-16). 
This is probably a part o f the money 
referred to in verse 4 with which they 
were to repair the house of the Lord, 
for the sons of Athaliah, that wicked 
woman, had _t>roken up the house of 
God and had bestowed the dedicated 
things upon Baalam.

Joash instructed the priests and the 
Levites to go out unto the cities of 
Judah and gather o f all Israel money 
to repair the house of the Lord from 
year to year, but this collecting busi­
ness did not work any better than it 
does today, and after more than twen­
ty years the work was not done (verses 
4-8; I I  Chron. xxiv, 4-7).

Then Jehoiada, the priest, took a 
chest, with a hole in the lid, and set 
it beside the altar on the right side as 
one eometli into the house of the Lord, 
and they made a proclamation through 
Judah and Jerusalem to bring in the 
offering that Moses had commanded, 
and thus they gathered money in 
abundance, and the workmen wrought,

►

and the work was perfected by then' 
and they set the house of God in hi 
state and strengthened it (verses 9-14 
I I  Chron. xxiv, 8-13).

I have personally tried the box a* 
the door plan for thank offerings, for 
benefits received at the services, th- 
money to be given to missions to help 
tell the glad tidings to others, and it' 
has worked splendidly. It is many a 
long year since I over solicited money 
from any one personally or permitted 
any one to go out collecting, and we 
find there Is no need of it. The wick­
edness o f Joash, after the death of 
Jehoiada at the age of 130 years, and 
his murder o f the son o f Jehoiada run" 
his idolatry are written in I I  Chron. 
xxiv, 15-27*

SUNDAY SCHOOL
Lesson V,— Second Quarter, For 

April 30, 1911.

THE INTERNATIONAL SERIES.

Text of the Lesson, Jonah iii, 5, to iv,
11—Memory Verses, Chapter iv, 10,
11—Golden Text, Matt, xxviii, 19.
Commentary Prepared by Rev. D. M.
Stearns.

The committee calls this a foreign 
missionary lesson, and it is certainly 
a grand missionary story, reaching on 
even to the kingdom when it shall be 
fully seen that “ salvation is o f the 
Lord” (ii, 9). With this saying of 
Jonah I  have in my mind the words 
of the Lord Jesus to the woman of 
Samaria, “Salvation is of the Jews" 
(John vi, 12). Putting the two togeth­
er we have the great truth that salva­
tion Is o f the Lord through the Jews. 
This is and will be seen to be true of 
all individuals and also of nations. 
All the redeemed in heaven and on 
earth owe their redemption to the 
blood of a Jew, and the nations as 
such will not be saved till the glory of 
the Lord is risen upon Israel. Then 
they shall come to her light and kings 
to the brightness of her rising (Isa. 
lx, 1-3; lxll, 1-3; xxvii, 6; Jer. Ill, 17; 
Zech. ii, 10-12).

We have in our lesson the only in­
stance, as far as I  know, of a whole 
city penitent. But when Israel shall 
have had her resurrection from the 
dead and a nation of Pauls shall go 
forth into all the world witnessing as 
He did In the power of the Spirit, 
knowing ull languages and having all ' 
wealth at their command, whole na- ■ 
tlons shall turn to the Lord in true i 
penitence and “A ll kings shall fall 
down before Him, all nations shall 
serve Him” (Ps. ixxii, 11).

The Lord Jesus spoke o f the experi­
ence of Jonah in the belly o f the fish, 
his preaching and the repentance of 
Nineveh, and those who question the 
truth of the story of Jonah question 
the veracity of Jesus Christ. I t  Is the 
work o f the devil to question the word 
o f God or the love o f God (Matt, xii, 
39-41; xvi, 4; Gen. ill, 1-5).

Could there by a more vivid picture 
of {he churches’ Indifference to the 
command of Christ in our Golden Text 
than that o f Tonah on this ship? The 
only man who knew the true God is 
fast asleep, while the heathen sailors 
are diligently calling upon their gods. 
They only found out who he was and 
why he was there by questioning him.

