; The packing centers are be­
ginning to cast longing eyes 
over the broad, fertile bosom of 
the Plains and Panhandle, where 
they realize the coming of the 
future finished, beef, pork and 
mutton erea. In this verdant 
empire, where cattle is king and 
kaffir is queen, they see the tall

Fattening Cattle in the Pan­
handle.

Kansas city— More fat cattle 
have come out of the panhandle 
this winter than ever before, 
and of course they have sold at 
record prices. Charles Hech, 
of Tulia, had a shipment in Kan­
sas City March 18th, which in­
cluded 18 yearlings,-1371 pounds 
each, at $8.40, and 9 cows, 1013 
pounds average, at $7.00 per 
hundred pounds. On March 
27th M. L Steel, of Groom, sold 
100 head of 1225 pound steers in 
Kansas City, at$8.25per hundred 
pounds. Increase in cattle feed­
ing in the panhandle has been 
rapid since the introduction of 
the silo, which permits of storing 
crops and thus getting every 
ounce of benefit from them, 
nearly half of which feeding- 
value was formerly dissipated to 
the winds. Mr. Steel, whose 
shipment is referred to here, 
erected a 300 ton capacity silo 
last year, which he filled with 
Kaffir corn. He fed the steers 
mentioned for 100 days, giving 
them 40 pounds of silage and 4 
pounds of cottonseed meal, and 
a little ground milo maize, per 
day. The steers gained 225 
pounds each in the 100 days of 
feeding. Speaking of the possi­
bilities of the silo, Mi1.

(2) That for the harder tar pitches 
the addition of very small percent­
ages of naphthalene will produce a 
marked Increase iL fluidity of the re­
sulting product.

Further, evidences point to the fact 
that, within a reasonable degree of ac­
curacy, it should be possible to fore­
tell, by use of the data given in the 
pamphlet, what consistency to ex­
pect from the addition of a given per­
centage of naphthalene to a tar pitch 
or refined tar of known consistency, 
irrespective of the free carbon content 
of the tar.

NAPHTHALENE IN ROAD TARS
System atic  Investiga tion  of E ffects of

Various C onstituents Upon its  
A d a p ta b ility  Is Im po rtan t.

As a large part of the road work in 
this country seems destined to be ef­
fected by the use of tars in road treat­
ment and construction, a systematic 
investigation of the effects of various 
constituents upon the adaptability of 
tars as road binders is of great im­
portance

Hence, the recent circular issued by 
the United States department of agri­
culture on "The Effect of Naphthalene 
upon the Consistency of Refined Tars” 
(Office of public roads, circular No 96) 
is a valuable contribution to good 
roads literature. While definite con­
clusions are not announced, the results 
strongly indicate four determinate 
facts:

(1) That the fluxing value of naph­
thalene for tar pitches is somewhat 
greater, although quite similar, to the

Drive nails through the boards each 
yay on an upward slant On these 
nails stick the butts of the corn.

WATER MOST VALUABLE 
AGRICULTURAL ASSET.

Enough Wasted Annually to 
Supply 6,000,000 Acres. 

Conservation Urged.

The cry of water arising from the 
arid regions of Texas has caused the 
Texas Welfare Commission to in­
vestigate the subject of irrigation.

The report of the commission 
shows that we now have 125,000 
acres of land under irrigation in

Texas today, and of this area 275,- 
000 acres are in rice and 150.000 
in general crops and the land is the 
most valuable in the state.

The report further states that 
water is our most valuable agricul­
tural asset. According to the re­
port of the division of irrigation in­
vestigations of the United States De­
partment of Agriculture, there is 
wasted into the Gulf o f Mexico 
through the ordinary flow of the 
Trinity river each year upwards of 
four million acre feet of water, 
through tile Brazos two million acre 
feet; through the Colorado one and 
one-half million acre feet through 
the Rio Grande five million acre feet, 
one-half of which we claim. Through 
these four streams at least ten mil­
lion acre feet of water is each year 
lost to Texas which, if conserved, 
would serve as a supplemental sup­
ply of water to at least six million 
icres of land.

The commission finds millions of 
jeres of fertile soil in southwest and 
west Texas land without an artificial 
supply of water that has very little 
value, and there is no section of the 
state in which the .productive power 
of the soil will not be immensely in­
creased if, when periods of scant 
rainfall occur, a supplementary water 
supply is available and applied. The 
area to be irrigated is only limited 
ivy the extent of the water supply. 
This supply may be drawn from the 
natural flow of streams, from their 
rlood discharges by impounding in 
reservoirs, from artestian and from 
shallow wells.

The commission suggests a unity 
of effort between the federal anu 
state governments in the solution of 
our irrigation problems. The fed­
eral government stands ready to 
spend dollar for dollar in this co­
operative work with the state. It is 
hoped that a co-operative bill along 
this line may be enacted at the 
•< iuug session of the legislalvre.