In a certain place we read that 
Jesus could not be hid (Mark vii, 24), 
but some who hear the name o f Chris­
tian seem to hide Him quite success­
fully. Contrast I I  Cor. iv, 10, 11; ii, 
14.) Think of Samson and his fatal 
sleep, Peter, James und John asleep in 
the presence of great privilege and 
also o f great suffering and consider tf 
you need the question o f chapter i, 6, 
and i f  so what will your answer be? S 
As to the great fish prepared by the 
Lord to take care o f Jonah I  often 
wonder why people have been so long 
looking for fishes of the same kind, 
for the record does not say that the 
Lord made two great fishes to propa­
gate the species, but that He prepared 
a great fish.

For aught we know the fish may have 
died when it finished its ministry to 
Jonah, as probably did the little fish 
that brought the coin to Simon Peter. 
The winds of I, 4; iv, 8, were special 
winds for the occasion, as were also 
the gourd and the worm of Iv, 6, 7, 
special preparations for special minis­
try. I  have long rejoiced in the truth 
of Eph. ii, 10, and firmly believe that 
all the good works o f all the Lord’s 
people are prepared beforehand for 
them to walk in. It is helpful to say 
concerning all things, pleasant or un­
pleasant, “prepared for me by in­
finite Jove.”

With all Jonah’s peculiarities he 
seems to have been a man full o f the 
word o f God, for his prayer in ehapter 
H is almost wholly Scripture. In the 
margin o f my Bible I note in his pray­
er nine quotations from or references 
to the Psalms, besides some from oth 
er parts o f Scripture. When he did 
finally start for Nineveh the word of 
the Lord to him was, “Preach unto it 
the preaching that I  bid thee”  (ill, 2). 
Compare Jer. i, 7; Ezek. ii, 7; iii, 11;

I I  Tim. iv, 2; Acts viii, 4, 25, and note 
that our Lord Himself said only what 
the Father told Him to say (John xii, 
49; xiv, 10; viii, 28).

It would ho a great thing and great­
ly to the glory o f God and the good o f 
both speakers and hearers i f  all preach­
ers and tea; hors would prove them­
selves to be “ the Lord's messengers 
in the Lord’ message unto the peo­
ple”  (Hag. i, 13). All such might rest 
assured that His word would always 
accomplish His pleasure and nevep re­
turn to Him void (Isa. Iv).

Jonah was like a man alive from 
the dead, and His message was the 
Lord’s and >t his own, and the peo­
ple o f Nineveh believed God (iii, 5) and 
turned from their evil ways unto God, 
and God sav it and did not bring the 
threatened evil upon them. It  would; 
hare pleased Jonah better i f  God had 
destroyed Nineveh. And because he 
knew that God was gracious and might 
have mercy upon them i f  they repent­
ed he refused at first to obey God (iv, 
1-3).

Concerning God's vepentings mention­
ed in chapter iii, 10, and in so many 
other places in Scripture we must re­
member that God cannot and never 
does change His mind about anything, 
for He knew everything from the be­
ginning (Acts xv, 18), but He does 
change His mode o f procedure, and 
as God always knew that He would 
just at that place in history and in 
that way.

If your neighbor’s crops are bet­
ter than your own don’t be too 
proud to discuss them with him and 
find out why if possible- Then 
strive to raise better crops.

Some 
make the mistake o f turning the heads 
south, and the heads ’null he certain to 
get damaged, for the stem and base of 
the head are the most tender parts, 
and these wili be to the north, while 
the morning sun will strike the open 
head to the south when frozen and 
damage it, says Progressive Farmer.

Economy in the use o f foundation is 
wasteful, and it is «  poor practice to 
put first strips or slattere of founda­
tion in the section boxes, for it is an 
indisputable fact that a full sheet of 
foundation in each section box means 
not only their ready acceptance by the 
bees, but also the building o f straight- 
er combs.

By selection and restriction In the 
matter o f queens we can improve our 
bees just as we can other stock, and 
there is always present in every apiary 
some choice queen far ahead o f the 
others which will give us most excel­
lent queens for requeening.

Don’ t keep bees unless you mean 
to give them the proper care and at­
tention. I f  you can’t do that you had 
better leave some one else keep the 
bees and buy your honey from him.

A  man who knows “ail about bees” 
and does not believe that anything 
more can be gained by reading bee 
journals, books on bees. etc., will soon 
be far behind the age.

The present improved system o f man­
agement requires that hires should not, 
stand too near each other. There 
should be at least six feet tetween 
them, and ten feet would be a prefer­
able distance.

Be sure that your bees hare a good, 
prolific Italian queen and the ants will 
not bother them.

that the individuals of any given 
litter are invariably of the same 
sex, that is, they are either all 
males or all females, never mix­
ed. They have farther found 
that the four young come from 
one fertilized egg, instead of 
each embryo springing from a 
separate egg, as normally occurs 
in the other mammals that 
habitually bring forth more 
than a single young at a litter.

'More Profit'la Raising Peanuts 
than Cotton.

' The possibility for the profit­
able cultivation from the peanut 
in the southern states, es penally 
iu the cotton boll weevil belt, 
where this insect has rendered 
it almost impossible to grow cot­
ton with success, are pointed 
out in a bulletin on the peanut, 
just issued by the department of 
agriculture. In  fact it is shown 
that the peanut may be grown 
in the boll weevil districts in the 
south with much more profit 
than the white staple. When 
the value of the commercial pea­
nut of the United States for 1908 
was estimated at $12,000,000 the 
wonder is expressed that this 
article of food is not more 
generally cultivated, particularly 
in the south and south-west 
where it can be grown at great 
profit.

The demand for the peanut as 
an article of food is constantly 
growing. In this connection 
the interesting fact is developed 
that this country is a large 
purchaser of peanut oil from 
abroad, while thereare thousands 
of acres of waste land in the 
south capable o f  producing 
enough peanuts to keep the cot­
ton seed oil mill running and 
furnish more than enough oil 
for home consumption. That 
the cultivation of the peanut is a 
profitable indbstry may be seen 
from the figures of the bulletin. 
An acre of first class peanuts, 
calculating the yield at a ton of 
vines, worth from $8 to $10, and 
sixty bushels of peas, worth $40 
to $60, will give an income of 
from $48 to $70. The cost of 
growing an acre of peanuts is 
variously estimated at $12 to $25, 
thus showing a net return of $36 
to $45. This is above the aver­
age for the crop as now grown 
in the United States, it is stated, 
decidedly lower than may be 
expected under favorable con­
ditions and proper cultivation 
methods.—Stockman & Farmer.

Studying the firmdarlla.

This little creature repx-esents 
a migrating species, which has 
in large numbers crossed the 
frontier of Texas from Mexico 
and now inhabits the greater 
portion of the southern half of 
the State.

The point of special interest in 
the biology of the armadillo lies 
in its pecuiar method of develop­
ment. Doctors Newman and 
Patterson have found out that 
the Texas armadillo normally 
gives birth to four young, and

T exa s  has tw ic e  as m an y ca ttle  as 
any -ther sta te in the Union. A cco rd ­
in g  to the census reports  o f the F e d ­
era l departm en t o f  agricu lture, Jan. 
1, 1910, there w ere  S.283,0 '  head o f 
ca ttle  in T e x a s  and the la test g o ve rn ­
m ent estim at rou tes them  at $19.80 
pe r head. W e  have m ade an increase 
o f  o v e r  1.000,000 head o f ca ttle  and 
a tota i increase in va lu e o f a p p rox i­
m a te ly  $ ',000,000 during the past 
decade.

T h e  T exa s  ran c ' t a re being cut 
into sm all tracts , but the ca ttle  r e ­
m ain  on the fa rm  and increase in num ­
ber and im p rove  in qu a lity  and value.

M. V. Brownfield brought in 
two sample limbs from his peach 
orchard at the ranch this week. 
One bore a reasonable amount of 
splendidly formed fruit nearly 
half the size of a hen egg which 
are supposed to ripen in May, 
or June, according to climatic 
conditions, while the other con. 
tained an unreasonable ammonnt, 
and clusters of fruit. The branch 
was possibly ten inches or a foot 
in length and contained thirty 
odd healthy little peaches, there 
being as high as six in one cluster 
That is what we call prolific. 
Mr. Brownfield informed us 
that the wind Sunday night 
blew off oodles of the fruit but 
didn’t get enough off to suit him.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 2.

A  resolution proposing to amend the Consti- 
stutionof the State o f Texas, by amending A r­
ticle 16, Section 20, thereof by striking out and 
repealing said section, and substitiPing in lieu 
thereof anew Section 20. prohibiting the manu­
facture for purpose o f sale, barter and exchange 
and the sale, barter and exchange o f intoxicat­
ing liquors, on and after the second Tuesday in 
January, A. D. 1912, within this State, except 
for medicina’ , scieniitlc and sacr'imental purpos­
es, and provic ing that the Legislature o f the 
State of Texas, shall,atnoon on the second Tues­
day in January, A . D 1912, by autho; ity  o f this 
section, meet in session in the city o f Austinsand 
pass efficient laws to onforco t his section; pro­
viding, further, that this section shall not pre­
vent any session ol the Legislature from passing 
any law to inforce the same; and, providing, 
further, that all laws in force when this amend­
ment is edopted, providing penalties or forfe it­
ures in relation to the manufacture, sale or 
trar. sporta> ion of intoxicating liquors, shall re­
main in full force and effect until modi lied or 
repealed; fixing the time fo r  the election for 
the adoption or rejection of said propoced con­
stitutional amendment, directing a proclamation 
therefor and making certain provisions fo r  said 
olectL-n and the ballot thereof, and method of 
voting; prescribing certain duties for. the Gov­
ernor o f this State, and making an appropriation 
to defray the expenses o f said election.

B e  i t r e s o  ved by th e  L e g is la tu re  o f  the  
S ta te  o f  T exa s :

SECTION*!. That Article 16 o f the Constitu­
tion of the State o f Texas be amended by-strik­
ing out and repealing Section 20 thereof, and 
substituting in lieu o f said Section 20 the follow­
ing:

SECTION 20, The manufacture fo r  purpos­
es of sale, barter or exchange of intoxicating 
liquors on and after the second Tuesday in Jan­
uary, A . D. 1912, is hereby prohibited within this 
State, except for medicinal, scientific and sac­
ramental purposes. The Legislature o f the 
State of Texas shall, at noon, on the second 
Tuesday in January, A. D. 1912, by authority o f 
this section, meet in session in the city of Aus­
tin and nass efficient laws to enforce this sect­
ion; but nothing in thi$ section shall prevent 
any session of the Legislature from passing any 
law to enforce the same: and all laws in force 
when this amendment is adopted providing rem­
edies, penalties or forfeitures in relation to the 
manufacture, sale or transportation of intoxicat­
ing liquors shall remain in full force and effect

until modified or repealed.

SECTION 2. The foregoing constitutional 
amendment shall be submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors for members of the Legisla­
ture at an election to be /held throughout the 
State o f Texas on the fourth Saturday in July, 
being the twenty-second day thereof, A . IX  
1911. A t said election the vote shall b9 by offi­
cial ballot, which shall have printed or written 
at the top thereof in plain letters the words 
“ Official B allo t”

Said ballot shall have also written or printed 
thereon the words “ For Prohibition”  and the 
words “ Agains* Prohibition.”

A il voters favoring said proposed amendment 
shall erase the words “ Against Prohibition”  by 
making a mark through the same, and those op­
posing it shall erase the words “ For Prohibi­
tion.”  I f  a majority o f the votes cast at said 
election shall be “ For Prohibition”  said amend­
ment shall be declared adopted. I f  a majority 
o f the votes shall be “ Against Prohibition”  said 
amendment shall be lostand-so declared

All tne provisions o f tke general election laws 
as amended and in force at the time o f said 
election Is held shall govern in all respects as to 
the qualifications of the electors, the method o f 

| holding such election, and in all other respects, 
as fa r as such election laws can be made appli­
cable.

SEC. 3. The Governor o f this State is hereby 
directed to issue the necessary proclamation fo r 
said election and have sam* published as re—, 
quired by the Constitution and laws of. this 
State.

SEC. 4. The sum o f five thousand ($5000) dol­
lars, or so much thereof as may be necessary, is 
hereby appropriated out a f any funds in the 
State Treasury, not otherwise aqpropriaied. to 
defray the expanses o f tuch proclamation, pub­
lication and election
